- Precautions urged in Shigellosis

outbreak in Panhandle, South Plains

The Texas Department of State
Health Services (DSHS) is urging
residents of the Texas Panhandle
and South Plains to take precau-

~ tions to control the spread of

shigellosis, an infectious bacterial
disease causing diarrhea, fever and
stomach cramps. A total of 33 cases
of shigellosis have been reported in
DSHS Health Service Region 1
since mid January.

“Most Shigella infections are the
result of the bacterium passing
from stools or soiled fingers of one
person to the mouth of another per-
son,” said Connie Lindley, regional
epidemiologist in  Canyon.
“Thorough hand washing is one of
the best ways to prevent the spread
of shigellosis, especially after
using the restroom, before prepar-

ing or serving food or drinks and
after changing a diaper,” she said.

“The infection occurs often
among toddlers who are not fully
toilet-trained,” Lindley said.

The infection ranges in severity
from a relatively mild illness with
watery stools for a few days to
severe  symptoms including
cramps, headache, high fever, pro-
fuse or bloody diarrhea and dehy-
dration. Those infected usually
recover in five to sever days. In
severe cases the patient needs to be
hospitalized. People with symp-
toms of shigellosis should contact
their doctor. Some people who are
infected may have no symptoms
but may still pass the Shigella bac-
tera to others.

The Spearman ISD Board of Trustees called for a bond election last
month to raise funds for the construction of a new junior high school to
replace the existing junior high building, to renovate and enlarge the
existing elementary school, to build a new elementary/junior high cafe-
torium, and to provide better parking and safer traffic flow around the
elementary/junior high campuses.

[ have to admit that I am amazed that there is even a question of]
whether or not we need a new junior high building.

How can we expect our school system to provide the best possible edu-
cation for our children if we keep them from updating the facilities? We
expect them to keep up with technology with up-to-date equipment
plugged into a system that was built in 1930.

Would America expect the executives and employees of its great cor-
porations to work in overcrowded buildings where the roof leaks, the
ceiling is crumbling, the indoor air quality makes people sick and the
heating and air conditioning do not work properly?

If not, then why do we accept these conditions in the classrooms that
are training the CEOs, officers and employees of tomorrow's great cor-
porations? How can educators be expected to teach effectively and stu-
dents to learn successfully in this type of environment?

Not only should these conditions be unacceptable, but there is a grow-
ing body of research that strongly suggests a correlation between the con-
dition of the school facility and student academic performance.

Studies in urban, suburban and rural communities have demonstrated
that the condition of the facility students attend affects their academic
achievement.* Students whose schools are comfortable and well-main-
tained are likely to focus more fully on academic challenges than those
who are distracted or depressed by the facility in which they spend a
large part of their day. Students dodging leaks from ceilings, using unsan-
itary and inadequate bathrooms, attending classes in converted store-
rooms, and breathing unhealthy air cannot accomplish as much as their
peers who attend well-lighted, clean, attractive and well-furnished
schools.

The real question is where do we place our priorities? Is there any
doubt the bond would pass if it were needed to replace 1930s textbooks
or sporting equipment?

In two columns in June of 1964,
Mr. Dixon described Higgins as he
remembered it as a child when he
started school in 1908. He
described his school a " large frame
building with three rooms and a
large hall in it. The school yard was
fenced with a board fence and there
were stiles for us children to walk
over on entering the school
grounds. Later there was another

room added to the three rooms, a
sort of shed room that we children
called the 'chicken house.! Each
room contained one large-based
burner stove. Coal was used as
fuel. "

He continues by listing the
stores: Chambers and Winsett,
Wheat and Rader’s, WE. Peugh,
Hiram and Patton, W.C. Barton's,
and E.M. Congdom. He stated that
there were no cement sidewalks
only broad walks. He continued
his remembrance by outlining that
there were three churches
(Baptist,Methodist, Presbyterian);
two banks, the First National and
the Citizen's National;two saloons.

"The Santa Fe Depot employed
seven or eight men at that time, as
all our groceries,clothing hard-
ware, and lumber had to come in
by rail. The Western Union
employed one boy to deliver mes-
sages and to clean the lamps and
lanterns, about twenty-five of
them.” There were about eight or
ten dray wagons used to deliver the
goods as they arrived by rail.

"I remember some of the men
that operated dray wagons. They
were Tom Russell, Roy Landers,
and a man by the name of
Baughan. Another dray team was
owned by Mr. Elvie Dearing. I
think Roy Landers was the first,
using a team of mules borrowed
from Frank Ewing."

There are two words that Mr.
Dixon used in these two columns
that were unfamiliar to me: stiles
and dray . In case, I am not alone ,
I am including their definitions:
STILES are a set of steps built over
a fence or wall that allow you to
climb over and enter the yard or
enclosure. DRAY is a flat bed
wagon with no sides used to haul
freight.

At a recent meeting of the
Hansford County Library Board,
there was some discussion aboy
our library and some of the statjs-
tics we keep for our annual report
to the Texas State Library,
Members of the board thought that
the community might be interested
in knowing how our library stacks
up against other libraries in our
area with a similar service popula-
ton.

Hansford County Library ranks
in the top 25th percentile across the
state in the following categories:
Items per Capita, Circulation per
Capita, Annual per Capita
Expenditures for Materials and
Library Visits per Capita. Our col-
lection contains over 30,000 items
whereas Clarendon, for example,
has  approximately  26,000;
Memphis has 26,500
Wellington has 27,900. During
2003, Hansford County Library
recorded 17,261 visits to our
library while Clarendon recorded
16,973, Memphis recorded 6,353
and Wellington recorded 18,954.
Another statistic that is interesting
IS our income per capita which is
$24.05 while Clarendon receives
$18.36, Memphis $10.13, and
Wellington $48.76. Clarendon and
Memphis are city supported
libraries while Wellington is a
school and county supported com-
bination library. For those of you
who may not know, Hansford
County Library is a non-profit cor-
poration that receives support from
both the City of Spearman and
Hansford County with additional
operating funds coming through
our Thriftshop and donations. Our

and.

neighboring  community  of
Canadian has a county supported
library that receives $58.75 per
capita and houses a collection of
over 47,000 items. Friona has a
city supported library that receives
$31.66 per capita and houses a col-
lection of approximately 32,200
volumes.

We are understandably proud of
our local library since we continue
to rank as high as we do compared
to other libraries across the state
and in our area. We are one of only
two libraries left in the panhandle
that exist independently rather than
as a department of either the City
or County government. It is a con-
stant struggle to maintain our level
of service to the community, but
we feel that we stretch each dollar
as far as it will go. We consistently
hear from patrons who have either
moved into or out of our communi-
ty about how much better our
library is than the library where
they have moved from or have
moved to - needless to say, we love
to hear that!

We are currently conducting a
survey among our patrons as to
whether it would be beneficial for
us to circulate our periodicals.
Please let us know if this is a serv-
ice you would find useful.

In June, in conjunction with our
local Heritage Days, we will once
again be conducting a book sale. If
you have items you would like to
donate to the library for our sale,
please bring them by the library
anytime between 10 and 6 week-
days. All proceeds from the book
sale go towards our operating
expenses.
