Also, during
March, tests of the early warning
system, known as the “Big
Mouth,” will be done for the
current rural subscribers. Last year
the Hansford County Sheriff’s
office introduced this warning
device to rural residents. The
system is designed to dial a
residence on the telephone and
give a recorded message warning
the people about severe conditions
in their area. The absence of sirens
and cable systems place rural
areas at a disadvantage when
warnings are issued, so the
Hansford County S.0O. installed
this computer system to
supplement rural homes. Rural
residents should be aware of the
fact that because severe weather
sometimes disturbs normal
operations of phone and electrical
services, they should not depend
solely on the Big Mouth services
for early warnings of storms. The
purpose is to provide an extra
way to alert rural residents and
hopefully provide them time to
become aware of severe conditions
and to

avoid injury from

At The Lake

The Texas Water Conservation
Association has its annual
meeting this week in Austin, as in
the custom when the legislature is
in session. Manager Jim Derington
and board members T.J. Bergin,
Wes Maupin, and Kenneth Evans
are planning on to attend. One of
the topics is a Drouth
Management Plan for Texas. This
seems to be a big year to discuss
water problems.

Since last week’s column, Leona
and Joel Stavlo, who are now
living in Gruver instead of out at
Oslo, have shared some swift fox
stories with me. One year in
August Leona and her daughter
Alice saw 4 of them in a corner of
a farm section just west of the
Shamrock Tanks 6 miles west of
Gruver. The foxes seemed to be
watching the cars go by. Then
another year she again saw 4 in
the corner of a field east of Dennis
Stedje’s home. She described each
occasion as a beautiful sight.

Joel, a 1935 graduate of Gruver
High, spent over two years
working to get money to enroll at
Clifton Jr. College. He worked for
his brother Art for a dollar a day
in farming season and batched

with his brother Gunder in the
big stone Tyler house during the
winter while they trapped; one of
the animals being the swift fox.
Their hides were not worth as
much as coyote hides, and they
were hard to trap. They
frequently turned the traps over.
Joel respected their intelligence.

The hides that he and Gunder
sold were the usual ones you
would expect in this county, but |
had a surprise when he said they
sold prairie dog hides twice in
batches of 100. There was a big
dogtown west of Gruver that had
not been shot at, where they could
get close enough using 22 short
shells to kill these little pests.
The trick was that you had to be
a good shot and get them through
the head, or they would get back
down in their holes and die there.
Gunder was an excellent shot, as |
can imagine Joel was. He said it
only took 5 minutes to skin one of
these rodents. They were sold
along with bald eagle tail
feathers to the 101 Ranch in
Oklahoma.

Joel graduated from St. Olaf’s
in 1941 and enlisted in January of
1942 in the navy where he became
a pilot. Gunder was killed on June
13, 1944 during the Normandy
Invasion of World War II
