After a discussion was held, Al
derman Ed Garner motioned that

the balance of the $1,492.95 origi
nally designated to the chamber
for Christmas decorations be used
to purchase replacement bulbs for
the Christmas decorations and the
bulk of the balance go towards ro
deo arena improvements. The mo
tion carried unanimously

Council members also awarded
two contracts during the meet ng

Editors Note: This is the
fourth and final article in the
look back at the headlines 1992
series. Below is a lookback at
the headlines in October, No-
vember and December.

OCTOBER 1992

"Two traffic accidents on
Sunday...leave one dead, four
injured" Two Gruver High School
students were involved in a fatal
accident, Sunday, Sept. 27
Hoel, the 16-year-old driver of the

car died at the scene, and 15-year
old Janyth Hart was taken to St
Anthony's Hospital in Amarillo.
The accident occurred on FM 1262
about 11 miles northwest of Gruver
when the left rear tire blew out
causing Hoel to lose control of the
vehicle

Earlier on the same day, Chris
tine Brandvik of Gruver hit a ve
hicle occupied by Myrtle and Oscar
Doshier of Hardesty. The Doshier's
were attempting to make a U-turn
on Highway 136 south of Gruver
when Brandvik, tried to avoid them.
All of the victims were taken to
Hansford County Hospital

"Fish census taken at Palo
Duro Lake" The fisheries staff of
the Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment in Canyon completed
annual fall electrofishing collec
tions for bass, sunfish and gizzard
shad at Palo Duro Reservoir. Four
stations were sampled for 15 min
utes each. Largemouth bass were
collected at a rate of 37 per hour in
abundant sizes of 4-5 inches long

and 8-10 inches long. The findings
indicate a good survival of large
mouth bass stocked in 1991 and
1992. Bluegill sunfish were col
lected at the rate of eight fish per
hour. Carp and bullhead catfish
were also collected and they ap
pear to be quite abundéant. Indica
tions were that the lake will have
an abundance of small fish avail-
able for anglers when it opens

TheTexas Railroad Commission
recently the oil and gas production
statistics for October 1992.

According to the release
Hansford County wells recorded
3,470,478 Mcf(thousand cubicfeet)
of gas and 30,553 barrels of crude
oil in October 1992.

In December 1,514 drilling per-
mits wereissued,compared to 1,085
in December 1991. The December
total included 834 permits to drill
new oil and gas tests, 55 tore-enter
existing well bores, 50 to deepen

December amended drilling per-
mits totaled 267.

Total drilling permits issued in
1992 is 13,452, a three percent de-
crease from the 13,810 issued in
1991.

Permits issued in December in-
cluded 545 oil, 384 gas, 519 oil and
gas, 28 injection, seven disposal
and 31 other permits.

In December operators reported
330 gas, 464 oil and 46 service
completions, compared to 197 gas,
386 oil and 28 service completions
during the same period of last year.

The total of well completions
recorded for 1992 is 8,080, a 14
percent, decrease from the 9,400
recorded in 1991.

Operators reported 1,115 holes
plugged and 100 dry holes in De-
cember, compared to 738 holes
plugged and 162 dry holes reported
during the same period last year.

Texas preliminary October crude
oil production averaged 1,629,193
barrels daily, down from the
1,674,576 barrels daily average of
October 1991.

The preliminary Texas oil pro-
duction figure for October is
50,225,977 barrels, down from the
51,911,845 barrels reported in Oc-
tober 199].

Texas oil and gas wells produced
460,246,595 Mcf of gas in prelimi-
nary production for October, down

0.92 percent compared to October

1991's gas production total of
464,510,119 Mef.

Texas gas production in October
came from 177,206 oil, and 44,820
gas wells.

Friday night, January 22, is not
adate that the Gruver Greyhounds
or Lady Hounds will choose to re-
member. The Spearman Lynx and
Lynxettes came to town and both
won theirgames against the Gruver
teams. It was the first loss in over
two years for the Hounds at Grey-
hound Gym, where they had won
19 straight games. For the ladies,
it was only their second loss in
Greyhound Gymthe past twoyears,
both times falling to the Lynxettes.

In the boys game, the Lynx used
their height advantage and beat
up on the Hounds 60-43, while in
the girls game, the Lynxettes held
offthe charging Lady Hounds for a
38-32 victory.

Cody Pipkin and Russell Shaver
scored 26 points between them for
the height advantage,but it was 18
points from an unexpected source
that did in the Hounds. Troy Law
hit two 3-pointers in the 2nd quar-
ter, then three buckets, before go-
ing 6-6 from the foul line in the
fourth quarter. The Hounds had
rallied to trail only 42-41 after a
pair of Jeffrey Price free throws,
but the Lynx very surprisingly
scored 13 straight points for a 55-

Spearman sank 11-15 from the foul
line in the fourth quarter, and it

was too much for the Hounds to
overcome. Kevin Spivey was held
to only 8 points, and it was Brady
Pool who turned in the most im-
pressive Hounds performance, with
15 points, and three 3-pointers.

Realistically, although there are
still games to play, the best the
Hounds can doin district 1-AA this
year is third place, and that is not
good enough for the playoffs. But
Highland Park is the top team, and
it appears Spearman will come in
2nd. Gruver still has to play High-
land Park at home, and a tough
Stratford Elks team at Stratford.
The Hounds go to 4-3 in district
play after the Spearman game,
improving to 5-3 following the Boys
Ranch game.

For the ladies, they should make
the playoffs as the second team to
the Lynxettes in district 1-AA.
Gruver trailed Spearman only 29-
27 early in the fourth quarter, but
the Lynxettes held on to defeat the
Lady Hounds 38-32. It was quite a
comeback for the Lady Hounds as
they fell behind 17-5 early on, and
rallied late to within two points.
Wynn Maupin had twelve, and
Holly Venneman eleven.

Clinton must release brakes

on Community banks

After many months of campaign
rhetoric and debate, the time for
results is here. Bill Clinton pre-
sides in the Oval Office and the
mystery of the moment is how he
will structure the economic stimu-
lus package he has promised for so
many months. To succeed, the
President must do two things at
once: rev up our economic engine
and release the brakes.

These days, restarting the
economy means increasing lend-
ingand getting more credit to more
individuals. That's not likely to

huppen, however, as long as our financial institutions are discouraged
from doing business. Today our banks are laboring under an unending
barrage of redundant regulations and contradictory directives.

Certainly there is a need for the fundamental bank regulations which
guarantee bank safety and soundness. The public has a right to a secure
banking system. However, one banking information services company
has estimated that the cumulative stack of laws and regulations,
changes and updates governing today's financial institutions exceeds
200,000 pages and is growing every day.

Putting an exact dollar figure on the burden is difficult. The American
Bankers Association (ABA) found that banks spent $10.7 billion in
1991—or 59 percent of their annual profits—simplygkeeping pace with
industry rules and regulations. A separate, more rgcent study by the
Federal Financial Institutions Examination Councilplaced that burden
as high as $17.5 billion per year. Whatever the actt number, the fact
is that banks are finding it increasingly difficult to s™e their customers
in the face of this paperwork blitz.

At President Clinton's economic summit in Little Rock, Arkansas, the
focal point of discussion was a $30 billion economic stimulus package
that would create jobs and get the economy moving again. While modest
by Capitol Hill standards, the $30 billion price tag represents another
outlay of taxpayer funds at a time when we are racking up $300 billion
deficits.

That's why the President's ears perked up when ABA President
William H. Brandon pointed out that an increase of only 4 percent in
total loans could produce $86 billion in increased lending. Surely a
sensible reform of today's oppressive regulatory environment could
supply that much of a spark while being deficit-neutral.

“There is a lot of excessive...regulation and actually super-conserva-
tism out there that could be eliminated simply by moving back slightly
toward normal,” said Brandon, who is also chief executive of the First
National Bank of Phillips County in Helena, Arkansas. Clinton under-
stood at once. "You heard the $86 billion figure. I've just been sitting here
all day thinking about this," observed the President. "The stimulus
(package) is peanuts compared to increasing bank loans."

Today bankers are being locked out of many of their traditional lines
of business by the punitive and cumbersome regulations that spring up
in the wake of the savings and loan crisis. Indeed, since 1987, Congress
has enacted more than 40 major new regulatory reforms affecting bank
operations. While some of these regulations are positive, many are
unnecessary. Though commercial banks had nothing to do with ringing
up the S&L waste, fraud and abuse, they too were being hit head-on with
the regulatory onslaught that followed.

For example, "character loans," once a staple of bank lending, are now
being regulated out of existence. More and more banks require a
secondary source of repayment and at least three years of demonstrated
business experience before approving a personal or business loan.
Behind this new rigidity is fear of the regulatory firing squad that could
await a bank if, by some fluke, such a loan went bad. Ironically, those
most in jeopardy are the borrowers most likely to create new jobs: small
businesses and first-time entrepreneurs.

The flood of new government requirements keeps bankers occupied
shuffling papers, and customers waiting in line longer, filling out form
after form, and paying higher fees. It's time to cut the red tape so banks
can operate more efficiently and better serve their customers.
