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Mandi Lusby Receives
Heart, Lung Transplant

Mandi Lusby of Spearman received a
heart and lung transplant on Sunday, Sep-
tember 13, 2009 in the Transplant Center
of Houston Methodist Hospital.

Mandi and her mother, Donita, have
been living in Houston since August of
2008 waiting for a transplant.

Mandi was diagnosed in 2003 at the
age of 26 with Primary Pulmonary Hy-
pertension, a disease that causes high
blood af‘g)rtessurte in the lungs. The heart is
also affected by having to work extremely
hard against the pressure.

Mandi was told at the time there was no
cure. The only solution would be a dou-
ble lung and heart transplant. For the last
five years she has had a catheter inserted
into her heart with a pump supplying con-
tinuous medicine. At the time of the diag-
nosis there were only three options of
medication available. Now there are four
or five options, but still no cure. After sev-
eral years of adjusting her medications
and treatments, she is now left with the
last option of a double lung transplant.

Mandi and her family were notified on
Saturday afternoon that a match had been
found from a young man between 18-25
years old. They were notified on Sunday
morning that the donor organs were per-
fect, which began the actual transplant
process.

The surgery only took three hours from
the time Mandi was taken into the operat-

~ | ing room until she was taken to ICU.

Texas Crop & Weather

The following specific livestock,
crop and weather conditions were re-
ported by Panhandle Extension di-
rectors: Most of the region saw cooler
weather, but rain was needed to complete
crops and raise soil-moisture levels for
wheat planting. For the most part, corn
approached being harvest-ready. In some
areas, corn was already 10 percent har-
vested. Storage may be a problem for
corn growers as most elevators were still
holding wheat, and feed yards have not
had a demand for corn due to fewer cat-
tle on feed. Silage harvest was in full
swing with 25 percent of the crop har-
vested. Yields were average to slightly
above average. Harvest of grass hay and
forage sorghum were in full swing, with
above average yields and good quality
for both dryland and irrigated fields.
Peanuts looked good and producers were
digging dryland Spanish peanuts.
Sorghum was 95 percent to 100 percent
headed and 45 percent to 80 percent col-
oring. Soybeans were reported in good
condition. Cotton bolls were set with
from 5 percent to 50 percent open, but
the crop needed more heat units to
progress. Cattle were in good shape and
local markets have remained soft. Range-
land was in fair to good condition.
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By Sunday night she was already doing
70% of her own breathing with the venti-
lator helping out the other 30%.

but at 11:45 on Monday were able to
close her chest back up.

Mandi had difficulties with antibodies
before her move to Houston, and contin-
ued to fight them during her stay. She re-
ceived Plasma Phoresis treatments to get
rid of the antibodies. She received two
more treatments since the transplant.

Mandi’s sister, Jill and her husband

Ben, and Mandi’s brother, Michael, and
his wife Jess, drove down to Houston as
soon as they received news of the trans-
plant. They arrived about 7 p.m. on Sun-
day evening.

Mandi had a good night on Monday.
The ventilator was turned off and she is
now breathing all on her own. Tuesday
morning they removed several IV lines,
including the vent tube from her throat, as
well as two of the four drain tubes in her
back. It is hoped that she will be moved
out of ICU onto the Transplant Floor by
the end of the week.

On Tuesday morning Mandi told Jill
and Jess, “Tell the kids Aunt Mandi isn’t
sick anymore!”

Mandi sat up and enjoyed a big break-
fast early on Wednesday morning. Be-
tween breakfast and the 11 a.m. visiting
hours, she walked down the hall and back.

“This was quite a feat,” said her mother,
Donita. “since she hasn’t walked in four
weeks. She said her legs were shaking
like a newborn kitten's.”

Mandi was told she would be moved
out of ICU on Wednesday, but they didn’t
have a bed they could move her to.

In the meantime, Mandi’s family have
moved her and Donita to a new apart-
ment. The new address is: Mandi or

With the assistance of the Hansford County Sheriff’s Department, Browning was
arrested in Hansford County and was transported to the Hutchinson County Court-
house in Stinnett, where he is currently incarcerated in the Hutchinson County Jail.
His bond, Griffin said, is set at $300,000.

Words from
Faith & Grace

by Cecil R. Biggers, Lutheran Lay Minister ===

In the sixteenth week of Pentecost, we study Jeremiah
11:18-20, Psalm 54, James 3:13-4:8, and Mark 9: 30-37.
The passage in Jeremiah is a lament, a complaint. The
people of Anathoth are trying to prevent Jeremiah from
prophesying. Jeremiah trusts God enough to tell him
what is on his mind. Jeremiah wants God to restore
things to the way they should be, by destroying his ene-
mies. Jeremiah trusts God to allow him to serve as God's
prophet. .

The Psalmist prays that God will save him by the

ower of his name. God is the upholder of the Psalmist's
ife. He prays that God will be his 'helper', the one who
restores right relationships between the Psalmist and his
enemies, between the Psalmist and God. The Psalmist
sings that he will bring a freewill offering to thank God
for his deliverance. This offering is not brought as "pay-
ment" for God's services, but as a celebration of the free-
dom produced by God's restoration of the Psalmist and
the world.

James continues to define the duties of the 'teacher'.
Wrong teaching is characterized by 1) fanaticism, 2) bit-
terness, 3) sel%ish ambition, and 4) arrogance. Those
who teach are particularly susceptible to the sins of ar-
rogance and bitterness. James reminds us that true wis-
dom is 1) peaceable, it restores right relationships
between man and man, and man and God; 2) is full of]
mercy, even for those whose problems are of their own
making; 3) is without hypocrisy, the teacher 'walks' the
talk. Righteousness (a right relationship with God) is
sown in peace by those who make peace. James points
out that all conflict derives from our own selfish desires.
He calls the people "Adulterers", not in the sexual sense,
but in the sense that they chase after other gods, they
chase after their own desires. Our God is a jealous God.
If we truly follow God, Satan cannot harm us. Not by
our strength are we defended, but by the power of God
within us.

Jesus is spending 'quality time' with his disciples.
Jesus is heading toward the cross, but the disciples are
concerned with their rank, and not with Jesus mission.
The disciples hear what Jesus is saying, but they are
afraid to know more. Jesus sat as a Rabbi to teach his
disciples. He brings a little child before them saying,
"Whoever wants to be first must be last of all and servant
of all". Jesus tells them that "whoever welcomes one
such child in my name welcomes me, and whoever wel-
comes me welcomes not me, but the one who sent me."
Dear Christian, children have no influence, no power to
advance your career, no means to enhance your prestige,
if you welcome those without power, you welcome
Christ.

May the Holy Spirit restore right relationships for you

that you may be His humble servant.

Voter Registration
Deadline is Oct. 5 For
Amendment Election

Secretary of State Hope Andrade is reminding Tex-
ans that the deadline to register to vote in the Nov. 3
Constitutional Amendment election is Monday, Oct. 5.

“The deadline is approaching, but there is still time
to register if you have not already done so,” said An-
drade. “It only takes a few minutes to fill out a voter
registration application — or to update information if you
gavg moved — to be eligible to cast a ballot in Novem-

er.

Voters will decide on eleven proposed amendments
put forth by the 81st Legislature.

Texans can review ballot language, explanatory state-
ments regarding each proposed amendment and a sam-
ple ballot for the Nov. 3 election at the Secretary of
State’s Web site: www.sos.state.tx.us.

Individuals who have yet to register may obtain an
application from many county offices, post offices and
libraries or may download an application from the VO-
TEXAS Website: www.votexas.org. A person may also
check their registration status on the Web site or by call-
ing the Secretary of State’s voter hotline at 1-800-252-
VOTE (8683).

Texas residents are eligible to vote if they are a United
States citizen, at least 18 years old on Election Day, not
a convicted felon (unless sentence, probation, and/or pa-
role have been completed), and not declared mentally
incapacitated by a court of law.

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New traffic, criminal laws went into effect Sept. 1

HB 2730 is the DPS’s
Sunset Legislation, and
many of the DPS-related
bills this session were 1n-
cluded in HB 2730. No-
table traffic and criminal
laws that go into effect on
Sept. 1 (unless otherwise
imﬁcated) include*:

Seatbelts:

HB 537 requires all oc-

cupants of a vehicle, no
matter their age, to be se-
cured by a sa%ely belt, no
matter where they are
seated in the vehicle;
changes the definition of a
passenger vehicle to in-
clude a passenger van de-
signed to transport 15 or
fewer passengers includ-
ing the driver; removes the
current exemption for
third-party Medicaid trans-
portation provisions re-
garding the use of child
passenger safety seats; and
prohibits a motorcycle op-
erator from carrying a pas-
senger under the age of 5
unless the child is seated in
a sidecar attached to the
motorcycle.

SB 61 amends the exist-
ing statute regarding child
passenger safety seats. The
bill requires that any child
younger than 8 years of
age be restrained in an ap-
proved child passenger
safety seat unless the child
is at least 4 feet, 9 inches
in height. The fine is no
more than $25 for a first
offense and $250 for a sec-
ond offense. The law also
creates a new court cost
for conviction of an of-
fense under this section to
be collected and used by
TxDOT to buy safety seats
for low income families.
The law becomes effective
on Sept. 1, 2009, but tick-
ets for this offense cannot
be issued until June 1,
2010. Police officers are
allowed to issue a warning
before that date.

Driving:

HB 55 makes it illegal
to use a wireless commu-
nication device in a school
zone unless the vehicle is
stopped or a hands-free de-
vice is used. Cities or
counties wanting to en-
force this law must post a
sign at the beginning of
each school zone to intgorm
drivers that using a wire-
less communications de-
vice is prohibited and the
operator is subject to a
fine. It is a defense to pros-
ecution if the operator was
making an emergency call.

HB 2730 increases the
penalties for driving while
intoxicated with a child

passenger by adding an au--

tomatic driver license sus-
ension eriod for
irst-time oftenders and an

increased suspension pe-
riod for repeat offenders.
The driver license re-in-
statement fee for complet-
ing an education program
will rise from $50 to $100.
Closes a loophole so a per-
son who commits an of-
fense as a minor cannot
circumvent the driver li-
cense penalty if the person
turns 21 before their court
date.

HB 2730 allows a new
Texas resident to operate a
vehicle without a Texas li-
cense for 90 days instead
of the current 30. (This
provision went into effect
on June 19, 2009.)

HB 2012 creates two
new punishment enhance-
ments: a Class B misde-
meanor if a person drives
with a suspended license
and without insurance; and
a class A misdemeanor if
the person driving without
insurance or a valid driver
license has an accident and
someone is seriously in-
jured or dies as a result of
that accident.

SB 129 authorizes
neighborhood electric ve-
hicles (NEVs) to be oper-
ated on roads with a posted
speed limit of 45 miles per
hour or less. The bill au-
thorizes driver license
holders to operate NEVs
without having a motorcy-
cle endorsement, clarifies
that drivers and passengers
in such vehicles are not re-
quired to wear helmets and
specifies that enclosed
three-wheeled vehicles as
described in the bill are au-
thorized to operate in pref-
erential lanes.

Concealed handgun:

HB 2730 amends nu-
merous provisions regard-
ing concealed handgun
licenses (CHLSs), including
eliminating student loan
defaults as a disqualifier,
to clarify that DPS must
suspend or revoke a li-
cense when the licensee
becomes ineligible and
mandating that a magis-
trate suspend a CHL held
by the subject of an emer-
gency protective order.

HB 5664 provides a de-
fense to prosecution if a
concealed handgun license
holder carries a concealed
handgun into an establish-
ment that gets 51 percent
or more of its income from
the sale of alcoholic bever-
ages, but has failed to post
the statutorily required no-
tice that it derives 51 per-
cent or more of its income
from the sale of alcoholic
beverages. (Under current
law, a concealed handgun
licensee can be charged
with a Class A misde-
meanor for doing this.)

HB 2730 removes DPS
authority to suspend a con-
cealed handgun license
(CHL) for the holder’s
failure to display the CHL
to a peace officer on de-
mand. It removes associ-

ated penalties and
suspensions for the failure
to display.

Driver license:

HB 2730 requires that
all applicants under the
age of 18 take the driving
skills exam to receive a
driver license. The law
also requires that a provi-
sional driver license
(under 18) or instruction
permit expire on an indi-
vidual’s 18th birthday, re-
moves the requirement
that a provisional driver li-
cense or instruction permit
be renewed annually and
increases the fee for those
licenses from $5 to $15. It
also extends the current
phase-two restrictions for
holders of a graduated
driver license from 6
months to 1 year. These re-
strictions include limited
night driving, prohibited
use of wireless communi-
cation devices and a lim-
ited number of passengers.

HB 339 increases the
total hours of behind-the-
wheel driving instruction a
teen receives from 14 to 34
and creates an adult driver
education requirement for
applicants older than 18
and younger than 21.

SB 1317 creates a six-
hour driver education
course required for driver
license applicants 18 years
of age or older. It also
mandates that applicants
25 or under must subkit to
an approved driver educa-
tion course. (Goes into ef- -
fect March 1, 2010.)

SB 328 gives DPS the
power to suspend a
minor’s driver license if
they fail a breath or blood
alcohol test while operat-
ing a watercraft. Chapter
524 of the Transportation

PUBLIC

Code also clearly defines
the suspension period for
an individual who was
under the age of 21 at the
time when the offense of
boating under the influ-
ence or driving under the
influence of alcohol oc-
curred. The law also in-
creases the reinstatement
fee for a license suspended
under sections 49.04-
49.08, Penal Code from
$50 to $100.

HB 2730 increases the
driver license sanction
from a one-year CDL li-
cense disqualification to a
lifetime disqualification if
a person uses a motor ve-
hicle to transport, conceal
or harbor an alien. If a
child is engaged in con-
duct involving a severe
form of trafficking per-
sons, a judge at a juvenile
hearing is required to order
the juvenile’s driver li-
cense or permit to be sus-
pended.

HB 2730 prohibits DPS
from issuing a driver li-

- cense or identification card

to a person who has not es-
tablished a domicile in
Texas. The law specifies
that an applicant may re-
ceive a driver license at a
post office box only if the
applicant’s residence ad-
dress has also been pro-
vided, with some
exceptions.

Crime:

HB 558 allows minors
to be charged with public
intoxication.

HB 2386 allows courts
to immediately seal juve-
nile criminal records if the
Jjuvenile successfully com-
‘pletes a drug court pro-
gram, or another special
program ordered by the
court.

HB 1282 makes it a
Class B misdemeanor to
steal a driver license, com-
mercial driver license or
personal identification.

SB 554 makes it illegal
to own or possess dog-

fighting equipment and es-
tablishes that such equip-
ment and property where
dogs are found to be en-
gaged in dog fighting is
contraband and is subject
to forfeiture. The law also
makes dog-fighting sub-
ject to the elevated penal-
ties authorized in the Texas
Penal Code, Section
71.02(a), in an effort to
deter organized criminal
activity.

HB 1813 makes it a
third-degree felony to
tamper with forensic, med-
ical, chemical, toxicologi-
cal and ballistic reports, as
well as reports of certifica-
tion, inspection or mainte-
nance of instruments used
to examine or test physical
evidence. (Currently,
someone who does this
can only be charged with a
state jail felony.)

HB 358 allows law en-
forcement authorities to
store only a small part of
gambling machines that
have been seized, instead
of storing the whole ma-
chine. They would be able
to remove and store just
the computer chips in
gambling machines, which
are the core of the ma-
chines and contain the in-
formation necessary for
prosecutions to go for-
ward.

Registered sex offend-
ers:

SB 689 restricts Internet
usage by certain registered
sex offenders, and requires
registered sex offenders to
provide information about
their e-mail addresses
when they register.

Motorcycles etc.:

SB 1967 requires that
applicants for an original
class M license or class A,
B or C dniver license (in-
cluding commercial driver
licenses and permits) with
authorization to operate a
motorcycle, provide evi-
dence of completion of an
approved motorcycle oper-

ator training course. It also
repeals the helmet exemp-
tion sticker program. Cur-
rent law requires a person
be covered with a mini-
mum of $10,000 in health
insurance for injuries in-
curred in a motorcycle ac-
cident to be eligible for an
exception for the offense
of operating or riding a
motorcycle without a hel-
met. As of Sept. I, the
minimum amount 1S re-
moved. The bill requires
the Texas Department of
Insurance to prescribe a
standard proof of health
insurance for issuance to
persons who are at least 21
years of age and covered
by an applicable health in-
surance plan. The law also
increases the penalty for
failure to yield the right-
of-way if there is a crash
that results in injury to a
person other than the mo-
torcycle operator.

Vehicle inspection:

SB 589 requires that a
vehicle equipment safety
compliance label be placed
on a windshield, side or
rear window stating that
the window tinting com-
plies with the appropriate
provisions of the Trans-
portation Code. Failing to
place the required label on
the vehicle could lead to a
$1,000 fine.

Miscellaneous:

HB 2730 increases the
fine for a parking violation
at the state Capitol from
$10 to $25, and increases
the late fee from $2 to $5.

SB 1188 authorizes a
Texas resident to buy
firearms, ammunition or
firearms accessories in any
other state, not just those
contiguous to Texas, to re-
flect updated federal
statutes.

Constitutional Amendments
Special Election November 3, 2009

PROPOSITION 1

HJR 132 would amend the consti-
tution to authorize the legislature
to allow a municipality or a county
to issue bonds and notes to finance
the purchase of buffer areas or open
spaces adjacent to military instal-
lations. The buffer areas would be
used to prevent encroachment or to
construct roadways utilities, or other
infrastructure to protect or promote
the mission of the military instal-
lation. The municipality or county
may pledge increases in ad valorem
tax revenues for repayment of the
bonds or notes.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment au-
thorizing the financing, including
through tax increment financing,
of the acquisition by municipali-
ties and counties of buffer areas or
open spaces adjacent to a military
installation for the prevention of en-
croachment or for the construction
of roadways, utilities, or other infra-
structure to protect or promote the
mission of the military installation.”

PROPOSITION 2

HJR 36 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to
provide for the taxation of a resi-
dence homestead solely on the basis
of the property’s value as a residence
homestead, regardless of whether
the property may have a higher value
if it were used for other purposes.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment authoriz-
ing the legislature to provide for the
ad valorem taxation of a residence
homestead solely on the basis of
the property’s value as a residence
homestead.”

PROPOSITION 3

HJR 36 would amend the constitu-
tion to require the legislature to pro-
vide for the administration and en-
forcement of uniform standards and
procedures for appraisal of property
for ad valorem tax purposes.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment providing
for uniform standards and proce-
dures for the appraisal of property
for ad valorem tax purposes.”

PROPOSITION 4

HJR 14 would amend the constitu-
tion to establish the national research
university fund to provide a source
of funding that will enable emerging
research universities in this state to
develop into major research univer-
sities. The amendment would re-
quire the legislature to dedicate state
revenue to the fund and to transfer
the balance of the existing higher ed-
ucation fund to the national research
university fund. This amendment
would further require the legislature
to establish the criteria by which a
state university may become eligible
to receive and use distributions from
the fund.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment establish-
ing the national research university
fund to enable emerging research
universities in this state to achieve
national prominence as major re-
search universities and transferring
the balance of the higher education
fund to the national research univer-
sity fund.”

PROPOSITION §

HJR 36 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to
allow for a single appraisal review
board for two or more adjoining ap-
praisal entities that elect to provide
for consolidated reviews of tax ap-
praisals.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to authorize a
single board of equalization for two
or more adjoining appraisal entities
that elect to provide for consolidated
equalizations.”

PROPOSITION 6

HIR 116 would amend the constitu-

tion to authonize the Veterans' Land
Board to issue general obligation
bonds, subject to certain constitu-
tional limits, for the purpose of sell-
ing land and providing home or land
mortgage loans to veterans of the
state.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment authoriz-
ing the Veterans' Land Board to issue
general obligation bonds in amounts
equal to or less than amounts previ-
ously authorized.”

PROPOSITION 7

HJR 127 would amend the constitu-
tion to allow an officer or enlisted
member of the Texas State Guard or
other state militia or military force to
hold other civil offices.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment to allow
an officer or enlisted member of the
Texas State Guard or other state mi-
litia or military force to hold other
civil offices.”

PROPOSITION 8

HJR 7 would amend the constitution
to authorize the state to contribute
money, property, and other resources
for the establishment, maintenance,
and operation of veterans’ hospitals
in this state,

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment authoriz-
ing the state to contribute money,
property, and other resources for the
establishment, maintenance, and op-
eration of veterans hospitals in this
state.”

PROPOSITION 9

HIR 102 would define what is a
state-owned public beach. The pub-
lic, individually and collectively,
would have an unrestricted right
to use and a right of ingress to and
egress from a public beach. The
amendment would authorize the leg-
islature to enact laws to protect these
rights.

PROPOSITION 11

HJR 14 would amend the

for the removal of urban blight. The
amendment would prohibit the tak-
ing of private property for transfer
to a private entity for the purpose
of economic development or to in-
crease tax revenues.
