What sounded to some like a sonic boom, 
was actually an air compressor that blew up 
at the Ortiz Body Shop, here in Spearman. 

The compressor exploded on Monday 
night, September 29, 2008 at about 7:35 
p.m.. at 212 E. Kenneth Ave. 

One man, Louis Marino, was injured by 
the blast and was taken to Hansford County 
Hospital where he was released with minor 
injuries. 

Hundreds of citizens rushed to the scene 
to offer assistance, but according to 
Spearman City Manager, Ed Hanson, the 
would be helpers actually hampered the 
work of local emergency workers. 

Vehicles, three deep, completely blocked 
Kenneth Avenue, delaying rescue vehicles. 

While the wonderful spirit of people help-
ing people makes Spearman a great place to 
live, our concern can occasionally create 
problems. 

City and county officials are urging people 
to keep their distance from accident sites.

Most adults can probably remember the 
days as students when we had fire or torna-
do drills. Some of us may have even thought 
these drills somewhat "dorky," but partici-
pated because it got us out of class for a few 
minutes. Of course there were many that 
understood the significance these drills gave 
to life safety, and did not much appreciate 
the lighthearted manner others of us exhibit-
ed. Eventually we grew up and realized how 
important these drills really were. 

Spearman High School students Sutten 
and Gately and Garnett certainly recognize 
the importance in preparing for an emer- 

h
ency. Through their efforts, their neighbor-
ood is much safer and prepared in case of 

many types of emergencies. 
These industrious girls were introduced to 

an idea for community preparedness from 
their mother. The idea was the result of sit-
ting in the only seat available on an airplane, 
next to a lady from California who knew of a 
program to get citizens involved in emergency 
preparedness. This program is called 
"Neighbors Helping Neighbors," and is sup-
ported by the American Red Cross. Soon 
Kelly Garnett had brochures and forms relat-
ed to the program and brought these to 
Spearman. 

Sutten and Gately took the program to 
heart and began visiting with their neigh-
bors, helping them prepare for an emergency. 
They helped to build 72-hour survival kits 
and helped to develop emergency contact 
information data, just in case. After weeks of 
dedicated work, they have a neighborhood 
better prepared to handle disasters. Helping 
a neighborhood in preparedness is a task 
quite appropriate for September, which was 
National Emergency Preparedness Month. 

Hansford County Emergency Management 
Director County Judge Benny Wilson recent-
ly honored Kelly and her daughters. Judge 
Wilson presented a proclamation of appreci-
ation to Sutten and Gately for their outstand-
ing efforts. 

Kelly and her daughters have said that 
they would be happy to assist anyone in uti-
lizing the program. Kelly said it is a simple 
process and really brings peace of mind, 
knowing your family and neighbors are bet-
ter prepared. ,

HISTORICAL MUSINGS 
With all the talk of oil, oil 

companies and various con-
troversies with oil policies; I 
thought I would provide you 
with a look back to an edito-
rial from the Higgins News, 
October 10, 1957 entitled A 
salute to our Oilmen and 
Women. 

The simple phrase "Fill 'er 
up, please" has become an 
accepted part of the 
American way of life, but 
backing up the men who 
service the request to "Fill 'er 
up" is a fascinating industry 
of some 1.600,000 men and 
women. wcirking at more 
that 2,000 different trades, 
crafts, and professions-- the 
American oil industry. 

Oil Progress Week, 
October 13 to 19, 1957 has 
been designated by the men 
and women of the oil busi-
ness as that period of the 
year when the oil industry 
reports to the nation. 

And, there is much to 
report. The contributions 
made by the oil industry to 
almost every phase of 
American life are actually 
astounding. We no only owe 
our mobility to petroleum, in 
the form of gasoline and 
lubricants, we are also 
indebted for such contribu-
tions as cosmetics, plastics , 
fertilizers, insecticides, and 
a host of other products--
some 2400 in all-- covering 
every activity from aviation 
to zoology. Even the new 
synthetic fibers- dacron , 
orion, etc--are derived from 
oil. 

When America's first oil 
well was drilled, back in 
1859, we were a third-rate  

power, a horse-and buggy 
nation, with most of our 
energy furnished by men, 
animals, and crude 
machines run by steam. 

Today we are an acknowl-
edged world power, and most 
of the energy we use comes 
from petroleum or petroleum 
products. After World War I, 
Lord Curzon said the Allies 
had floated to victory on a 
sea of oil. After World War II, 
Admiral Nimitz said we had 
won it with "oil, bullets, and 
beans." More recently, the 
industry again displayed its 
preparedness - and patriot-
ism- when it went all out to 
supply Europe's oil needs, in 
addition to domestic 
demand, after immobiliza-
tion of the Suez Canal. 

On its record, the oil busi-
ness merits tribute. And so, 
the Oil Progress Week, we 
join the rest of the nation in 
a salute to the American 
petroleum industry-- to its 
people, its products, and its 
progress. 

Today, the oil industry is 
bigger than ever but the 
issues and national view-
points are very different. 
Have we progressed or 
regressed?

AUSTIN - With the U.S. 
Congress on the verge of 
passing a Wall Street bailout 
bill, what repercussions lie in 
store for America remain to 
be seen. 

Reports of troubled finan-
cial markets cause uneasi-
ness or cast gloom. Here in 
Texas, however, there 
appears to be a bright spot 
despite the financial turmoil. 

The outlook for Texas-
based banks is strong. mem-
bers of the Independent 
Bankers Association of Texas 
reported during the group's 
34th annual convention 
Sept. 20-23. 

Surveys conducted among 
the membership of the 
nation's largest state com-
munity banking organization 
showed that member banks 
are well capitalized and in 
good financial shape. 

"Texas community banks 
did not participate in the 
exotic mortgage frenzy that 
created so much havoc 
across the nation," IBAT 
chairman Cliff McCauley 
said. "They stayed pretty 
much with the types of lend-
ing they have done for years, 
to local consumers and small 
businesses." 

A small percentage of 
Texas-based banks will expe-
rience some losses related to 
the financial crisis. but the 
survey showed that none will 
be damaged significantly. 

McCauley said the Texas 
economy is still strong and 
people still want to live in the 
Lone Star State. "Job growth, 
tax revenues, new construc-
tion, home sales - while no 
doubt impacted by the over-
all slowdown in the national 
economy - are still the envy 
of the rest of the nation. 

"Many of our members see 
an increase in business 
opportunities as consumers 
seek stability and the com-
fort 'of doing business with 

-:.4othEtifie; whonhows them 
and actually cares about 
their financial well-being," 
McCauley said. 

The Independent Bankers 
Association of Texas repre-
sents some 2,000 Texas 
domiciled banks and branch-
es. McCauley is executive 
vice president of San 
Antonio-based Frost Bank. 
with 91 branches throughout 
the state. 

Hurricane 	recovery 
forges ahead 

Now, more than two weeks 
since Hurricane Ike tore 
through Texas Sept. 13-14. 
we're still in the early stages 
of recovery. Ike claimed 27  

lives in Texas and damages 
may reach $35 billion. 

Repair, debris removal and 
salvage crews are hard at 
work. Aerial spraying for 
mosquitos is under way. But 
in hard-hit Galveston, water 
and electrical services are 
not fully restored. 

FEMA and HUD are help-
ing displaced Texans find 
temporary housing and the 
Department of Labor 
approved a $16 million feder-
al grant to fund 600 tempo-
rary positions to assist in 
clean-up and recovery 
efforts. 
On Sept. 23 in 

Washington, D.C., Lt. Gov. 
David Dewhurst testified 
before a U.S. Senate sub-
committee on disaster recov-
ery. 

After acknowledging that 
Texas was granted 100 per-
cent federal cost share for 
evacuees for 30 days. 
Dewhurst said, "Senators, 30 
days is a real hardship. The 
city of Galveston with 57,000 
inhabitants, the city of 
Orange with more than 
18,500 inhabitants, plus 
other heavy impact areas, 
are wiped out. 

"Most homes and busi-
nesses have been damaged. 
Most electricity remains out. 
Most water and treatment 
facilities are damaged. Most 
sewage service and treat-
ment facilities are down. 

"It is estimated to take up 
to six months to make  

Galveston, Orange and other 
heavy-impact areas totally 
habitable. 

"Texas respectfully asks 
that Individual Assistance be 
extended until the heavy 
impact areas are rebuilt and 
totally habitable. Again, treat 
us as Louisiana was afforded 
after Katrina." 

Insurers win in Sunset 
vote 

At a Sept. 24 meeting of 
the • Texas 	Sunset 
Commission, lawmakers 
deadlocked on a proposal to 
require the state's five largest 
insurance companies to wait 
at least 30 days before rais-
ing rates on homeowners' 
insurance. 

The deadlock translates to 
a win for insurance compa-
nies, so they will be able to 
increase rates without 
approval from the state of 
Texas. 

The proposal requiring a 
waiting period to raise rates 
was made by Sen. Juan 
"Chuy" Hinojosa. D-McAllen, 
who noted that Texans pay 
the nation's highest rates. 

Evidence preservation is 
topic 

The collection, storage and 
preservation of evidence were 
discussed at a Sept. 25 meet-
ing of the Texas Criminal 
Justice Integrity Unit. State 
Rep. Jim McReynolds, D-
Lufkin, said he is concerned 
about wrongful convictions 
and the need for proper stor-
age of biological evidence.

We in the faith community learn what happens when we 
do not produce 'good fruit' as we study Isaiah 5:1-7, Psalm 
80:7-15, Philippians 3:4-14, and Matthew 21:33-46. 

Isaiah tells the people that God has lavished Israel (His 
vineyard) with love. God's love should have transformed 
their lives, but instead, his people choose wickedness and 
social injustice. For this evil, the Lord will punish His peo-
ple. 

The Psalmist sings for God to restore the people, to 
restore His vine (the people of Israel). 

Paul addresses those in the faith community that seek to 
lay more requirements on new Christians. Paul shows him-
self to be a Jew's Jew. He kept the ceremonial law, was a 
member of the tribe of Benjamin, was a Pharisee, and a per-
secutor of the church. Yet, despite his success in his native 
religion, Paul regards these things as nought because of the 
surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus. 

Jesus continues his attack on the Chief Priests and 
Pharisees in the parable of the landowner who planted a 
vineyard. The landlord entrusts his vineyard to tenants 
who, when the landowner's slaves appear to collect the rent. 
the tenants beat one and kill the other. The landowner 
sends other slaves, and they are treated the same way. 
Finally the landlord sends his son, hoping the tenants will 
respect him, but they kill the son in order to seize the vine-
yard as their own. 

Jesus asks, "What will the landlord do to these tenants?" 
The Chief Priests and Pharisees answer, "He will put 

those wretches toa miserable death, and lease the vineyard 
to other tenants who will give him the produce at harvest 
time." 

Jesus then tells a story which informs the Chief Priests 
and Pharisees that they are the evil tenants. "Therefore I tell 
you, the Kingdom of God will be taken away way from you 
and given to a people that produces the fruits of the 
Kingdom." 

To those who have been given much, much is expected. 
May the Holy Spirit enable you to be fruitful for Christ.

APPLICATION AND DRAFT 
PERMIT. DCP Midstream, LP, 
6120 South Yale Avenue, Suite 
1100, Tulsa, Oklahoma 74136, a 
Crude Petroleum and Natural Gas 
facility, has applied to the Texas 
Commission on Environmental 
Quality (TCEQ) for a Renewal and 
Revision of Federal Operating 
Permit (herein referred to as 
Permit) No. 02494. Application No. 
12037 to authorize operation of the 
Racol Booster Station. The area 
addressed by the application is 
located eight miles west of the 
intersection of Highway 136 and 
Farm-to-Market Road 2018 in 
Gruver, Hansford County, Texas. 
This application was  received by 
the TCEQ on May 23, 2008. 

The purpose of a federal operat-
ing permit is to improve overall 
compliance with the rules govern-
ing air pollution control by clearly 
listing all applicable requirements, 
as defined in Title 30 Texas 
Administrative Code § 122.10 (30 
TAC § 122.10).
