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' MCourthouse S.B. Hale and the
Hansford County Seat Fight of the 1920s

Not a lot of people know where Gruver,
Texas, is, much less for whom it was
named. But, most of us who grew up there
in the 1950s knew the town’s namesake--
Uncle Joe Gruver. A thin, distinguished-
looking man with a white mustache, J. H.
Gruver was 93 in 1956 and, he lived qui-
etly and somewhat modestly in a two-story
brick home on Broadway Avenue, just
across the street from the Methodist and
Baptist churches. He also owned more
than six thousand acres of land as well as
the largest grain elevator in town, and he
had been farming in Hansford County
since 1906.

And, he had a long memory. One day,
in early September 1956, another Gruver
boy like myself, Selden Hale, only 18 at
the time, was asked by his girlfriend, Mar-
lene Gruver, to come to her rural home be-
cause her father Guy had suddenly passed
away. Guy Gruver was foreman of the
Gruver farms, and he was a great-nephew
of Uncle Joe. When Selden arrived, he
found the whole Gruver family there, in-
cluding the genteel, soft-spoken, 93-year
old Uncle Joe Gruver.

After Marlene introduced Selden to her
great-great Uncle Joe Gruver,

Sélden recalled that the old man cocked
his head quizzically when he heard
Selden’s name. It was natural: the Hales
also had deep roots in Hansford County.
Selden’s great grandparents Mel and

Atarah Wright were among the first Anglo
settlers in the entire Texas Panhandle, hav-
ing moved first to Hutchinson County in
1877, and Hansford County in 1887.1
Their daughter Grace married S. B. Hale,
a pharmacist who in 1909 opened a drug
store in the county seat of Hansford. From
1912 to 1916, Hale served as county
judge, and in the late 1920s, he led Spear-
man’s fight to get the county seat removed
from Hansford to Spearman.

And, so, when Uncle Joe heard Selden’s
name, he turned to the young 18-year old
and said, “Are you Judge Hale’s boy?”

Proud that the old man had recognized
the family name, Selden replied, “Well,
no, but Judge Hale was my grandfather.”

Selden was not prepared for the re-
sponse. He said that the old, genteel, soft-
spoken 93-year old Uncle Joe Gruver rose
half way out of his seat, pumped his fist,
and shouted, “Well, he stole my court-
house!™

Most residents had forgotten the seven-
year county seat fight that lasted from
1922 to 1929, but not Uncle Joe. The three
published histories of Hansford County
make little mention of it. Did Judge Hale
steal the courthouse from Gruver? This
paper attempts to answer that question,
and to explain this riddle of how did
Spearman end up with the county seat, and
Gruver end up with the courthouse.

Hansford County, Texas, like most of
the panhandle counties, was created in
1876 and sketched out on a map in the
General Land Office as a 30-mile square.
Historically speaking, the area was an al-
most perfect bison range, with large level
pastures interspersed with two live creek
systems, the Coldwater, and the Palo Duro.
As a result, its first Anglo settlers were
bison hunters, the two young English-born
Cator brothers, who in either 1872 or
1873, established a camp on the Palo Duro
in the heart of the Comanche and Kiowa
hunting range. Over a three-year period,
the Cators harvested sixteen thousand
bison. In 1878, they began stocking their
range with cattle, and in 1880 established

a trading post named Zulu which became
an important point on the Tascosa-Dodge
City Trail .2

Hansford County’s first communities,
Farwell and Hansford, were both estab-
lished in 1887. Kansas speculators located
Farwell exactly in the center of the county,
but five miles away from the main trail
along the Palo Duro.3 But water was
scarce, and its residents had to hand-dig a
200-foot well. Most people settled along
the creek and the trail; by the late 1880s, at
least fourteen families were ranching in
the Palo Duro valley, and one of these, J.
Huff Wright (Selden’s great uncle), estab-
lished the townsite of Hansford in 1887,
and thus set the stage for the first county
seat fight between the two new communi-
ties.4

J. Huff Wright also took the lead in or-
ganizing a county government. In order to
organize a county, the law required the res-
idency of at least 150 qualified voters.5. In
February 1889, Wright presented to the
Wheeler County Commissioners Court at
Mobeetie a petition for organization,
which bore the names of 164 qualified vot-
ers. But, who were some of these “quali-
fied” voters? The 1890 census recorded
only 133 residents in the entire county.
Some obviously were recruited or in-
vented as the practice of voter creation was

not uncommon. As in several other West
Texas organizational petitions, a few
drifters, horses, and dogs probably were
enlisted to be “qualified voters.”

In March 1889, the Commissioners ap-
proved the organization and determined to
establish the county seat by a follow-up
petition. Both Farwell and Hansford sub-
mitted petitions, but Mel Wright (Selden’s
grandfather) rode the 70 miles overnight
to Mobeetie on horseback to present Hans-
ford’s petition first.6 As a result, Hansford
was named the county seat, and Farwell
gradually disappeared from the map.

In 1890, the new county government
awarded construction of its courthouse to
a Kansas City firm that was to build a
three-story structure quarried from local
stone, at a very modest cost of $13,000.
However, the contractor could find little
stone, forcing the county to spend an ad-
ditional $5,700 on brick freighted from
Dodge City. To save money, the architect
reduced it to a two-story structure, but as it
neared completion, an April tornado
ripped through Hansford and demolished
much of the building. Workers then rebuilt
the courthouse, this time as a story and a
half, but as it neared completion, another
storm ripped off the roof and upper walls.7

As we consider the Doctrine of the Trin-
ity, we study Isaiah 6: 1-13, Psalm 29, Romans 8: 12-
17, and John 3: 1-17.

In the call of the prophet Isaiah, we see the grandeur
of God, The Father, Almighty. God is so great that the
hem of his robe fills the temple. Strange creatures, Ser-
aphs, guard the throne of God. This vision is so power-
ful that Isaiah is struck by his own unworthiness. A
Seraph flies to Isaiah bearing a burning coal from the
altar before the throne and touches Isaiah's lips. We can
learn from this that 'righteousness', the ability to stand
unafraid before the living God, comes from God, not our
own merit. We can see a parallel between the purifica-
tion of Isaiah by a burning coal applied to his lips to our
receiving the elements of the Eucharist (Communion).

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Extra attention fo-
cused on unbuckled
seat belts

AUSTIN — State troop-
ers, police officers and
sheriff’s deputies across
Texas will be looking for
drivers and passengers who
are not buckled up or whose
children are not properly re-
strained, the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation
warned last week.

During a two-week pe-
riod from May 21 through
June 3 (which includes Me-
morial Day weekend) the
“Click It or Ticket” cam-
paign will be enforced.
Drivers pulled over will be
subject to fines up to $250,
not including court costs.

Texas law requires that
both drivers and passengers
wear seat belts. Children
younger than 8 years old
must ride in a child safety
seat or booster seat unless
they are taller than 4 feet 9
inches, according to
TxDOT.

“It only takes a minute to
strap on your seat belt and
to make sure that everyone
else in your vehicle is prop-
erly restrained,” said Carol
Rawson, TxDOT’s Traffic
Operations division direc-
tor. “That one minute can
save a life. We shouldn’t
have to remind people to
wear seat belts. But just in
case, police officers around
the state will be pulling
over folks who still have
not gotten the message.”

Traffic crashes remain a
leading cause of death in
Texas. In 2011, nearly
3,000 people died in fatal
collisions on Texas streets
and highways. Almost half
of those drivers and passen-
gers were not buckled up,
according to TxDOT. Visit
www.texasclickitorticket.co
m for more information.

Rebuilt once again, this time as a single-story struc-
ture, it was still the largest building in a sixty-mile region
and became the civic, social, and worship center of the
county.

Hansford County grew slowly in the 1890s, due to
drought, a national depression, and the lack of a railroad.8
After 1901, growth spurted somewhat when the Rock Is-
land built a rail line southwest from Liberal, Kansas, to-
ward Tucumcari, New Mexico, and in the process created
an agricultural trade center and shipping point at Tex-
homa on the state line about 40 miles northwest of Hans-
ford. In February 1903, a three-foot snowfall turned the
plains into a garden. Soon, wheat farming began with
some success. J. H. “Uncle Joe” Gruver, and his son
Lawrence, imported plows and harvesting equipment
through Texhoma.9

Land sales soon increased, fueled by speculation that a
railroad was to be built from Dalhart to the east to pass
through Hansford. In September 1909, construction
began at Dalhart, but only 13 miles of track were laid be-
fore the line went broke amidst charges of fraud and
graft.10 Its failure would ultimately lead to the death of
Hansford.

By 1910, Hansford County’s population had increased
to 935, partially slowed by the land rush to the adjacent
Oklahoma panhandle where there was free land and a
railroad that attracted 14,000 people to take up residence
in four short years.11 But, with the utilization of mecha-
nized combines, along with skyrocketing wheat prices
caused by the outbreak of World War I, the county’s
wheat farms acreage increased by 800 percent to more
than 32,000 by 1920. The booming economy prompted
serious attention from a railroad. 12

That attention came from the Santa Fe. In 1917, it
began building a line west from Shattuck, Oklahoma to-
ward Hansford County, but opted not to run the line down
into the Palo Duro valley to Hansford. Instead, it delib-
erately avoided the county seat, and, in typical railroad
fashion, laid out its own town on the level plains, six
miles short of Hansford. The new town was named
Spearman, in honor of the Santa Fe’s town developer
Thomas E. Spearman. World War I delayed the line’s
completion until late 1919.13

The railroad’s arrival at Spearman prompted a literal
land slide. Many of Hansford’s buildings were put on
skids and dragged to the new railhead, including the
bank, the Methodist Church, the schoolhouse, and the
Palo Duro Hotel, originally owned by S.B.Hale, J.H.
Wright and Bert Cator. Judge Hale also built the first
brick building on Spearman’s main street and moved his
drug store there in 1919.14.

In 1921, Spearman promoters called for an election to
move the county seat from Hansford to Spearman, but
there ‘Was one ‘problent: Texas law fequired that, if “a
county seat was to be removed to any place that was not
within five miles of the county’s center, then a two-thirds
approval of voters would be required. When the election
was held in January 1922, more than 400 votes were cast:
Spearman received 277 to Hansford’s 157, but Hansford
won the contest, due to the two-thirds rule that left Spear-
man 12 votes short.15

The disappointed Spearman promoters would have to
wait five years for a new election. In the meantime, they
began running large ads in the Amarillo paper promoting
their town and the county, but the ads also served to whet
the appetite of other speculators, such as Albert Sidney
Stinnett of Amarillo. In 1923, he began a campaign to
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persuade the Rock Island to build a line into the heart of
the north plains north of the Canadian River. His work
paid off. In 1926, the Rock Island started construction
northeast from Amarillo.16

Stinnett and his partners, including the flamboyant A.
P. “Ace” Borger, then laid out a townsite north of the
Canadian River in Hutchinson County on Stinnett’s own
land. Aided by the nearby Borger oil boom of 1926, the
promoters quickly sold $400,000 worth of lots in the new
town of Stinnett that summer, and in the fall succeeded in
winning an election to snatch the county seat from Ple-
mons.17

In early 1927, flushed with their success in Hutchin-
son County, Stinnett and Borger (the men, not the towns!)
then targeted Hansford County and purchased approxi-
mately 600 acres of the Cooper Ranch near the center of
the county. The promoters chose to name their new town
for the largest land owner in the area, Uncle Joe Gru-
ver.18

The birth of Gruver in 1927 precipitated the most tu-
multuous year ever for Hansford County —the making of
the perfect storm. Promoters of Spearman, who had been ﬂ
waiting the necessary five years for another election for
county seat, knew very well that Gruver, because it was
located near the center of the county, could win with a
majority vote, while Spearman would need two-thirds. If
Spearman waited too long to act, Gruver’s approaching
railroad line would increase its population and Spearman
would have no chance. Thus, its promoters became quite
proactive. As the Gruver town site was being surveyed,
Spearman promoters in January, 1927 called for a new
county seat election. Hansford County commissioners set
the election for Saturday March 5, with Spearman, Hans-
ford, and Gruver on the ballot. As election day ap-

proached, according to the Amarillo Globe, *. . . through
agitation between citizens of the three towns involved,
the question had been worked up to fever heat . . . . Hot

arguments were not uncommon, [with] many citizens of
Hansford having become very ‘touchy’ on the subject.”19
On election day, people turned out early and crowded the
streets. In Spearman, one individual, Tom Lathum, was
arrested because, according to the paper, “he is alleged
to have pulled a gun following an argument with Walter
Benge, local hotel operator. According to witnesses,
Lathum drew a gun during the course when Benge
knocked it from Lathum’s hand. The men finished the en-
counter with their fists. The referee’s decision has not
been announced.” 20

With its population advantage, Spearman seemed a
cinch to get the county seat, but the election results
caught everyone by surprise. Spearman tallied 665 votes,
and Hansford got 33, but the brand new town of Gruver
polled 307 votes, which left Spearman five votes short of
getting its necessary two-thirds.21 *

Foiled for the second time in five years, Spearman’s
leaders cried foul, charging that fraud was involved in
canvassing the ballot boxes.22 They immediately turned
to the Texas legislature for help. :

Just who led the charge to Austin in March, 1927 is not
clear; it may have been Judge S. B. Hale. Regardless,
shortly after the March 5 election, someone succeeded in
getting the legislature to pass two hastily-drawn bills: on
March 29, House Bill 275 was signed by the governor,
which provided that, if the county seat election were
being held to move the seat to **a location on a railroad,”
the election could be held “within two years there-
after.”23 Its wording would soon be called into question.

The legislature also passed a second, and very strange
bill that provided that a county seat located more than
five miles from the center of a county could be removed
to any point by a majority vote. What made this bill
strange was that it applied to only those counties “having
a population of not less than 1300 nor more than 1400
according to the last United States census.”24 Hansford
County, with a 1920 population of 1,354, was the only
county in Texas to qualify.

The quick approval of the two bills led immediately to
another fight, and this one proved to be more serious than
before. Spearman supporters interpreted the first bill’s
wording, “within two years thereafter,” to mean that,
when the existing county seat was not on a railroad, a new
election could be held any time during the following two
years. Thus, on July 2, 1927, they petitioned the County
to hold a new election to remove the seat from Hansford
to the railroad at Spearman. And, since the Rock Island
had not yet reached Gruver, that community was ex-
cluded from the ballot. The election was set for August 6.

Gruver promoters retaliated, contending that the legis-
lature meant only that a new election could not be held
until after two years had passed. Led by J. P. Winder, Gru-
ver supporters immediately sued to stop the election,
based on wrongful interpretation of the law.
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However, Winder lost at the district court and Court of
Civil Appeals level and plans for the election contin-
ued.25 Three days prior to the election, the Texas
Supreme Court ruled that a writ of error had occurred,
but it did not stop the election.26 The county went ahead
with its plan and held the election, but under a legal
cloud.

Once again, nearly every voter in Hansford County
turned out for the issue. On election eve, the Amarillo
paper wryly noted that . . .Gruver folks are said to feel
that if they can keep the county seat from being moved to
Spearman, they will some day have a chance to get it
moved to Gruver. They are reported to be working for
Hansford in today’s election, and Hansford 1s accepting
their aid; it might be considered one instance of not fear-
ing the Greeks when they come bearing gifts.” 27

Once again, Spearman got a big majority, 657 to 363,
but failed by 23 to get a two-thirds vote.28 Of course.
Spearman promoters pointed out that the law had been
changed to a majority vote, and thus the county seat could
be moved. But, wisely, the county commissioners de-
clined to take action and refused to order the move, pend-
ing the outcome of the Winder suit.

Meanwhile, Gruver supporters appealed to the region
through letters to the Amarillo paper. One of these clearly
reflected clearly Gruver’s intent:

We must admit that the courthouse should be located
near the center of the county. . . . With this road, we can
ship our wheat, dairy and other products to the gateway
city of the Panhandle (Amarillo). . . . We are Texas peo-
ple and want Texas towns in which to market our prod-
ucts.29

The last sentence was clearly a slap at Spearman,
whose railroad carried their goods to and from Oklahoma
and Kansas.

Finally, in November, 1927, the Texas Supreme Court
ruled in favor of Gruver, declaring that the word “within™
meant “not less than.”30 Therefore, the August election
was null and void and Spearman would have to wait two
more years.

Three failed elections in a five-year period finally
prompted Judge Hale to action. After the Supreme Court
ruling, he began to collect funds for “the legal end of the
fight” by asking for donations based on amount of prop-
erty one held. He went to Chicago and met with Nelson
W. Willard, a Chicago land speculator and Hansford
County landowner with ties to the Santa Fe, and asked
him to talk to railroad officials about support. Willard
contributed $1,000, more than twice than for what Judge
Hale had asked.31 Hale also raised more than $1,200
from Spearman residents.32

Meanwhile, the drama only intensified as the Rock Is-
land announced in March 1928 that it was ready to ex-
tend its line from Stinnett to Gruver, with plans to reach
there by late summer or early fall of 1928.33 Spearman
correctly feared that, with the arrival of the railroad in
Gruver, it would experience a Stinnett-like boom, and
perhaps win the county seat in an August 1929 election.

But, the rail line construction proceeded slower than
expected, and by late 1928 was stalled a few miles south
of Gruver. Not willing to take a chance, Judge Hale made
the 564-mile trek from Spearman to Austin in February
1929 to lobby the Texas Legislature, which had convened
in January. With the recently-raised funds in hand, Hale
campaigned to get the Legislature allow an immediate
vote for the county seat rather than a five-year wait. In
February, he appeared before the Senate State Affairs
Committee, as did two Gruver supporters.34

Judge Hale's lobbying, and generous war chest appar-

ently paid off. The legislature quickly passed a bill al-
lowing for a vote after two years from the previous elec-
tion, but it restored the two-thirds vote requirement to
move a county seat farther than five miles from the
county center. According to the press, “The bill was
passed with an emergency clause so it may go into im-
mediate effect. Statements were made that advocates of
Spearman as a county seat were preparing to call a spe-
cial election before the bill could be passed in order to
take advantage of the old law [that provided a move to a
railhead away from the center could be done with a ma-
jority vote].”35

So, who carried the day in Austin? Gruver folk prob-
ably thought they did, because the law allowed that Gru-
ver could win by a majority. Spearman folk thought that
they did, because the action implied that, since it had been
two years since the legitimate March 1927 election, then
Spearman could call for a new election. And that they
did. On March 14, 1029, less than a month after the leg-
1slature approved the county seat bill, the Hansford
County Commissioners set April 25 as the date for the
fourth county seat vote in seven years.36

The railroad finally had arrived in Gruver in February
1929, but it was too late to salvage the town’s dream to be
the county seat. Once again, the election turned out nearly
every eligible voter in the county (and perhaps a few
more), as nearly 1,300 cast ballots. Even though Gruver
carried six of the eight polling places, some of them unan-
imously, it could not match Spearman’s 876 votes—25
more than necessary for the two-thirds requirement.37

And, as before, some of Gruver’s citizens challenged
the vote in court, but this time, Spearman did not wait for
the results. On the Monday after the election, the county
commissioners authorized the move of the county seat
and the the contents of the courthouse in Hansford were
immediately hauled to City Hall in Spearman, amidst fire
whistles blowing in celebration. According to an ob-
server, the records were moved “without a single objec-
tion being made by residents of [Hansford].”38

There may have been some cursing in Gruver, espe-
cially after its appeal through the courts failed.39 But
with its late-arriving railroad, coupled with a looming
drought and economic depression, Gruver would have
never achieved a population sufficient enough to gain a
majority vote. Uncle Joe Gruver was partially right;
maybe Judge Hale stole his courthouse, but he did it the
hard way.40

Prologue

Judge Hale died in 1939 at age 59: his wife and sons
Selden, Jr. (Butch), and Wright Hale continued to main-
tain family businesses in both Spearman and Gruver,
owning the movie theaters in both towns, two in Spear-
man and one in Gruver.41 Selden Hale III, after 1956 his
encounter with Uncle Joe, attended Texas Tech, served a
hitch in the Marine Corps, then returned to West Texas to
become first, a reporter for the Amarillo Globe-News,
and then a prominent criminal attorney in Amarillo where
he lives today. His family still owns the town site of
Hansford.

When Judge Hale died, a Spearman paper editorialized
his accomplishments:

Mr. Hale was a man of decided convictions. . ., yet he
was congenial and was willing at all times to sit down
and discuss matters across the table with his opponents.

During the bitter county seat fight . . ., he took a very
prominent part . . .. Yet when the fight was over, he was

still on friendly terms with the most prominent leaders of
the opposition, and some [my underline] of them contin-
ued to trade with him .42

Note that only “some™ continued to trade with him.
One who probably did not was Uncle Joe Gruver.

What happened to the old courthouse, with its brick
hauled by wagon from Dodge City? In 1930, Uncle Joe

Gruver, J. P. Winder, and other prominent Gruver citizens
bought it, had it demolished, and moved the brick to Gru-
ver for construction of the Gruver Community Church,
located next door to Uncle Joe Gruver’s new home on

Broadway. The edifice must have served as a reminder

to Uncle Joe about the lost cause for a long time— he was
99 when he died in 1962, still convinced that Judge Hale
stole his courthouse. 43
