Dear Editor,

This letter is in response to the
letter that is being circulated from
some upset parents of seniors who
are not being allowed to participate
in the graduation ceremony. I want
these parents to become informed
of the truth and facts regarding the
false statements they wrote about
our son, Russell.

First, these parents state in their
letter that our son committed a
“felony on school property” when
in fact it was a Class B
Misdemeanor. The legal ramifica-
tions that Russell suffered were six
months probation, $750 fine, and
$240 court cost. Legal fees
amounted  to  approximately
$2.,000.

Second, these parents state that
the only punishment our son
received was “simply writing an
apology letter”. That statement is
so very far from the truth. They
cannot begin to know the loss and
pain that was suffered, but I can try
to explain the punishment that was
received.

The first punishment was a
three-day suspension from school.
Then, Russell had to attend two
weeks of Disciplinary Alternative

Education at the downtown library.
During this period of suspension,
Russe]| was unable to be involved
in the UIL competitions that
oceurred during that time. He had
high hopes of going to state in
Speech and Debate. He also had to
give up a major role in the one-act
play that won third at state. He was
a member of the Academic Team
that had qualified for state. It held
a sizable monetary reward for the
Winning team. He had planned to
compete in NFL speech competi-
tion and was raked second to make
it o the national competition. He
gave up all of these opportunities
as a result of the punishment he
received. To Russell, all of these
Competitions were more important
than walking across the stage at
graduation.

To us. all of these losses were
more than a “simple apology” as
stated in the letter from the upset
senior parents. How can someone
looking on from the outside ever
begin to know what we went
through and the disappointment we
felt.

Words from Faith § grace

by Cecil R. Biggers, Lutheran Lay Minister

After pondering the concept of the Trinity, this weeks lessons--
Deuteronomy 11:18-28, Psalm 31, Romans (1:16-3:31) 3: 21-25, John 7:
21-29-- warn us of the difference between knowledge of Christ and liv-
ing in Christ.

The Psalmist inspired Luther's hymn, ""Be a rock of refuge for me, a
strong fortress to save me" [A Mighty Fortress Is Our God]; Moses wams
that God blesses those who obey his commandments, those who walk in
his way, not those that acknowledge his commandments; Paul condemns
certain unnatural acts and many forms of wickedness, but warns us as
Christians not to think ourselves so superior to these listed sinners
because we know of Christ nor to boast of our purity because we con-
demn sin [usually sins others commit, not our own].
Paul proclaims the righteousness of God has been disclosed , we have
all sinned and fallen short of God's glory; it is the blood of Jesus Christ
through His grace and the inspiration of the Holy Spirit which allows us
to seek baptism and forgiveness. He concludes "For we hold that a per-
son is justified by faith apart from works prescribed by the law. [This
scripture inspired Luther to post his Theses which started the Protestant
Reformation.]
Finally, John warns us that not every one who says, "Lord, Lord" will
enter the kingdom: of heaven but only those who do His will. It is not
enough to "know", we must "live" our knowledge in Christ.
May the Holy Spirit keep your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus that
your life may be blessed and others be blessed because of you.

Memorial Day
The last Monday of May,

Memorial Day was started in 1866
by Henry Welles, a drugstore
owner in Waterloo, New York,
heard the stories of surviving sol-
diers coming home, some with
limbs missing. He suggested that
all the shops in town close for one
day to honor the soldiers who were
killed in the Civil War and were
buried in the Waterloo cemetery.
On the moming of May 5, the
townspeople placed flowers,
wreaths, and crosses on the graves

of the Northern soldiers in’ the

cemetery. Atabout the same time,

Retired Major General Jonathan A.

Logan planned another ceremony,

this time for the soldiers who sur-
vived the war. He led the veterans
through town to the cemetery to
decorate their comrades' graves
with flags. It was not a happy cele-
bration, but a memorial. The
townspeople called it Decoration
Day.

The two ceremonies were joined
in 1868, and northern States com-
memorated the day on May 30.
The southem states commemorat-
ed their war dead on different days.
In 1882, the name was changed to
Memorial Day and soldiers who
had died.in previous wars were
honored as well.

President Lyndon Johnson pro-
claimed Waterloo the birthplace of
Memonal Day in 1966, 100 years
after the first commemoration.

In 1971, along with other holi-
days, President Richard Nixon
declared Memorial Day a federal
holiday on the last Monday in May.

Today, Memorial Day is not lim-
ited to honor only those Americans
from the armed forces, It is also a
day for personal remembrance.
Families and individuals honor the
memories of their loved ones who
have died. Church services, visits
to the cemetery, flowers on graves
or even silent tribute mark the day
with dignity and solemnity. Itis a
day of reflection. However, to
many Americans the day also sig-
nals the beginning of summer with
a threé-day weekend to spend at
the beach, in the mountains or at
home relaxing. We suggest a visit
to a museum or other historical site
would be in order to commemorate
those who came before us and to
learn their story. Come visit us
and learn the stories and sacrifices
of our Lipscomb County Patriots.

Struever who wrote the book
“Koster, Americans in Search of
Their Prehistoric Past*, until 1927
archeologists thought that people
had been in the New World for
only a few thousand years.

In 1925, a black cowhand named
George McJunkin found bones
sticking out of the bank of a dried
up stream bed near Folsom, New
Mexico. He pried some of the
bones loose with his pocket kmfe
and was puzzled because they
seemed so much larger than cattle
bones. The director of the
Colorado Museum of Natural
History in Denver, J.D. Figgins,
heard of McJunkin's find and iden-
tified the bones as belonging to a
bison species that had become
extinct about 10,000 years ago. In
1927, Figgins found bones and
projectile points together and
knew the bison had been killed by
ancient hunters. The points were
named for the nearby town of
Folsom.

It wasn't until the 1930’s that
projectile points were found In
Blackwater Draw near Clovis,
New Mexico in conjunction with
mammoth bones. This find was
dated to 9500 B.C.

The naming of the Clovis and
Folsom points was not until after |
was bom.

Many of us in the county have
always, it seems, been interested in
finding arrowheads and Indian
beads. We did not know to look for
scrapers, knives, gravers, and other
tools.

[ asked one of the county owners
of a Clovis point what his feeling
was when he picked up this rare
point. He said that he always got a
deep feeling of being connected to
the past when he picked up any
Indian relic. Then he added that
when he found the Clovis point he
didn't realize what he had. It was
only later that he leamed about
books that told how to name what
you had found.

Seal coat projects continue next
week across the Panhandle

The Amarillo District of the Texas Department of Transportation
(TxDOT) has several seal-coat projects in operation across the district

over the next two weeks.

The project schedule for Friday, May 27 through Friday, June 10 is as
follows (weather permitting): Ochiltree County - FM 377 from US 83 to
SH 23; Ochiltree County - FM 2711 from US 83 to FM 377: Hansford
County - FM 759 from SH 15 to the county line; Hansford County - FM
281 at Hutchinson County line; Hansford County - FM 281 from SH 51
to county line; Hansford County - SH 51 to SH 207; and Hansford County
- FM 520 from SH 207 to FM 1060 in Sherman County.

A seal-coat operation involves the placement of hot asphalt on a road-
way, then covering the roadway with small rock chips. The purpose of a
seal coat is to extend the life and utility of an existing roadway without

having to reconstruct it.

TxDOT reminds you to please slow down in construction zones where
workers are present. In addition, please take care when driving and turn-
ing on newly-placed rock chips. Slow down to protect your vehicle and

other vehicles around you.

Property owners sent Appraisal
Letter for Tax Year 2005

State law requires county
appraisal districts to notify proper-
ty owners about changes in their
property’s value. On May 27th,
Hansford Appraisal District mailed
4437 property owners letters show-
ing their 2005 proposed appraised
value.

Alice Peddy, chief appraiser of
the district, reminds property own-
ers that the letter of appraised value
i1s not a tax bill. “Please do not pay-
-this 1s not a tax bill," Peddy said.

Peddy emphasized the impor-
tance of this letter and the key
information that it contains. “A
property owner has the right to
appeal to the Hansford Appraisal
Review Board on any disagree-
ment with the property’s value,
exemptions, ownership and other
areas,” she said.

The appraisal review board,
more commonly called the “ARB”
IS an independent panel of citizens
responsible for hearing and settling
protests from property owners who
disagree with some action by the
appraisal district. The notice
includes instructions on how and
when to file a protest and a protest
form.

What should a property owner
carefully review? “Look at the pro-
posed value for 2005," Peddy said.
“The letter states the land’s value
and any improvement value for the
property for the current year.” An
improvement is a building, struc-
ture, fence or any other type of fix-
ture to the land.

The appraisal letter also includes
current year information on
exemptions granted on the proper-
ty. It provides last year’s value, too.

Homeowners that qualify for
property tax homestead exemp-
tions have a limitation on their
homes’ appraised value, beginning

With the second year that they qual-
ify their home for homestead
exemptions. The uppraisul district
may not increase their home value
by more than 10 percent for each
year since the last reappraisal year.
A homeowner's letter states both
the appraised value for the home
and the limited home value.

Letters to property owners also
Will include “estimated” taxes.
These “estimated” taxes are based
on the new taxable value and last
year's tax rates. Taxing units will
set final 2005 tax rates in August or
September. Final tax amounts usu-
ally vary from these “estimated”
amounts.

Peddy asked property owners to
check the legal description and
mailing address to be sure there are
no mistakes. “If the letter has an
old address, please let the appraisal
district know. The post office for-
wards mail to a new address for a
short time, and tax bills do not go
out until October,” Peddy added.

A property owner is responsible
for informing the appraisal district
of the correct mailing address. A
property owner is liable for addi-
tional penalties and interest on a
tax bill that is not paid on time.

Peddy added, “Only properties
that had a value increase of $1,000
or more will receive a notice this
year, The postage has become cost
prohibitive to mail notices to own-
ers when there has been no change
to the value or no more that a
$1,000 increase. You are encour-
aged to stop by the appraisal dis-
trict or call 806-659-5575 or 800-
372-5411 if you are interested in
your 2005 values and did not
receive a notice. The deadline for
protesting to the ARB is June 27th
for this year.

Postmaster’s Postings,
Spearman Post Office

Sharolyn Larson, Postmaster

It has come to my attention that
individuals have been using per-
sonal mailboxes for items other
than mail.

It is against the law to put
money, a key, or any item in a
mailbox unless it has sufficient
postage affixed to it.

This activity is covered under
the Private Express Statues and is
written into the U.S. Criminal
Code.

"The Criminal Code stipulates a
fine if matter on which postage has
not been paid is deposited in a
mailbox. The Postal Service's
Domestic Mail Manual requires
that mailboxes "shall be used
exclusively for matter which bears
postage."  Additionally, the
Domestic Mail Manual specifies
the size, shape, and dimensions of

mailboxes." : ‘
"The Supreme Court, in United
States Postal Service v. Council of
Greenburgh Civic Associations
(1981), considered the constitu-
tionality of the mailbox monopoly
on free speech grounds. It came to
the unappealing conclusion that
postal customers must accept a
monopoly over their own mailbox
in return for the privilege of being
subjected to the Postal Service's
monopoly over letter delivery. The
Court stated that, "In effect, the
postal customer, although he pays
for the physical components of the
'authorized depository, agrees to
abide by the Postal Service's regu-
lations in exchange for the Postal
Service agreeing to deliver and
pick up his mail." (excerpted from
information found at
http://www.aei.org).

Texas crop and weather report

The following specific livestock, crop and weather conditions were
reported by Panhandle Extension directors: Soil moisture is short to ade-
quate. Cool temperatures and some rain were reported. Corn was 90 per-
cent planted; stands are rated good with no insect problems. Cotton plant-
ing has made rapid progress with dry and warm soils. The crop was 50
percent planted, but some stands were lost to hail. Sorghum, peanut, soy-
bean and sunflower planting continued. Wheat condition declined; hail
destroyed some. Rust is not as severe with the warmer, drier conditions.
Rangelands continued to green up and are rated fair to good. Cattle were
in good condition. Hom flies continued to pester range animals.

Sign-up ends for
Wheat Incentive Program

Sign up for the 2004 Hard White
Wheat Incentive Program ends on
May 31, leaving producers little
time to apply for incentive pay-
ments, according to the Hansford
County Farm Service Agency.

“This is the second year of the
three-year incentive program,” said
Rick Hargrove, County Executive
Director. “If producers miss this
sign-up, they'll miss the payment,
and we don’t want to see that hap-
pen.”

The Hard White Wheat Incentive
program started with the 2003 crop
year. The goal of the program is to
encourage U.S. wheat producers to
grow more hard white wheat for
export to Southeast Asia, where
hard white wheat is used to pro-
duce noodles.

Producers growing spring or
winter varieties are eligible for two
incentive payments.

“There is a production incentive
of 20 cents per bushel for number 2
or better hard white wheat, up to a
maximum of 60 bushels per acre,”
said Hargrove. “The second incen-
tive is for planting certified seed,
which is $2.00 per acre for each
acre planted.”

Sign-up for the 2004 crop year
began on Oct. 1, 2003, and ends on
May 31, 2005.

Hargrove said producers who
planted hard white wheat this year
should contact the Hansford
County Farm Service Agency
office at (806)659-3036 to sched-
ule an appointment before the end
of the month. More information on
the hard white wheat program can
be found by visiting the FSA
national website at
http://www.fsa/usda/gov .
