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Barnhart Named Region 16
Superintendent of the Year

She hails from one of the small-
est school districts in the state, but
there is nothing small about the
accomplishments of Linda Kay
Barnhart.

The Texas Association of School
Boards agreed as they selected the
Pringle-Morse  nominee  the
Region 16 Superintendent for
2001

Barnhart will vie with 17 other
regional winners August 17 and
18, in Austin for the Texas School
Superintendent of the year

Five finalists for Texas
Superintendent of the Year will be

selected following completion of

twenty-five minute interviews of
identical question slates with
selection committee members,

The Texas Superintendent of the
Year to be announced September
22 at the Texas Association of
School Administrators/Texas
Association School Board ‘s annu-
al convention in Dallas.

“I'm not holding my breath on
the outcome, “Barnhart said.

“Just the fact that my (school)
board nominated me and appreci-
ated me enough to fill out a 20
page application is the greatest
honor 1 could receive, “Bambhart
said.

In their nomination of Barmhart,
Pringle-Morse  School Board
members Betty Womble and
Carolyn Shields praised Barnhart’s
team spirit which acts as a facilita-
tor 1o bring parents, students,
school board members, and the
community together.

“Her ability to listen, understand,
and build consensus,” was listed
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by the members as one of
Barnhart's strongest characteris-
fics.

But Barnhart's most visua! role
on the state level is her partin the
organization of the Coalition of

Small Texas Schools, a group of

Chapter 41 K-8 school districts
who were most severely impacted
by the 76th, Legislature’s Senate
Bill 4,

As director of the coalition,
Barmhart was able to effect the
postponement of the rules which
would have threatened the exis
tence of her school and other small
schools.

“Financially, we (the small
schools) are in a much more bene-
ficial place, ** Barnhart said.

The coalition, impeding of the
hard-hitting legislation, enabled
the smaller affected districts to
remain solvent for three years
while the legislature reworks the
financial system for funding public
education,

Through her efforts in saving the
district's recapture money and her
research and initiation of a time
warrant, Pringle-Morse was able
to construct a $582,000 school
addition without raising taxes
while using only $63,000 from the
fund balance,

“Through the Coalition, we have
learned that small schools can
voice opposition and change legis-
lation and legislative minds,
Barnhart said.

The Pringle-Morse leader has
also been instrumental in securing
several grants for the school dis-
trict. In 1997, her successful

efforts in procuring a portion of a
6.13 million Telecommunication
Infrastructure Grant, provided stu-
dents with state-of-the -art tech-
nology and training.

Among new programs that
Barnhart has initiated in her dis-
trict are learning centers that strive
to meet the individual needs of stu-
dents; enrichment clubs that
broaden the academic, cultural,
and and artistic aspects of student
life; a gifted and talented program
that assists students to reach the
upper levels of achievement, and
homework patrol which helps stu-
dents learn responsibility and
organizational skills.

In addition a summer school was
implemented four years ago for
migrant and English as a Second
Language students with grants
secured from Barnhart.

The programs have proven (o be
effective with the school district
receiving an exemplary or recog-
nized award for the past four years.

In the area of keeping school
board members abreast of current
legislative school proposals that
impact the district as well as cur-
rent local issues and needs,
Barnhart instituted daily e-mail
updates to all school board mem-
bers, She also provides packets of
background information on each
agenda item at school board meet-
ings,

Barnhart credits teamwork as the
vital part of her district’s success
story.

“I am only a facilitator. We
wouldn’t be a very good school if
we were not a team,” Barnhart said.

Effective June 29, 2001, President Bush declared a major disaster in
Oklahoma based on damages and losses caused by severe storms, flood
ing, and tormadoes that occurred from May 27 through May 30, 2001. As
a result of this major disaster in Oklahoma, contiguous counties in Texas
were declared eligible for Farm Service Agency (FSA) disaster emer
gency loans. Hansford, Hemphill, Lipscomb and Ochiltree counties in
lexas were included as contiguous counties

Forgiveness Program. This week,
Texas Guaranteed (TG) issued the
maximum forgiveness amount 1o
be applied toward the teacher's
outstanding loan balance.

The Department of Education
established the Teacher Loan
Forgiveness Program through the
1998 Reauthorization of the
Higher Education Act. However,
July 1, 2001, was the first date that
regulations that govern the pro-
gram went into effect. To qualify
for the forgiveness program, a bor-
rower must be able to certify that
he or she has taught full-time for at
least five consecutive, complete
academic years at a low-income
school that qualifies for Title 1
funds. The borrower must also cer-
tify that he or she had no outstand-
ing balance on a federal Stafford
loan at the time he or she obtained
a loan on or after October 1, 1998,
in addition to other criteria.

Borrowers may qualify for up to

$5,000 in loan forgiveness through
the program.

Since the final rules for the pro-
