Don’t Call Us -  
W e’ll Call You
’No Calls List’ Eliminate 

Telemarketing Calls
by Linda Anderson

You know the drill: The phone- 
rings at a bad time -  you're taking a 
bath or fixing dinner or visiting with 
guests -  but you answer it anyway, 
only to hear how YOU have been 
selected for a fantastic new opportu 
nity to buy insurance, a coupon 
booklet or a "free” trip. The cal lei 
doesn't allow you to get a word in; 
you don’t want to be rude enough to 
just hang up; and whatever it is, you 
don’t want it -  especially right now 

As of Jan. I, you and other Texans 
have been given a tool to help keep 
these unwanted telemarketing calls 
off your line and out of your house.

According to Nancy Granovsky. 
Texas Cooperative Extension family 
economics specialist, the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas (PUC i 
has implemented two "no call" lists 
for Texas consumers who don’t warn 
to be bothered with telemarketing 
calls.

The first list, a general "Do Noi 
Call List,” applies to every telemar­
keting business operating within the 
state of Texas. By paying a registra 
tion fee of $2.25 per telephone num­
ber. each consumer can eliminate his 
or her name from telemarketers' call­
ing lists for three years.

The second list, an "Electric No 
Call List," applies only to telemar 
keters calling about Retail Electric 
Providers and consumers’ electric 
service. The fee for this five-year 
service is $2.55 per telephone num­
ber. To be included on both lists for 
five years, the fee is $4.80 for each 
residential phone.

What all this means, Granovsky 
said, is Texas consumers now have a 
tool to prevent unwanted calls from 
unwanted telemarketers However, 
the PUC has allowed some excep 
tions, allowing some telemarketing 
calls to be completed, including:

- Calls to customers with whom the 
telemarketers already have a busi 
ness relationship;

- Consumers who wish to make- 
contact with a telemarketing compa­
ny;

- Businesses which are collecting a 
debt;

- Companies calling on behalf of 
non-profit organizations or charities; 
or

- Telemarketers who are state 
licensees (such as real estate or insur­
ance agents). These calls must (11 
not be made by automated devices; 
(2) not be completed without a face- 
to-face presentation; and (3) not be 
previously informed the customer 
did not want to be called.

“But don’t expect to stop receiving 
these calls right away,” Granovsky 
warned. Implementing these new 
regulations is going to take a little 
time. PUC information specifies the 
"No Call Lists" are to be published 
quarterly so telemarketers can update 
their lists each quarter (Jan. I. April 
1, July 1 and Oct. I).

"Telemarketers will have 60 days 
from the date a number appears on a 
published list to update their internal 
databases and remove numbers.” 
PUC information states. "The first 
published list will be available to 
telemarketers April 1.2002. You will 
be advised when you register on 
which quarterly list your telephone 
number will appear.”

That means the calls will still be 
coming for a while, Granovsky said 
But if you pay the fees, register your 
name on the "No Call List(s)” and 
still receive unwanted telemarketing 
calls after the 60 days, you may file a 
complaint with the Customer 
Protection Division of the PUC (I- 
888-782-8477; TTY 1-800-735- 
2988, or by e-mail at 
customer@puc.state.tx.us ) or the 
Office of the Attorney General 
Customer Protection Hotline (1-800- 
621-0508).

"Signing up for this new service is 
easy,” Granovsky said. Instant online 
registration is available at www.tex- 
asnocaII.com; or call toll-free at I- 
866-TXNOCAL (1-866-896-6225).

AMARILLO -  Recent expansions by the dairy industry have increased 

the market for hay and silage production in the Texas Panhandle, w here 
beef cattle have long been the primary consumers of these feedstuff's.

To update area producers on these developments and provide current 
information on quality hay and silage production. Texas Cooperative 
Extension crop and livestock specialists w ill host a series of educational 
meetings this month in three Panhandle communities.

On Jan. 2I. the first seminar vCill be held in Bailey County at the 
Coliseum in Muleshoe. A second is slated in Hereford on Jan. 22 at the 
community center. The final session will be held in Gray County on Jan. 
23 •'» the M.K. Brown Center in Pampa.

At each location, registration will begin at 8:30 a m. with presentations 
starting by 9 a.m. Each meeting will end by 3:30 p.m. A sponsored lunch 
will be provided.

Continuing education units (CEUs) will be available. Five can be 
earned by certified crop advisers and two by pesticide applicators.

Dr. Sandy Stokes, Extension dairy specialist from Stephenville, will 
begin each program with an overview of dairy production. She will 
address the types, quantities, and qualities of forages required by dairy 
producers.

Other presenters will focus on corn silage production. Extension agron­
omist Brent Bean and beef cattle specialist Ted McCollum, both of 
Amarillo, will discuss sorghum silage and hay production. They will dis­
cuss results from recent regional variety demonstration trials.

Also, Keith Bolsen. beef cattle nutrition professor from Kansas State 
University, will address silage and hay production from small grains 
crops. Bolsen will review current information on harvesting, processing 
and storing silage and hay.

Texas' Extension agricultural economist Steve Amosson of Amarillo 
will close the program with a discussion on the economics of silage and 
hay production.

Six continuing education units (CEUs) will be available for commercial, 
non-commercial, and private pesticide applicators. The fee lo attend will 
be $5 per person, which includes a noon meal and program materials.

The opening session will feature Buddy Faries, Extension veterinary 
medicine program leader, who will address foreign animal diseases such 
as foot and mouth. West Nile virus and bovine spongiform encephalopa­
thy, commonly called BSE or "mad cow" disease.

Peter Dotray, Extension weed specialist, will update producers on cot­
ton and peanut weed control strategies. Emory Boring. Extension ento­
mologist, will discuss cotton pest management without the boll weevil.

Todd Baughman. Extension agronomist, will address one of the current 
concerns for wheat producers — karnal bunt disease. Also. Baughman 
will review results from the minimum tillage trials conducted in the 
Rolling Plains.

Calvin Trostlc, Extension agronomist, will discuss alternative crop pro­
duction featuring sunflowers and guar. Dr. Robert Lemon, Extension 
agronomist, will focus his presentation on peanut management.

Extension plant pathologist Chip Lee will present a peanut fungicide 
update and related disease management issues.

Celebrates 97 Years Of Service

Iii 1904. Anders Mordl came 
from Norway with a dream. In 
I908, he began with the Oslo set­
tlement. located in the northwest­
ern corner of Hansford County, 
Texas. He offered land for sale in 
the Oslo settlement by placing ads 
in the Norwegian publications 
across the country. People came 
from Wisconsin, the Dakotas, 
Minnesota and Iowa to settle there.

Mordt arranged for potential 
buyers to make excursions by train 
to the site he named Oslo after the 
Norwegian capital. Norwegians 
throughout the midwestern states 
quickly responded to Mordt’s ads, 
and by the spring of 1909 the first 
settlers had arrived.

The first building was a school- 
house, which doubled for a time as 
a church and community meeting 
place. Pastor Christian Heltne of 
the United Norwegian Lutheran 
Church organized a congregation , 
and held their first church service 
on November I0, 1909. Under his 
leadership they built a wooden 
church building in I9l I.

On May 20, I9I0, Mordt began a 
weekly newspaper, the Oslo 
Posten. Articles were written in 
Norwegian, with an English copy 
taken from the Guymon newspa­
pers for filler. The paper was print­
ed on the Guymon Herald presses

The first church was built in 19 12
Mordt commissioned a Mr. 

Odegaard. of Norway, to paint an 
altar painting of Jesus walking on 
the water. The cost was 15 kroner 
($5 American money). This paint­
ing was shipped (and sank) on the 
ill-fated Titanic. Mordt commis­
sioned Odegaard to paint a second 
version, which was hung in the 
church. It was destroyed when the 
church burned in 1948.

One of the churches treasures is 
the 36-inch copper bell imported 
from Sweden. The bell was 
installed in the summer of 1913. 
When the church was on fire in 
1948. the firemen realized the 
church could not be saved, so they 
kept water on the bell to keep it 
from cracking. It is still in use 
today, and rings 2 1 times before 
each Sunday service.

Mordt Land Company went 
bankrupt following an extreme 
drought in the Texas Panhandle. 
This also meant the end of the 
weekly Oslo Poster. The Denver 
and Gulf Railroad by-passed Oslo, 
causing the death of the town of 
Oslo, but not of the Norwegian

agricultural community and 
church.

Despite the famine, more than 
thirty Norwegian families stayed 
to farm the plains. By the 1920s 
they had formed a tightly knit 
community centered around the 
school and church.

Oslo retained much of its ethnic 
character into the 1930s; such 
foods as lutefisk and lefse were 
featured at festive social occa­
sions, church services were con­
ducted in Norwegian, and the lan­
guage continued to be spoken in 
many homes. But then the 
improvement of highway trans­
portation and the consolidation of 
the Oslo school district with that of 
Gruver, eighteen miles southeast, 
resulted in a gradual assimilation.

Nevertheless, the Oslo communi­
ty had remained well defined. In 
1949 the area residents built a new 
church of Austin stone. The build­
ing burned to the ground on 
February 18, 1950, the eve of its 
dedication, and the congregation, 
with help from emergency funds, 
rebuilt and dedicated the structure 
in October of that year.

Many a lost traveler has been 
shocked to see the “Cathedral on 
the Plains," as Oslo Lutheran 
Church is sometimes called. There 
it sits with nothing around it but a 
small, well-kept cemetery, a par­
sonage, farmland and miles of 
horizon.

Inside the Church is a beautiful 
pipe organ, which was installed in 
1969.

In 1964, the Music Committee, 
consisting of Clifford Hill and 
David Knutson said that the 
acoustics should be improved on, 
before considering such a project 
as a pipe organ. First the tile ceil­
ing was replaced with hardwood 
select oak. Then the carpeted floor 
was replaced with stone, which has 
recently been replaced with solid 
marble.

Robert L. Sipe, Inc. was chosen 
to design, build, and install Oslo's 
organ. The 1,847 pipes used in the

ence.
A new addition to the Church 

was completed in 1974. Attended 
by descendants of the original set­
tlers, the Oslo Lutheran Church 
remains one of the most imposing 
churches in the Texas Panhandle.

On May 17, 1981, a historical 
marker placed by the state of Texas 
was dedicated at Oslo Lutheran 
Church to the pioneers that settled 
the community. May 17th 
(Syttende Mai) was chosen for the 
dedication because it was on this 
date that Norwegians won their 
independence from Sweden.
