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SPEARMAN - Erlis Elias Pittman, 95, died February 25, 2004.

Erlis Pittman was born June 18, 1908 at the family farm south of
Gray, OK, to Amcey Emmett and Grace Coward Pittman. He was
the oldest of seven children and learned early in life the habit of ris-
ing early and working long hours. One of his first jobs was as a
cowboy for Tab Puth of Perryton. When he was fifteen, his mother,
Grace, died in the flu epidemic of 1923.

Erlis left home at the age of eighteen to discover what was around
the next bend. Erlis and a friend, George Garner, rode freight trains
north and survived by working on harvest crews and playing cards
and shooting pool. Erlis spent one wirter with a logging crew in
Wisconsin where his job was to haul the logs out of the forests
using teams of horses.

In 1926, Erlis was living in Hansford County with his brother,
Wendell, where they were partners in the farming and cattle busi-
ness. Wendell would work for the neighbors to earn enough money
for Erlis to do the farming. After a seven year courtship, Erlis and
Ethel were married on May 21, 1933 and moved to the farm in
Hansford County.

When Wendell returned from the war in 1944, Erlis and Ethel
paid him his half of what the partnership was worth. Ethel worked
side-by-side as a partner with Erlis in their farming and ranching
business. They lived in the same house nine miles northwest of
Morse for fifty-four years, until they moved to Spearman in 1994.
Electricity came in the early 1950's and a telephone in 1960.

In 1957, Erlis became a partner with Jimmy Shieldknight in the
Excel Chevrolet Company located in Spearman. They remained
friends and partners in various businesses until Jimmy's death in
September, 2003.

Fishing picked up last week.
Vic White had two nice blue
catfish with the larger weighing
10-pounds; Kent Ruble had five
with the largest weighing 13-
pounds, and Max Taylor had
two with the larger weighing
19.5-pounds and the smaller 12-
pound.

Jim did a little research and
going by when the pictures of
big fish began to be printed; the
dates were usually in the first
week of March. The warmer
days have brought out more
fishermen.

Part of the eagles seemed to
have moved on, but Jim counted
8 one day last week. He said a
couple had driven up from
Amarillo three or four times
hoping to see the eagles with
out any luck.

The cardinals are one of the
species that he has noticed
increasing. He and Mandy have
5 or 6 pairs of these lovely birds
using their feeder now.

As we come into late winter-
early spring, we sometimes get
stretches of warm weather that
can bring out a few rattlesnakes.
I have wondered since we print-
ed the picture from the Gary
Evans family of the rattlesnake
swallowing the starling, if it

was true that snakes could hyp-
notize small animals and birds.
Daughter Nancy saved a letter
from a December 1999 Texas
Parks and Wildiife magazine for
me that proves that at least
Charlie Totten thinks so.

As a boy from 3 to 10 years
he lived in southeastern
Colorado on a farm 20 miles
south of Lamar where his father
had homesteaded in 1917.

Rattlesnakes were plentiful,
and when his dad switched to a
disc plow it made sausage links
out of thousands of them.

Trees were planted later, but
most of their birds were ground
nesting ones.

Three different times they
saw a bird flying in a circle
about 10 feet in the air, and each
time they ran to look. Each time
there was a rattler with his head
up in the air about 6 inches fol-
lowing the bird as it made the
circle. They would wait until the
bird was fluttering on the
ground unable to fly away.
Before the snake could strike or
grab the bird, they would drop a
small piece of cowchip on the
snake, and instantly the bird
would be off like a shot. He sus-
pected that the snake had eaten
the baby birds or eggs in the
nest and had gotten the birds
attention that way.

Primary Functions of Elected
County Officers

Tax Assessor-Collector

The major tax duty of the assessor-collector is the assessment
(calculation) of taxes on each property in the county and collection
of that tax as established by the State Property Tax Code. In addi-
tion, as an agent of the Texas Department of Transportation, the
assessor-collector is responsible for the registration and licensing
of motor vehicles owned by residents of the county.

Another duty of the county tax assessor-collector is that of voter
registrar. In most Texas counties, a person would register tQ votef.
through the office of county tax assessor-collector. In a few coun-
ties, the commissioners court has designated the county clerk or an
elections administrator to provide this function. The county tax
office voter registration responsibilities include accepting applica-
tions for voter registration, issuing voter certificates, maintaining
voter registration lists, verifying petitions for local option elections
and submitting required reports to the Secretary of State's Office.

The county tax assessor-collector is also responsible for the col-
lections of special fees imposed by the county and state on coin-
operated vending machines and the sale of alcoholic beverages.

Byrd ‘Catches’ Dream

”

It. Cmdr. Robert
Byrd is pictured above with a

Lt. Cmdr. Robert “Gene”
Byrd loves to fish. Stationed at
McAlester Army Ammunition
Plant (MCAAP) in McAlester,
OK as the Navy Liaison for the
Defense Ammunition Center,
Byrd considers himself fortu-
nate. Though Oklahoma is ‘a
land-locked state, it is abundant
in lakes and a prime resource
for fishermen.

Since being assigned to DAC
in October 2002, Byrd has
focused his fishing efforts on
600-acre Brown Lake that is
stocked with catfish, black bass
and crappie. He rarely fishes the

80 or so ponds at the plant that
are similarly stocked because

he's “going for the big ones
which are in Brown Lake.”
Often arising at 4 am. on

workdays to lay out up to 20 jug
lines, Byrd is almost always
accompanied by his wife, Joy,
who loves to fish as much as he
does. “I guess that contributes
to 26 years of marriage,” Byrd
said.

She helped him pull in a 47-
pound flathead catfish he caught
on a jug in Brown Lake in July.

He recéntly received a certifi-
cate from the Oklahoma
Department of  Wildlife
Conservation recognizing him
as an “Oklahoma master angler
and state fish record holder™ for
landing a 5.60-pound short-nose
gar at Brown Lake.

The largest fish he’s caught to
date are pretty impressive: two
42-pound flatheads; one 32-
pound blue catfish and a 25-
pound flathead. All were caught
on Brown Lake and returned.
The 47- and 42-pounders were
caught on the same day using
live shad.

Besides Oklahoma, he's also
fished in Arizona, New Mexico,
Colorado, Texas, Mississippi,
Louisiana, Alabama, Florida,
[llinois and Wisconsin,
Domestically, Byrd has caught
salmon in  the Pacific
Northwest, salmon and trout in
the Great Lakes, and sturgeon in
the Sacramento River.

A 25-year U.S. Navy career
has taken him to exotic places
worldwide to match his skills
against the world’s finest fish.
Some of the more exotic fishing
sites he’s been to are the Indian
Ocean, Tasmania (off the south-
ern coast of Australia), and the
Persian Gulf.

Gene is a 1975 graduate of
Spearman High School, and the
son of Red and Jean Byrd of
Spearman. He has a twin broth-
er, Dean, who lives in Amarillo,
and a sister, Tuwana Trout, who
lives in Elkhart, KS. '
