To take the Internet course, stu­
dents must have a computer, 
and Internet connection and 
some standard browsing and 
viewing software. Completion of 
the course makes students eli­
gible for ticket dismissal under 
he Texas Transportation Code 

The ten percent insurance dis 
count also applies. Students 
may complete the course at 
their own pace and are allowed 
to log on and off the program 
with the computer keeping Track 
of the student’s progress. The 
course will take a minimum of 
six hours to complete.

To get the most out of Trick 
or Treating, be safe and 
use good common sense.

Homeowners

Trick-or-treaters

Make sure your yard is clear o f such things as lad­
ders. hoses, dog leashes and flower pots that can trip 
(he young ones. Battery powered jack o ’ lantem can­
dles are preferable to a real flame. I f  you do use can­
dles. place the pumpkin well away from where trick- 
or-treaters w ill be walking or standing. Make sure 
paper or cloth yard decorations won’t be blown into 
a flaming candie. Healthy food alternatives for trick- 
or-treaters include packages o f low-fat crackers with 
cheese or peanut butter filling , single-serve boxes of 
cereal, packaged fruit rolls, mini boxes o f raisins and 
single-serve packets of low-fat popcorn that can we 
microwaved later. Non-food treat include plastic 
rings, pencils, stickers, erasers and coins.Costumes

Be sure your costume is not too 
long. You don’ t want to be trip­
ping over it.

I f  you wear a mask, be sure you 
can see out o f it clearly.

Consider using face paint 
instead of a mask because you 
w ill be able to see better.

It is a good idea to wear clothing 
with reflective tape.

Trick-or-treating
Be sure your parents know 

where you are going.
Take along a couple o f quarters 

for emergency phone calls.
Go u illi a group o f three or 

more people.
I f  you feel unsafe, take along an 

adult.
Do not ride a bicycle. Your cos­

tume could get luing up in it.
Carry a flash light.
Walk on a sidewalk.
I f  a sidewalk is not available, 

walk on the left side of the road 
facing traffic.

Cross busy streets at a intersec­
tion or cross walk.

Be sure to look both ways (2 
times) before crossing the street.

Walk, don't run.
Take o ff your mask while walk­

ing from house to house.
Stay away from parked cars.
Be very cautious o f strangers.
Only stop by houses that have 

their front porch light on.
Accept treats only in doorway - 

never go into the house.
Always say “Thank-You” .

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Gruver Gets New Flagpole
Sometimes patriotism begins in 

your own back yard,, or for Leon 
Bagwell, across the street

Korean War Veteran Leon 
Bagwell, whose home faces 
Gruver Elementary, noticed soon 
after the September 11 tragedy that 
the school had no Hag or flagpole. 
The only flag visible at the build­
ing was a newspaper Hag hung on 
the window o f the school's door.

Talking with his wife Nelle, the 
couple came to the conclusion that 
both the elementary and junior 
high schools should have flagpoles 
to display the stars and stripes.

First approaching Gruver 
Elementary Principal Diane 
Brown, Bagwell was told that the 
school did indeed want a flagpole 
and the idea o f obtaining one had 
been discussed, hut the lack of 
funding for the project had not 
materialized.

Since Bagwell had been a agri­
cultural teacher at one time, he 
decided to seek the help for his 
flagpole idea through Gruver FFA

After talking to FFA advisor, 
Weston Born. Bagwell found “ a 
group o f students who were w ill­
ing and interested in the project."

With Bagwell furnishing the 
flags and many o f the supplies, 
work began. A pole for the ele­
mentary was soon sanded, primed, 
painted, and implanted by the stu­
dents with Bagwell assisting.

The pride o f their labor came on 
Monday. October 22, when ele­
mentary students, teachers, and 
parents watched as the Stars and 
Stipes and the Lone Star Flag were 
raised to the top ol the new flag­
pole.

In unison, the students' young 
voices repeated the Pledge of 
Allegiance. After a short program 
o f patriotic songs and readings, 
Principal Brown read a factual 
account o f a young soldier who 
fashioned a flag inside his shirt 
while in a prisoner-of- war camp.

The shirt was hung on the bars of 
the cell daily as the prisoners 
repeated the Pledge o f Allegiance. 
When the flag was discovered by 
guards, the soldier was severely 
beaten for his efforts. In a true act 
o f patriotism, the prisoner, with 
eyes nearly closed from his beat­
ing. inspired his fellow prisoners 
by beginning to make another llag 
inside his shirt.

"Mr. Bagwell is a veteran. He is 
one o f the reason we are able to be 
here today." Brown said.

After thanking Bagwell, the stu­
dents concluded the ceremony 
with again repeating the Pledge of 
Allegiance.

When the welcoming crowd left 
to return their classrooms and 
daily schedules. Old Glory stood 
alone, fluttered brightly against the 
overcast sky. proclaiming to all 
that this is the land o f the free and 
the home o f the brave.
