Texas Crop & Weather

The following specific livestock, crop and weather
conditions were reported by Panhandle Extension di-
rectors: Soil moisture was adequate in most areas, but
parts of the region were in need of rain. The wheat har-
vest was nearly completed in some counties, but it was
delayed in a few counties because of evening showers.
Producers reported average irrigated yields and widely
ranging yields for dry land. Corn and cotton were rap-
idly growing thanks to daytime highs in the mid to
upper 90s. Rangeland and cattle were in good condition
in most of region.

Sustained Blackout Prevented Due to Voluntary
Load Curtailment my North Plains EC Members

Special thanks goes to North
Plains Electric Cooperative (NPEC)
irrigators in the load management
program and a number of large
power consumers that were asked to
voluntarily shed load during an
XCEL transmission outage and
emergency power situation.

During the morning of June 24th
just after 10:15am, XCEL Energy
experienced a transmission switch
failure at their Pringle Interchange
that caused the greater part of the
Northeast Panhandle to lose trans-
mission service. All NPEC members
served through transmission lines
from the XCEL Spearman Inter-
change experienced a power outage
for approximately %2 hour until an al-
ternate transmission path reenergized
that station and lines feeding NPEC
substations.

Due to the restricted load capacity
of this alternate path, XCEL required
that NPEC load not exceed 27,000
kilowatts or kW. (One kilowatt of
power is approximately equal to 1.34
horsepower) Prior to the outage,

Perryton Business
Receives Award
for Clean Road

A Perryton business was honored
Thursday by the Texas Department
of Transportation in Austin for its
efforts in cleaning a Perryton road-
way.

Texas Farm LLC, a hog-raising
operation, was given the Honorable
Mention award in the Volunteer
Group category from TxDOT's
Adopt-A-Highway Program, the
agency announced Friday.

The business was recognized for
its "sense of responsibility to the en-
vironment," its annual efforts in the
"Don't Mess with Texas Trash-Off"
and for its success monitoring the
business' adopted section of U.S.
Highway 83, the agency said.

NPEC load was at 49,000 kW or 49
megawatts. Almost half of the NPEC
load had to be curtailed until XCEL
could make repairs and resolve the
emergency situation. NPEC employ-
ees scrambled to contact all irrigators
that participate in the irrigation load
management program and request
that they voluntarily shut down elec-
tric irrigation wells. Also contacted
were members with large loads that
could quickly be shut down. These
members were gas compression fa-
cilities, animal confinement facilities
and one large power irrigation mem-
ber.

Due to these voluntary member
curtailments and doing so without
hesitation, NPEC was able to keep
power on for all residential and small
commercial members during re-
gional outage. XCEL was able to
make necessary repairs very quickly
and power was restored to normal at

about 12:40pm that afternoon. We
also want to thank XCEL for their
quick response to this emergency sit-
uation.

“We never want situations like this
to happen, but under the circum-
stances all that were involved re-
sponded well and handled the
emergency very methodically and
made this a tolerable inconvenience
and experience,” said NPEC General
Manager Randy Mahannah.

Mr. Mahannah and the NPEC
Staff conveys thanks to those mem-
bers that participated in the voluntary
curtailment.

NPEC is a cooperative distributing
electricity in Hansford, Hemphill,
Hutchinson, Lipscomb, Ocletree
Roberts and Wheeler counties.
Formed in 1944, it serves 5900 me-
ters and maintains 3565 miles of
electrical line. It is owned and con-
trolled by the members it serves.

Amidst our celebration of our nation's birthday, we
learn something of living the disciple life as we study
Isaiah 66: 10-16, Psalm 66: 1-9, Galatians 6: 1-18, and
Luke 10: 1-20.

Isaiah tells the post-exilic people to rejoice! He uses a
maternal metaphor to describe the relationship of God
with his restored people. Isaiah is speaking to a people
who are going through internal strife as they try to match
the promises of God to their 'reality'. We are reminded of]
God's sovereignty and of God's presence with us.

The Psalmist sings a community hymn whose them is

"Bless our God." Notice that in this community hymn,
all of creation makes a joyful noise to God. The Psalmist
reminds the people of God's awesome deeds. He sings,
"God's enemies cringe before him." Who are these 'en-
emies' of God? Some may think these enemies are the
surrounding Gentile nations, but viewed in the context of]
the conclusion of this section, "Bless our God, peoples,
let the sound of his praise be heard, who has kept us
among the living, and has not let our feet slip", perhaps
the 'enemies' of God are those who refuse to believe and
poignantly those believers who refuse to leave their fa-
vorite sins.
Paul instructs the Galatians that any believer who is
detected to be in sin, should be restored by those who
are in the Spirit. This restoration should be done in a
gentle manner. He then warns them to "take care that
you yourselves are not tempted". Paul may be warning
against the nemesis of many Christians, pride. If we
counsel others in Christ, we should not become puffed
up in our opinion of ourselves by comparing our 'spiri-
tuality' against the one we are trying to restore. In living
the disciple life, we must bear each other's burdens. We
must work for the good of all, and especially for those of
the family of faith.

Jesus selects seventy disciples to go forth and prepare
the towns he planned to go. They are instructed in how
to live their disciple life and are commissioned to cure
the sick and to declare the Kingdom of God is near. Con-
sider that seventy is the number of Elders that were cho-
sen by Moses to assist him; seventy is the number of the
Sanhedrin, the ruling body of Judaism; seventy is the
number of the known nations of the world in the first
century. Jesus is greater than Moses; Jesus is our King;
Jesus speaks to all nations. In leading the disciple life,
those sent are not to be burdened down with material
things. They are to concentrate on their task and not be-
come distracted by other things. We should not do good
things for the hope of the reward we may expect to re-
ceive. Jesus finishes his statement with a declaration "I
watched Satan fall from heaven like a flash of lighten-
ing." He may have meant that He was aware that the
death-blow to Satan had already been struck or more
likely He is warning about the sin of pride, which caused
Satan's fall. Rather than being proud of their spiritual
power, the disciples should be proud that their names are
written in heaven.

May the Holy Spirit circumscribe your pride that you

Gov. Dolph Briscoe,

who led Texas
through most of
1970s, dies

AUSTIN — Former Gov.
Dolph Briscoe Jr., 87, died
June 27 after a lengthy ill-
ness.

Briscoe was Texas’ 41st
governor. He defeated
Frances “Sissy” Farenthold
in the 1972 Democratic pri-
mary and beat Republican
Hank Grover of Houston in
the general election. He
was Inaugurated as gover-
nor in 1973, was elected to
a second term, and served
until 1979.

The Uvalde rancher and
oilman was descended from
earRr Texas settlers. He
graduated from the Univer-
sity of Texas at Austin in
1942 and served in the U.S.
Army in Southeast Asia
during World War II. He
was elected to the Texas
House of Representatives in
1948 and served until 1957.
He first ran for governor in
1968 but lost to Preston
Smith in the Democratic
primary.

During Briscoe’s watch
as governor, the Legislature
passed the Texas Open
Records Act, a ground-
breaking law that greatly
increased public access to
the affairs of state and local

ovemmental bodies. The
gislature changed the
law’s name to the Texas
Public Information Act in
1993.

The 2400 acre lake has
been providing the people
in the northern panhandle
a place to get out and enjoy
the outdoors for almost 20
years.

For those who enjoy
camping out under the
stars, Lake Palo Duro of-
fers three different camp-
sites for those wanting to
pitch a tent, as well as hav-
ing 37 RV hook- ups
around the lake for those
that still enjoy a couple of
the comforts of home.

The price for an RV
hookup is $12 a day plus
the $2 recreation entry fee,
while tent camping spots
are priced at $4 per day
plus entry fee.

According to Jim Der-
ington, General Manager
of the Palo Duro River Au-
thority, Lake Palo Duro
rose about 40 feet in three
days due to recent rain,
making the current lake
level 649 feet (as of
6/15/2010). Water is
across FM 760 at the lake
(and 1s now closed) and the
boat ramps are function-

ing.

Blue Heron (above) and
Bald Eagle (right) are
among the several species
of birds that can be seen
around the lake.

Blue and channel
caftish, bass, walleye, and
crappie also can be easily
caught at the lake through-
out the year.

painted the mill. Wanda
Reed did the lettering on
the vane. It was erected on
location, and Rick Cazares
of the Panhandle Water
Well Service put the re-
stored mill on thé tower.
The water well was fi-
nanced by Mr. Wallace
Stanberry, CEO  of
TRANSPETCO. The well
was drilled by the Burkett
Drilling Company of Sun-
ray. Mr. L.C. Burkett of
the drilling company al-

lowed a very generous dis-
count on the drilling bill.
The well is 495 t‘eet deep.
Itis a 9" hole with 5" PVC
casing gravel packed with
30" of perforation from 450
to 480'. Water level 1s331'".

There is 364' of 2" galva-
nized pipe with 1 1/8"
wood sucker rods hooked
toal 7/8" diameter work-
ing barrel and valves on
the bottom. Mr. Britt Jarvis
of Spearman donated 241’
of pipe and sucker rods,
and the rest was purchased
new. Mr. Rick Cazares set
the pipe and rods in the
well. The well was drilled
July 9, 2003. The project
was completed and the
first water pumped was
August 12,2003, The tank
for this well was made
several years ago by Mr.
Delon Kirk of Spearman.
It was used on his farm for
several years until the bot-
tom started to-leak. It was
made of 13 steel imple-
ment wheels welded to-
gether with a steel plate for
a bottom. When the bot-
tom started leaking the
tank was discarded. It was

donated to the SPWA by -

the Kirk family. J.D.
Wilbanks took it to his
shop where it was re-
designed for this project. A

art was cut off to be used

or a base and a new plate
welded to the rest with the
old bottom becoming the
top of the tank. It was
painted bright silver by
Don Reed. The tank sets
on new. railroad ties for the
base. The fower along with
the tank was placed on lo-
cation by Dwayne
Mitchell, Don Reed,
Orville Latham, and J.D.

Well Drilling Machine
