Sacred Heart Catholic Church of 
Spearman is pleased to announce 
that it has authorized the 
establishment of a community, 
not-for-profit child development and 
day care center to serve the residents 
of Hansford County

Th e  Center plans to begin 
offering services in mid-August of 
1998 in the parish hall of Sacred 
Hearth Catholic Church on Roland 
Street in Spearman. The  Center 
will offer a variety of day care and 
developmental services to children 
up to the age of 13 on a year-round 
basis. Assistance programs for low- 
income families will be available.

The Board of Directors has been 
appointed by the Sayred Heart 
Catholic Church Parish Council. 
This board was chosen to represent 
a broad range of talents and 
interests, and includes a number of 
members who have been working 
on establishing a community child

development center for several 
years. Board members include: 
Cindy Blackman, Rosalec Bueno, 
Sam Cogdill, Reverend Ken Cole, 
Buster D avis, Ruben G om ez, 
Faiher Scott Racf, Anne Snow, 
Maria Sumner, and Elena Vargas.

The Center Board is currently 
seeking start-up funds through 
grants and w ill be starting a fund 
raising campaign in May, 1998 
T e c h n ic a l and management 
guidance is furnished through 
Catholic Diocese of A m arillo , 
which operates four such centers in 
Amarillo, the Texas Department of 
Health, and C C M S . Th e  facility 
will be licensed and inspected by 
the Texas Department of Health.

T h e ' mission is to a provide 
caring, stimulating and Christian 
environment for young children to 
foster their physical, psycho social, 
in t e l le c t u a l ,  and m u ra l 
development, within the financial

constraints of a not-for-profit 
organization.

Newborns through age 13 wifi be 
accepted. Full-day, partial day and 
after school child care will he 
provided Monday through Friday 
Preschool and structured learning 
experiences will be incorporated, as 
well as supervised play, rest and 
meals. It is hoped that eventually 
some extra services, such as 
gymnastics, could he offered as 
well.

Exact fee structures have yet to 
be determined, but this will depend 
on the ages and numbers of 
children. It is planned to have 
competitive rates that are 'sufficient 
to enable the Center to be self­
supporting. Federal and slate 
assistance to families will be 
sought lor low-income families.

At present, there are not plans to 
provide transportation, unless 
sufficient funding is received to

It is planned to have up to 34 
children, depending on their ages. 
Texas standards for child/staff ratios 

w ill he fo llo w e d . Th e se  
requirements are different for 
various ages. Babies, for instance 
require more care-giver time than 
older children.

The Board of Directors believe 
(hat non-dcnoininutional Christian 
teachings will be a normal part of 
daily activities.

Sacred Heart Catholic Church 
dues not have the resources lo 
provide any financial support, other 
than rent-free space at this time, 
A ll start-up and operating costs 

will have to hi covered by grants, 
donations, and revenue from 
services. We hope that the 
Community will come forward, as 
they have so many times in the 
past, lo help support this much- 
needed service. The Center w ill 
benefit the community in general, 
not just the parents of children

A child development center is 
operated according lo a curriculum 
of activities to noi only keep 
children busy and entertained, but 
lo address their developmental 
needs. Structured and unstructured 
play activities help children to gain 
the physical, social, psychological 
and learning skills ihey need to be 
successful and productive members

Gruver 1SD has participated in 
the T P W C P  since 1992, and has 
received refunds for the past two 
years. The TP W C P , comprised of 
other local school districts, has 
successfully reduced on-the-job 
injuries and the costs associated 
with injuries and accidents. These 
reductions allow for this refund, 
which can he used toward the 
education of G IS D  students.

The program has also provided 
many other benefits to G IS D .

When 1 was in school I use to raise animals for the stock 
shows.

One of the most memorable shows I attended was the 
San Antonio show in 1982. 1 had taken several animals 
this particular year, but the most interesting thing 
happened with the lamb. We came into the bam very early 
one morning to an amazing sight. There were lambs 
everywhere! Someone had opened all the pens and the 
lambs had left their pens to make one big herd. It was 
quite a sight to behold. We drove the herd into the main 
showing arena, and I began to wonder how I was going to 
locate my one animal out of this massive herd. 1 stood up 
on a rail and began to call out his name, Then all the other 
exhibitors began to call for their animals.

Soon after 1 began calling, my lamb appeared from the 
herd and came straight to me. I stood there amazed for a 
second and then led him to his pen.

I was reminded of this event when I was reading in the 
book of John this week. In Chapter 10 verses 3&4 Jesus 
tells us, “The watchman opens the gate for him, and the 
sheep listen to his voice. He calls his own sheep by name 
and leads them out. When he has brought out all his own, 
he goes on ahead of them, and his sheep follow him 
because they know his voice. "

This made me ask myself two questions so I will pose 
the same questions to you What turning point was 
significant for you in terms of hearing "God's voice” and 
responding? Sometimes this can happen as a result of a 
wonderful event in life, and I hope this is the case for you. 
But for some people it happens as a result of a tragic time 
in their lives. Whatever the event, rest in the assurance of 
knowing when you respond to God’s voice in your life, 
there is no better action which could come from such an 
event.

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Letter To The Editor
Deal Editor,

I am writing this letter as a 
concerned parent and taxpayer of the 
Hansford Hospital District. I am 
both shocked and saddened by the 
Hospital Board's decision to let Dr. 
Raul Tamayo's contract expire.

Dr. Tam ayo has been a very 
essential part of my children's 
lives. He was such a breath of fresh 
air to our part of the Panhandle in 
(hat there are few pediatricians in 
small communities. He made going 
to the doctor a pleasant experience 
for our son--a feat that few doctors 
can claim with younger patients. 
My husband and I have also used 
Dr. Tam ayo for our doctor, and 
found that he is very competent in 
dealing with pur illnesses as well 
as injuries. It has been so 
comforting to know that we have 
such a consummate professional 
here to help, day or night.

Since moving to Spearman, I 
have found that this community 
not only wants, but also expects, 
us to support and use the services 
offered here. That is why I find it 
hard to understand why it would let 
one of the most valued aspects of 
the community leave without an 
explanation. This causes us to look 
out-of-tow n once again for a 
pediatrician.

After making a phone call to the 
hospital adm inistrato r, M r. 
Alberty. I was told the reason. It 
actually didn't surprise me when he 
said "It all came down to money 
and meeting the communities' 
needs". Well I Find it ironic that 
they kept a geriatrics specialist here 
and even hired another "family 
medicine" doctor (o help with the 
elder care while letting a 
pediatrician go. So I have to ask, 
which members of the community 
take p rio rity --y o u n g e r adults

with/without children who pay full 
hospital taxes, or the older 
members of our community who 
gel tax breaks and whose insurance 
can be supplemented with Medicaid 
and Medicare? By the board's 
decision, it is pretty clear to see 
which citizens take priority. I think 
that is a sad reality to face that (he 
board would favor one population 
over the other.

I realize the board had to make 
some decisions concerning our 
doctors, but why did they hire two 
doctors to replace one? Doesn’t that 
tell us that Dr. Tam ayo did the job 
of two? I find it hard to believe that 
hiring two new doctors would be 
"cheaper" than keeping the one we 
had. It also sickens me to think 
that our hospital district would 
“sell out” the children and other 
patients of Dr. Tam ayo in order to 
save money.

Th e  had 
stopped for the mother to take a 
picture of one of the girls, and as 
she looked through the camera, she 
noticed she wasn't smiling. Her 
d a u gh te r began scre a m in g 
"M o m m y, get me d ow n.” and 
reaching out . Then the mother saw 
a I 00-pound mountain lion behind 
the girl.

This story is remarkable to me, 
because the mother was able to 
control her own fear, get her 
children behind her , flick open her 
knife and advance toward the lion, 
screaming at the animal. The lion 
did slap its paw against her left 
hand, injuring it, before tl backed 
off. Then the little parly made it 
back down the trail bunched 
together, throwing rocks back at 
the lion, who continued to stalk 
them until they came to a cleared 
area. She must have known not to 
run from a cougar as that triggers 
the animal's natural instinct to 
chase and attack prey.

This was the third documented 
attack on humans in the park since 
1984. T w o  popular hiking trails 
have been closed since the incident.
