Murder Charges 
Filed in Shooting

Hansford County’s first murder charge in 17 years was filed last week 

against Gabino Anquiano Gutierrez. 54, o f Spearman.
Gutierrez is accused in the shooting death of Evelina Rojas Luna. 51, 

also o f Spearman,
Sheriff R. L. McFurtin and officer Pete Ochoa were directed to a 

house on Endicott Street at approximately 2 a.m. Wednesday, July 18, 
alter being informed o f a shooting by a man walking into the sheriffs 
office.

According to the informant, he had been asked by Gutierrez to report 
the shooting to authorities.

Upon arrival at the home. Sheriff McFurlin and Deputy Ochoa found 
the body o f l.una in the from room o f the residence which was shared 
by both the victim  and the suspect.

Officers became skeptical after hearing several conflicting statements 
in Gutierrez's explanation o f the incident. After finding a 22 pistol 
believed to he the murder weapon in a drawer in the home. Gutierrez 
was taken into custody.

He was charged with murder and is currently in Hansford County Jail 
under SI 00,000 bond.

Officials continue to investigate the crime as they await autopsy 
results from Lubbock.

The last murder charges filed in Hansford County were February 14. 
1984, when Juan Manuel Davila was charged with the shooting death
o f Episano Treujio.

The fawns would take 
advantage o f the clearings to buck 
and play.

A turkey hen was spotted with 9 
little poults Surely it was from a 
second or third hatching.

On Sunday evening Mandy and 
Jim watched a skunk with 4 babies 
cross the pavement. The little ones 
followed in line for a white, but 
then broke ranks.

Mandy has seen the painted 
bunting again In Kenneth 
Seyffctt's book Birds o f the Texas 
Panhandle he w rites that the male 
painted buntings start their migra­
tion to South America before the 
females and young birds This is 
usually in early August.

Recently I wrote of George Hill, 
the old frontiersman that escaped 
being shot because he was so thin 
that by standing sideways, he was 
very hard to hit. Boss Neff report­
ed H ill as coming to the Palo Dun) 
in 1885, This week I looked up 
Clate McCrea's Memoirs o f com­
ing to Zulu from Dodge C ity in the 
summer o f 1885 He wrote that the 
fare on the stage line was $20, 
This was day travel and passen­
gers had to put up at the stage 
stands for eats and lodgings. "Old 
man H ill had the stage stand at Big 
Timber-Henry Boice o f the (3) 7s 
17771 Ranche- (at what was after­
wards called the Simmons place 
John DeLong Magr."

I f  Clate was giving the places in 
order, that would have pul the 
stage stop north o f where 
Buscbmans live now on the old 
777 ranch. Later we have an arti­
cle from Julia Hibbs Faus 
McManus of a stage stop being in 
that area in the early 1900's. I am 
not sure where Big Timber was in 
I885.

fiscal year 2002. The area consists 
o f Armstrong. Briscoe, Carson, 
Castro, Childress. Collingsworth, 
Dallam, Deaf Smith. Donley. 
Gray. Hall, Hansford, Hartley, 
Hemphill. Hutchinson. Lipscomb, 
Moore. Ochiltree, Oldham, 
Parmer. Potter, Randall. Roberts, 
Sherman. Swisher and Wheeler 
counties. PWDA is one o f 28 local 
workforce development areas 
throughout the state that, along 
with TWC, comprise the Texas 
Workforce Network. The network 
pres ides a w ide variety o f servic­
es for Texas' employers, job seek­
ers and workers. The services are 
primarily provided through feder­
al funding and are generally free 
to all Texans. Though operating 
funds are allocated by TWC, 
determination o f how the funds 
can best he utilized is the respon­
sib ility  o f the Panhandle 
Workforce Development Board.

The money allocated to (he area 
w ill bo used to fund a variety o f 
programs including:

Workforce Investment 
Act (W IA ) -  W1A provides 
employment and training services 
for disadvantaged adults and dis­
advantaged youth Services are 
designed to increase the employ­
ment. retention, and earnings o f 
participants, and increase their 
occupational skill attainment. 
W IA also offers unique programs 
for persons who have lost their 
jobs in mass layoffs or plant clos­
ings. or w ho have been laid o ff 
and are unlikely to return to their 
jobs.

* Child Care Services -  
The local board designs and man­
ages the delivery o f services that 
offer affordable, accessible, quali­
ty child care for low-income fam­
ilies and welfare recipients. Child 
care services promote long-term 
self-sufficiency by enabling par­
ents to work or attend education or 
training activities.

* Choices -  This service is 
used to help welfare recipients 
transition from welfare to work. 
Funded through the Temporary 
Assistance for Needy Families 
(TANF) block grunt. Choices pro­
vides job search and job readiness 
classes, basic skills training, voca­
tional training and support servic­
es including transportation to pro­
mote self-sufficiency.

* Food Stamp
Employment and Training 
(FSF.<tT) -  FSE&T assists food 
stamp recipients to become self­
supporting through participation 
in employment, job  readiness, 
education and training activities, 
and related support services 
including transportation.

* Employment Services 
(ES) -  ES nelps employers find 
qualified workers for their open­
ings by screening applicant lists, 
scheduling interviews and arrang­
ing space for the interviews i f  nec­
essary. ES also provides job 
search assistance to workers and 
in many areas includes job search 
seminars.
