Perryton Man Dies in Accident

A 26-year-old Perryton man died in a single-vehicle motorcycle ac- 

cident early Saturday evening in rural Ochiltree County. 
Ivan Gallardo died about 6 p.m., when the motorcycle he was riding 

southbound on County Road U, about eight miles south of Perryton 
near Wolf Creek, entered a curve and left the roadway, according to 
the Department of Public Safety. 

The motorcycle struck a barbed-wire fence. 
A justice of the peace pronounced Gallardo dead- at the scene. 
No other details were available Sunday.

Over the past couple of years much dis-
cussion and planning has gone into the 
City of Spearman undertaking some ex-
tremely needed large scale infrastructure 
improvement projects. These projects in-
volve aspects of increasing our watet pro-
duction and delivery system, as well as 
improving the flow of sewer water to the 
wastewater treatment plant. 

Spearman is not unlike many of our 
neighbors throughout not just the pan-
handle but the whole country, which must 
address the problem of an aging infra-
structure. There are a couple of problems 
that immediately came to the forefront, 
and need action. 

These are the lift station and water 
wells. The lift station along Third Avenue 
has been in the ground for many decades. 
When it was placed into service Spear-
man did not stretch much farther south 
then Fifth Avenue. Through generations 
this cog of our sewer system has trans-
ported wastewater out to the treatment 
plant while remaining virtually unnoticed. 
It has served the townspeople well but it 
is showing its age. Some components are 
now so old that replacement parts are not 
being manufactured. The load on the unit 
has grown exponentially as our town has 
grown. There is no backup for this piece 
of equipment. So when it breaks down, 
take a guess at what is backing up. 

Our sewer issues are not just the lift sta-
tion; many sewer lines are in need of re-
pair and or replacement. During the 
extreme rains in June water laden heavy 
ground collapsed the aged main outfall 
line to the treatment plant. This line car-
ries nearly 100% of the raw sewer water 
out to the city landfill, for treatment. The

flow was kept open by utility workers 
babysitting a portable pump that lifted 
wastewater up and around the damage 
area and back into the sewer system at a 
flowing manhole. This was maintained 
until a replacement section of pipe could 
be fitted into place. 

Also for Spearman a point of need is 
our need for an additional water source. 
A new water well has not been drilled and 
brought on line in over 30 years. 

Currently Spearman operates on five 
water wells, two ground storage tanks and 
two elevated storage tanks. Our five wells 
are divided into two production fields. 
One to the north and one to the south, our 
first problem is that these two fields are 
not connected. They operate independent 
of each other. This sounds good at first 
until you realize that the north field has 
our most productive wells, the south field 
is our weakest. There is no way to move 
water from the north field into the south 
tanks or vice a versa. A line connecting 
the two ground storage tanks is needed. 

Also what is needed is an additional 
water source. Test holes have been drilled 
around town and a decent site has been 
identified. This well will provide some 
needed production for home use and fire 
protection. Yet it is not the complete an-
swer over the coming years we will need 
to invest in a water field much like some 
of our neighbors are doing 
but not on the scale of 
Amarillo. 

Why is now the time? 
The cost of these large 
capital projects has 
dropped. In the paper was 
a story that even as large 
as the water project of 
Amarillo's is they are $10  

million under budget. The cost of bor-
rowing money is now at nearly all time 
lows. 

How this will be paid for is through and 
increases in utility prices and an adoption 
of a new water usage rate. The council 
thought that everyone uses water so all 
should pay for it. This is a main reason 
that the property tax rate has remained the 
same for three years. 

The minimum water bill will be $16.00 
per month this will include up to three 
thousand gallons of water. Then with ad-
ditional usage that customer will be billed 
at the following different rates. 

4,000 to 10,000 gallons is $1.75/1,000 
11,000 to 25,000 gallons is $2.00/1',00'0 
26,000 to 50,000 gallons is $2 .25/1,000 
51,000 to 100,000 gallons is 

$2.50/1,000 
101,000+ is $2.75/1,000 
There- will be additional 'public notices 

about the process of going out for Certifi-
cates of Obligation in the papers. We need 
to lay a course that will provide water and 
sewer service for the corning generation 
of citizens. We can't wait until we turn on 
the tap and nothing comes out, or we 
flush and nothing goes away. 

The city staff will be providing updates 
as we go through the financial process of 
issuing the certificates of obligation and 
the ensuing construction process.

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Perry, White, wage 
digital battle in 

final month of cam- 
paign 

AUSTIN - Voter regis-
tration ended Oct. 4, and 
now, less than a month re-
mains until the general 
election on Nov. 2. 

The 10-day period to 
early vote in person runs 
Oct. 18-29. 

Election polls show in-
cumbent Republican Gov. 
Rick Perry continuing to 
hold a margin of 6 points or 
so on Democratic candidate 
Bill White, the former 
mayor of Houston. 

Meanwhile, the Austin 
American-Statesman, 
Houston Chronicle, The 
Dallas Morning News and 
KLRU-TV in Austin, are 
sticking with their plan to 
host an Oct. 19 debate be-
tween Perry and White. The 
two have not yet hashed out 
their differences the old 
fashioned way - eye to 
eye in public - since win-
ning their party primaries in 
March.

Historic surveys to go 
public 

A collection of histori-
cally significant land sur-
veys unavailable for more 
than 50 years will soon be 
made accessible to the pub-
lic. 

Willis Day Twichell's 
surveys of tens of millions 
of acres of public and pri-
vate lands in West Texas, 
recently were donated to 
the Texas General Land Of-
fice by four oil companies 
operating in the Midland 
area. 

Included are field books, 
working sketches, 200 fin-
ished maps, and about 
50,000 pages of correspon-
dence that document sur-
veying work performed in 
Texas, Oklahoma, New 
Mexico, Arizona and north-
ern Mexico. 

Land Commissioner 
Jerry Patterson said the 
goal, after digital archiving 
is completed, is to have the 
Twichell Papers available 
to researchers by January. 

Twichell laid out more 
than 40 towns and provided 
surveying work in 165 of 
254 counties in Texas. His 
suryeys, critical to the ex-
ploration of oil and gas in 
West Texas, helped in giv-
ing rise to the X1T Ranch, 
funding the building of the 
State Capitol, building rail-
roads and funding public 

education in Texas. 

Student dies in appar-
ent suicide 

A masked gunman 
walked on to the UT-Austin • 
campus and fired shots 
from the AK-47 assault rifle 
he was carrying on the 
morning of Sept. 28. 

Police chased the man, 
identified as University of 
Texas sophomore Colton J. 
Tooley, 19, of Austin, into a 
campus library. 

Tooley was found dead 
on the building's 6th floor 
of an apparent self-inflicted 
gunshot wound, police said. 

Economist: Texas leads 
nation 

The Governor's Office 
on Sept. 28 announced 
economist Meredith Whit-
ney, who predicted the na-
tional banking crisis, listed 
Texas as the national leader 
in state financial health in a 
report issued about the con-
dition of most state govern-
ments. 

Of the 15 largest states, 
only Texas and Virginia 
earned overall positive 
rankings in Whitney's cal-
culations.

We learn of the breadth of God's love for us and what 
it means to "remember Jesus Christ" as we study 2 Kings 
5:1-3, 7-15c, Psalm 111:1-10, 2 Timothy 2: 8-15, and 
Luke 17: 11-19. 

Naaman, commander of the Army of Aram, has been 
stricken with 'leprosy'. An Israeli slave-girl in his house-
hold tells Naaman's wife of a prophet in Israel who can 
heal Naaman. Naaman's King hears of this, sends a let-
ter to the King of Israel along with costly gifts and asks 
the King of Israel to cure his servant. The King of Israel 
despairs, he cannot cure 'leprosy'! Elisha, the prophet, 
tells the King to send Naaman to him, God will cure 
Naaman. Notice that Naaman appears at the prophet's 
home in his war chariot with his armed escort. Elisha 
does not come out to meet the commander, but sends a 
servant to tell him to wash in the Jordan river seven 
times. Naaman is furious, the prophet has not 'cured' him 
in the way he thought! Naaman's servants remind him 
that he was willing to do any difficult thing to be cured. 
Naaman cools off, does as instructed and is cured. Naa-
man then returns to the house of Elisha and announces 
his conversion to the God of Israel. God's love includes 
the Commander of the Army of Aram which was then 
raiding Israel! 

The Psalmist sings a song of thanksgiving. He is an 
individual thanking God for his works and wonderful 
deeds to the nation, Israel. God is described as "gra-
cious" and "merciful". The song concludes, "The fear of 
the Lord is the beginning of wisdom; all those who prac-
tice it have a good understanding." In Hebrew, the word 
translated as "fear" is "yara'" .which means 'love, 'cling 
to' or 'serve'. Substitute these and you get a better un-
derstanding of the scripture (e.g. 'love' of god is the be-
ginning of wisdom, etc.) Faith is best expressed in action 
in our everyday lives. 

Paul is exhorting Timothy to keep the faith in time of 
persecution by "remember Jesus Christ, raised from the 
dead, a descendant of David, that is my gospel." To re-
member Jesus Christ a descendant of David, is to re-
member an historical man who lived in the first century 
who is limited to one period of time in a small nation in 
the Mid-East. To remember Jesus Christ, raised from the 
dead, is to remember the Son of God, the Word of God 
(Logos to St. John) who is not bound to any era of time. 
Paul quotes a first century hymn in verses 11-13, to re-
mind Timothy of his relationship to Jesus Christ. Paul 
then asks Timothy to warn others to avoid wrangling 
over 'words': it is best not to argue over theology (doc-
trine) in front of a new convert lest fledgling faith be 
shaken. Paul then urges Timothy, "Do your best to pres-
ent yourself to God as one approved by him, a worker 
who has no need to be ashamed, rightly explaining the 
word of truth." Paul is telling Timothy to be 'conformed' 
to Jesus Christ, emulating Him in all things. Christian-
ity is best understood in action! Christianity is not an in-
tellectual exercise; Christianity is a way of life. 

Jesus enters a village, cures ten lepers, and only one 
leper, a Samaritan, returns to praise God and thank Jesus. 
Jesus tells the Samaritan, "Your faith has made you 
well." The other nine lepers were Jews. Of these the 
Samaritan was the only one to 'see' Jesus for what he 
was, is and ever shall be. True worship is 'seeing' God at 
work in our lives and our world. We cannot meet the liv-
ing God without being transformed, the Samaritan 'saw' 
and was saved. 

May the Holy Spirit enable you to 'see' the living 
Word of God in your life that you may be transformed.

Lake Palo Duro has more 
water today, than it has had 
in over ten years! Though 
we have lost some water 
since mid June, the lake still 
is in better shape than I re-
alized. It has not been this  

high, since August of 2000. 
The lake still covers over 
1,100 surface acres, with al-
most 19,000 acre-feet of 
water. I record the level 
each morning, and we lose 
about .08 of a foot, each 
day. That should slow 
down, as we get into colder 
weather. 

Today's picture of a bald 
eagle, was taken near the 
Palo Duro Creek, west of 
the bridge. It is eating 
something, probably a fish. 
I saw another eagle in 
flight, today, in the same 
area. It makes me wonder if 
we have a pair of eagles 
that nest here, and possibly 
raise their young. Novem-
ber through March, in past 
years, are the months that 
we have seen them the 
most. The last two years, 
one eagle at a time, has 
been seen 9ccasionally in 
the warmer months.
