His mission was to fly a glider
over the Rhine River (no bridge
existed at that time) to convey a
jeep, its four man crew, a mounted
gun, and a trailer containing
another gun to the German shore
The» glider, which crossed the
river under heavy artillery fire,
disintegrated upon impact on the
shore,
aboard in enemy territory. The
men then found tln IllHtl\LH in the
position of having to fight their
way to safety in the days that

Williams, who is still an active
pilot employed by Sparks
Brother, Inc. as an aerial
applicator, was contacted by
phone one week ago by a caller
from Winston Salem, North
Carolina requesting his serial
number in regard to a bronze star
award.

Although
the award was presented more
that 52 years late, it did arrive
just in time for Veterans Day
Tuesday, November 11, to remind
us all of the debt we owe the men
who fought for our freedom.
