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Hansford County...

unemployment increases
Hansford County’s unemploy­

ment rate is increasing according 
to a recent report from Texas Em­
ployment Commissioner Mary 
Scott Nabers.

According to the report Hansford 
County’s unemployment rate rose 
to 5.9% in June. This is a 2.3% 
increase from the reported 3.6% in 
May.

The total number o f eligible 
workers in June was 4,082; 3,843 
of these individuals were employed, 
leaving 239 people without jobs. In 
May there was a total o f 3,892 
eligible workers. O f this 3,753 
people were employed. This left 
139 individuals without a job.

Hansford County’s unemploy­
ment rate is increasing as is the 
Texas state unemployment rate. It 
is reported that the number jobless 
Texans rose by 97,800 people. This 
increase was in a one-month pe­
riod. “We now have approximately 
742,600 individuals trying to find 
jobs, and this has pushed our state­
wide rate to the highest level we 
have seen in four years,” Naber

said.
“While we can blame some of the 

rise in unemployment on summer 
job seekers entering the work force, 
we cannot explain why the rate is 
highest it has been since March of 
1988,” Nabers said. The monthly 
rate is up almost a full percentage 
point in a 30-day period, and sur­
passes the 7.4 percent rate recorded 
for the last three months.

Every region in this state ap­
pears to have taken a m^jor hit 
Nabers said that major layoff's 
throughout the state impact the 
situation and continue to negate 
some encouraging signs of growth.

Approximately 8,195,000 Tex­
ans were workingduringthe month 
and a total of 7,266,100 jobs were 
listed, up by 75,800 from june of 
last year. However, the increases 
in almost all job sectors were lower 
than last year. In addition, a large 
loss was recorded in government 
jobs as school campuses ended their 
springterms. Non-salariedjobs in 
Texas increased by 7,000 in June.

At the Spearman schools break­
fast is served to all students for 
55?, i f  the student qualifies for the 
reduced meal breakfast costs only 
30?. High school students can pur­
chase lunch from the school for 
$1.35; junior high lunches can be 
purchased for $1.25 and elemen 
tary lunches cost $1.15. Those in­
dividuals from Spearman that 
qualify for the reduced lunch pro­
gram can buy lunch at any of the 
Spearman schools for just 40?.

Students attending the Gruver 
School Dictrict will be able to get 
breakfast at the school for 40? and 
if they are on the reduced lunch 
program is will be 30?. Each of the 
schools in the district charge dif­
ferent amounts for lunch. For stu­
dents from kindergarden to fourth 
grade, lunch is $1; fifth to eighth 
graders, lunch is $1.25; and ninth 
to 12th graders, lunch is $1.50. The 
cost of a reduced lunch for all of 
these grades is 50?.

Guidelines for the are the same 
for each of the Hansford County 
schools. To see if your child quali­
fies for the program read the fol­
lowing requiements. Ifyou now get 
food stamps or AFDC for your child, 
your child can get free meals. Also, 
i f  your total household income is 
the same or less than the amounts 
on the Income Chart, your child 
can get free meals or reduced price 
meals. A foster child may get free 
or reduced price meals regardless 
o f your income.

So. how do vou apply? I f you n o w 
get food stamps or AfDC for the 
child you are applying for, the ap­
plication must have the child’s 
name, a food stamp or AFDC case 
number for that child, and the sig­
nature of an adult household mem­
ber. Households participating in 
the Food Distribution Program on 
Indian Reservations (FDPIR) are 
categorically eligible under the 
Food Stamp Program. I f  you are 
applying for a foster child, the ap­
plication must have the child’s

income, and an adult signature. If 
you do not list a food stamp or 
AFDC case number for the child 
you are applying for, then the ap­
plication must have the child’s 
name, the names of all household 
members, the amount of income 
each person got last month and 
where it came from, the signature 
of an adult household member and 
that adult’s social security number 
or the word “none” if the adult does 
not have a social security number.

Verification: Your eligibility 
may be checked at any tie during 
the school year. School officials 
may ask you to send papers show­
ing that vour child should get freename, the child’s “personal use”

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Minding Your Own Business

FAILU RE  FACTORS
I have never met an entrepre­

neur who planned to fail. They are 
usually very optimistic and prone 
to see only opportunities for suc­
cess. However, in spite of the opti­
mism, small business failures are 
common.

Depending on whose statistics 
you wish to believe, between 50 and 
80 percent of all businesses started 
today will fail before their 5th anni­
versary. The causes for small busi­
ness failures have been studied for 
decades. The studies identify sev­
eral common factors. There are four 
that occur most often.

Lack o f planning
The No. 1 failure factor is lack of 

planning. Only a few of the more 
than 1,500 existing businesses and 
pre-venture entrepreneurs we have 
counseled, have a current, written 
business plan. Most who created a 
plan initially, have never updated 
it.

There are several advantages in 
creating a business plan for your 
firm A well-written plan will focus 
the efforts and resources of your 
business. Choosing a mission and 
establishing goals and strategies 
will guideyou in gettingfrom where 
you are to where you want to go.

Your plan should include a de­
scription of the business and its 
markets and an analysis of the com­
petition. You should set your goals 
and calculate start-up and operat­
ing costs. It is also wise to create 
financial and cash flow projections 
and determine alternative strate­

gies.
Once you write your plan, you 

can use it as a benchmark to mea­
sure your progress. Checking ac­
tual operations against projections 
can reveal deviations early enough 
to avoid problems.

The No. 2 most common reason 
for failure is under-financing. Most 
businesses lack cash and equity 
when they start. Often they con­
sume their initial cash in the early 
stages of start-up.

Borrowingafter the fact, is much 
more difficult than properly assess­
ing cash needs early in the game. 
Most banks are justifiably reluc­
tant to loan money to a business

that has consumed much of the 
original equity through operational 
losses early in the business cycle.

Under-financing is actually a 
result of poor planning as most busi­
nesses lose money during the first 
few months of operation. There­
fore, a well-planned venture would 
use financial and cash flow projec­
tions to secure additional equity or 
lines of credit.

Operating blind
The No. 3 major failure factor is 

the lack of adequate information 
for good decision making Many 
entrepreneurs are operating blind. 
The information needed to give the 
firm proper direction either does 
not exist or takes too long to get into 
the decision maker's hands.

Every business owner should 
compare current revenues and ex­
penses to previous periods. Records

should track the monthly profit or 
loss and the current cash flow posi­
tion. The cost of goods sold, present 
inventory level and the status of 
accounts receivable and payable 
should be readily available.

The No. 4 failure factor is that 
many entrepreneurs underestimate 
the tacks of managing a small busi­
ness. Often business owners feel 
that they must do everything them­
selves, and thi3 causes a pattern of 
stress that leads to costly errors. 
Long hours are required; paper­
work is complex and unrelenting; 
and unanticipated problems con­
stantly arise.

Common judgement errors in­
clude trying to grow too fast, select­
ing the wrong products or lines, 
carrying too much inventory, over­
estimating sales and underestimat­
ing expenses. Another error is buy­
ing equipment that promises effi­
ciency but requires too much time 
to learn and operate effectively. 
Computers and software packages 
often fit into this area.

In summary, careful planning, 
adequate financing, staying on top 
offinancial information and avoid­
ing senous mistakes will improve 
your chances for success.

The burning results from the bind­
ing of the substance capsaicin from 
the peppers to taste receptors in 
the mouth.

cheeses such as Brie will maintain 
quality for only about a week in the 
refrigerator.

E X E R C IS E  A N D  O LD E R  
AD ULTS

So, why should the elderly con­
tinue to exercise? After age 45, 
lean body mass (muscles) are lost 
at the rate of 6.6 pounds per every 
10 years. Exercise has many ben­
efits, especially for the aged. It 
helps people control weight by in­
creasing metabolism so that they 
bum more calories and counteract 
the effects of a lowered calorie diet's 
effect on decreasing metabolism. 
Exercise also helps increase the 
lean body mass which other wise 
would be replaced with more fat. 
Exercise is good for the non-in sul in 
dependent diabetic because it

makes the insulin receptor cells 
more receptive to the action of the
insulin.

C O F F E E  A N D  C H O L E S ­
TE RO L

Several reports over the years 
have linked drinking boiled rather 
than filtered coffee to raising se­
rum cholesterol levels. A  recent 
study in the Journal of the Ameri­
can Medical Association assessed 
the effect o f filtered regular and 
decaffein ated coffee in blood lipids. 
Drinkingtwo cups of filtered regu­
lar coffee led to a statistically sig­
nificant increase plasma choles­
terol of 9 milligrams per high den­
sity lipoprotein -good cholesterol- 
- by 3 milligrams per deciliter. The 
magn itude of this change together 
has little effect on the risk of coro­
nary artery disease.

a successful program

There is no doubt about it. 

Graver's Lady Hound cross coun­
try program is simply the most suc­
cessful athletic program at Graver 
High School. This is the 4th year of 
competition since the program was 
instituted, and Gruver has re­
sponded with a third place at state 
in 1989, the class A  state champi­
onship in 1990, and a second at 
state last year. This year, despite 
the jump up to class AA, they are 
the odds-on favorites for a fourth 
straight trip to Georgetown, just 
outside of Austin.

"It will be tougher this year in 
AA," states Gruver coach Steve 
Myatt, now in his secondyear head­
ing the program. "The competition 
will increase - no doubt about it," 
states the Dimmitt High School and 
Texas Tech graduate.

Graver finished second to Claude 
at Georgetown last year, but will 
return their whole team. That in­
cludes seniors Cora Meyer, Kasey 
Davis, Monica W ard, Holly 
Venneman, Brendy Brown, Traci 
Crawford, and sophomores Julie 
Meyer and Tisha Ralston.

Cross country is a grueling sport. 
The amountof preparation that goes 
into training is substantial, even

before the girls get to ran the 3200 
meters (2 miles) in competition. 
Coach Myatt gives a rundown of 
their daily routine once school 
starts.

"First we go through basketball 
fundamentals in the 50 minute 
classroom period; then after school, 
following a 30 minute break, at 4 
P.M.. We stretch for 15 minutes; 
then at 4:15 we divide into two 
groups, one to the weight room and 
one to the football field for agility 
skills, then we switch; then we do 
the running portion - interval train­
ing shorter than the 2 mile course, 
then our distance work two to five 
miles. Altogether it takes an hour 
to an hour and 15 minutes.

Coach Myatt stresses the benefit 
to his basketball program later in 
the fall and winter. "It helps the 
girls with their stamina, speed and 
strength; and, above all with their 
mental toughness.

Last year Myatt had 13-14 girls 
in the program; this year he is hop 
ing to increase that to appi xi 
mately 20.

Dear Dr. Paul, I recently 
bought an American Pit Hull- 
dog for a watchdog I bought 
him from a reputable breeder, 
and I really like the dog. My 
friends, however, say I’m nuts 
tohavehim. What do you think?

As you know, the issue of own­
ing Pit Bulldogs is highly contro­
versial. On one hand there are 
opinions that Pit Bulls make won­
derful pets; the other extreme feels 
this breed should be banned. Most 
likely, the reality is somewhere 
between these two points o f view. 
When you say you bought the dog 
to use as a watchdog, do you plan to 
provide specific training for this 
purpose? I f  so, my feeling is that 
the process o f training and the par­
ticular use o f this Pit Bulldog will 
take him out of the pet category, 
and he should probably be man­
aged as a potentially dangerous 
animal.

Dear Dr. Paul, Should I be 
concerned about treating my 
cattle for fluke? If so, when 
should I treat?

The occurrence of cattle flukes 
in the United States is limited to 
the Gulf Coast states, the Pacific 
Northwest and a small are in the 
Great Lakes states. There is a 
good reason for this very limited 
geographic occurrence: the fluke 
must complete part of its life cycle 
in a specific species of snail that is 
found only in the areas I’ve men­
tion. I f  you live in one of these 
areas, or i f  your veterinarian has 
made a positive diagnosis of flukes 
in you cattle, you may want to 
consider treatment. Some prod­
ucts labeled for fluke removal are 
effective only against the adult 
fluke while another product, 
Curatrem, iseffectiveagainstadult 
and some immature flukes in you 
area.

! I become intrigued every year 

when school dismisses in late May 
by the number of people who ask 
what I plan to do "now that school is 
out!"

By being ultraconser­
vative in our budget dev^’ ^pment 
and additional cuts imple. rnted, 
Spearman I.S.D. will operat- m a 
very realistic, but thin budget. I f  it 
were not for a "shortfall 
from the state in the form of prora­
tions amounting to over $200,000., 
we would be in posture of not utiliz­
ing reserve funds and a balanced 
budget.

All of this aside, we look forward 
with positive anticipation to the 
beginning of a new school year. The 
quality of education in Spearman 
schools continues to be of the high­
est quality due to a community that
supports education and a group of 
professional educators committed 
to the educating of the young people 
entrusted to us annually. Come 
August 18, the cycle once again 
begins with expectations high and 
attitudes of success dominating our 
thoughts. How fortunate we are to 
live in Spearman and be afforded 
the opportunity to educate the 
"cream of the crop".________________
