Clarendon College Fifty Thousand 

Dollar Club" Is the Name.
Its Object.

A call meeting of business men 
was held at the W. O. W. hall 
Tuesday afternoon, it having been 
announced that on this occasion 
subscription books would lieojiencd 
toward the building fund for Clar- 
sndou College. The meeting was; 
called to order by F. D. Martin, j 
Permanent organization was effect- J 
ed with W. P. Powell as chairman ; 
and John E. Cooke as secretary.

It was decided that the organiza­
tion be given a name and remain as 
a permanent thing until its objects 
should have been accomplished. 
On motion the name, “ Clarendon 
College $50,000 Club,’ ’ was adopt­
ed. Its membership to be composed 
of every, citizen in the Paulnuidle 
who desires to join the ranks ot 
workers and well-wislurs of tire 
College. The ladies of the College 
Circle were elected to honorary 
membership. Every man present 
gav6 his name as a member of the 
club, there being 33 in the hall.

A  few speeches were indulged in, 
all showing that the feeling in re­
gard to the move of raising $50,000 
for a building fund for the College 
was of the best, then subscriptions 
were called for and matters im­
mediately took on a very business­
like appearance. W. H. Cooke 
and H. W. Taylor started the list 
with $1,000 each, closely followed

by Key. A. T. Cultierlson with a 
like amount. Then followed smaller 
donations, ranging from $500 down 
to $10. Some were not ready to state 
their donation, but every man in 
the hall either made a donation or 
stated that he would do so soon. 
The total footed up $6,220, and in 
another column we print the names 
and amounts in detail.

The opinion has been expressed 
by old time politicians that tbe 
Thirtieth Legislature has fewer 
orators than any previous session 
of the legislature. There appears 
to be a more unanimity of opinion 
prevalent among members on every 
question than is usually the case. 
Since the Bailey matter has been 
turned over to a special committee 
tlie wrangler has abandoned his 
work and the statesman has 
commenced to follow his true 
calling.

Not withstanding this fact, how­
ever, it is thought that several 
matters of legislative import will 
come up this week that will be the 
cause of a great deal of impromp 
twatory.  ̂ Among these are at 
least three pladonn demands 
namely: The anti-free pass meas­
ure, the anti-lobby measures and 
the proposition to compel telegraph 
and telephone companies to trans­
mit each others’ messages, making 
connection thereof at common 
points. It is proposed to regulate 
telegraph and telephone plants 
after the nnniter of common car­
riers and the plan is meeting with 
a great deal of opposition from the 
strong lobby supported by tbe 
Western Union Telegraph Company 
aud the Southwestern Telegraph 
and Telephone Compauy. These 
lobbies are said to lie the strongest 
now operating before the legisla­
ture.

The measure introduced in the 
House a few days ago and passed 
to give cities and towns tinder ten 
thousand inhabitants tbe right to

The anti-free pass bill reported 
to tbe House by tbe committe on 
Common Carriers will come up 
daring the next few days. This 
bill was framed by tbe writer and 
Judge Wolf of Sherman, members 
of tbe sub-committee appointed for 
that purpose. Judge Duncan of 
Smith county, who fought Bailey so 
hard, will oppose this measure on 
the floor of the House. He says 
he has a better plan, which, al­
though evidently not in conformity 
with tbe democratic state platform 
be contends is nevertheless what 
the people want. Mr. Duncan is 
a great hand to tell what the peo­
ple want without cousulting their 
manner of voting or what they say 
in their platforms. Many of the 
members are favoring the idea of 
compelling the railroads to furnish 
free passes to all members of the 
legislature.

There is a strong railroad lobby 
in Austin and it is working hard in 
the interest of the Santa Fe consol­
idation bill to come up for a hearing 
this week. Governor Campbell 
says that some of the very men who 
are here working for the measure 
stamped their shoe leather of! 
when he made his declaration 
against ra'lroad consolidations du­
ring the last campaign. It is plain 

j the new Governor will never set 
the seal of his approval on a con­
solidation measure of any kind.

The citizens of Amarillo are en­
tertaining a committee sent there 
to investigate the matter of taking 
up a line of railroad between Pan­
handle City and Washburn. The 
writer was appointed on this com­
mittee but declined to go. It will 
be interesting to note the attitude 
of those members who have been 
wined and dined on this matter 
when they return to Austin. Rep­
resentative Bowman has been work­
ing manfully on the proposition 
and has had a strong lobby to assist 
him in tbe work.

The sub committee will be sent 
out to visit all of the various state 
schools, asylums aud other institu­
tions this week. The appropria­
tion bill is in good shape and will 
be reported before the end of the 
first thirty days.

Has a Knotty Plank In His Platform

thorizing the abandonment of the 
track from Panhandle to Wasli- 
juru, permitting the road to build 
direct from Panhandle to Amarillo. 
This bill was first killed in cotn- 
initteerootn, but afterwards the 
committee voted to reconsider at 
the earnest solicitation of its 
author. The committee which 
came up Saturday was entertained 
jy the citizens of Amarillo, and in 
a special train the route of the 
roadumler discussion was gone over. 
Mr. Bowman is working hard for 
his bill, and while the Banner Stock- 
man is against him in the matter, 
we are rather proud of his “ spunk” , 
for this very measure w»s one o f  
the planks in the platform when he 
made his race, and the fact that he 
is pushing the matter with so 
much vigor in the face of so great 
opposition only goes to show the 
kind of stuff “ Panhandle Dick” is 
made of.

Probably the 
management is feeling badly about 
having to take the newspaper man’s 
pass (?) away from him, and wants 
to cauterize his lacerated feelings 
with a little stick of generosity. 
However we are sorry to say that 
we will have to decline; not because 
the offer is not generous enough 
to suit us but because our con­
science would not allow us to 
accept without giving at least a 
page of “ readers” in return each 
week, and our space at present is 
too limited to do this. We hope 
Mr. Southern l’acific will not feel 
that we have turned his offer down 
because of prejudice or a fit of 
pique, for such is not the case. 
We have always enjoyed the repu? 
tat ion of being tender hearted and 
do not care to get calloused spots 
011 our conscience by taking advan­
tage of the innocent.

1,— No school is fully equipped that 
docs not supply its students with suitable 
lxx>'.s to read. Good txioks are good 
Companions. A book of unquestioned 
merit in the hands of a boy or girl, may 
inspire the student to higher ideals and 
nobicr efforts. It is cheaper to supply 
pupils with good reading matter, than to 

] counteract the effects of bad literature.
2 —The present supply of books is 

j inadequate to the piesent needs of the 
scl-ool. The children are encouraged to 
read, and a taste for good literature is 
cultivated. The school should !>e in a 
position to gratify this desire of pupils; 
if it is not pupils will read some­
thing, and too often, books that are 
harmful.

3. —The influence of a school library 
extends to the home. Members of the 
family may read with profit the books 
that are taken home by the children. 
This affords a supply of reading matter 
for the family at a very small cost.

4. — The public school is the school gf 
the people, nml as such, furnishes read­
ing matter as a means of culture to many 
children who will never enjoy other ad­
vantages. Every child is entitled to the 
bebt intellectually that the district 
can supply.

5. — Contributions need not be large. 
It will not be necessary for ahy one per­
son to contribute much to help material­
ly, in this enterprise. Well liound books 
of our best authors can be had at reason­
able prices.

6. —No provision is made in the law for 
the distribution of school funds to estab­
lish libraries. This living the case, it 
should be established by voluntary sub­
scriptions 011 the part of the patrons.

7-— The public schools are permanent 
and will be maintained as long as parents 
love their, children and honor the State. 
Every Ixxik purchased if properly taken 
care of will remain to l>e read b) gener­
ations of lidys and girls.

8. — Giving to such a cause is an act of 
philanthropy. If one of the chief ends 
to he attained in living, is for one to as­
sist his fellow man hv putting within his 
easy reach the material for self education 
thU opportunity is good for the perfor­
mance of such a duty at stn ill cost.

9. —The daily exercises in the various 
classes often demand many books we do 
not now have in the library. An enlarg­
ed library.would be of practical use in 
many literary pursuits.

10 -  A library has a centralizing effect. 
It makes the school a nucleus around 
which many attractions for the pupils 
group themselves. It helps to make 
the school house a pleasant place. Next 
to home, school should be made the 
most attractive place on earth to children.
