• They will adopt and adminis­
ter regulations consistent with 
FCC's basic service regulations.

• The city has legal power to 
adopt and the personnel to admin­
ister the regulations.

• The city's ordinance, resolu­
tions and regulations provide a rea­
sonable opportunity for consider­
ing views of interested parties in 
rate regulations proceedings.

• The city (franchise area) is not 
subject to effective competition.

After the city becomes certified, 
they have 120 days to implement 
regu lati on s th at are con si sten t wi th 
the FCC regulations. It is also stated 
that the city must require a public 
hearing when considering a cable 
rate increase.

Before the city can regulate the 
rates, they must notify the cable 
company that they have become 
certified an d ha ve adopted the cable 
regulation ordinance. According to 
the report, basic cable rates and the 
cost of installation, cable convert­
ers and additional outlets are the 
only things subject to regulation.

Certain "bench mark" rates 
against which the city government 
can regulate rates proposed or 
charged by cable companies have 
been established by the FCC. It is 
stated that if the cable company 
charges more than the bench mark 
rate, the city can roll back the rates 
to that mark or a level that is 10 
percentbelow the rate in effect as of 
September 30, 1992, whichever is 
less.

City Manager Kelvin Knauf 
stated that because of the complex­
ity involved, the city engaged legal 
assistance at last month's city coun­
cil meeting.

In other business, Knauf in­
formed the board on the proposed 
ordinance #630. This ordinance 
deals with the removal of substan­
dard buildings and structures. It is 
meant to replace an ordinance writ­
ten in 1922. It was explained that 
the ordinance not only deals with 
buildings, it also applies to fences, 
awnings, canopies, signs, sheds,

The year is 1987. You have gone

garages, houses, tents and other 
structures deemed dangerous.

This ordinance also gives the 
council the power to order the build­
ing to be repaired, vacated, demol­
ished or removed outside the city 
limits. In this ordinance the prop­
erty owner will be given an oppor­
tunity to dispute or show why the 
property should not be declared 
dangerous after the city staff be­
lieves a structure is not safe. If the 
property owner fails to demolish or 
remove the property, then the city 
may do so at the owner's expense.

Mr. Knauf showed a video to the 
council of structures located abut 
the city that would be considered 
dangerous. A motion was made to 
adopt the ordinance. It was sec­
onded and carried unanimously.

The council approved an agree­
ment with C.E.G. Industries of 
Borgertocollectspecific recyclables 
at no cost to the city or residents. 
The items in this agreement in­
clude paper, aluminum, steel, tin 
cans, plastic soda bottles and plas­
tic milk jugs. It is specified that the 
items must be sorted and contami­
nants removed.

Authorization was given to 
Knauf to solicit bids for the waste- 
water treatment plant refurbish­
ment project. Dwight Brandt, the 
city's engineer on the project, 
showed the plans of the project to 
the council. He explained that the 
plans are in Austin to be reviewed 
by theTexasNatural Resource Con­
servation Commission. He added 
that the TNRCC has delayed the 
time schedule and in order to try 
and follow the completion time of 
the project, he suggested that the 
city go ahead and advertise forbids 
as soon as possible. It was stated 
that if the state is slower approving 
the plans than expected, the city 
can do an addendum for a later bid 
opening date.

County sales 
tax rebate up 
for Jan. 1994

Hansford County reported a 
14.92 percent increase in sales tax 
rebates for the month of January. 
It was recorded that in January 
1994, $15,476 in sales tax rebate 
checks were mailed, as compared 
to the $13,465.91 in January 1993.

According to a report from State 
Comptroller John Sharp, 
Spearman received $12,229.82 in 
sales tax rebate checks for Janu­
ary 1994. This is a 25.20 percent 
increase over the $9,767.52 re­
ceived in January 1993.

Parents can help infants learn in 

a number of ways by taking simple 
steps. Some routine activities are 
important to a baby's growth and 
well-being.

Parents can help infants to feel 
safe and secure by:

• Handling them gently.
• Supporting the back and head 

of infants when you pick them up.
• Picking them up gently when 

they cry. You won't spoil babies if 
you pick them up every time they 
cry during the early weeks and 
months. Crying is the infant's only 
way of letting you know his or her 
needs.

• Let babies suck on a pacifier if 
this comforts them. Parents also 
need to make the baby feel clean 
and comfortable. Here are a num­
ber of things you can do:

• Keep infants dry and clean. 
Change their diapers and wash 
their bottoms when wet or dirty. 
Youngbabieshave very tender skin 
that gets sore easily.

• Dress babies according to the 
temperature. A baby's body cannot 
adjust to outside temperatures as 
well as an adult's body. Avoid over­
dressing infants.

Babies learn through sight, 
sound, touching and motion. These 
activities can help your child learn:

SIGHT -
• Place unbreakable mirrors and 

simple patterns within the baby's 
sight. In the early weeks, black and

• Hold the child close so the baby 
can see your face. Use animated 
expressions, smile and laugh with 
your baby.

SOUND-
• Expose the baby to various 

sounds, such as the vacuum 
sweeper, water running, radio and 
t.v., and music.

• Talk to the infant about what 
you are doing.

TOUCH--
• Touch the baby with your h ands 

or soft fabrics. Give a gentle mas­
sage.

• When parents feed, bathe or 
hold infants, they should stroke 
their heads or bodies gently as they 
speak to them.

MOTION-
• Slowly move around, or dance 

with them.
• Rock them.
• Walk them in a stroller.
These parenting behaviors let

babies know that they are loved. 
Parents also communicate through 
body language and emotions. When 
parents are tense, they communi­
cate this by the way they hold and 
touch the baby. Infants often re­
spond with fussiness or tension.

S p e a rm a n  C ity  L ite s

On January 18, the City Council 
passed an ordinance to regulate 
dangerous buildings and structures 
in Spearman. The ordinance ap­
plies not only to buildings but also 
to fences, awnings, canopies, signs, 
sheds, garages, houses, tents, and 
other structures. There are several 
reasons for this ordinance. First, 
buildings or structures that are fall­
ing down or in disrepair are invit­
ing targets for children to play in 
(and thereby create a health haz­
ard). Second, they attract rats, mice 
and snakes. Third, they can catch 
on fire more easily than safe build­
ings. Last, they distract from the 
appearance of neighborhoods and 
the city as a whole thereby lower­
ing property values and the attrac­
tiveness of property around the 
dangerous building or structure.

A building or structure is dan­
gerous if: (a) i t  i s  l ik e ly  to  f a ll  d o w n ;  
(b) if the walls lean or buckle by 
more than a third; (c) if the building 
or structure shows 33 percent or 
more decay of the supporting mem­
bers or 50 percent or more decay of 
the nonsupporting members or out­
side covering; (d) if there are im­
properly distributed loads on the 
roof or floors; (e) if the building or

panic; (j) if the building or structure 
creates a fire hazard; (k) if the 
owner, renter or inhabitant com­
mits a crime while in the building 
(such as a crack house or drug labo­
ratory); or (1) if the building or struc­
ture has had the roof removed.

The ordinance does not define a 
dangerous house or structure as 
one; (a) that merely needs pain ting; 
(b) that is ugly but structurally 
sound; (c) that has graffiti on it; or 
(d) is of a temporary nature (such 
as a double-wide trailer that is be­
ing transported through the city).

The ordinance requires a public 
hearing before the City Council if 
the staffbelieves that abuildingor 
structure meets one or more of the 
above conditions. The owner of the

structure h as been damaged by fire, 
wind or other causes and the owner 
h a s  n o t  r e p a i r e d  t h e  d a m a g e ;  (f) i f
the building or structure has be­
come so shabby that no one could 
live in it; (g) if the building is so 
unsanitarythatisadangertohealth 
or likely to cause injury; (h) if the 
building does nothave enough light, 
air and sanitation; (i) if a person 
cannot easily escape from the build­
ing or structure in case of a fire or

By having a strong ordinance, 
we can rid the city of dangerous 
buildings and thus increase the 
health and welfare of our citizens 
os well as improve the appearance 
of Spearman.

SYNOPSIS: Sammy Renteria 
shook off the pressure, and hit two 
critical free throws with 8.1 sec­
onds left in the game for the 40-37 
final margin.

Hounds lose heartbreaker to Ranch
For the second time in one sea­

son, the Gruver Greyhounds have 
lost a one-point heartbreaker to the 
team from Boys Ranch, the 
Roughriders. Coach Tim Garland 
takes full blame for this defeat.

"The loss was tough - but I just 
didn't give our kids the opportunity 
to win. We had a time out there at 
the end and I didn't get it called. 
The kids handled the pressure situ­
ations well - but you can say I just 
choked."

Coach Garland goes on to say, "If 
we win our games one at a time, we 
have a chance. The kids are going to 
give the effort again, as they did 
tonight. But Boys Ranch completely 
controlled the boards, and it killed 
us. We hit our free throws as well as 
we have all year, and it gave us the 
opportunity late in the ball game, 
but 1 didn't give them that opportu­
nity to win." The Hounds were 24- 
31 (77 percent).

Boys Ranch took an early 6-2 
lead, and, although Jarrod Hoel hit 
a 3-pointer to cut the lead to 15-14 
with 2:00 left in the quarter, ex­
tended that to 21-14 at the end of 
the first quarter.

Pantex Plant public tours

When the U.S. Department of 
Energy's Pantex Plant began offer­
ing public tours last year, the over­
whelming response caused such a 
backlog of participants that some 
people had to wait months before 
they could be accommodated This 
is no longer true.

To help eliminate the problem, 
Mason & Hanger-Silas Mason Co., 
which operates and manages 
Pantex Plant for the DOE, began 
running two tours each Wednes­
day instead of just one.
