It is estimated that 40 
acres will ship a carload each day 
during the season, therefore it is 
easy to be seen *hat wfifc a favor­
able season the demand for cars for 
this purpose will net the railroad a 
handsome profit during the coming 
summer.

The matters of seed, plant­
ing, cultivation, picking and ship­
ping will be fully discussed, and 
the Denver Road is expected to 
have present a practical grower of 
the fruit who will give the farmers 
the benefit of his experience. We 
trust that a big attendance will be 
had. The fruit grows here won­
derfully well, and there is some 
good money in sight for the plant­

W ordsw orth Seem ingly  Unduly Proud 
of Simple Joke.

A rare old book, called The L iv in g  
Authors of England, published in 1849, 
com mences with a study of W ords­
worth, in which is recorded what Is 
said to he the only joke the poet ever 
made. A t  a fr iend’s house, a fter  din­
ner, it appears, the conversation turn­
ed upon wit and humor. Thom as 
Moore, who was present, trld some 
anecdotes o f Sheridan, whereupon 
W ordsw orth observed that he did not 
consider him self  a w itty  poet— “ in­
deed," he said, “ I do not think I was 
ever  w itty  but once in my life.”

B ein g pressed to tell th e  company 
what this special drollery was, the 
poet said, with som e hesitation: "W ell  
I will tell you. I was standing some 
time ago  at the entrance of my cot­
tage at Rydal Mount, when a man ac­
costed m e with the question, ‘ Pray, 
sir, have  you seen my wife pass b y ? ’ 
whereupon I answered, W h y  my 
good friend, I didn’t know till this 
moment that you had a w ife ! ’ ’’

ing that this w as all there was to the 
poet’s Joke, burst into a roar o f laugh­
ter, which W ordsw orth smilingly ac­
cepted as a genuine compliment to 
the brilliancy of his wit.
