The
Panhandle, as it is popularly known,
embraces the counties in the ex-
treme northwest of the State.
Hitherto it has been, and still is
generally known  throughout the
country as a vast expanse cf brown
level, fit only for the pasturing of
cattle. Panhandle and desert have
long been interchangeable terms.
Until the first ranch was located in
the Panhandle forty miles southeast
of Amarillo in 1874, not a white
settler could be found here. It was
an dpen country, inhabited by great
herds of buffalo, mustangs, antelope,
and other wild animals. Herds of
wild antelope can still be seen, pro-
tected as they are by State law, and
a few mustang hold forth in the re-
mote sandhills. But the wild buffalo
long since were exterminated in this
their last. stronghold in the United
States.

Then came the
mild climate, the
age, and the wide ranges seemed to
make it exclusively a cattle country.
The buffalo and ofher grass died on
the ground after the nature of hay,
and made a nev"er ending and nu-
tritious forage, and the cattle could
roam whither they would wherever
the feed tempted them. Periodically
they were rounded up. As the
greatest defect/here was the lack of
grass near water, the plan was to
send two-year-old cattle to the
ranges of Montana and Dakota for
two seasons jof grazing and then
the market.
This plan also afforded an outlet for
the surplus cattle and ' guaranteed
for the remaining cattle more abun-
dant pasturage.’

The important discovery that
water could be had by simply dig-
ging for it is a revelation of only the
last few years. At some places
abundant water is struck fifty and
fifty-five feet below ground, at other
places from 100 to 200 feet.

Unti™a few years ago
it was accounted so impossible to
raise crops of any kind in the Pan-
handle that the trying of it was
waived off as a pure waste of time.
The standing argument was that
there was .not sufficient moisture.
There was nothing to prove that
crops could not be raised except the
fact that it had never been tried, and
this was held proof conclusive. But
some of the more intelligent of what
were then the few residents.- 'here—
residents who were not cattlemen—
resolved to experiment. It was
dernonstrated that a number of for-
age and food products could be
raised successfully. O!ld timers
stoutly insisted that not only would
nothing grow, but wheat least of all.

Hereford is a remarkable exampl,e
of a Panhandle town, originating
wholly from the new agricultufal
conditions. Six years ago the gite
of the present town of Hereford was
a bald part of a great ranch. /The
foundation of the -first house was
laid late in 1898, and the /house
when finished was a general res-
taurant. Hereford now has a popu-
lation of about 3,000. It has a gen-
eral business district, some fine
private houses, and a newly erected
large college. Considerable farm-
ing is done around Hereford. The
soil is rich, and north of Portales
‘contains no alkali, and water can be
obtained at a depth of fifty or fifty-
five feet. The planting of fruit trees
and berry bushes is becoming a
wide-spread industry.

Irrigation, as it is done in New
Mexico, Colorado and elsewhere is
unknown in the Panhandle. There
are no irrigation plants and no irri-
gation ditches. The fruit trees and
berry bushes are watered from large
tanks near the windmills. As for
the crop there seems to be encugh
annual rainfall for their nourishment ;
and the atmospheric precipitation,
joined with the intelligent cultivation
of the naturally rich soil produces a
good harvest.

It is evident that the Panhandle,
as it has been and as it is now re-
(garded in the popular mind, will
soon be a thing of the past. The
great cattle ranches, the wandering
masses of cattle, the rounding cow-
boy, the vast circumference of un-
peopled desert—all these, it can be
foreseen, will give way perhaps al-
most, entirely _in_ time, as they are
now fast giving way, 1o the spread-
ing farming element.

WOOL GROWERS ORGAN 1ZE.

Deaf Smith and Castro Representa-
tives Unite Forces for Mutual
Protection.

Responsive to a call made in the
BRAND a few weeks ‘ago, the sheep
raisers of Deaf Smith and Castro
Counties met at the court house in
this city on last Saturday afternoon
to consider questions pertaining to
their mutual good. What prompted
the meeting was the smooth way in
which the wool growers were induced
to dispose of their wool last season
by agents - representing some of
the northern houses. For instance
the agents would go toa man and
claim to offer him from one to two
cents per pound above the market
price for his wool, at the same time
obligating him to say nothing to his
neighbors about the fancy price
which he had received, when in fact
he had been paid about 4 or 5 cents
under the real value of his product.
With this in view, a well attended
meeting was had Saturday, those
present entering heartily into all the
discussions. :

It was thought best to forma
permanent organization which was
done with the following officers
elected: J. P. Carr, president; W.
H. Gilbreath, vice-president; J. T.
Rutherford, secretary ; B. G. Ramey,
Ass’t. secretary; W. S. Dixon,
treasurer.

After the organization was per-
fected, W. H. Gilbreath presided in
the absence of the president, J. P.
Carr, and the sheep industry was

thoroughly and elaborately dis-
cussed.
Among the important business

disposed of was the appointment of
committees to look after purchasing
sacks, thc association agreeing to
use a uniform size, the 6-foot sack
being favored by the majority. It
was also decided that all should
shear as nearly the same time as
possible so that there could be some
system in marketing the wool.

The meeting adjourned at 4
o'clock subject to the call of the
president sometime in next month.

SAN FRANCISCO _DESTROYED.

The Coast City a Mass of Ruins as
Result of Earth Quake and fire.
Perhaps the greatest calamity in

the history of the United States oc-

curred at San Francisco at an early
hour Wednesday morning when an
earth quake shock brought many of
that city’s massive buildings to the
ground in ruins from which a fire
originated which has already de-
stroyed huvdreds of millioms~of dol-
lars worth of property. While there
are no authentic figures as to the
loss of life, some of the estimates

run as high as 20,000.

details of the disaster but it is
learned that almost the entire busi-
ness district has been destroyed by
the combined result of the earthquake
and flames.
