New Social Security
'Will Affec! Farmers

Regular rarmn workers in the
county will be affected by the
new amendments to the Bocial
Security Act which will go Into
effect on January 1, 1951, states
Hugh Clearman, county agent,

e amendments will also af-
fect several other groups of
workers, Including non-farm
self-employment and household
work in private homes.

If a worker is employed by one
farm operator for five months
or more, and if he works 60 days
and earns at least $50 in cash in
every three-month period, he
comes under this act. If
a worker changes employers, he
must work at least three months
before his work with the new
employer begins to count for
social security.

Husbands, wives, parents, or
children under 21 of the farm
operator cannot get social se-
curity eredit for work done on
-that farm. Included, in . the
group of farm workers In addil-
tion to those who help with the
crops, livestock, processing or
delivering crops, are household
workers on the farm and per-
sons who do work of a general
nature on a farm.

Regylar farm workers, the
county agent pointed out, should
be sure they have a
security card, show it to the
farm operator, see that he has
the correct name and number
on the card to report the wages
every three months, when the
law goes into effect.

In January 1951 regular farm
work will begin to count to-
ward soclal security. At that
time, employers of regular farm
workers will deduct one and
one-half cents on each dollar
wages and add an equal amount
as thelr own payment.
