In February, 1942, Hitler was desper-
ate; he appointed Albert Speer, Minister of
Armaments Produclion, giving him wide
powers. In brief, Speer's program, foHowed
for the next two und a half years, consisted
of scrapping the rigid authoritarian controls,
the threats, and the punishments for failure
to meet production quotas; and the subshitu-
ton for all this, of freedom of indusrty and
a sysem of incentives. Speer himself called
his scheme of the “Autonomy of Industry”
plan.

In the course of those two and a half
years the mililo?y output of Germany in air-
craft, weapons and ammunition was raised
more than threefold; in tunks over sevenfold.

The lesson to be learned from  this is
clear: that there is no substitute for incen-
tives in ochieving maximum industrial pro-
duction either in war or in peace. Ameria's
industrial might, which turned the tide of
two world wars, has stemmed difectly from
“the free enterprise sysiem.

Production, which was America's great-
est single contribution to Allied victory in
World War |, cannot be atltributed te sheer
manpower alone.

~ China had a pepulation of 458 mil-
lion, yet she produced no weapons for vic-
tory.

The British Empire, with a population of
495 ‘milliogs, could not have siaved off de-
feat with its own production.

Russia, with 184 million .people, was
not able to produce enough for-her own
military -requirements.

Yet, the ‘United States, with only 130
million people, provided all these nalions
and @ dozen others with hugh quantit=: of
material and equiped its own armeda rorces,
making them the most mechanically power-
ful in the world.

Yes, the lesson from this is evident.
The best assurance this nation can have of
victory in the unhappy event of all-out war
with Russia, is for the Federal Government
to permit our industrial machine to proceed
full steam ahead, with a minimum of gov-
ernmeéntal control and interference.

In war, as in peace, a nation courls _ .

national suicide if it does not mainalin .a
healthy, competitive industry, free of ex-
cessive governmental controls. Albert Speer
knew that—Hitler Yound' it out, but too late
to stave off defeat.

It is hoped our Congressmen know it
and will act in cccordance with that know-
ledge. ’

The fact of 7029 convictions on drunken
driving charges during the first seven months
of this year, without reference to the large
number of tipsy drivers who are acquitted or
avold arrest, is sufficient evidence of wide-
spread violation of the present status. s
Representative Storey insists that a more
effective meaps of curbing drunken drivers
must be found, and we agree. One-year sus-
pension of the driving licenses has been sug-
gested. It is a near approach to a real de-
terrent
Needed, in our opinion, is a clearer and
scientific definition of what “constitutes
drunken driving. Carefully controlled tests in
recent years have indieated that Tar less al-
cohol than usually is considered an intoxicais
ing amount is sufficient to interfere danger
ously with driver reaction, judgment and
vision. Tests exist for determining the con-
centration of alcohol in the blood as well as
norms for determining what concentrations
interfere with driving. Legal questions have
been raised as to the admissibility of such
tests in evidence but the inciderice of drunk-
en driving and the great number of motor
vehicles in use command new legal ap-
‘proaches to the whole question. Grealer
meaning must be given to the statutory pro-
vision driving while under the influ-
ence of Intoxicants
As to punishment, the
fines or jail sentences or both, but juries
haye been notoriously reluctant to Impose
jail terms In ordinary cases and often even
too conviet. That fact has defeated much
of she effort of police officers to deal ade
quately with the problem. Adequale medico-
legal: determination of tipsiness would, we
believe, assist juries in this regard. This, plus
lengthy suspension of driving licenses: solid
fines, and jall terms In aggravated cases,
couid make driving under the influence ot
liguor an uninviting risk. A public aroused
to the danger of such driving, however, is the
prime essential When that is oblalned,
drunk driving can be reduced t0 & minimum

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A DAY IN WASHINGTON

With Senator

A day in the life of a Senator,
especially one who has import-
ant committee assignments,
starts early and ends late. As ex-
ample, take the following detail-
ed, factual account of a typical
day in the life of Senator Tom
Connally of Texas.

The Senator's first stop was
the Federal Power Commission,
which was holding a hearing on
the question of whether or not
it should license the Brazos Riv-
er Conservation and Reclamat-
fon District to build three dams
on the Brazos River in Hood and
Palo Pimto Countles. The Dis-
trict maintains this is none of
the FPC's business, because the
Brazos is not navigable. This is
how the Dalllas Néws reported
Connally’'s appearence:

“Four commissioners sat
dumbfounded as Connally hurl-
ed chirges of*hunger’ for power,
accused them of following ‘legal’
or rather very lllegal, theories’
about navigation that amounted
to ‘purest pipedreams.

“Nobody has ever had any idea
{that the river could be navigated
labove Waco. We have never wor
ried about being disturbed from
our slumbers by the tooting of
steamboat whistles,'he snapped.

“I see you've got a tech-ni-cal
staff here,'Connally sneered, “all
loaded up, briefed and ready to
resist, to fight and to raise hell

“Well, the Whitney Dam pre-
cludes any navigation above it
They—(pointing to the ‘echni-
cal staff of the FPC)--haven't

found any boats that can c¢limb
over the dam.”

Connally charged a lot of peo-
ple ‘want the old power com-
panies that robbed us and hi-
jacked us,’ and that these people
opposed the development of
quasi-public power.

“In a final burst, the Texas
Senator sald the ‘river Is down
there. You can’'t move it up to
Washington. The people are
there and need the money. If you
claim control, it means the wat-
er will flow on and on and on
and never be utlilized for any
useful purpose.’

“Everybody in the room--ex-
cept the' commissioners--stood
up when Connally rose, and a
crowd came forward to shake
his hand. The commissioners re-
mained seated, and Commission
er Thomas L. Buchanan, acting
chairman, started calling on
Congressmen for comment. i
