STATE AID FOR PUBLIC LIBRARIES

When the State Democratic convention convenes in Fort
_Worth next Tuesday, it will be presented with a resolution
having a strong bearing on the future of edueation in the
State of Texas. The, Brand heartily endorses the resolution
and urges its adoption.
The resolution has to do with State aid for public libraries.
Its contents are, in effect: ““The people have found during
the period of depression that public library service is indis-
pensable, but that it does not receive adequate support from
State or ecommunity. We ecall upon the Legislature of the
State of Texas to make provision for this integral part of the
people’s education.”” | :
The free public library.is definitely recognized today as
a necessary educational agency. The -part it plays in the im-
provement of the public mind and use of leisure cannot be
overemphasized. Yet Texas has only 60 tax supported librar-
jes. It has 3,000,000 rural people with no library facilities.
It ranks 39th among the states in public libraries. With state
aid, these people may receive this educational opportunity,
which would be equalized for r, 5“1 and urban people. It would
enable public officials to provi5 e library service for their con-
stituents j#ist as they have provided roads and schools.
What is the importance of our publie library?! During
the depression, the use of books in Texas libraries increased
400 per cent, but at the same time library budgets decreased.
Books have become obsolete and worn, and there have been
little funds with which to replace them..
The value of a public library may be illustrated here in
Hereford perhaps better than any other place, because Here-
ford has an outstanding library, a librarian whose services
are almost unequaled because of her interest in better read-
ing, in books and in keeping her clients supplied with the lat-
‘est-and best the library can afford. The Deaf Smith county
library last year received a rating of B-High, being excelled
in small library elassification in the State only by those at
Cleburne and Wichita Falls. That rating, in the opinion of
Miss Lillie Hostetler, librarian, will be lowered this year, not
because of a decrease in interest or management, but purely
because of a decrease in funds with which to carry on the

work.

library. The figure this year has been set at 48,000, the de-

crease being due to a decrease in available volumes. Most
encouraging is the increase in reading of non-fiction, with 1ts

greater stimulus upon the minds of the people of this area.

In the six years of the county library, non-fiction reading has
jncreased from 11 per cent of the total number of books eir-
culated to 28 per cent, and all the time the number of books

eirculated has been increasing.

This has been accomplished by the Deaf Smith eounty{®
library with the support of local funds. Think of the greater
advantages it “could offer with assistance of the State of

Texas! The public libraries have become recognized as t

greatest asset to school activities, for few or no school libraries
are sufficint to handle the needs of the students. The ublie
libraries have opened avenues of adventure and study that
eould not have been provided elsewhere, consuming’time that
probably would hgve been diverted to cheap literafure and de-
grading magazines had not the public libraries p vided better

reading sources.
