Furloughed workers

Rush’s situation is especially
acute. The single parent and mother
of six had open heart surgery Dec. 11,
but-when the shutdown began Dec.
16, her sick pay stopped along with
her regular pay. She is among
760,000 workers n unfundcd
agencies whose paychecks only cover
the period prior to the closure.

“There was no food. My children
came and brought food in,”" Rush
said in a tclephone interview. “They
were going to shut off the light and
water January 4’ unless a $323
overdue bill was paid.

The fund sent a check for the
utility billand another $175 for food.
Aware that lawmakers’ salarics of
$133,600 dwarf hers, Rush said, ‘I
don’teven make their change and I'm
suffering.”

Ruizreceived $100 for food from
the fund along with $400 for rent that
didn’tquite cover the $512 she owes.

Wakcefield, who lives 1n the
Washington suburbs, said employces
were cautioned that any benefits
would have to be returned if they
rcceive their regular pay later.

Chuck Job, a Washington-arca
water  supply specialist  at  the
Environmental Protection Agency,
has a supervisory position but still is
hurting financially.

“The mortgage payment is duc by
the 15th. This has even caused me to
look down the road at spring and
summer vacations. It’s going to eat
away at college savings for my
daughter,” he said. He is taking some
moncy out of his savings.

Employecs have tried to express
their frustration directly to lawmak
ers, often without satisfaction. Job
has tried to call his congresswoman,
Constance  Morclla, - R-Md., but
always gets a busy signal.

New year brings snow to Texas

A heavy snow warning was in
effect through this afternoon for
much of Southwest Texas less than
24 hours after snow and sleet cut a
wide swath across the northern half
of Texas.

The hcavy snow warning covered
extreme West Texas and the
mountains of Southwest Texas. It
included El Paso, Hudspeth,
Culberson, Jeff Davis, Brewster
counties and much of Presidio

County.

Forecasters said an upper level
disturbance located over southern
New Mcxico was moving southcast-
ward and would generate as much as
3-5 inches of snow in Southwest
Texas.

Snow began falling carly today
north of a linc from Van Homn, Texas,
to Hobbs, N.M. The city of El Paso
got an inch of snow by 5 a.m.

It was the sccond major snow
cvent in Texas in as many days and
proved that Texas weather can be just

as fickle in 1996 as ithas been in past
years.

Temrperatures climbed into the 70s
across a vast arca of the statc on
Sunday afternoon.

Less than 24 hours later winter
spread across the state in the form of
snow, slcet, cold rain and rapidly
plunging temperatures. The snow
began carly Monday in West Texas,
blanketing the Lubbock area as it
continued its trek across the state,
bringing snowfall that ranged from
several inches to only a dusting as it

NEW YORK (AP) - Impulsive?
Fickle? Quick-tempered? It could
be in your genes.

Scientists say they’ve taken a
stcp d4oward unraveling the
genetics of personality by
discovering a genc that could
influencc how excitable and
impulsive you are.

The discovery - madc in two
separate studics - provides the first
confirmed association between a
particular genc and a normal
personality trait.

Previous studies have shown
morc generally that gencs
influence personality, as do a
person’s life experiences.

As scicntists discover more
individual genes that affect
particular traits, it mightopen the
door to identifying people at risk'
for such problems as drug abuse
and counseling them on how to
lower their risk, said rescarcher
Richard Ebstein.

It might also add a twist to the
issue of who's entitled to know
about a person’s genetic makeup.

An insurance company might
want to know that ‘‘genetically
you're a thrill-secker and enjoy
jumping out of airplanés in a
skydiving club, and taking risks
in general,” said Ebstein, director
of research at the Sarah Herzog
Memorial Hospital in Jerusalem.

Ebstein is the lead author of
onc study of the gene in the
January issue of the joumnal
Nature Genetics. The second study

Gene discovered that makes
some people act impulsively

reproduced Ebstein’s resultsina
different population.

“This is major news,” said
psychologist Brian Gladue, who
studies the biology of behavior at
the Institute for Policy Rescarch
at the University of Cincinnati.

“This is going to open up a
whole new field of molecular
personality research,’” he said.

The discovery provides ““the
firstmissing link”’ between genes
and personality by implicating a
particular communication systcm
in the brain, Gladue said.

In that communication system,
brain cells signal each other with
a chemical messenger called
dopamine. Dopamine is secreted
by signaling cells, and delivers its
mgssage by binding to receptors
on the surface of receiving cells.

The gene identified in the study
tells cells how to make one kind
of dopamine receptor.

The studies found that, on
average, people with a particular
version of the gene score about 10
percent higher on personality tests
for a trait scientists call “‘novelty
secking.”

People who are above average
on novelty-seeking are impulsive,
fickle, excitable, quick-tempered
and extravagant, while those
scoring below average tend to be
reflective, rigid, loyal, stoic, slow
to anger and frugal.

About 15 percent of people in
Isracl, Europe and the United
States carry the novelty-secking
form of the gene. But just why it
would cncourage novelty-socking

is still a mystery, Ebstein said.

About half the novelty-seeking
variation between people s
thought to be due to genes, and the
gene in the study accounts for
about onc-fifth of this genetic
componcent, Ebstein said.

The gene’s effect is too small
to help an insurance company or
prospective employer judge an
applicant, said Dr. Jonathan
Benjamin, lead author of the
seccond study. And he said he
belicved they shouldn’t have
access to such information.

Richard Coorsh, spokesman for
the Health Insurance Association
of America, said health insurers
don’tintend to require any genetic
testing for coverage. Butif people
who seck coverage as individuals
rather than through a group plan
get such tests on their own, the
results would be part of their
medical records that would be
available to insurance companies,
he said. .

Ebstein’s results came from 124
adults in Isracl who filled out a
personality questionnaire and gave
blood samples so their genes could
be analyzed.

Ebstein’s findings were repro-
duced in a study of 315 Americans
by Benjamin and colleagues at the
National Institiité of Mental Health
and the National Cancer Institute
in Bethesda, Md. Benjamin is now
assistant director of psychiatry at
Soroka Hospital in Beersheba,
Isracl, and a lecturer in psychiatry
at Ben Gurion University in
Beersheba.

“Butif itgets any colder, there are
going to be big problems,”” she said.

In the Wichita Falls area where the
snowfall and slush from Monday’s
precipitation was expected to freeze
before dawn, street crews were
prepared to battle the elements with
a new weapon.

It’s called ‘“‘Melt-down 20,”
according to Fred Hill, roadway
maintenance supervisor at Wichita
Falls.

“It’sasaltis whatitis, butit’s got
a corrosion inhibitor,” he said. *“That
means it won’tdo damage to bridges,
cars and concrete.

“It takes less of it to do the job
than sand and salt. And crews don’t
have to clean it up. Tonight's the first
night we've used this stuff."”

The winter weather was expected
to spread across the northern half of
Texas through Tuesday. Snowfall was
expected to range from 1-3 inches
across a vast arca of North and
Northeast Texas before the snow
moved ecastward out of the state
during the day.

NATO stays

on schedule

despite weather, mines

AVIANO AIR BASE, ltaly (AP) -

\NATO forces, nagged by landmincs

and bad weather, remain on schedule
to mect the big challenge of
separating the warring armics in
Bosnia, Defense Secretary William
Perry said today.

With an Army pontoon bridge oveg
the flooding Sava River now carrying
U.S. tanks and armored vchicles,
about half the 20,000-mcmber
American force should be in Bosnia
by Jan. 19, when Bosnian govern-
ment, rebel Serb and Croatian forces
must withdraw behind designated
lines.

“That’s when we need to have
enough troops on the ground to
enforce compliance,” Perry told
reporters en route to his first visit
with U.S. and allied forces in Bosnia.
““We're on that schedule.”

Perry and Gen. John Shalikashvili,
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff,
stopped off at this airtiasc in northern
Italy that has been the backbone of
NATO air operations in Bosnia. From
here they will travel to Hungary and,
on Wednesday, will fly into Sarajevo,
the capital of Bosnia, and then to
Tuzla, base of U.S. operations, for
meetings with commanders and
troops in the field. In Sarajevo they
will meet with U.S. Adm. Leighton
Smith, commander of the entire
NATO operation, and with Bosnian

President Alija Izetbegovic and Prime
Minister Haris Silajdic.

While they painted a bright picture
of the U.S. and allied cffort to date,
Perry and Shalikashvili warned that
complacency could lead to unneces-
sary casualties. And they said the
warring partics have not yctbegun to
work with each other.

“The operation has progressed
much better up to now than we had
arightto expect,” Shalikashvili said.

But he tried to keep his optimism
in check.

“I must tell you that we have to
take this a day atatime. The weather
will continue to pose us challenges
and«f we’re not carcful we’ll have
unnccessary accidents,” Shalikashvili
said. ““The thing we need to watch
out for is to make sure that we don’t
get lulled into a false sense of
security.”

Perry said the factions have
alrcady laid to rest one 0f his greatest
worries - that they would not honor
thcir own peace agreement reached
last November in Dayton, Ohio.

“It is clear that they do want
peace,” Perry said, noting the warm
welcome given the arriving U.S.
forces.

Estrogen and exercise
prevent 0steoporosis

ST. LOUIS (AP) - Shirley Johnson
no longer takes those long waits at the
doctor’s office sitting down.

Instead, the 64-year-old woman
goes for a walk. And if she’s feeling
particularly enefgetic, she’ll climb the
stairs a couple of times, 100.

It helps relieve the stress from
delayed appointments, but more
importantly it helps strengthen her
bones. '

Johnson gave up being a couch
potato after participating in a study
at Washington University School of
Medicine in St. Louis. Researchers
there found that replacement therapy
with the female hormone estrogeén
combined with exercise - can

- effectively prevent bone loss in
post-menopausal women.

That is good news for women
seeking to reduce their risk of.
0SLeoporosis.

Osteoporosis affects some 25
million Americans, 80 percent of
whom are post-menopausal women.
The disease causes progressive bone
loss and is linked to more than 1
million fractures of the hip, spine and
other bones each year.

The prevailing opinion was that
exercise affects bone density inolder
women, but there was little stientific
support for the theory, said Wendy
Kohrt, an exercise physiologist at
Washington University who
conducted the study.

Past studies of the effects of
exercise on bone density in older
women produced mixed results,
Kohrt said. They have shown that

hormone replacement combined with
exercise increases bone density, but
exercise alone does not.

Kohrt and her co-workers
attempted to settle the issue by
studying the separate and combined
effectg of estrogen and exercise in
post-menopausal women,

‘“We hypothesized that estrogen
only maintains bone mass, it does not
increase it, at least not after a one- 1o
two-year period,” Kohrt said.
‘“Exercise promotes bone formation.
Therefore, we believed that combin-
ing estrogen and exercisc was more
effective than either done alone.”

Researchers divided 32 women
who ranged in age from 60 to 72 into
four groups. None of the women had
exercised regularly, Kohrt said.

One group received daily estrogen
and participated in a regimented
exercise program at Icast three times
a week. Two other groups either
reccived estrogen or participated in
the cxercise program. The fourth
group, which served as a comparison,
ncither received estrogen nor
exercised.

The exercise program consisted of
two months of flexibility training,
such as stretching and modest weight
lifting, o improve the women's range
of motion, Kohrt said. That was
followed by nine months of more
vigorous exercise, such as walking,
Jogging and climbing stairs.

The initial goal was for the women
to walk for 30 minutes at modcerate
intensity, Kohrt said. Participants’
programs were individualized and
updated weekly.

*‘My personality, even though I
don't say many things, is that I
believe I can win the MVP. I believe
I can be the quarterback in the Super
Bow! and in the Hall of Fame one
day,” Favre said. “I belicve all those
things. I think if I didn’t I wouldn’t
be sitting here today.”

One down and two to go for the
overwhelming choice for the 1995
NFL Most Valuable Player award in
balloting conducted by The Associat-
ed Press and announced Monday.

“I can’t say enough about how
much this award means for me and
for my tcam,"” said Favre, who last
month rubbed some the wrong way
by repeating what everybody else
scemed to be saying - that he
deserved the award.

“I think people understand what
I mean to this team,” Favre said. I
just shouldn’t have said it. I can’t say
this show runs only by me. I didn’t
mean it that way. And the guys
understood, they kind of laughed
about it. A lot of people outside the
organization ook it the'wrong way."

But- Favre backed up those
declarations even as he backed off
them, and there was no denying his
sensational scason,

Favre, who set an NFC record with
38 touchdown passes and threw for
an NFL-best 4,413 yards, guided the
Packers to an 11-5 record and their
first NFC Central title in 23 ycars. It
was their first 11-victory season since
1966, when Bart Starr was MVP.
They also beat the Atlanta Falcons
37-20 in the opening round of the
playoffs to advance to Saturday’s
game at San Francisco.

Favre earned 69 votes from a
nationwide panel of 88 sports writers
and broadcasters. San Francisco’s star
receiver, Jerry Rice, was next with 10

Favre said he couldn’t have won
the award on statistics alone.

When |
play good, we won’talways win, but
we have a shot to win right down to
the end.”
