County to purchase new  
optical scan vote counter

An optical scan vote counter will 
be in place in Deaf Smith County in 
lime for the March 12 primary 
elections this year.

Commissioners’ Court Monday 
morning accepted a proposal from 
Hart Information Services and AIS 
for purchase of a used ballot 
tabulation system. Cost of the system 
is $ I 8,(XX) but commissioners decided 
to pay over five years at a cost of 
$4,330 per year, including interest.

In other business, bids were 
opened for general insurance for the 
next year, Mike Carr was re­
appointed as the county’s representa­
tive on the Panhandle Regional 
Hosing Finance Corporation and 
assistance was voted for some 
cxpcnscsof the Dawn fire department.

Explaining the need for the vote 
counting equipment. County Clerk 
David Ruland observed that the 
number of election workers would be 
reduced with the optical scan system.

"It’s become harder and harder to 
recruit capable election workers," 
Ruland said. "This won’t necessarily 
save us money because of materials, 
but it should be a wash since fewer

people will be needed."
Roger Tinnin, sales representative 

for Hart Information Services of 
Austin, told commissioners that the 
used optical scanner will In­
completely refurbished before being 
installed in Deaf Smith County.

He estimated that vole counting for 
all precincts in elections would 
require an hour, or less. Counting by 
hand often consumes several hours, 
Ruland pointed out.

The new equipment will be 
delivered to Hereford and checked 
out prior to the March 12 party 
primaries.

Only one bid, from Plains 
Insurance Agency, was received lor 
general insurance for the next year. 
Commissioners accepted the bid of 
$44,203. Roger Fades explained the 
bid was slightly higher than last year 
because of additional vehicles 
covered.

Representatives of the Dawn fire 
department asked commissioners for 
help in paying for new hose ordered 
for fire trucks.

Sonny Marasco told the commis­
sion that the community’s fundraiser 
provided about $10,000 to update

equipment. New turnouts for 
firefighters, new nozzles and other 
equipment were purchased.

Marasco said an order for 200 feel 
of hose was placed before the motor 
in a truck "burned up and had to be 
replaced."

He asked Commissioners’ Court 
for funds to pay for the new hose. He 
estimated cost at about $900.

On motion of Commissioner Tony 
Castillo of Precinct I and second by 
Commissioner Lupc Chavez of 
Precinct 2, the vote was unanimous 
to pay for the hose, up to $900.

Carr, the executive vice president 
of the Deaf Smith County Chamber 
of Commerce, has served on the 
housing finance corporation for some 
time. He was re-appointed to a three- 
year term.

Prior to the regular business 
meeting, commissioners met with 
staff of Deaf Smith County Extension 
Service for a review of activities of 
199S and a report on programs 
planned for 1996.

Margaret Schroeter, 86, dies; 
lifetime resident of county

Margaret Schroeter, 86, a member of an carly-day 
Deaf Smith County family and operator of A.O. 
Thompson Abstract Company, died Tuesday in Amarillo.

Funeral arrangements arc being made by Gililland- 
Watson Funeral Home.

Mrs. Schroeter’s father was Alex O. Thompson, 
who came to Deaf Smith County in 1902, with his 
family. Her mother, Audrey, also was a member of 
a pioneer family, A.E. and Hctlic Argo, who came

to Deaf Smith County in 1905. Mrs. Thompson was 
a member of the first graduating class of Hereford 
High School. The couple married in 1908.

Thompson and a partner, E.S. Ireland, owned an 
abstract ofTicc where the young Margaret Thompson 
often worked.

After graduation from Hereford High School, she 
enrolled at Hardin-Simmons College and earned a 
degree in music and English. She spent a year teaching 
in Abernathy and lived in Lubbock for a short time 
after her marriage to A.J. "Major" Schroeter in 1931.

Her father became the sole owner of the A.O. 
Thompson Abstract Company in 1929. Mrs. Schroeter 
said she often "helped out" in the office during her 
school years and began working fulltime after she and 
her husband returned to Hereford.

When her father died in 1956, Margaret and Major 
Schroeter assumed operation of the company for her 
mother, later buying the business. Since her husband’s 
death in 1983, she has been the president of the abstract 
company. In 1991, she acquired Deaf Smith County 
Abstract and merged it with A.O. Thompson.

Mrs. Schroeter belonged to several professional 
organizations, including the Texas Land Title Association 
since 1956. That group honored her in 1993 with an 
"Honorary Member" plaque at its annual convention.

She was a member of the American Land Title 
Association. She was attending its annual meeting 
in San Francisco, Cal., when an earthquake struck the 
West Coast city.

Long active in Hereford community life, Mrs. 
Schroeter was a member and played the piano at First 
Baptist Church for many years.

She belonged to the Pilot Club, Music Study Club 
and La Plata Study Club, which she served as president 
She also belonged to the Deaf Smith County Chamber

“ Selling Camp Mabry just does 
not make sense - not from an 
economic standpoint, not from a 
military standpoint and not from a 
community standpoint,” Bush, a 
former member of the Texas Air 
National Guard, said Monday.

The Camp Mabry land was among 
a list of sites recommended for 
possible sale or lease by the General 
Land Office. The recommendation 
concerning Camp Mabry was for a 
feasibility study to see whether the 
land should be sold or leased, agency 
spokesman Ron Calhoun said.

After considering the list. Bush 
decided the state will sell more than 
6,800 acres at seven sites, and keep 
160 acres elsewhere, including the 
Camp Mabry land. The governor’s 
office estimated the value of six of 
the seven sites at a total of $47 
million.

Calhbun said the General Land 
Office has no quarrel with Bush’s
choices.

DEAR J.E .: It sounds to me as if 
you arc on the ragged edge, danger­
ously near a nervous breakdown. I 
urge you to ask your family doctor at 
once to prescribe medication to help 
you sleep and something toenhancc 
your appetite.

Greeting card gift boxes
Turn holiday and all-occasion 

greeting cards into nifty gift boxes. 
These easy-to-make boxes are ideal 
for wrapping flat items such as a 
handkerchief, photo frame, jewelry, 
collectors baseball, football or bas­
ketball cards, CDs or a ticket to a 
movie, concert or play.

It's especially fun for kids to choose 
cards to suit the personality of the 
person receiving the gift. For the 
romantic, pick a card illustrated with 
roses or a beautiful country scene. 
Or, look through your old cards to 
find one with writing on it to fit the 
occasion, such as “Happy Birthday to 
a Special Aunt.”

The illustration might also pro­
vide a clue for guessing the contents 
of the box. A snowy, wintry scene of 
the mountains would be a perfect 
choice if the gift is a lift ticket for a 
day of skiing!

Here’s how to make a box that is 
.*V4 inch deep:

Cut a standard-style greeting card 
along its center fold. The front of the 
card will be the lid of the box. The

back of the card will become the 
bottom of the box. Trim this piece 1/8 
inch on all four sides, since you will 
want the bottom.of the box smaller 
than the lid. If you wish to cover the 
verse or message on the inside of the 
card, glue a piece of construction 
paper on top.

Start with the top of the box. On 
the back side of the front of the card, 
measure and draw (with a pencil) 
four lines the length and width of the 
card rV4 inch from the edges. Follow 
one of the lines at each comer and 
use scissors to cut a 3/4-inch slit at 
each comer. Fold the card along the 
four lines, bending the comers where 
you have made the slits. Add a drop 
of household glue to the comer flaps 
to hold them in place.

Measure, clip, fold and glue the 
bottom of the box in the same man­
ner. Let glue dry.

Trim a piece of tissue paper and 
place in the box with the gift. Tie 
with a ribbon and your gift is ready to 
give.

DEAR DOCTOR: I am a 58-year- 
old woman. After having prolonged 
chest discomfort, I was examined 
through cardiac catheterization. I 
was told I had myocardial bridging 
of the left anterior descending coro­
nary artery. It was narrowed 50 
percent over a long segment as a 
result. I was told it was perhaps 
something I was bom with. I have 
not been able to get any further 
information. — D.L.

ANSWER: I find no reference to 
your condition being inherited. It is 
congenital, something existing from 
birth. It just happens somehow dur­
ing development, and usually pro­
duces symptoms only later in life.

Major coronary arteries such as 
the one you identify in your letter 
normally lie against the outer sur­
face of the heart muscle. This par­
ticular one was found burrowed in 
the heart muscle. As a result, the 
artery narrows for a distanceijefore 
re-em erging a t the surface. 
Catheterization shows that. It’s what 
the doctor meant by the term “myo­
cardial bridging.”

One of the consequences of bridg­
ing is compression of the artery seg­
ment during heart contraction. R it 
cuts off blood flow, angina results.

Beta blockers and other medicines 
can relieve the compression and pain.
I hope you are being treated.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: My hus- 
band has trouble falling asleep. Dur­
ing the daytime, he gets sleepy, even 
when driving the car, at which point 
I take the wheel. So far, his condi­
tion has not caused a disaster, but I 
am concerned when he drives alone.
Is there a remedy for this? — C.T.

ANSWER: You need to find the 
cause first, for only then can we talk 
of remedies. Causes of dtiytime 
sleepiness are many.

Check your husband’s medicines. 
One of them might be contributing 
to lassitude.

But often the roots of daytime fa­
tigue are linked to sleep itself. Watch 
your husband when he is asleep, 
paying attention to his respiration. 
Are there spells when he is not 
breathing for 10 or more seconds? 
Usually such spells are readily iden­
tified by the crescendo of snoring 
that erupts with the next breath, 
which is followed by a silence. The 
pattern is called “sleep apnea."

You should consult your husband’s 
doctor. Disorders such as anemia 
and hypothyroidism can lie in the 
background of daytime fatigue.

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Galileo data challenges theories 
about formation of largest planet

MOUNTAIN VIEW. Calif. (AP) -It took only an 
hourlong plunge through Jupiter’s shrouded atmosphere 
for the Galileo probe to challenge years of theories 
about the formation of the solar system’s largest planet

Data from last monihys first-ever descent showed 
Jupiter is drier and windier than expected, with less 
lightning and an intense new radiation belt 31,000 
miles above its clouds.

It came as a surprise to a cadre of planetary theorists 
that had expected to sec evidence of an abundance 
of water in one of the planet's cloud layers. The findings 
may force them to revise their theories.

Two decades ago, scientists believed Jupiter was 
formed by the condensation of dust and gas in the cloudy 
area called the solar nebula - just the way a star is bom.

But in the last few years, a newer theory look hold. 
It said J upilcr formed when ice and rock from comets 
joined to create a core that drew in other material.

If Jupiter indeed began with that icy core more than 
4 billion years ago, scientists expected the probe to 
fall through water c louds. But no watery layer appears 
in the first-look data.

The findings from the Galileo probe’s Dec. 7 
parachute plunge were released Monday by scientists 
at NASA’s Ames Research Center. The 4-fool-wide 
craft relayed a 57-minulc weather report before it 
vaporized in extreme heat and pressure.

The probe detected wind up to 330 mph - compared 
with an expected 220 mph - and extremely intense

turbulence, probably caused by heat escaping from 
deep inside the planet.

It found lightning occurs on Jupiter only about 
one-tenth as often as Earth. Scientists said that was 
consistent with an absence of water clouds.

Scientists saw just one of the three expected cloud 
layers and said it could be either ammonia, the expected 
composition of the outermost layer, or ammonium 
hydrosulfidc, believed to constitute a second, deeper 
layer.

Surprises in Jupiter’s atmospheric composition also 
included significantly lower than expected levels of 
helium, neon and elements like carbon, oxygen and 
sulfur.

But scientists cautioned their findings are only a 
rough sketch gleaned from a liny portion of a planet 
whose Red Spot alone is the 16,000 miles wide.

And it’s still possible that there’s water at other 
latitudes on the planet or that it’s hidden deeper than 
the 97 miles the Gal ilco probe was able to penetrate.

Tobias Owen, a University of Hawaii astronomer 
who specializes in the composition of Jupiter, concedes 
that the icy origin theory to which he subscribes “doesn’t 
seem to fit the data we sec so far.’’ But he’s not giving 
up yet. He and other researchers arc looking forward 
to more observations from Galileo.

The 2-1/2-ton craft, which was launched in 1989 
aboard liic shuttle Atlantis, will orbit Jupiter and eight 
of its 16 moons for two years. It was schedule to pass 
by Jupiter’s moon Ganymede on June 27.

Clinton advisor's influence 
wanes with failure of tactics

Lawyers say Simpson's answers 
are inconsistent on many points

LOS ANGELES (AP) - With Ron 
Goldman’s father watching from 
across a long conference table, O.J. 
S im pson was subdued and 
soft-spoken as he testified for the first 
time since the killings of his ex-Wife 
and her friend.

Simpson was so quiet at limes that 
he couldn’t be heard as he responded 
to a battery of questions from Fred 
Goldman’s lawyer, according to 
another attorney who witnessed the 
videotaped deposition bn Monday.

The testimony during the private 
proceeding was described as detailed, 
the tone workmanlike. But tension 
filled the offices of lawyer Daniel 
Pctrocclli.

And he and other lawyers handling 
the wrongful-death lawsuit brought 
by the Goldmans and Nicole Brown 
Simpson’s family were just getting 
warmed up. Simpson faces four to six 
more days of grilling.

Testimony was to continue today.
Michael Brewer, who represents 

Ron Goldman’s mother, Sharon Rufo, 
said Simpson was inconsistent on 
several “ fairly major issues.”

The questioning focused on 
Simpson’s Connecticut golf trip a 
week before the slayings and his 
thoughts and actions the day he fled 
from police in the nationally televised 
June 17,1994, Broncochasc, Brewer 
said.

Simpson also was questioned 
about the letter that his friend Robert 
Kardashian read shortly after 
Simpson disappeared that day. Many 
considered it a suicide note.

Lawyers plan to interrogate 
Simpson on his whereabouts on June 
12,1994, when Ms. Simpson and Ron 
Goldman were slashed to death 
outside Ms. Simpson’s condominium.

“ We haven’t yet gone into the

central issues of this case,” Brewer 
said.

He was accompanied by Robert 
Baker, his chief lawyer in the lawsuit, 

Fred Goldman told reporters that ‘ and Robert Blasicr, an attorney from 
Pctrocclli questioned Simpson “very the criminal trial.
meticulously.” He would not discuss 
Simpson's specific answers or 
demeanor but said he was encouraged 
by the session.

“ I think there have been some 
very interesting things that have come 
up," Goldman said. The deposition 
was “ necessary but difficult," he 
said.

Simpson, who was acquitted Oct. 
3, never testified at his trial. His only 
detailed statement was made to 
detectives the day after the slayings. 
But the jury never saw a transcript or 
heard the tape.

During the deposition, Simpson 
cannot invoke his Fifth Amendment 
right against self-incrimination 
because he has already been acquitted 
of murder.

Simpson is scheduled to give a live 
interview Wednesday night to Black 
Entertainment Television, which 
reaches 43 million homes. Jcffrei K. 
Lee, president of the cable channel, 
said there arc no ground rules and no 
topics arc off limits.

Since his acquittal, Simpson has 
spoken briefly with several reporters 
but has not discussed the slayings or 
the trial in detail.

Simpson arrived at the glass- 
paneled West Los Angeles building 
housing Pctrocclli’s office at about 
9:30a.m. A black Ford Explorer took 
him past dozens of reporters and into 
a parking garage. He skirted reporters 
by leaving the same way just after 
2:30 p.m.

Simpson was never seen in person 
by reporters. Journalists could see 
him over a video monitor mounted at 
the security desk in the office tower.

Although the deposition is private, 
attorneys can release the transcript 
later if they choose. The trial is set to 
begin in April.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Slouching 
in a favorite wing chair, President 
Clinton heard the latest numbers from 
his pollsters then opened the floor to 
the rest of the re-election team 
gathered in his small private library.

“ How about this,” Dick Morris 
said, nearly jolted from his chair by 
his own brainstorm. The president 
should call for a national ratings 
system for television shows, “Just 
like the’movies.”

“ Uh ... yeah,” said Clinton, 
unimpressed and knowing what to say 
to kill the idea. “ Let’s farm that one 
out to staff.”

Morris has built a reputation as a 
political consultant with almost 
unfettered influence over Clinton. But 
a senior White House official, 
laughing as he recalled the library- 
meeting, said the anecdote under­
scores the limits to Morris' power.

It’s a point many Clinton 
supporters arc making.

“The man’s a genius. The problem 
with a genius is eight of every 10 
ideas arc great - but those other two 
can destroy you,” the official said.

Morris, a longtime Republican 
consultant, pushed Clinton last year 
to strike a budget deal with GOP 
leaders. He wanted “ the fiscal 
issues” out of the way in lime for the 
1996 campaign, administration 
officials say.

It was bad advice. Clinton took the 
opposite lack and showed rare 
resolve, improving his standing in the 
polls.

Morris’ detractors, particularly 
Clinton’s more liberal supporters, say 
the budget debate revealed a 
lessening of Morris’ influence as the

president builds his re-election 
campaign around the clash with the 
GOP.

But interviews with several White 
House aides, outside advisers and 
campaign officials suggest Morris 
remains a powerful voice, a man to 
watch in those weekly political 
meetings at Clinton’s private 
residence.

An expert in “ wedge issues,” 
Morris crafted some of the 
president’s more biting lines that cast 
Republicans as evil doers.

When Clinton claimed that 
Republicans would leave Medicare 
“ withering on the vine,” it was a 
typical Morris move. 1

George Stephanopoulos, a 
longtime Democratic adviser who 
doesn’t always agree with the 
conservative Morris, disputed the 
notion that the consultant's star is 
fading.

“ It’s wrong for people to say that 
his influence has declined - just as it 
was wrong to say he was somehow 
the dc facto chief of staff earlier this 
year,” Stephanopoulos said.

So why are White House officials 
so quick to dump on Morris?
> Jealously certainly plays a role, 

particularly among aides who helped 
Clinton win the office. Sincere 
philosophical differences cause 
friction, especially with liberal aides 
like Stephanopoulos. But much of the 
answer lies with Morris, who can be 
abrasive and arrogant.

He angered Clinton by publicly 
boasting last year, “ I'm running the 
country.”

Pushing a proposal related to 
violence on TV, Morris assured aides 
that he had talked to Vice President 
Al Gore’s staff - an important step in

the White House hierarchy. He had 
talked to Gore’s people, but they 
opposed the idea • a point Morris 
failed to mention, according to those 
recounting the story.

After the 1994 congressional 
elections, Morris began helping 
Clinton by faxing speech drafts and 
ideas for his radio addresses. The 
back channel angered many aides, 
including chief of staff Leon Paneua, 
whose control over the president's 
agenda was threatened.

I \

Increasingly, Morris started 
working within the political team 
established by deputy chief of staff 
Harold Ickcs. *

“ Dick’s style is to ... take 
complete control of the message,” 
said Carter Eskcw, a Democratic 
official who has admired Morris’ 
work for years. “ But Dick is also 
smart enough to know this is the big 
time. And they’re smart enough to 
know he’s going to have to modify 
it a little bit.”

The budget debate put Morris’ role 
into perspective. He is still Clinton’s 
No. 1 consultant, but that job has its 
limits with a president who turns to 
many people for advice - pollsters, 
politicians, consultants, academics, 
journalists, family and friends.

Yet Morris is credited - grudgingly - 
for being right most of the lime.

. “ If the president were doing worse, 
he would be getting unholy hell,” said 
James Carvillc, the president's 1992 
consultant destined for an awkward 
alliance with Morris this year.

“ The president’s doing better, so 
I think you sort of have to kind of 
acknowledge that the guy is doing a 
good job.”

Receding floodwater 
leaves layers of mess

Squishing through a muddy living 
room, Cheryl Cassell surveyed the 
mess left by the worst flooding in 
decades and did her best to shovel 
through the muck and the pain.

“First you go in and hose the place 
down, and that’s the first layer. Then 
you let that settle and dry, and you 
cry,” she said Monday. “ And then 
you go in and get the second layer.”

In Cassell’s hometown of 
Marlinton, W.Va., and across the 
mid-Atlantic region, receding 
floodwatcrs left behind waterlogged 
houses, sodden rugs and swamped 
basements.

A blizzard that had residents 
knee-deep in snow just a couple of 
weeks ago now had them ankle-deep 
in mud.

“ My first reaction - 1 was almost 
physically sick,” said Sue Kelly, 
surveying her mud-filled basement 
in Washington Boro, Pa. “Then I just 
sat back and chuckled. I mean, what 
can you do?”

Steven Wilkowski, 84, who was 
cleaning his muddy home along the 
Mohawk River in Schenectady, N. Y., 
said the lesson is: “ You don't buy 
expensive rugs, because you’ll just 
have to throw them away.”

Flooding from the melting snow 
and last week's heavy rain forced 
thousands from their homes in parts 
of Ohio, Pennsylvania, West Virginia, 
New Jersey, Maryland and New 
York. Many evacuees began returning 
home Sunday.

At least 33 deaths were blamed on 
the flooding in the region, in addition 
to more than a dozen other deaths 
elsewhere over the past week that 
were blamed on cold weather and 
slippery roads. The flooding also left 
an untold number of people homeless.

Roger Davis and his wife, Tina, 
returned to find that their mobile 
home in Williamsport, Pa., had been 
picked up by the floodwatcrs and 
smashed into the trailer next door.

“Our 2-year-old keeps saying she 
wants to go home,” Mrs. Davis said. 
“ How do you explain that home is 
gone?”

Pennsylvania officials estimated 
damage from the floods and the Jan. 
7 blizzard at $700 million.

In the hardest-hit areas of 
Pennsylvania, it was the worst 
flooding since Hurricane Agnes blew 
through in 1972. In that disaster, 
220,000 Pennsylvanians were left 
homeless and 48 were killed.

In West Virginia, hit harder than 
it was in 198S when floods killed 47 
and caused $570 million in damage, 
an estimated 3,000 homes were 
damaged and two people died when 
thev tried to drive on flooded roads.

About 10,000 residents of Marlins 
Ferry, Ohio, soon will be without 
fresh drinking water because of 
submerged pumping stations.

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Devastation turns to resolve after city hall blaze
Residents of Marfa come together to help following destruction o f building in 1995

MARFA. Texas - U could have 
been a delinquent taxpayer's dream.

Instead, the January 1995 fire that 
destroyed City Hall - and most of its 
records - resulted in several surprise 
payments from citizens eager to help.

" I don't know if people were

feeling sorry for us or what," said 
Lorina Rivera, an administrative 
assistant for the city.

Last January, Marfa's City Hall 
was ravaged by flames that spewed 
from what investigators concluded 
was a faulty electrical wire. The fire 
burned undetected until smoke 
billowed into the art studio next door.

where local artist David Kimble was 
sleeping. After stumbling out of the 
building at 4:30 a.m., Kimble and his 
wife called for help.

But there was little firefighters 
could do.

City Hall was gulled and the 
historic Palace Theatre - which 
housed Kimble’s studio - sustained 
extensive smoke, water and structural

Probe of missing teen on 
track after bizarre twists

LONGVIEW, Texas - When she 
disappeared four years ago, Kelly 
Wilson was already in the process of 
saying her goodbyes to the little East 
Texas town of Gilmer.

She was getting ready to move 
bock to Natchitoches, La., to live with 
her father and stepmother, Ronnie 
and Waverlyn Wilson. She had been 
living with her mother, Cathy 
Carlson, for only a few months, when 
she decided to return home, her 
stepmother said.

" It 's  been four years that I’ve 
thought about this and thought about 
this," Waverlyn said, reflecting on 
the last time she saw her stepdaugh­
ter. The week before Kelly disap­
peared, the family had gone to New 
Orleans for Christmas. Waverlyn 
said.

"When I took her back to Gilmer, 
she said she wanted to stay another 
week and work, and many a time I 
wish that I had said, 'W hat's the 
point? Let's go now,’"  Waverlyn 
said. "It's  been a sad situation all the 
way around."

"She'd only been over there about 
one school term," Waverlyn told the 
Longview News-Journal Thursday. 
"She said she wanted to be here with 
her friends and graduate over here."

Instead, Waverlyn went home with 
five of Kelly's boxes. Less than a 
week later the family was notified 
that 17-year-old Kelly had disap­
peared after leaving her job at a video 
store in downtown Gilmer. It was Jan. 
5.1992.

Over the course of the next four 
years, the case went from simply 
mysterious to the farthest comers of 
bizarre. The disappearance of Kelly 
Wilson became almost a footnote.

"W e’re just thankful right now 
that it's back on the right track," 
Wilson said. 'I 'm  glad the AG’s 
office is in there.

A special prosecutor had theorized 
that Kelly Wilson was kidnapped and 
murdered by a saianic cull involving

a family he was investigating for 
child abuse. Eight people, including 
a Gilmer police officer, were 
indicted.

A fter the Texas A ttorney 
General’s office took over the 
investigation in 1994, all the 
indictments were dismissed for lack 
of evidence.. The police officer 
accused filed a federal lawsuit 
alleging he was m aliciously 
prosecuted. ,

"We lost a year there. It was just 
like beating our heads against the 
wall," Wilson said. "Everybody just 
look it and ran with it and we were 
just standing there saying, ‘This just 
am t so.

What might have been a simple 
homicide investigation has become 
very muddled, said Upshur County 
Sheriff R.D. Buck Cross. The course 
of the investigation has taken it from 
the hands of Gilmer police to the 
special prosecutor and then to the 
Attorney General's office. The 
Attorney General requested the 
sheriff’s help in the investigation.

"We really want to get this solved 
and see that justice is done, because 
there have been so many problems in 
this," Cross said. "W hat we want is 
the real truth - to see who di<j| it and 
where she is at."

Cross estimates that since the 
Attorney General's office took over 
the case, his office and other Texas 
agencies have spent more than 1,500 
hours on the investigation. The most 
recent work has been at a remote site 
in western Upshur County, where the 
sheriff’s office has been conducting 
an extensive dig for Kelly Wilson's 
body.

"The search we’re doing (now) is 
probably the most reliable informa­
tion we've had," Cross said. "W e're 
going to stay with it until all of us 
involved arc convinced that she’s not 
there.

"There was so much time lost 
through other things that set this thing 
back," Cross said. "And the longer 
a homicide goes • if this is a
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homicide, and we think a  is - the 
harder it is to solve.

"Time causes witnesses to forget, 
details to blur, and allows the 
perpetrators to think they’ve gotten 
away with it,"  Cross said. "Their 
conscience seals over, so they don't 
want to te l l/ ' he said.

Rewards offered in the past haven’t 
helped. Cross said. But still he hopes 
every day that someone will call and 
give officials the information they need 
to solve it. It’s a hope that everyone 
involved in the case seems to share.

“ It's affected the whole communi­
ty," said Gilmer Police Chief Al 
McAllister. "I think the whole 
community would like to know the 
truth about the whole thing."

“The person responsible is still right 
there in Gilmer," Waverlyn Wilson 
said. "And there arc people in Gilmer 
that know i t "

damage. The police department and 
Emergency Medical Service offices 
also were demolished.

Residents of this tiny town were 
devastated but quickly resolved to 
salvage what they could and use those 
few remnants of Marfa's past to 
rebuild City Hall.

They didn't have a lot to work 
with.

"A  week after the fire, this town 
w asjn one hell of a shape," Mayor 
Fritz Kahl recalled. "You couldn’t 
tell there ever was a City Hall."

Most of Marfa’s records, criminal 
evidence and medical supplies were 
incinerated. Only the documents 
dated before 1985 - which were 
stored in the 1937 building's vault - 
were untouched.

City officials set up a temporary 
office in a Presidio County Abstract 
Co. office and began sorting through 
singed papers and charred equipment.

It was then they discovered what 
was left of a computer’s hard drive, 
Rivera said.

By this time, a few less-than- 
scrupulous residents had trickled in, 
believing it would be easy to 
convince city employees that they had 
already paid their taxes. And at the 
time, there was no way to challenge 
these claims.

Bui once the hard drive was found, 
a computer wizard told city officials 
he might be able to retrieve the tax 
program, Rivera said.

Ultimately, the computer expert 
was able to save only one program.

"y/c were keeping our fingers 
crossed that it was the tax program," 
Rivera said, her face crinkling into a 
winsome smile.

"And it was."
"We were very lucky that our data 

were saved. The city could have 
really paid dearly had the tax program 
been lost."

But most citizens were eager to 
help, she added quickly. The office 
was soon filled with people who 
wanted to contribute. Some brought 
what they owed in property taxes. 
Others came with vivid memories of 
records that eventually were 
reconstructed.

And many were soon able to joke 
about the tragedy, Kahl said.

"You always hear, ‘The check is 
in (he mail.' Well, in Marfa, we say, 
‘It burned in the fire.' ”

Kahl often relied on City Secretary 
Esiela Madrid to locate and piece 
together documents.

He described the long days Madrid 
spent blow-drying papers in an 
attempt to unfurl them, praising her 
tenacious desire to preserve all that 
had been found in the ruins.

Madrid, embarrassed by his 
compliments, smiled shyly, saying 
only, "We saved a lot."

The mayor and city, employees 
have since moved into what used to 
be an auto dealership - purchased for 
$10 .after the Small Business 
Administration foreclosed on a loan.

While Marfa still is negotiating 
with insurance adjusters, the city has 
received more than $150,000 in 
advances from the company. That 
money is being used to refurbish the 
building.

. City employees, crammed into the 
one completed room ,, arc using 
fumitdre loaned to them by the 
Border Patrol.

“The cooperation we have had from 
agencies in this town is incredible," 
Kahl said.

Lately, he’s been accompanying 
Madrid when she forages for furniture 
in other foreclosed buildings.

“This is not going to be a Thj Mahal, 
but it’s going to be functional," he 
explained, unrolling a set of blueprints.

Overhead, the thudding footsteps 
of workers repairing a stubbornly leaky 
roof can be heard.

"Although this is a happy work 
fo rce /il’s not a comfortable work 
force," he said ruefully, looking 
upward.

The city offices should be finished 
within the year, Kahl said. He then 
would like to bring the police 
department, EMS offices and Clumber 
of Commerce to the new City Hall. 
The city may have to consider 
approving certificates of obligation 
in order to pay for some of the 
remodeling, he said.

“ With this on the way, then we can 
get serious about tourist development 
and industry," Kahl said, referring 
to Marfa’s proximity to the Big Bend 
and several other popular attractions.

City officials consider themselves 
lucky, the mayor said, thumping the 
blueprints emphatically as he rolled 
them up.

This town of 2,500 could have been 
crippled by its temporary loss of city 
government, he said.

But it wasn’t.
"To me, it is a show of strength 

from the community. And in this case, 
the light al the end of the tunnel is NOT 
stra in  coming."
