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Fireman injured fighting blaze

Weekend fire destroys all 
that a local family owned

A local family lost it; home and 
possessions last weekend in a fire that 
also resulted in an injury to a 
Hereford firefighter.

Firefighters were called to the 
Benjamin Galvan home, 446 MaMc, 
at 5:27 p.m. Saturday in response to 
a fire alarm.

On arrival, firefighters discovered 
a bedroom of the home in flames.

Nobody in the home was injured.
However, firefighter Gary Riddle, 

attempting to kick in the front door 
to gain access to the fire, slipped on 
ice that formed from water sprayed 
on the blaze, and dislocated his left 
knee.

Riddle was transported to Hereford 
Regional Medical Center by an

ambufancc that had responded to the 
scene, where he was treated and 
released.

Fire Marshal Jay Spain said 
damage to the house, which is owned 
by Gerald Hamby and rented by 
Galvan, was several thousand dollars, 
including fire damage in the bedroom 
and heat and smoke damage 
throughout.

"We think the kids were playing 
on the bed with matches," Spain said, 
noting that the fire started in the 
middle of a mattress in the bedroom.

Betty Henson of the Tri-County 
Chapter of the American Red Cross, 
said assistance for the displaced 
family is needed.

Family members do not have a 
place to live, Mrs. Henson said, and

arc staying with friends until they can 
locate a new home.

Mrs. Henson said all the family’s 
belongings -- including, Spain said, 
new furniture recently purchased for 
the home -- were destroyed either by 
fire or by the heavy smoke.

The family did n^i have insurance.
Mrs. Henson said die primary need 

for the family is a place to live.
Af ter that, she said, they will need 

a complete set of furniture for the 
home, as well as household goods.

The Red Cross, she said, is 
working with them to provide 
clothing and food, as well.

There are four people in the 
Galvan family -- Galvan and his wife, 
Martina, plus two sons, ages 2 and 3.

The Red Cross has a couple of

mattresses, a couch and a chair that 
will be given to the Galvans when 
they find a home.

However, beds and other 
furnishings for the living room, 
dining room, kitchen and bedrooms 
are needed.

In addition, the family will need 
household goods such as bed linens, 
towels, kitchen supplies and other 
similar items.

Clothing needs for the family are 
being met, Mrs. Henson said, but 
additional donations of clothes will
be accepted.

Mrs. Henson said anyone wanting 
to donate items should call the Red 
Cross office at 364-3761 for clothing 
si/cs, specific needs and information 
on where to take large items.

H ighcr revenue than expected for 
Deaf Smith County came close, but 
barely missed equaling expenditures 
for the fiscal year ending Sept. 30.

Blizzard of 1996 moves on; 
at least 50 dead from storm

The big blizzard of 1996 backed 
off and skulked out to sea, leaving a 
legacy of record snow in the Fast that 
claimed at least 50 lives, clogged city 
streets and kept students and 
government workers stuck at home.

“We’re going lobe digging out for 
several days,” groaned Glenn Grant, 
city business administrator in 
Newark, N.J., which resembled a 
frosted ghost town. “ Round-lhc- 
clock? Plowing will continue all 
week.’’

In Philadelphia, plowing crews

were forced to dump some of the 
city’s record-setting 30.3 inches of 
snow into the Delaware River.

“ You got so much snow ... you 
can’t just move it aside,” said 
Pennsylvania Gov. Tom Ridge.

There may be more snow if 
another storm strikes Friday. And 
while it’s too soon to predict how 
much it could bring, snow is the last 
thing the region needs.

Sunday and Monday’s storm 
proved to be New York City’s 
third-worst on record: 20.6 inches in 
Central Park and 27.5 inches in 
outlying Staten Island.

Farmers up in the air 
on future of programs

RFNO, Ncv. (AP) * Wrangling 
over the federal budget in Washing­
ton has left the nation’s farmers 
uncertain what government programs 
they will be able to count when they 
plant their crops.

“Over the next few months, you 
have to make planning decisions,” 
Agriculture Secretary Dan Glickman 
told the American Farm Bureau 
Federation on Monday. "You will be 
buying seed and fertilizer. You need 
to know what programs will be in 
place to know what return to expect 
from your chips.”

Unlike some past years when 
Congress acted on a separate farm 
bill, this year’s measure is contained 
in the bottled-up budget.

Until Congress and President 
Clinton come to an agreement over 
the budget, Glickman said he would 
announce national and individual 
allotments for crops as provided in 
the Agricultural Adjustment Act, a 
1949 measure under which the 
department operates in the absence 
of a farm bill.

"Each day that passes without a 
farm bill brings us closer to a crisis 
situation,” he said.

Glickman said the 1949 law

requires that farm allotments be based 
on individual farm growing histories 
from the 1950s. "If you arc now 
growing wheat or feed grains and 
your farm did not produce any in the 
’50s or if you arc growing more, you 
may be directly affected by this 
decision,” he said.

His initial review indicates that 
allotments would reduce wheat 
acreage by about one-fifth from last 
year’s harvested acres, he said.

Glickman said he planned to 
announce a rice program by the 
middle of next month and would spell 
out guidelines for additional 
commodities at the time to give 
farmers the best planting assistance.

Also Monday, Sen. Orrin Hatch, 
R-Ulah, told the farm bureau that 
Americans in general and farmers in 
particular must unite against federal 
regulations and restrictions that 
threaten their property rights.

"While we all want to guard 
America’s natural heritage, and I 
would say that no group appreciates 
the land as much as farmers and 
ranchers do, there are certain radical 
environmental activists who have 
gone way beyond environmental 
advocacy and have attacked even the 
very concept of private property,” he 
said.

The Baltimore region received 23 
inches, just short of the 24.7-inch 
record set in the big blizzard of 
January 1922. Boston’s Logan 
International Airport received 17.4 
inches.

Up to 48 inches fell in parts of 
West Virginia, 47 inches in the 
Shenandoah National Park in 
Virginia, and 30 inches in parts of 
Virginia and Tennessee. Even Atlanta 
got an inch.

In addition to the deaths - most of 
them traffic-related - New York City 
had what officials called a 
‘‘m in i-ep idem ic’’ of carbon 
monoxide poisoning caused by people 
sitting in their cars with the engines 
running and the tailpipes stuck in 
snow. Two people were critically 
injured and at least 16 more hurl.

The storm also kept blood donors 
away and created shortages at one- 
third of the East Coast’s blood 
centers, including those in Washing­
ton, Philadelphia, Boston and 
Baltimore.

On New York’s Fire Island, a 
restaurant and three houses collapsed 
during the blizzard and washed out
to sea.

In Atlantic City, N.J., a fool of 
snow and restricted travel left many 
gamblers stranded Monday inside 
casinos.

Among them was Arthur Rincs, 
44, of Virginia Beach, Va., who said 
he was up $4,000 after Saturday 
night, but> lost it all after two extra 
days of gambling.

"I wish I’d left Sunday,” he said.
States of emergency remained in 

effect and schools and government 
offices were closed for a second day 
today in many regions. New York 
City’s 1 million schoolchildren got 
a second day off, their first such snow 
holiday since 1978.

Most major airports from 
Washington northwaid remained 
closed and flights canceled. Boston's 
Logan Airport reopened Monday 
night but spokesman Jim Acton said 
travelers should expect big delays 
today because so many flights were 
canceled.

In the audit accepted by commis­
sioners, the financial position of the 
county at the end of the last fiscal 
year was better in some respects than 
expected.

When the budget for the year was 
adopted, County Auditor Alex 
Schroctcr estimated a reserve fund 
balance of S1,045,700 when the year

ended.
According to the McGinty audit, 

the fund balance st(x>d at SI ,(155,746 
when the 1995 finances were closed 
out. However, the year began with a 
reserve of S1,083,064.

Revenue lor the year topped out 
at S3.621,233,compared with a figure 
of $3,467,693 estimated m the 
budget.

Expenditures were projected at 
S3,545,590 in the budget but added 
up to $3,648,551.15.

During discussion on banning 
concealed guns, Judge Simons said 
signs would be posted on all property 
owned or leased by the county, 
wanting that violators will be subject 
to arrest for criminal trespass. The 
decision to ban guns was unanimous 
by Commissioners’ Court.

Proposals for improvements in 
’ levators in the library and court­
house were reviewed by Dean 
Hacker, maintenance director.

Faced with deficiencies in both 
state standards and Americans with 
Disabilities laws, commissioners 
decided to contract to bring both 
elevators into compliance.

On a motion by Commissioner 
Lupc Chavez of Precinct 2 and 
second by Commissioner Troy Don 
Moore, the proposal from Dover 
Elevators was accepted at a total cost

of $54,812, it references acceptable.
Deaf Smith County Clerk David 

Ruland was authonzed to negotiate 
for purchase of optical imaging 
equipment at a cost not to exceed 
$35,000.

Ruland reported that microfilm 
equipment now in use is outdated and 
replacement parts arc not available.

He said he had talked to service 
personnel that work on the equipment 
and w as told that no new replacement 
parts arc being manufactured.

Commissioner Chavez wondered 
if the county could wait another year 
before buying the equipment.

Ruland said that the risk is the 
machine will need a part that isn’t 
available. He pointed out that repairs 
to the equipment in use cost the 
county approximately $1,000 in the 
last year.

Commissioner Tony Castillo of 
Precinct I offered a motion to 
authorize Ruland to negotiate for 
purchase and Commissioner Moore 
seconded. On the vote, Commissioner 
Johnny Latham was in favor of the 
motion with Castillo and Moore. 
Commissioner Chavez voted against 
the proposal.

Witherspoon dies at age 89
James Winfred Witherspoon, pioneer Hereford 

attorney, former city and district attorney, district judge, 
and business and community leader died Saturday 
afternoon in Hereford Regional Medical Center at the 
age of 89.

Funeral services were scheduled at 3 p.m. today 
in First BaplislChurch with Doug Manning, worship 
leader for Fellowship of Believers, officiating. Burial 
was to be in West Park Cemetery under direction of 
Gililland-Watson Funeral Home.

Mr. Witherspoon was known as the founding father

of the sugarbect industry in the Texas Panhandle and 
eastern New Mexico. He served as the executive 
secretary and legal counsel for the Texas Sugarbcet 
Association from its inception.

Various members of the Texas sugar industry honored 
Witherspoon in 1993 by sponsonng a Texas Agricultural 
Lifetime Ixadcrship program participant in his name.

He was named Hereford’s Citizen of the Year for 
1961, and he received the Bull Chip Award in 1987. 
He retired several years ago following a stroke and 
had been a resident at Wcstgatc Nursing Home.

In addition to numerous honors in his law practice, 
Witherspoon was active in community affairs and the 
founding of a number of local businesses and 
organizations- including the original Hereford Feed 
Yards in 1961, and the West Texas-New Mexico 
Sugarbect Growers Association. He had been chairman 
of the board of Pmchcmco Inc. He became a stockholder 
and director of First National Bank in 1934 and was 
chairman of the bank board for several years.

Mr. Witherspoon was active in many civic boards 
and organizations, serving as a director or officer in 
many of them. He was co-founder of the Christmas 
Stocking Fund.

Mr. Witherspoon was bom in lndianola,Ok., Sept. 
20, 1906. The family moved to Bell view, N.M., in 
1907. His father, Ernest, farmed in that area and was 
iatcr a county commissioner

Mr. Witherspoon graduated from Bcllvicw High 
School in 1923, earned a degree from Montezuma 
College in Las Vegas, N.M., attended law school at 
the University of Texas, then transferred to the University 
of Oklahoma where he received his law degree in 1929. 
During his college years, he returned each summer 
to assist his father in farming operations in the Bcllvicw 
area.

Mr. Witherspoon moved to Hereford in 1929 and 
set up his law practice. He formed a loose association

WASHINGTON (AP) - President 
Clinton would like to punch a 
newspaper columnist in the nose for 
calling his wife a liar in “an 
outrageous personal attack,” a White 
House spokesman said today.

As president, he “ knows that he 
couldn’t possibly do such a thing,” 
added Mike McCurry, Clinton’s press 
secretary.

New disclosures about the first 
lady in the Whitewater affair and the 
White House Pavel office controver­
sy led New York Times columnist 
William Safirc to call Mrs. Clinton 
“a congenital liar.”

“ Drip by drip, like Whitewater 
torture, the case is being made that 
she is compelled to mislead, and to 
ensnare her subordinates and friends 
in a web of deceit,” Safirc, a former 
spcechwritcr for President Nixon, 
wrote in a column published Monday 
by the Times.

The column is an “outrageous 
personal attack that has no basis in 
fact,” McCurry said. “The president, 
if he were not the president, would

have delivered a more forceful 
response to that on the bridge of Mr. 
Safire’s nose.”

Would he really punch a journalist 
in the nose, McCurry was asked?

“ 1 said that he wouldn’t. I made 
it clear that he wouldn’t,” McCurry 
said. “He might like to. The president 
being president knows he can’t 
possibly do such a thing.”

McCurry’s comments were part of 
an effort to defend Mrs. Clinton at a 
lime when her role in Whitewater and 
the Pavel office affair threaten 
Clinton’s political popularity.

Her attorney said Monday that the 
first lady is the victim of “completely 
false” accusations by Sen. Alfonse 
D’Amato.

D’Amato says newly produced 
records are proof enough that Mrs. 
Clinton did more work for her 
Whitewater partner’s savings and 
loan than she admitted in previous 
sworn statements.

“ These are serious charges that 
arc wholly unfounded and completely 
false,” Mrs. Clinton’s Whitewater 
lawyer, David Kendall, said in a letter 
Monday to D’Amato. “Since you

have made these allegations, in 
fairness you ought now to state the 
specific factual basis for them.

“ I don’t believe you can,” 
Kendall’s letter concluded.

D’Amato, chairman of the Senate 
Whitewater Committee, said that 
Mrs. Clinton's law firm billing 
records - sought by Whitewater 
prosecutors for two years and 
produced just last Friday - show 
“ tremendous inconsistencies” with 
the first lady's previous sworn 
statements to investigators.

Mrs. Clinton said previously that 
she did only minimal work for 
Madison Guaranty, the S&L owned 
by the Clintons’ Whitewater partner. 
The newly produced billing records 
show she did some $7,000 worth of 
work - about 60 hours - over 15 
months, including contacts with a 
total of 68 S&L executives, other 
Rose lawyers and state regulators.

Another issue - the mass firings in 
1993 of While House Pavel office 
employees - was rekindled when a 
2-year-old memo surfaced last week 
describing Mrs. Clinton as the prime 
mover behind the purge.

Storm adds to shutdown workload

WASHINGTON (AP) - Federal 

workers eager to dig out from drifts 
of paperwork that accumulated during 
the three-week government shutdown 
were told to stay nbmc a second day 
today because of a blizzard that 
blanketed the capital.

“ We’re hearing that federal 
employees very much want to get 
back to work. They understand the 
workload they’re facing,” said Janice 
Lachance, spokeswoman for the 
Office of Personnel Management. 
“They know that it’s overwhelming,

and postponing it is not going to make 
it any easier.”

But despite the backlog awaiting 
federal employees. Lachance said the 
decision was made to keep govern­
ment offices closed again today to 
give road crews time to clear the 
record snowfall from the area’s 
streets and highways.

The government restart began with 
fits and starts Monday. Offices 
throughout the Northeast remained 
shuttered, whjteTederal workers in 
other regioris handled stacks of 
unoperied mail and long lines of 
service-seeking citizens.

After President Clinton agreed 
Saturday night to propose a budget 
that would balance in seven years 
using Congressional Budget Office 
calculations - as Republican 
congressional leaders had demanded- 
workers were cleared to return to 

work Monday.
But 17 inches of snow in the 

capital and more in outlying suburbs 
kept those in the Washington region 
home.

Meanwhile, the capital area’s 
federal workers have to wait at least 
one more day to return to their desks.

Mrs. Clinton has denied such a 
role.

Newspaper editorials openly 
questioned Mrs. Clinton’s veracity, 
citing discrepancies between her story 
on the travel office firings and that 
outlined in the memo, written by 
David Watkins, then-White House 
director of administration.

Watkins noted that “we ... knew 
that there would be hell to pay” 
unless travel office employees were 
dismissed “ in conformity with the 
First Lady’s wishes.”

Information the White House 
provided the General Accounting 
Office in 1994 says Mrs. Clinton 
“ had no role in the decision to 
terminate” the travel office workers.

“Clearly, the first lady has some 
explaining to do,” editors at The 
Washington Post wrote Monday.

“ Whenever the White House 
pronounces the story dead, something 
else pops up to challenge the First 
Couple’s credibility,” wrote editors 
at The New York Times.

Hard freeze 
skips fruits, 
vegetables

HARLINGEN. Texas (AP) - The 
Rio Grande Valley’s first hard freeze 
of the winter finished off the bell 
pepper season but caused little, if any, 
damage to other vegetables and 
citrus, according to area growers.

Residents flipped on their heaters 
and brought plants inside as 
temperatures plunged across the 
region early Monday. Lows ranged 
from 21 degrees in Hebbronville in 
northern Jim Hogg County to 35 
degrees on South Padre Island.

The cold front sent shivers through 
citrus and vegetable growers, who 
s t i l l  a re  re c o v e rin g  from  
crop-destroying freezes in 1983 and 
1989. But the latest arctic blast 
caused little damage, they said.

Peppers, grown primarily in Starr 
and Hidalgo counties, suffered the 
most damage, but it made little 
economic difference because 
harvesting was almost completed.

“ It was the tail end of the pepper 
harvesting season. This just brought 
it to an end,” said Bill Weeks, 
executive vice president of the Texas 
Citrus and Vegetable Growers 
Association.

Other winter vegetables such as 
onions, carrots and cabbage probably 
weren’t damaged by the freeze 
because they are cold-hardy. Weeks 
said.

With more than half the citrus crop 
still to be harvested, grapefruit and 
oranges also should come out of the 
freeze unscathed, said Ray Prewett, 
executive vice president of Texas 
Citrus Mutual.

“We know we didn’t have any tree 
damage except possibly some 
extremely minor damage on some of 
the more tender growth,” Prewett 
said. “ We don’t expect any damage 
occurred on the fruit '

Haley, who had back surgery five 
weeks ago, flew to Los Angeles 
Monday and got an excellent repon 
from Dr. Robert Watkins.

Dallas trainer Kevin O'Neill said 
Haley had a “50-50 chance" of 
playing against the Packers.

“The report was very encourag­
ing,’* O’Neill said. “ We could sec 
him (in the game) this weekend."

Haley had the same kind of disc 
surgery performed on Joe Montana 
and Troy Aikman. However, it's 
tougher for a defensive lineman to 
return because of all.the physical 
contact.

“Charles will begin workout drills 
later in the week but may not take 
part in practice," O’Neill said. * Of 
course, he could play without 
practicing. He did that in about four 
... games this year because he has had 
discomfort throughout the season."

Haley had 10 1/2 sacks and 33 
pressures on the quarterback despite 
nursing back problems all season.

“There’s no question Charles 
would really help us,” said Dallas 
coach Barry Switzer. “ We could put 
him in on third down in the nickel

package and it would produce a big 
boost for our pass rush."

Haley’s replacement, Shante 
Carver, had no sacks against the 
Philadelphia Eagles in the Cowboys’ 
30-11 win on Sunday that put Dallas 
in the NFL’s final four for the fourth 
consecutive season.

“ It wouldn’t surprise me to see 
Charles out there on Sunday,** said 
Aikman. “ I asked him about it on 
Sunday and he said he was going to 
give ita  shot I know he really wants 
to play."

The Dallas defense allowed only 
189 passing yards and got five sacks 
on Sunday. Starting quarterback 
Rodney Peete got knocked out of the 
game in the second period on a brutal 
hit by safety Darren Woodson. 
Randall Cunningham, who hadn’t 
practiced all week, completed only

11 of 26 passes for 161 yards and an 
interception.

“ The defense played great," 
Switzer said. “ We know the key ID 
beating Green Bay wi(l be controlling 
Favre. It will help to have Haley."

There was good news all around 
the injury front for the Cowboys. 
Running back Emmitl Smith, who 
suffered bruised ribs, was feeling 
better and X-rays were negative.

“ We’re in a good injury situa­
tion,’’ Switzer said. “ It’s a lot better 
than it was last year when we played 
San Francisco in the title game and 
had Emmitt and our offensive line 
beat up.’’

Dallas was an early nine-point 
favorite over the Packers, who have 
lost six consecutive games to the 
Cowboys, including a 34-24 defeat 
earlier this year.

Undefeated Penn St. climbs to No. 20

No players were selected 
for Baseball Hall of Fame

NEW YORK (AP) - For more than 
two decades, Phil Niekro, Don Sutton 
and Tony Perez consistently were 
among the best players in baseball.

The Hall of Fame, however, is all 
about the greatest, most dominant 
players ever.

Niekro, Sutton, Perez were again 
shut out Monday when, for the first 
time in 25 years, the members of the 
Baseball Writers failed to elect a 
single player to the shrine.

“ I think it’s getting harder and 
harder every year to get into the Hall 
of Fame,” Perez said from Puerto 
Rico. “The baseball Hall of Fame is 
hard to get into right now. You have 
to have really super numbers; you’ve 
got to be Babe Ruth or Hank Aaron. ”

It takes 75 percent support for 
election. Niekro was listed on 68.3 
percent of the ballots, followed by 
Perez with 65.7 percent and Sutton 
at 63.8 percent.

Niekro and Sutton each won more 
than 300 games, a total that used to 
considered automatic for election. 
But those numbers were notenough, 
nor were the ones posted by Perez, 
16th on baseball’s career RBIs list. 
The 15 above him are in the Hall of 
Fame.

Instead, voters seem to feel that 
Niekro, Sutton and Perez were 
testaments to longevity, rather than 
excellence. The voting marked just 
the seventh time overall - and first 
since 1971 -that the BBWAA did not 
pick at least one player since thb 
original selections in 1936.

Niekro, on the ballot for the fourth 
time, got 321 votes, 32 short of the 
353 needed for election. The 
knuckleballer had a career record of 
318-274.

“ I really have nothing to say,” 
Niekro said in Atlanta.

Perez, on the ballot for the fifth 
time, was listed on 309 of the record 
total of 470 ballots. He had 1,652 
RBIs lifetime.

“ It’s disappointing,” Perez said. 
“ I don’t know what will happen next 
year. I can go down. You never 
know.”

Sutton, on the ballot for the third 
time, got 300 votes. He was 324-256 
lifetime.

“ He pitched a lot of games for me, 
won a lot of ballgames for me,” said 
Sutton's former manager, Ibm  
Lasorda. “ You talk about durability, 
the guy never missed an assignment. 
He was a winner. I'U tell you, he 
belongs in the Hall of Fame.”

No eligible pitcher with more wins 
than either Sutton or Niekro has been 
left out of the Hall.

But Niekro never won a Cy Young 
Award in his 24 yews, and neither did 
Sutton during his 23 seasons. Perez, 
who hit 379 homers, never led the 
league in home runs or RBIs in 23 
years.

The last time a player was elected 
by the BBWAA beyond his first year 
of eligibility was 1992, when Roltie 
Fingers made it on his second try.

“ The absence of an electee this 
year emphasizes the exclusivity of 
membership in the Baseball Hall of 
Fame,” Hall of Fame president 
Donald Marr said.

Niekro, Perez and Sutton could 
have a decent chance in next year’s 
election because Dave Parker and 
Dwight Evans will be the top 
newcomers.

The Veterans Committee, which 
considers players no longer on the 
ballot, along with managers, 
executives and former Negro Leagues 
stars, will meet March 5 at Tampa, 
Fla. Jim Bunning, Nellie Fox and Gil 
Hodges are among those who may be 
picked.

When Jerry Dunn was promoted 
to head basketball coach at Penn State 
in September, there’s no way he 
could have imagined a first year like 
he and the Nittany Lions arc having.

So far, the 100th season of 
basketball at Penn State has brought 
the best start in school history (11-0) 
and the closing of 68-year-old Rcc 
Hall last Sunday with a victory over 
Wisconsin. Upcoming is the opening 
this Thursday night of 14,400-scal 
Bryce-Jordan Center, and on Monday 
came the school’s first ranking in 31 
years.

Other than that, not much has 
happened for Dunn since he replaced 
Bruce Parkhill, who made a career 
change and is an assistant athletic 
director at the school.

“ I’m taking things one at a lime 
because with so many things going 
on in such a short span of lime, it 
would be very easy to get caught up 
in all the hoopla around them,” Dunn 
said Monday. “ I have tried to tell the 
team to make sure we stay attentive 
to the task at hand, and that’s the 
game.”

He’s done as good a job as 
possible as Penn State joined the 
rankings at No. 20, its first lime in the 
poll since February 1965, when Bob 
Weiss was the team’s star player. The 
Nittany Lions went 20-3 that season 
and lost in the first round of the 
NCAA tournament to Princeton and 
Bill Bradley. The only NCAA bid the 
school has had since then was in 
1991.

“ We’re just trying to keep 
everything in proper perspective,” 
Dunn said. “Our goal is to get to the 
NCAAs, and we've been taking it one 
game at a time from the start. We

know we have a lot of work to do and 
we’re just going about our business 
of getting better each time out. We 
never talked about going undefeated 
at any point in time. Wc just want to 
make sure we’re progressing each 
time out, and 1 think wc have done 
that.”

So has Massachusetts (12-0), 
which was atop the rankings for the 
third straight week after wins over 
Memphis and Dayton. The Minute- 
men were one vote shy of unanimous, 
receiving 64 first-place votes and 
1,624 points from the national media 
panel.

Kentucky (11-1) was runner-up in 
the poll for the third straight week. 
The Wildcats had 1,541 points, 97 
more than Kansas, which moved up 
one spot from last week.

Cincinnati, Georgetown, Connecti­
cut, which received the other 
first-place vote, and Villanova all 
moved up one spot from last week to 
hold places 4-7. Wake Forest jumped 
from 12lh to eighth and was followed 
in the Top Ten by Memphis and 
North Carolina.

Memphis dropped six spots after 
losing to Massachusetts and Houston, 
its first losses of the season, while 
North Carolina jumped six places

# .
after opening its Atlantic Coast 
Conference season with wins over 
North Carolina State and Maryland. 
- Iowa dropped one spot to lead the 
Second Ten and was followed by 
Mississippi State, Utah, Syracuse, 
Virginia Tech, Clcmson, UCLA, 
Arizona, Georgia and Penn State. The 
last five ranked teams were Illinois, 
Purdue, Michigan, Stanford and New 
Mexico.

The week’s biggest drop was by 
Arizona, which lost to California and 
Stanford, and fell from ninth to No. 
18. Illinois fell from 13lh to No. 21 
after losses to Minnesota and 
Michigan State.

Joining Penn State as newcomers

to the pol I were No. 22 Purdue (11-2) 
and No. 24 Stanford (8-2).

Purdue convincingly beat Iowa in 
its only game last week and returned 
to the rankings after falling out 
following the first regular-season 
vote. The Cardinal fell out of the 
rankigs four polls ago and returned 
after beating Arizona State and 
Arizona last week. The win over 
Arizona was Stanford’s first against 
the Wildcats in seven years, a 
15-game span.

Dropping out of the rankings were 
No. 19 Duke (9-4), which lost to 
Clcmson and Georgia Tech, No. 23 
Texas (7-4), which lost to Nebraska 
and Rice.

Special doll among first 
contributions to museum

JERUSALEM (AP) - The doll was 
like a member of 7-ycar-old Claudinc 
Rodcl's family as they evaded the 
Nazis in occupied France. Her mother 
even used the doll to smuggle gold 

* out of the country.
But most important, the green- 

eyed, brown-haired toy was a little 
Jewish girl’s only friend, a friend she 
kept close over the years -through 
marriage and through immigration to 
Israel - as a reminder of the hardship 
and the horror.

Until now. A half-century later, 
Rodcl is surrendering her lifelong 
companion to the Yad Vashcm 
museum's new Holocaust memorabil­
ia collection. She may be wracked by 
regret at “abandoning my child/' but 
at the same lime, Rodcl knows the 
museum needs her memories as much 
as she docs.

The doll is one of the first 
contributions in the museum’s push 
to gather the paraphernalia of 
persecution from a generation of 
survivors that is rapidly disappearing.

“The survivors of the Holocaust 
are getting older every day. In the few 
years we have left, we have to go out 
and search for every piece of 
information, every piece of life/ aid 
Yad Vashcm spokeswoman Avital 
Bcr.

The $3 million project, supported 
by private donations, aims to collect 
personal artifacts, documents or 
correspondence from the Holocaust 
era. N

Now 59, Rodel works for the 
museum, hiring French-speaking 
survivors to ask for contributions to 
the project. She decided to donate the 
doll to “ better bring about an 
understanding of what happened to 
children."

The doll was the Jewish girl’s only 
friend during four years on the run 
with her mother and father.

Classic recipes from cultures bound by 
Texas borders are featured in new book

DALLAS - Every day across this 
great state, from the Big Thicket to 
the Hill Country, from the Caprock’s 
shrug up from the prairie to Corpus 
Christi Bay, African-American, 
Anglo, Hispanic, Vietnamese, 
Lebanese, Czech, Jewish and 
hundreds of other voices are raised 
in a single question: What’s to eat?

And maybe it’scollards with rich 
fatback, and maybe it’s Yorkshire 
pudding or menudo, Vietnamese 
skewered beef or stuffed eggplant 
supreme, kolaches or Passover apple 
kugel, but whatever it is, it means 
“ home."

In “Cuisine, Texas: A Multiethnic 
Feast" (University of Texas Press, 
$29.95), Joanne Smith of Dallas pulls 
together scores of recipes, classics of

the cultures bound by Texas borders. 
And whether they’re from Mamaw, 
Abuela or Grandmcre, they’ve all got 
one thing in common: They’re good 
enough to be served over and over 
again, whenever the family draws its 
chairs up to the table.

This isn’t a pretty-face book with 
instructions for relatively few dishes 
tastefully scattered among glossy 
photo.. It’s a working manuscript full 
of recidivists that can be counted on 
to return.

In fact, the number and diversity 
of the foods pose at problem; 
particular rqcipcs can be hard to 
relocate unless, for instance, you 
remember that Capuccino Pic is with 
Desserts and Puddings instead of 
Pastries and Pics, and that the Polish 
stuffed cabbage is under Vegetables,

Each time Rodcl assumed a new 
identity, she changed the doll’s name 
too, calling her “Colette/’ then 
“ Francolsc," then “Colette” again.

On Rodcl’s seventh birthday in 
1943, as the family hid near 
Grenoble, in southeastern France, her 
mother sewed a doll’s dress out of 
fabric torn from her own nightgown.

When the family entered Vichy 
France, controlled by Nazi support 
ers, Rodcl says her mother hid money 
and a few gold coins inside the doll’s 
body to smuggle their savings across 
the border.

Rodcl, her parents - and the doll - 
survived the war. But most of their 
relatives were killed in the Nazi 
slaughter of 6 million Jews.

Claudine refused to part with the 
doll, taking it back to her native Paris. 
When she married a fellow French 
Jewish survivor, the doll was with 
them on the honeymoon. And in 
1970, when Rodel immigrated to 
Israel, the doll came loo.

“ When my children were young, 
I would let them play with Colette, 
but she always had a special place to 
sleep in my room," Rodcl said.

Rodcl says she decided to donate 
the doll while writing a letter to 
survivors recently urging them to 
make a contribution.

“When 1 was preparing to give her 
(to the museum), washing her clothes 
and cleaning her, 1 was very 
excited," Rodcl said. "But when I 
actually went and handed her to the 
lady in charge of collections, I felt 
like I was being a bad parent."

The museum is also seeking to 
purchase Holocaust era work by 
Jewish artists, such as Adolf 
Ausscnberg, a German Jewish 
filmmaker forced to make Nazi 
propaganda films until he died, at age 
26, at Auschwitz. His sketches of life 
in the Thcrcsicnstadt camp in 
Czechoslovakia arc on loan to Yad 
Vashcm from their Dutch owners.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: My doc 
tor thinks I have some of the symp­
toms of polycystic ovary disease. I 
have been having irregulur periods 
and some unwanted hair growth. 
What are the other signs to watch 
for? — Mrs. V.L.

ANSWER: When doctors first stud­
ied polycystic ovary disease, in the 
19:10s, they found its victims had a 
number of related symptoms, includ­
ing large cyst-studded ovaries, ab­
normal periods and hair in male ar­
eas. The same women tended toward 
obesity and were often childless.

Today, we know there are women 
with the disease who do not match 
any rigid list of symptoms. All you 
need for diagnosis today is a com­
mon thread of hormone imbalance. 
The polycystic woman makes too 
little of an ovary-regulating hormone 
and too n^uch of the male hormone.

Signs might include an acne condi­
tion, another expression of male 
hormone presence.

Notwithstanding all symptom 
clues, today’s laboratory technology 
permits polycystic ovary disease di­
agnosis from blood tests and with 
greater certainty.

Treatment also has changed over 
the years. Once, a favored treatment 
was an ovary surgical procedure, 
removal of a wedge of ovary tissue. 
Today the drug clomiphene can be 
used to treat the infertility problem. 
Birth control pills can be another 
answer.

Also, if the woman is greatly over­
weight, just losing pounds can end 
the symptoms.

I am left wondering just what 
symptoms brought you in for exami­
nation. Care to write back?

DEAR DR DONOHUE: I am a 46 
year-old man who has struggled for 
a few years with gout. My doctor has 
me on allopurinol. I take colchicine 
for severe attacks. The curious part 
is how the gout travels around. One 
day it will be my ankle, and the next 
the arch or the big toe. Most gout 
sufferers tell me the pain is in the big 
toe, but my gout seems to have a 
mind of its own. I cannot sleep be­
cause of the attacks. Please com­
ment. — G.O.

ANSWER: The initial gout attack 
usually zeros in on a single joint. 
That joint for half of patients is at 
the base of the big toe. Subsequent', 
gout attacks can develop their own 
guidance system and home in on 
other joints.

I am not one to leap to sleeping-pill 
answers, but for you I might suggest 
that. You might care to use one on a 
short-term basis — for a night or two 
to try to re-establish sleep patterns. 
You can at least ask your doctor 
about that.

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Book suggests dancing ban in 
Anson was raciaiiy motivated

ANSON, Texas - The famous 
Cowboy Christmas Ball is over for 
another year and the once-heated 
controversy over any other dancing 
in Anson seems to have largely 
subsided.

But not quite.
Although the better part of a 

decade has passed since a segment of 
the community fought a town “ no 
dancin' in Anson" ordinance, the 
issue has gotten footloose again, 
thanks to a book by a 46-year-old 
University of Texas psychology 
professor. - ’

Not surprisingly, some townfolks 
aren't happy with conclusions 
reached by Dr. Ricardo C. Ainslie, 
particularly those suggesting that 
racial overtones colored the 1987 
dispute over dancing regulations.

That's a notion that floors even 
some pro-dancing forces.

Although 67-year-old Mayor 
Ernest Spraberry showed up for a 
recent book-signing ceremony at 
Bea's Steak House, he quickly 
pronounced the idea of the controver­
sy being rooted in racial politics as 
ridiculous.

Just the same, wife Doilie, city 
secretary during the period chronicled 
in the book and now retired, sent her 
husband “ his honor" down to get a 
copy of Ainslie's book, “ No Dancin' 
in Anson." While he dutifully bought 
the book, there seemed little chance 
he'd buy the book’s assessment.

“ As far as I'm concerned and

she's concerned, there wasn't any 
problems of that sort," he told me, 
in between conversing with friends. 
“ From what I've read, someone's 
trying to stir up a bunch of racial 
unrest in Anson, and it's just not 
here."

In another comer of Bea’s Steak 
House, also conversing with friends, 
was 65-year-old Mercy Tones, whose 
opinion varied with the mayor’s. But 
if she saw the issue as racially 
symbolic, she at least conceded racial 
harmony had been better since 1987.

“ I believe all this helped to open 
the doors to my people." she said. “ I 
was raised in East L.A. and when I 
first got here back in 1975 there were 
very few good jobs for Hispanics. 
Today I still see that the majority of 
Hispanic women arc domestics and 
the men are laborers.

“ B ut." she added, “ with 
education of our children that may 
change."

Finally, I met former students such 
as 26-year-old Gayenell Lindsey, who 
doesn't remember the controversy as 
being so much racial but, rather, a 
mere difference of opinion between 
footloose youths, sympathetic parents 
and the strictly religious town fathers 
whose ancestry settled this rugged 
land.

“ There's still a lot of pressure 
from the church," she said. “There’s 
22 churches in a 10-mile radius and, 
well, I don't know how many Church 
of Christ, and they were the reason 
why my father didn't allow dances in 
his bam."

Ainslie's take: The pro-dancing

LONDON (AP)--Andre Previn has

While conducting the London

movement, including both whiles and 
a growing Hispanic middle class, was 
galvanized by Mercy Torres, a 
Hispanic woman, and became a 
symbol of new times for a town long 
dominated by the “old guard" - 
mostly white, mostly Church of 
Christ.

That kind of talk won't make 
Ainslie popular in Anson (though he 
quickly sold all 75 copies of his book 
there), but it does add another 
dimension to what in 1987 made 
headlines nationwide. And while even 
some pro-dancing people don't see 
the racial aspect Ainslie discusses, he 
says it marked change in the town’s 
dynamics in a variety of ways - most 
of them good.

“ I don't think this was just about 
dancing," he said. “ It was about 
something much larger - how people 
could handle change and live 
together."

Complicating all this is the fact 
Anson’s nationally known Cowboy 
Christmas Ball - a big hoedown going 
on at nearby Pioneer Hall when 
Ainslie arrived to autograph books - 
has long been an exception to the 
rule. Each year the event puts this 
town of 2.7Q0 on the map.

As lor dance-happy students, they 
long danced in Old Glory, Rhineland 
and other area towns till, in the midst 
of the 1987 controversy between 
pro-danoe parents and the town council, 
the law was restructured to allow 
dancing in certain parts of Anson.

Problem: The new law forbade 
dancing closer than 300 feet to a church 
- and, pro-dancing forces say, there’s 
a church near most anywhere one would

logically hold a dance in Anson. Also, 
they say, some town elders still frown 
sternly upon others who permit or 
tolerate dances.

Result Few bother to have dances. 
A city official from whom dance 
peimits must be obtained called dancing 
in Anson a “ rare activity." Granted, 
students and others could hold more, 
but, to quote pro-dance mom Janie 
Rainwater, “ there’s just too many 
buttons to push."

Translation: It’s not worth all the 
bickering and bad feelings.

So did the “dancin' in Anson" 
controversy really spark a sort of 
“ rainbow coalition" to b&ttle what 
Ainslie, in his book, contends were 
Bible-clutching, unbending white 
elders? That’s one conclusion, but 
you'll find just as many spirited denials.

If there’sanything good to say about 
all this, it’s that people continue to treat 
each other with great councsy in Anson. 
At Bea’s Steak House - once the site ♦ 
of pro-dance meetings - I watched 
members of various factions interact 
not just with civility but with utter 
cordiality.

Anson is also blessed with folks 
such as 79-year-old Jack Hornsby, who 
runs Bea’s Steak House and tries to 
keep town controversies in wry 
perspective. He likes telling about the 
preacher who loudly condemned 
dancing in Anson on the grounds it 
would prompt a plague of unplanned 
pregnancies.

Jack Hornsby’s response: “ I told 
him that’d be the funniest thing to see 
on the dance floor!"
