Have you seen the new hundred- 
do liar bill yet? A friend showed us 
one the other day. and our first 
thought was that it looked almost like 
"play" money.

The new bill is the first in what is 
scheduled to be a redesign of all bills 
over the next few years. The change 
is not just for a new look-it’s part of 
an effort by the U.S. Treasury to 
make bills more difficult to duplicate 
and counterfeit in this age of color 
copiers and other printing equipment

Here’s some of the features of the 
new money, according to treasury 
officials:

••An enlarged portrait of Benjamin

Franklin is easier to recognize, while 
the added detail is harder to duplicate. 
The portrait is now off-center, 
providing room for a watermark and 
reducing wear and tear on the portrait.

-Fine lines behind both Franklin’s 
portrait and Independence Hall arc 
difficult to replicate.

-A  watermark depicting Benjamin 
Franklin is visible from both sides 
when held up to a light.

—Color-shifting ink allows the 
number in the lower right comer on 
the front side of the note to look 
green when viewed straight on, but 
to appear black when viewed at an 
angle.

-O n the front of the note, "USA 
100" is microprintcd within the 
number in the lower left comer and 
"United States of America" is 
microprintcd on Benjamin Franklin’s 
coat. Because they’re so small, 
microprintcd words are hard to 
replicate.

—A polymer thread is embedded 
vertically in the paper and indicates, 
by its unique position, the note’s 
denomination. The words "USA 100" 
on the thread can be seen from both 
sides of the note when held up to a 
bright light.

We understand the $50 bill will get 
a makeover next year, then in 1998 
the $20 bill will change. If the 
American public likes those changes 
then the $10 and $5 bills will get a 
face lift.

Weather on flight to Croatia 
was 'terrible,' officials report

WASHINGTON (AP) - A plane 
carrying Commerce Secretary Ron 
Brown crashed a few miles outside 
Dubrovnik, Croatia, in stormy 
weather today, a diplomatic source 
in Europe said. There was no 
indication of hostile fire and the fate 
of those aboard was uncertain.

White House press secretary Mike 
McCurry could not confirm that 
Brown’s plane had crashed but said 
wreckage had been spotted in the 
Adriatic.

Brown, 54, was leading a 
delegation of American business 
executives from a dozen companies, 
but it was not known whether any of 
them were on the plane.

The diplomatic source said 
Brown’s plane went down near 
Dubrovnik. U.S. Navy helicopters 
scoured the Adriatic Sea outside the 
city, and three Navy ships and NATO 
aircraft were ordered to join the 
search for survivors.

Two senior defense officials, who 
spoke on condition of anonymity, said 
there was no indication of any hostile

fire at the aircraft. ’’None whatsoev­
er,” one of the officials said. ” 1 can 
tell you the weather was terrible.”

The second official said the United 
States and NATO have the entire 
greater Bosnia region covered with 
aerial surveillance and delected no 
hostile action against the plane.

“ We’ve got a pretty clear air 
picture in that area,” the official said. 
“ Early indications are it has more to 
do with lough weather and a lough 
approach.”

Brown, the most prominent black 
in the Clinton administration, was 
flying on an Air Force T-43, the 
military equivalent of a Boeing 737, 
a mid-sized airliner with two engines.

McCurry described President 
Clinton as very concerned and said 
the president had talked by telephone 
with Brown's wife, Alma.

Shortly before noon, McCurry said 
Brown’s plane was three hours 
overdue on a flight from Tuzla to 
Dubrovnik.

“ There is wreckage in the water 
but we cannot confirm the wreckage 
is in fact Secretary Brown’s plane,” 
McCurry said.

McCurry said it was not known 
who had accompanied Brown on the 
flight although there were “perhaps 
as many as a half a dozen passen­
gers.”

“ We want to make sure we know 
for certain before we say anything 
about it,” he said.

Brown’s trade mission included 
officials from Boeing, Bechtel, 
Northwest Airlines and other 
companies.

Dr. Dragana Adzovic of 
Dubrovnik hospital told The 
Associated Press that the hospital had 
been put on full alert, but there was 
no word on survivors.

She said the plane went down at 
sea between the tiny island of 
Kalamota, a few miles southwest of 
Dubrovnik, and the Cilipi airport, a 
few miles inland in mountainous 
terrain.

AUSTIN (AP) - Because rules 
governing the way auto insurers 
calculate rates have confused some 
Texas Department of Insurance staff 
members, Insurance Commissioner 
Ellon Bomer says he’s suggesting 
changes.

“Some of them have interpreted 
it one way,” he said. “ Some of them 
have interpreted it another way.”

Bomer on Tuesday proposed a new 
way to determine rates and promised 
to approve them quickly. His decision 
comes after allegations that two of the 
state’s largest insurance companies 
have ovcrbillcd customers by more 
than SKX) million.

Civil lawsuits arc pending in South 
Tcxasagainst Allstate Insurance Co. 
and Farmers Insurance Co. alleging 
that the way the companies calculate 
premiums forced consumers to 
overpay premiums for the past 10 
years.

Bomer would not comment on the 
lawsuits, but said he wants all 
companies to round premiums to the

nearest penny, not the nearest dollar 
“so that everyone is paying the actual 
premium that they owe as opposed to 
a rounded dollar.”

Under current slate law, the two 
companies say they arc required to 
round premiums twice.

For example, a policy that cost 
$1,000.50 a year would be rounded 
to $1,001. Since most drivers pay 
their premiums every six months, the 
total would be divided into two 
payments of $500.50 each.

That Figure would be rounded to 
$501, meaning that the companies 
would collect a total of $ 1,002 on the 
$1,000.50 policy.

Lawsuits against the companies 
say Allstate collected an extra $52 
million in the last 10 years and 
Farmers collected an additional $57 
million under the rounding method.

“To Allstate, the rules have never 
been confusing,” said Bob Pike, 
general counsel for Allstate. “The 
rules have been dictated to us by law 
and by department correspondence 
for the last 10 years.”

Pike said Allstate told the

Department of Insurance, under 
former administrators, that double 
rounding would result in ovcrbilling.

“The department told us to follow 
the law,” he said.

Mark Toohcy, a spokesman for 
Farmers, said the company has acted 
under the law and would not 
challenge a change. “The new 
(proposed) rule sounds fair,” he said.

Bomer's proposal would require 
rounding to the nearest penny so that 
the example of a $1,000.50 policy 
would be billed in two, $500.25 
payments.

Jerry Johns, an insurance industry 
spokesman, said insurers do not 
oppose the “ nearest penny” 
rounding.

“That would be fair for all
concerned," Johns said. “The issue 
before us now is the enormous 
confusion from past commissioners 
on what insurers can and can not do.”

Johns said regardless of the new 
rule, Allstate and Farmers should not 
be forced to repay consumers because 
they thought they were complying 
w ith state law.

Consumer spending rebounds
WASHINGTON (AP) - Consumer 

spending and personal incomes 
rebounded strongly in February, 
recovering from an earlier stall when 
snow and frigid cold kept shoppers 
away from malls and workers from 
factories.

The Commerce Department said 
today spending shot up 1.1 percent 
after failing 0.4 percent in January. 
It was the steepest gain since a 1.7 
percent surge in February 1994.

The department said orders to U.S. 
factories plunged 1.4 percent in 
February, the second drop in three 
months and the largest in 10 months.

Consumer spending totaled $5.07 
trillion at a seasonally adjusted 
annual rate, up from $5.01 trillion in 
January.

Many analysis expect spending to 
remain sluggish this year because of 
weak income growth, large debt 
accumulations and worries over the 
health of the economy.

Growth slowed in the fourth 
quarter last year to 1.2 percent from 
2.8 percent in the third quarter, the 
government reported Tiicsday.

In February, incomes grew 0.8 
percent to an annual rate of $6.3

trillion compared with a barely 
discernible 0.1 percent the previous 
month. The February growth was the 
largest since January 1995, when it 
was 0.9 percent and reflected in part 
em ployees returning to the 
workplace.

The Labor Department reported 
earlier that payrolls, which plunged 
by 188,000 during January's blizzards 
and severe cold, shot up by 705,000 
in February.

Many of February’s economic 
reports rcflcctcCte return to more 
moderate wcathcr^or instance, the 
Index of Leading Economic 
Indicators jumped 1.3 percent, due 
mostly to the return of workers 
socked in by the blizzard.

LUXEMBOURG (AP) - In an 
effort to wipe out mad cow disease 
and get beef back on the dinner table, 
Britain agreed to destroy millions of 
cattle after the European Union 
pledged today to reimburse farmers 
for most losses.

The EU refused, however, to lift 
a ban on British beef exports imposed 
last week amid rising public panic 
over reports that a deadly human 
brain disorder could be contracted 
from eating meat contaminated with 
mad cow disease.

"That ban is not justified," fumed 
British Agriculture Minister Douglas 
Hogg after talks broke up just before 
dawn. "It is disproportionate. It 
should be removed."

The package of measures approved 
by the 15 EU countries requires 
Britain to destroy the carcasses of 
cattle over 30 months old instead of 
selling them as meat.

Britain estimates that will mean 
destroying 15,000 head of cattle 
every week for six years - a total of 
4.7 million of the country’s 11 
million cattle.

Older cattle arc considered most 
at risk from the brain-wasting 
disorder formally known as bovine 
spongiform encephalopathy.

In addition, the EU gave Britain 
a month to produce a detailed plan on 
a "selective compulsory slaughter" 
of younger animals from herds that 
may have been in contact with 
infected animals.

In return, the European Union 
agreed to cover 70 percent of the cost 
of compensating farmers whose 
livestock will be lost in the mass 
slaughter, or roughly $400 million a 
year.

Britain will pay the other 30 
percent. The government said today 
it could not immediately say how it 
will implement the plan. In Britain, 
cattle to be destroyed arc shot and the 
carcasses incinerated.

"Conditions arc now right for the 
restoration of consumer confidence 
in beef throughout the EU," EU 
Agriculture Commissioner Franz 
Fischler declared.

A small number of mad cow cases 
has been detected in other EU 
nations, including France, Ireland and 
Portugal.

There has never been a case of 
mad cow disease reported in the 
United States.

WASHINGTON (AP) - A study 
of thousands of Persian Gulf War 
veterans found frequent cases of 
headaches, fatigue, memory loss and 
depression, but no single cause or 
mystery ailment.

The exhaustive clinical survey 
made public Tuesday found no 
evidence of a Persian Gulf War 
syndrome. It said 36 percent of the 
patients suffered from psychological 
or ill-defined ailments.

The study of 18,929 veterans - the 
largest of its kind ever undertaken by 
the Pentagon - was conducted over 
the past two years at an estimated cost 
of $80 million and involved thorough 
medical examinations of most of the 
more than 20,000 Gulf War veterans 
who registered with the Pentagon's 
Comprehensive Clinical Evaluation 
Program.

The program is open to Gulf 
veterans and their family members.

The survey stemmed from still- 
persistent complaints of some 
veterans that they suffer from a 
mystery disease, possibly the result 
of a parasite or chemical war agent, 
that causes chronic fatigue, skin 
rashes, memory loss and other 
ailments.

Defense Department medical 
teams did find many of those ailments 
among those who participated in the 
clinical evaluation. The most 
common complaints were joint pain, 
fatigue, headache, memory loss, sleep 
loss, rash and depression.

However, the results showed no 
common underlying cause but rather 
a broad range of diagnoses. In only 
a few cases were the symptoms so 
serious that patients were unable to

work. The results were consistent 
with preliminary Pentagon reports 
released during the early stages of the 
survey.

Dr. Stephen Joseph, assistant 
secretary of defense for health affairs, 
said the study represented "what will 
in all likelihood be the definitive 
report." But he added that the 
Pentagon would continue to provide 
services to Gulf War veterans and 
would continue to investigate the 
issue.

Of the patients examined in the 
clinical survey, 18 percent were 
diagnosed with symptoms having 
psychological causes; 18 percent had 
ailments with ill-defined causes; and 
18 percent had ailments that were 
"musculoskeletal" in origin. Ten 
percent of the patients were found to 
be healthy, and smaller percentages 
had ailments involving the nervous 
system, skin disease, digestive 
system, or respiratory system.

Joseph said the Pentagon was able 
to put to rest some of the persistent 
rumors or allegations about Gulf War 
syndrome. For example, it found only 
32 cases of a parasite that was 
originally suspected as a cause of 
some of the common ailments 
resulting from the war. And the 
clinical study found few of the 
diagnoses that would have been 
expected to result from chemical or 
biological agents. Nor did any 
consistent evidence emerge of any 
new, hitherto unknown disease.

The lesson of the survey, Joseph 
said, is "When you send a large 
number of healthy young people ofT 
into an extremely dangerous and 
stressful environment, surprise 
surprise, an awful lot of them come 
home with some sort of illness."

WASHINGTON (AP) - Critics 
blasted the first set of history 
standards for U.S. schoolchildren, 
and now they’re finding fault with the 
revisions, saying they still contain 
language that leads to a biased view 
of the past.

"They have responded to criticism 
and they have made some improve­
ments," said Lynne Cheney, the 
former head of the National 
Endowment for the Humanities who 
was one of the chief critics of the 
history standards first issued in 1994. 
"But they're still highly unsatisfacto­
ry largely because there is so much 
editorializing."

The voluntary U.S. and world 
history standards for students in 
kindcigarten through 12th grade were 
denounced for emphasizing the 
negative side of Western history and 
ignoring people such as Benjamin 
Franklin and Thomas Edison.

The revised standards released 
today include accomplishments of 
James Madison and other cherished 
Americans. They contain hundreds 
of minor changes and expanded 
material on topics such as Russia, 
economic history and the changing 
role of education in the United Stales.

References to scientific and 
technological breakthroughs, for 
example, now include specifics like 
hydraulics, barbed wire and the 
Bessemer process of making steel 
from iron.

Christopher Gross, president of the 
Council for Basic Education, said he 
was happy with the revised standards. 
They are more comprehensive and 
offer better treatment of various 
social groups, he said.

"In the original document, women 
and minorities * they were sort of 
cobbled on the end instead of being 
built into the discussion,” Mid Cross, 
who hopes states will use the

standards as a benchmark to make 
sure theirs are comprehensive.

He also said biased language has 
been purged from the standards, but 
Ms. Cheney disagreed.

She pointed to a section that states: 
"At the beginning of the 20th 
century. Western nations enjoyed a 
dominance in world affairs that they 
no longer possess."

"This is highly arguable," Ms. 
Cheney said. "The West dominates 
the world in terms of its ideas and in 
terms of technology."

Gary B. Nash, director of the 
National Center for History in the 
Schools at the University of 
California, Los Angeles, said the 
standards were meant to help 
teachers.

"Let's keep our eye on the ball. 
History education in this country is 
not healthy. Teachers have to go into 
the classroom every day, every week 
whether it is political season or not," 
Nash said. "That's what we should 
be talking about - not that person A, 
B or C can find a phrase they don't 
agree with."

Ms. Cheney also was upset that the 
revised standards were referenced as 
"national standards” on Phge 11. She 
agreed with the governors and

business leaders who attended an 
education summit last week in 
Palisades, N.Y., and called on states 
to develop academic standards.

The Senate voted to disapprove the 
standards in a 99-1 nonbinding 
resolution. President Clinton’s 
education secretary, Richard Riley, 
publicly called the standards project 
a "setback and a disappointment."

The history standards were to serve 
as guidelines for -teachers and 
administrators, but critics worried that 
the standards, whkh included suggested 
lesson plans, would end up becoming 
a national history curriculum.

After intense debate, a panel was 
established to make suggested revisions.

In its report, the panel said the 
standards contained "loaded and 
inconsistent language" that directs 
students to biased conclusions.

The Kennedy and Johnson 
administrations, for example, were 
described with words, such as 
“commitment," "accomplishments," 
"leadership" and “legacy," the panel 
said. On the other hand. Presidents 
Coolidge and Hoover are presented 
as the "causes of the (stock market) 
crash of 1929 and the Great Depres­
sion."

LCHS shuts down Herd

* IRVING, Texas (A P )- Calling 
himself guilty only of poor judgment, 
Alfredo Roberts says he did not make 
a deal to avoid charges after a drug 
bust that led to the indictment of 
Dallas Cowboys receiver Michael 
Irvin.

"I myself did not receive, nor did 
know of receiving, anything different 
from anyone else,*' Roberts said 
Tuesday.

Irvin and two topless dancers were 
indicted Monday on charges of 
cocaine and marijuana possession. 
The 30-year-old All-Pro receiver is 
free on $3,500 bond and will await 
trial along with Angela Renee Beck, 
22, and Jasmine J. Nabwangu, 21. No 
trial date has been set.

Roberts, a former Cowboys tight 
end and associate in Irvin’s 
“ Masterpeace Ragz” line of apparel, 
was in the room with the trio, but was 
not charged.

Roberts refused to comment on 
specifics of the case because of a 
judge’s gag order. But he apologized 
to his family, friends and the public 
for his involvement in the incident.

He said he never could have made 
a deal with prosecutors for leniency 
at Irvin’s expense.

"The facts arc that I know of no 
other preferential treatment that I’ve 
received. I’ve done everything just 
like everybody else. ... That is

something that never crossed my 
mind,** said Roberts, who also played 
with Irvin at the University of Miami.

Roberts, who said he loves Irvin 
like a brother, said the grand jury 
ordeal has strengthened their 
friendship.

**As far as my relationship with 
my friend ... we understand what 
we’re going through and the love I 
have for him that no one could ever 
imagine,” Roberts said.

Furthermore, his attorney, Don 
Tittle said, "It would surprise me if 
he were called by the state as a 
witness.*'

If convicted, Irvin and Ms. Beck 
could face two to 20 years in prison 
and a $10,000 fine for felony 
possession of four or more grams of 
cocaine. The felony indictment 
against Ms. Nabwangu was for a 
lesser charge of possessing less than

a gram of cocaine, punishable by up 
to two years in prison.

The Tuesday news conference 
marked the first extended comment 
about the March 4 motel room 
incident where the drugs were found.

When was asked whether he had 
used or uses drugs, Roberts replied, 
"Absolutely n o t”

Meanwhile, an official of the NFL 
Players Association denied a 
published report that several Dallas 
Cowboys offensive players tested 
positive for drugs last spring.

The Dallas Morning News 
reported Tuesday that a technicality 
prohibited the NFL from acting on the 
results.

Citing three unidentified Cowboys 
sources, the newspaper reported that 
the league had to disregard the results 
because the urinalysis tests were 
performed three days too early.

I’m just praying this will come 
to an end and people will start eating 
beef again."

It's spring, and fanner Sian Quan 
should be selling the yearlings from 
his herd of 300 cattle after keeping 
them indoors all winter. Now, he 
can't sell anything and he worries he 
doesn't have enough grazing land for 
the unculled herd.

"It's  like hitting a brick wall until 
the politicians decide what they're 
going to do," Quan said.

The crisis has led to many 
recriminations. The leading proposed 
solution has been mass slaughter 
either entire herds where the infection 
has been detected, or animals over 30

months old, who are believed most 
susceptible.

Grainger believes wide scale 
slaughter is a necessary evil.

" If we sit here and say, 'Beef is 
safe, beef is safe,’ we’ll sit here and 
watch the business go straight down,** 
he said. "We're going to have to kill 
some cows - and we're going to have 
to be seen killing some cows."

Williams disagrees. If the 
government destroys cows, only the 
fanners will be compensated, leaving 
others like haulers, feed dealers, hide 
dealers, butchers and livestock traders 
to suffer.

"It's just like playing skittles. You 
knock one over and it knocks the rest," 
he said.

The scare over mad cow disease- 
known formally as bovine spongiform 
encephalopathy - is threatening 
British cattlemen's business and rural 
ways of life that go back for 
g en e ra tio n s  in the ro llin g  
Herefordshire hills.

It's the original home of the 
Hereford breed - the "roast beef of 
olde England" - that came from 
indigenous red cattle roaming along 
the Welsh border.

Herefords were first exported in 
the 19th century to found herds in 
other countries. More than 100 
million pure- or cross-breed 
Herefords now live everywhere from 
the Great Plains of America to 
Australian cattle country to the 
Pampas in Argentina.

Although the Herefords* share of 
the British beef market has shrunk to 
less than 10 percent from about 80 
percent a quarter century ago, the 
mad cow controversy struck at the 
heart of this region.

“Everybody in the business is just 
dumbstruck,” Grainger said.

Several miles away, past the 
village of Woebley, slaughterhouse 
owner David Williams has told his 22 
employees he will have to put them 
on a three-day week - cutting uponly 
pigs and sheep.

"We normally would be doing 250 
cattle a week here," he said. "That 
went from 230 cattle to zero, 
overnight."

Williams built a new slaughter­
house three years ago. He figures he 
can survive a few lean months, but 
after that it's a matter of faith.

"I have a father in heaven who 
looks after me," Williams said. "He 
hasn’t brought me this far to let me

HEREFORD, England (AP) - In 
the home of Hereford cattle, a breed 
that puts steaks, roasts and hamburg­
ers on tables around the world, people 
have been staggered by the panic over 
"mad cow disease."

And they're not too happy about 
that name, either.

"Mad cow disease is a term 
developed by the tabloid press," said 
Richard Grainger, director of 
Hereford Market Auctioneers Ltd. 
"Now, unfortunately, even the 
responsible papers use it. It's very 
emotive."

Emotive, and lethal to the cattle 
business - ever since March 20, when 
the government said 10 Britons 
probably caught a rare and fatal brain 
disease from cattle.

The day after the announcement, 
300 cattle were on auction in 
Hereford. A week later, only a few 
head of scraggly old dairy cows were

on offer. Retail sales of beef have 
plummeted, and European neighbors 
and other nations have banned meal 
from Britain.

John Morgan has never seen 
anything like it in 40 years of hauling 
livestock. Morgan inherited the 
business from his father, and worries 
there will be nothing to pass on to his 
two sons.

"On a normal Monday, we would 
move 300 head," Morgan said. 
"Since they brought the ban in, 
we've moved one steer and one calf."

The Hereford Cattle Society had 
big'plans for 1996. It’s the 130th 
anniversary of a renowned registry 
that traces bloodlines of Hereford 
cattle all over the world, going back 
to a 3,920-pound bull named 
Cotmore.

"We were planning a lot of 
celebrations, starting (this) month 
with a sale and open farm day," said 
Lewis Thomas, the society's 
accountant. "And now, this."
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N a m e s  in th e  N ew s
They will perform separately, with

Saa Angelo Standard-Times
SAN ANGELO. Texas - As a 

first-grader at Reagan Elementary, 
Jose A. Trejo could speak no English.

Fbr the first few weeks of school, 
he could not do the work that the rest 
o f the children performed.

He felt frustrated, confused.
Embarrassed.
Then, slowly, he began to learn.-
Jose’s parents helped.
Every night the boy brought home 

his school work. Together, father and 
son puzzled over the lessons, over the 
unfamiliar words.

His father, a construction worker, 
offered hope and help.

His mother, a homemaker, offered 
encouragement and love.

And, slowly, Jose learned the 
language.

Not only learned i t  He mastered
i t

"I studied," Jose said.
"I worked hard.
"I studied every night, and I did 

not give up."
Within months, he was at the head 

of his class.
And by the fourth grade, he had a 

dream.
He would win the county spelling 

bee.
Estella Santos and her husband, 

Manuel, owpi the Teacher’s Store on 
North Chadboume.

Estella remembers the day, four 
years ago, when Jose and his father 
came into her store to buy a small, 
used school desk.

"I looked at them, and I looked at 
their car, and I knew they had paid 
much more than they could afford," 
she said.

"But the father said it was 
important for his son to have a school
desk."

A few months later, father and son 
visited the store again.

They bought a dictionary, and they 
asked Estella if she knew someone 
who could call out the correct 
pronunciations of spelling bee words 
for Joae.

Estella’s nephew volunteered and 
made a tape of the words for the boy.

"Jose told me he wanted to win 
the local spelling bee so that he could 
take his parents to Washington, 
D.C.," Estella said. "That’s where 
the national spelling bee is held."

He placed third in Reagan’s 
spelling bee that year.

"The next year. I studied harder," 
Jose said.

His fifth-grade year, he won the 
Reagan bee and placed sixth in the 
county bee.

His sixth-grade year, he won the 
Reagan bee again and was runner-up 
in the county contest

His seventh-grade year, his fust 
at Edison, he misspelled a word and 
did not attend the county bee. "The 
next year," he said, simply, "I 
studied harder."

This year, the 13-year-old Edison 
eighth-grader won at each and every 
level of the spelling bee, and 
immediately inherited a problem that 
no amount of study or hard work 
could solve.

The most recent competition was 
to decide the area’s representative in 
the national spelling in Washington, 
D.C., and as part of Jose’s prize for 
winning, the San Angelo Standard- 
Times pays all his expenses.

But family members must pay 
their own way, and there are five 
members of the Trejo family.

"The parents were worried about 
the money," said Anita Sanford, a 
counselor at Edison.

"But they were determined to be

with their son. You can’t imagine 
how much they love that little boy. 
They have gone out of their way to 
express the love they have for their 
child and support him."

The parents decided they would 
take a bank loan to pay their way to 
Washington.

Then, the community made Jose’s 
dream our dream.

The League of United Latin 
American Citizens raised the plane 
fare for the father and mother • Jose 
R. and Josefina Trejo - and the two 
other children - Orlando, *9, and 
Veronica, 12.

They will travel to Washington 
together on May 27.

"We will make ends meet," the 
mother said. "We have heard that meals 
are very expensive in Washington, but 
we are not an extravagant family. We 
will eat liule meals so that we can all 
go, so that we can all be together."

The family said there is much they 
hope to see in Washington: the White 
House, museums, monuments.

"This was his dream,*’ the mother 
said, "and it came true."

Her son has other dreams.
He wants a career in medicine, in 

neurology.
But first, there’s the matter of a 

national spelling bee in a place far 
away.

He has read that that there will be 
more than 200 students in the first round 
of the national bee.

"Many good spellers," he said.
"But I will study. I will work hard."

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) - The 
sign by the front door is smoke- 
stained and barely readable. The pale 
yellow paint on the walls is chipping. 
The folding metal chairs are 
scratched.

No matter, say customers of New 
Zion Missionary Baptist Church’s 
Barbecue. Its ribs, beef, chicken and 
sausage links are the most savory in 
Texas.

“They be tender. They be juicy. 
They got a good taste to them,’’ said 
Charleton Greene, a regular at the 
jo in t

Anyone who knows Huntsville - 
home base for the Texas prison 
system about 75 miles north of 
Houston - knows New Zion.

On a recent afternoon, some 
visitors drove 100 miles just for lunch 
at the restaurant known as “The 
Church of the Holy Barbccu^”

It originated from a single lunch 
that parishioner Annie Mae Ward 
prepared for her husband while he 
painted the church 16 years ago. The 
rich aroma drifted from the barbecue 
pit she set up outside and attracted 
passersby, who asked if they could

buy the meat.
New Zion’s pastor handed the 

retiree $50 to start a business to raise 
money for the congregation. At first, 
Mrs. Ward served lunch under the 
trees in front of the church. After 
health inspectors ordered her to move 
indoors, church members erected the 
eatery in the residential neighborhood 
among houses and mobile homes.

It’s 10 feet from the red-brick 
sanctuary, which was remodeled with 
some of the proceeds.

Today, Mrs. Ward manages the 
diner, and New Zion continues to 
collect a portion of the profit She has 
a staff of six women who chop 
onions, slice pickles, scoop potato 
salad and ladle baked beans. Two 
cooks flip meat in the pits out front 
Tuesdays through Saturdays.

The secret? There really isn’t one.
“ We’re just good cooks,” Mrs. 

Ward says.
Flavorful smoke from the three 

grills douses guests as they enter the 
restaurant. Once inside, they sit at 
long wood tables printed with ads for 
lawyers and furniture stores. Before 
each of the 56 chairs is a plastic 
sandwich bag with two pieces of 
white bread.

It's the kind of place where 
strangers sit elbow-to-elbow and 
swap beans. They gobble450pounds 
of ribs a day, and wash the meat down 
with sweet iced tea.

For $7, platters of sauce-drenched 
meat are replenished over and over 
by spunky 70-year-old waitress 
Carrie Mae Haynes, who once led a 
group of senior citizens in singing 
’’When the Saints Come Marching 
In” over a meal.

But don’t bother asking for doggie 
bags for leftovers.

“ If you can’t eat it, it’s not 
yours,” Mrs. Ward says.

What makes New Zion’s barbecue 
so good is the seasoning. Fort Worth 
corrections officer TVestina Von 
Reitnauer said between bites.

“ We come back here every time 
we deliver inmates,” she says. 
“ Obviously it's good.”

“ This is the best stuff in the 
state,” added aspiring country 
musician Trent Willmon.

Landscaper Bill Davis said he 
chows at the hole-in-the-wall twice 
a week because the meat is exception­
al and prices are reasonable. He 
suggests the decor could be im­
proved, however.

Others enjoy the character.
“ It’s kind of down-home,” said 

Ken McMullen, who stopped for 
lunch with his wife on their way from 
Houston to a country home another 
30miles north. “The place is unique. 
The food is outstanding.”

Emma Lou and Roy Smith made 
a special trip from Conroe, 30 miles 
away, to treat two friends to a hearty 
meal.

“ We’ve been telling them about 
this place for a loifcg time,” Mrs. 
Smith said. “We’ve been planning 
on a day when we could all come up 
here.”

Mitchell Gatson ate weekly at New 
Zion while he was attending college 
at irazby Sam Houston State University 
more than a decade ago. Nowa Dallas 
businessman, he takes the mile detour 
ofT Interstate 45 while traveling to and 
from Houston.

“It’s irresistible. It’s just that good. 
I just can't get enough of it.” Gatson 
said.

Nursing home administrator Denise 
Parker said she can sometimes smell 
the baibecuc nearly a mile away. “They 
say you haven’t arrived in Texas until 
you’ve eaten here,” she said.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) - Corey 
Shipman fished a cracked rabbit car 
out of the trash can at the end of the 
production line. “ I try not to cal loo 
much,” he said furtively.

That can be tough in a chocolate 
factory where candy is piled by the 
ton, and the pungent smell of Easter 
goodies wafts in every nook and 
cranny.

The flowery boxes of Merlin 
Chocolate Rabbits fill store shelves 
in the Southeast and are made by one 
of only three hollow chocolate bunny 
manufacturers in the country, says its 
owner and former FDA inspector 
Gary Crowley.

Originally started in 1947 by 
Phillip Bert Langlois in New Orleans, 
Merlin Candies now chums out about 
4,000 to 6,000 bunnies a day.

Since Gary and Mary Crowley 
bought the company in 1984 from 
Langlois’s nephew. Merlin Auzine,

production has quadrupled, Gary 
Crowley said.

“We crank out about a million 
Easter bunnies a year,” he said. 
“ We’ve diversified a little bit more. 
We’ve also done custom molding, 
and we do chocolate oven-roasted 
crickets on a contract basis.”

During peak production in the 
spring. Merlin hires about 35 
temporary workers, like Shipman, to 
get the chocolate rabbits out of the 
factory.

“ We’ll start making bunnies 
around end of October,” Crowley 
said. At the beginning of January, 
shipping starts. Wal-Mart is the 
biggest customer.

Merlin Candies may have the jump 
on a new product yet to be 
mass-merchandised - oven-roasted 
chocolate covered crickets.

A cricket farmer in Baton Rouge, 
who sells to pet stores, zoos and bait 
shops, approached Crowley with the

unorthodox idea.
“ We initially made 20,000 of 

these things for him, and he sold 
those. And he’s back ordered,” 
Crowley said. “ As soon as we can 
find time in our rabbit-making 
schedule, we’ve got to get back to 
production.”

All Merlin chocolate comes from 
Pennsylvania. Wilbur Manufacturing 
ships bricks by the ton in 40-pound 
slabs which are melted in a 
140-degree cauldron. A second pot 
re-mixes the chocolate at 90 degrees 
before it's poured into moldings - at 
12 grams of fat a serving.

Crowley, who says he is a 
romantic at heart, tells visiting 
children the Easter Bunny comes by 
and inspects the plant.

“ But he always has a knack of 
leaving right before the kids get 
here.”

A half eaten box of pecan 
chocolates sits on his desk. His

newest experiment, chocolate pecan 
hash, has gotten raves.

“It is the best chocolate candy you 
ever want to eat,” Crowley bragged.

“This coming year, we’ll do the 
same product as a Christmas wreath, 
decorated pecan halves and red and 
green cherries,” he said.

But during the fall and spring, the 
only thing riding the conveyer belts 
are chocolate rabbits - milk chocolate, 
white chocolate and peanut butler 
flavored.

It’s a colorful business. Crowley 
wears a red and blue Easter tic. In the 
front room, decorative ribbons and 
bow-ties fill bins above the produc­
tion line, and the Merlin pink, yellow 
and blue boxes stand ready.

Heavy boxes of dressed rabbits arc 
stacked by forklift and hauled out.

But in a factory where chocolate 
flakes settle like dust around the 
room, hungry workers are hard to 
find.

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Ron Dusek, a spokesman for 

Morales, said about $6 billion in 
federal and state funds will be 
spent on smoking-related illnesses 
in Tbxas this year.

Morales said he will prepare an 
appeal to the U.S. Supreme Court. 

VltaPro Head Vfesn’t  H im se lfHIGHLIGHTS

AUSTIN — Attorney General 
Dan Morales said he will file 
federal racketeering charges against 
cigarette makers to force the 
tobacco industry to reimburse 
taxpayers for the millions of 
dollars spent on Medicaid to treat 
smoking-related illnesses.

Louisiana, Florida, West Vir­
ginia, Massachusetts, Minnesota, 
and Mississippi have product lia­
bility suits and other legal actions 
pending against cigarette makers 
and their Washington, D.C.-based 
lobbying group, The Tobacco Insti­
tute.

Morales has discussed the issue 
with attorneys general of other 
states and reportedly is picking a 
team of private-sector lawyers to 
represent Texas. Florida has hired 
a team of lawyers from 13 private 
firms to handle its suit.

Last November, tobacco industry 
lawyers sought to block Texas 
and Massachusetts from taking the 
industry to court, asserting that 
Morales lacks the authority to bring 
the suit.

In March, The Ibbacco Institute 
warned that tobacco restrictions 
by the federal Food and Drug 
Administration “could cost Texas 
businesses up to $433 million in 
lost sales and eliminate up to 3,088 
jobs statewide" according to a 
study by the American Economics 
Group.

The Austin American-Statesman 
disclosed the identity of the ex­
ecutive who struck a $33 million 
deal with the Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice to supply prison 
kitchens with VitaPro, a soybean- 
based meat substitute.

In a copyright story, the Ameri- 
can-Statesman reported VitaPro 
head \hnk Barry is really Gerald 
Falovitch, an ex-convict who a 
decade ago served 10 months in a 
Canadian prison for extortion and 
conspiracy.

But Barry said he did not hide his 
criminal history from Texas prison 
officials. “I was very open about 
it ... I told lots of people in the 
department," he said.

In December, however, the Tbxas 
prison personnel office issued 
Barry an official employee iden­
tification card, and a prison 
official — who in February was 
suspended with pay — asked the 
U.S. Immigration and Naturaliza­
tion Office to expedite a visa 
waiver for Barry, citing upcoming 
meetings with prison officials.

Allan Itolunsky, chairman of the 
Texas Board of Criminal Justice, 
which oversees the prison system's 
administrative agency, called the 
news of Barry's true identity 
“another bizarre chapter in an 
already seedy story."

Panel Investigates Buyouts
Rep. Steve Ogden, R-Bryan, said 

he wants to put an end to “golden 
parachute" deals for fired state 
university officials.

Ogden is heading a panel charged 
with investigating $2 million in 
payments to officials who were em­
ployed by 17 state universities.

"In a lot of cases, administrators 
are using their inside knowledge 
lo extract pretty good settlements 
in return for keeping their mouths 
shut. That bothers me a lot," 
Ogden said.

Cash totals of buyout packages 
for administrators were reported as 
follows:

■ University of Houston System, < 
$812,000;

■ University of Tbxas System, 
$351,000; and

■ Tbxas Southern University, 
$313,000.

The Texas Faculty Association 
complained that the buyouts are a 
waste of tax dollars, but University 
officials say buyouts are better than 
being sued.

Next month, Ogden's panel will 
review buyout deals at other state 
agencies.

Panel Opposes R ail M e rge r
Opponents of a proposed merger 

of the Union Pacific and Southern 
Pacific railroads scored their first 
victory last week when the Tbxas 
Railroad Commission voted 3-0 to 
oppose the merger, except under 
conditions the railroads oppose.

Chairman Carole Rylander and 
Commissioners Charles Matthews 
and Barry Williamson said the pro­
posed $5.4 billion merger would 
leave Tbxas with two major rail­
roads rather than three, would re­
duce competition and lead to higher 
rates.

The commission's recommenda­
tion, representing the official posi­
tion of the state, will go to the fed­
eral Surface Transportation Board, 
which is expected to rule on the 
proposed merger in August.

The governors of 13 other states 
have endorsed the merger. But 
Gov. George W. Bush asked the 
Railroad Commission to study the 
issue and make a recommendation.
