Barrick warns drivers.
For the second straight year, the police department has received a grant 

from Texas Department ofTransportation (TxD O T) to post more officers 
specifically to enforce the state’s seat-belt and child safety sent laws.

The grant is residt o f the agency’s effort to more (filigendy enforce some 
o f the less-appealing traffic safety laws.

The Hereford Police Department received $13,000 from TxD O T and 
$3,000 from the city to help pay overtim e for officers who are working 
the special duty. _____  'Jl

This year the officers participating in the STEP watches w ill be looking 
particularly for seal belt and child safety seat violations.

Barrick said the law calls for all passengers in the front leaf to be buckled 
in as long as seat belts are available.

"That means i f  someone is in an old pickup that only has two seat belts, 
but three passengers,the two with seat belts must be buckled up."

Children who are 4 years old and younger must be properly fastened 
into child restraint seats regardless if  they are in the from  or rear seats.

Passengers in the back seals, as long as they are more than 4 years old, 
are not required to buckle up.

Pickup drivers, who have passengers in an open bed, need lobe warned 
not to travel more than 33 mph or allow  children under 12 to ride in the
bed.

Barrick said that in four o ffic ia l surveys in preparation for applying 
for the grant, he sat at a predetermined location and counted 243 drivers, 
o f whom 201 were wearing seat belts. That means there is an 80.25 percent 
city w ide compliance compared with a 82 percent compliance statewide.

"The knowledge that officers are specifically looking for violators makes 
drivers more aware o f the need to buckle up and ultimately saves lives," 
said Barrick.

Last year the department issued 1.520 tickets for non-compliance o f 
the seat belt laws.

This year officers w ill be stationary as w ell as cruising the streets from 
8 a.m. till about dark looking for violators on five holidays - Thanksgiving, 
New Year’s Day. Easter, Memorial Day, Independence Day and Labor
Day.
