It took several years of search­
ing, and more than four years of 
construction, or reconstruction, 
to set up a log cabin at the east 
edge of Muleshoe.

The log cabin is 16 x 18 feet, 
with enough lumber, that if 
split, would build a six room 
house of one inch lumber, 
according to John Fried, who 
moved the log cabin to Mule­
shoe.

Originally built around 1870, 
Fried said he found the struct­
ure on the North Canadian river 
bottom near Shawnee, Okla. 
where it had been abandoned 
since 1937. Fried said the form­
erly two-story log cabin had 
been lived in until a bad hail­
storm in 1937 unroofed it. The 
cabin was then abandoned.

When the Frieds found the 
cabin, said to have been built by 
a German 'squawman' the roof 
and floor were gone, rotted 
away with the years and with 
weather. They purchased the 
structure for $100 from the 
woman who owned it, and made 
arrangements to have the logs 
transported to his homesite in 
Mnleshoe.

Then, the real work started. 
Fried said he hired a crane to 
move the 400 pound logs into 
place. The corners had been 
hand cut to fit perfectly, and the 
house was originally built with­
out nails, as wooden pegs held 
the logs where they fit on the 
corners.

Fried said he put approximat­
ely 11.000 pounds of oak logs 
into the one-story structure in 
Muleshoe and used a combina­
tion of clay, sand and cement to 
mortar the logs. The clay was 
dug from about four feed deep 
in the ground south of Mule­
shoe. This formed the base for 
the 3,000 pounds of mortar used 
to put the building together.

He said he found the house to 
be perfectly level on all comers 
except the northeast comer, 
which was two inches off, and 
the handhewn logs were adjust­
ed to level the structure on all

and put in a new floor and 
oeiling. He went to Lubbock and 
had windows specially cut to fit 
the original windows of the 
cabin.

In the attic is room for two full 
sized beds, much as log cabins 
were used in frontier days. The 
comer features a fireplace, and 
a coal range sits in the room, an 
coal range sits in the room. An 
old-fashioned iron bed is in one 
corner, as well as an old 
dresser, a rocker, table and 
chairs and a cabinet, which is 
from the pioneer days.

On the bed is an original 
feather mattress and rag rugs 
cover portions of the bare floor. 
Fried said he and his wife had 
spent the past four years recon­
structing the log cabin and 
putting it on a bare spot at the 
back of their property for Mule­
shoe version of the "Little 
House on the Prarie.”

He added that when the 
structure is completed, he plans 
to have open house for people to 
reminisce or to just see how 
pioneers lived in the early days 
in this part of the world.

on the southeast comer of the 
Bailey County courthouse. 

Because his duties as Speaker 
of the House require a part of 
his time to be spent at the 
Capitol in Austin, Sarpaulis will 
do the traveling alone when 
Clayton is away.

"Since I became speaker in 
1975 and had to stretch my time,
I have felt that something was 
needed so that people in the 
district could have contact with 
my office other than by tele­
phone or w hen 1 had a chance to 
visit.

"T he mobile office will solve 
that problem by giving people in 
the district towns the chance to 
stop by and visit on a regular 
basis. We will be coming to 
answer questions and want to be 
helpful in solving problems 
involving state government," 
Clayton said.

LUBBOCK-Texas sportsmen 
are gearing-up for the fall 
hunting season and new hunting 
licenses have been purchased, 
bird dogs have received their 
shots and permission to hunt 
has been obtained from land- 
owners.

There are not many incidents 
that can mar a hunt quicker 
than an uncontrolled fire and 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department is reminding hunt­
ers to use common sense and 
proper techniques in preventing 
or controlling a range or brush 
fire.

Be sure the exhaust system of 
your hunting vehicle is in good 
condition and drive only on 
defined roads. Catalytic con­
verters can be dangerous if 
grass, weeds or other combus- 
table materials become lodged 
under the_ vehicle.

Even using the road systems 
on ranch or farmlands could be 
dangerous this year due to dry 
conditions if cigaretts in proper 
pcfieptacles.

When building camp fires, use 
designated areas free of heavy 
cover and protected from winds 
after getting permission from 
the landowner.

Most hunters have citizens 
band radios and if there is doubt 
as to whether you or your 
hunting group can handle the 
fire, relay the message as to 
location and size of the fire to 
the landowner and other auth­
orities.

I’art ot the preparatin
involves learning how to care for
tl venison.
Sueeesslul deer hunters have 

learned that for the best quality 
ot venison, the lime that is 
shortened between the kill and 
tin freezer becomes the critical 
factor, emphasizes Spencer 
Tankslcy, Bailey County agent 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

I here are two basic' ways of 
field dressing deer, and both 
revpiire a sharp knife with a 
large handle so that it can be 
held firmly. The first method 
usu.illv recommenc'd for game 
that is to be mounted later. The 
second way is slightly quicker 
and is used for game that is not 
too old or big and will probably

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Tower Proposes New Social Security Laws
WASHINGTON A compre­

hensive legislative package 
aimed at restoring short-term 
and long-term actuarial sound­
ness to the ailing Social Security 
system today u as introduced by 
Sen John Tower (R-Tcx). who 
call the five point proposal a 
more responsible alternative to 
the many other bills now under 
consideration and a firm indica­
tion government intends to hon­
or its commitment to working 
Americans.

Tower's legislations, based on 
the responses of over 150.000 
Texans he polled on the issue in 
July, and on an assessment of 
alternative solutions, avoids the 
drastic retirement benefit re­
ductions and the unnecessary 
tax increases called for in other 
bills passed by the House or 
pending in the Senate. Tower 
said his measure ensures finan­
cial soundness for both the near

term and the long term and 
provides for a lop to bottom 
reform of the system based on 
the recommendations of a Blue 
Ribbon panel which will look at 
the system's ovcral operation.

"There is no longer any ques­
tion that financing of the Social 
Security system desperately 
needs overhaul," lower said. 
" It 's  only a matter of how and 
when. Its financial structure has 
been unstable for loo long. In 
my judgment, it is absolutely 
essential that Congress make it 
clear lor all Americans that the 
commitment of this government 
toils Social Security system and 
to millions of working citizens 
will be honored in a n sponsible 
fashion. I believe if ty propo­
sals and recommenu ‘tons are 
acted upon quickly by the 
Congress, we can restore finan­
cial integrity to the system."

AUSTIN—The 65th Session 
of the Texas Legislature 
passed legislation in many 
areas to curb the rising rate  
of crim e and the resulting 
pressures which it has 
caused. One of the most 
important laws passed con­
cerns form ation of the 
Texas Adult Probation Com­
mission.

Previously, the perogative 
of establishing probation o f­
fice s  was given to the dis­
tr ic t  courts. In some dis­
tr ic ts  no probation o ffices  
were created  and there were 
great discrepancies in the 
quality of probation services 
and the qualifications of 
probation o fficers  from one 
d istrict to another.

The Texas Adult Proba­
tion Commission created  by 
SB 39 will alleviate many 
such discrepancies and will 
standardize probation proce­
dures across the s ta te . This 
law provides for the estab­
lishment of probation o f­
fices  in each judicial d istrict 
of the s ta te  under the super-

vision of the d istrict judges 
as well as for community- 
based correctional pro­
grams.

The Commission will con­
sist of five board mem bers— 
three judges of the d istrict 
courts and two private c it i ­
zens—who will serve terms 
of two, four and six years. 
Thereafter, each member 
will serve a six-year term . 
The Commission is now con­
sidering applications for the 
position of executive direc­
tor.

The Commission will es­
tablish rules and standards 
for the probation o ffices,

o fficers  and community- 
based correctional pro­
grams.

Additional responsibilities 
of the Commission will be to 
cooperate with other gov­
ernmental agencies both a t 
the sta te  and federal levels 
and to make periodic inspec­
tions of all probation o ffices  
to see that they are comply-

Q: Before my marriage, I 
bought a home with hinds I 
inherited from my grand­
father. My wife and I are 
having problems. Can the 
proceeds from the sale of the 
house be kept from becom­
ing community property if 
they are used to buy a new 
home?*

A: At the risk of oversim ­
plification, you can keep the 
proceeds from the house 
classified as separate prop­
e rty . but there  are many 
variables. For exam ple, if 
you inherited $20,000 and 
used it to but a house for 
$20,000, the house is your 
separate property. Should 
you sell the house for 
$40,000, the original amount 
plus  the appreciation are 
sep arate property . If you 
buy another house for 
$40,000. it is also separate 
property. However, if you 
use the money as a down- 
payment only, it becomes 
confusing. Too. this does not 
take into account possible 
homestead rights your wife 
may have. You should con­
sult a lawyer regarding your 
particular circumstance.

The quality of High Plains cotton classed through October 
21 has been "fantastic," says Donald Johnson, Executive 
Vice President of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock.

Johnson compared this year’s High Plains fiber character­
istics with those reported from other areas of the Cotton 
Belt and said "High Plains cotton looks better by comparison 
than ever before, a fact which will make it saleable in 
markets not available to us in years p ast."

Grades, micronaire readings and fiber strength tests all 
are registering substantial improvements over previous years 
and all compare favorably with cotton from other states.

Staple length of High Plains cotton is always shorter than 
the national average, but this is the only category in which 
Lubbock-area cotton falls behind. "Exceptionally good grow­
ing and harvesting weather has helped raise High Plains 
cotton quality in other respects," Johnson explains, "but 
staple is primarily determined by variety."

Analysis of quality data on the 415,783 bales classed on 
the Plains through October 21, about 13 percent of estimated 
area production, shows a huge 76 percent of the crop grading 
Strict Low Middling White and above. Latest quality figures

from across the Belt, covering the 2,366,000 bales ginned 
through October 1, put only 62 percent of the national crop 
in the Strict Low Middling and better grades.

Only three states, Arizona, New Mexico and California, 
have ginned a higher percentage of SLM +  cotton.

Ju st over 85 percent of the early Lubbock crop has "miked" 
in the premium range of 3.5 to 4.9, a percentage equalled 
only by California.

Fiber strength, or "presaley," of High Plains cotton has 
been excellent to date this year, with 58 percent measuring 
90,000 pai or above. This compares with a beltwide average 
of only 33 percent and is above all states except New Mexico 
and Georgia.

The chart below shows comparative figures for each of the 
12 states included in USDA’s October 17 "Cotton Quality 
Report for Ginnings Prior to October 1.”
