Johnson gets students’ attention

Dr. Larry Johnson of the
Center for Environmental
and Rural Health came to’
class toting a wide array of
attention-getting breathing
related displays.

“Everything we have here
is real,” Johnson said, hold-
ing out a sheep’s rib cage
and a horses nose. “The
specimens have been em-
balmed, frozen, cut in half.
All the fat and water have
been removed and replaced with plastic.”

As interesting as the specimens were,
they were only of secondary importance
compared to the message Johnson brought
to the students —~ the need to increase
overall academic performance and stimulate
an interest in science in students ages 11-
14.

Johnson is working under the

fields.

“We're targeting the rural area schools,”
Johnson said. “Mainly because rural schools
are in the greatest need of scientific programs
and are the least likely to have access to it.”

Shirley students became a part of Johnson's
project after he sent letters to 561 rural
teachers throughout the south west. Less than
60 teachers responded to the letter, among
those were the sixth grade teachers at Shirley.

Last year, Johnson reached nearly 1,300
students with his program and this year he
hopes to reach more than 6,000.

Al Gore said Thursday that George W.
Bush’s rejection of his recount overture raises
questions about whether a fair election is
going to be “short-circuited,” but pledged to
work for reconciliation when a president is
chosen. That choice, said Bush, must come
soon.

Gore, a surprise guest on a radio talk show,
said the choice in the impasse “is whether the
voters are going to decide this election or
whether the process is going to be short-
circuited.”

Bush and Gore went before the cameras
Wednesday night to put their cases to the
public.

Republican Bush declared “this process must
have a point of coneclusion, a moment when
America and the world know who is the next
president.” He rejected Gore’s proposal to ex-
pand hand-counting in the disputed Florida

election.

Speaking by phone on ABC Radio host Tom
Joyner’s show, Gore held to the calming tone
he had struck in his televised statement,
when he offered Bush a deal Democrats knew
would be turned down.

“However it comes out we're going to come
behind the winner,” Gore said. “I just want to
do my part to try to protect our country and
our ability to come together.”

The legal battle pressed on, with his sup
porters asking a federal appeals court Thurs-
day not to intervene in the Florida election
dispute.

« Landfill capacity questioned °

McALLEN, Texas (AP) A lack of landfill space and a
growing volume of trash will force Mexico and the United
States to increase recycling efforts, environmental officials
from both sides of the border said.

The comments came at the opening of Border Recycles Day
in McAllen on Wednesday.

The number of landfills in McAllen has dipped from nine to
four in the past decade as the dumps either reached capacity
or owners decided not to upgrade to meet more stringent
government regulations. It is not known how many landfills
operate in northern Mexico.

“We have only 11 1/2 years of fill capacity left at some of
the (Hidalgo County) landfills,” said Elvira Alonzo, manager
of McAllen’s recycling center. “And we're growing at the rate
of 16 homes a month in McAllen.”

Officials from Reynosa and McAllen said they are concerned
about landfill capacity because of the tremendous growth on
both sides of the border. The Monitor of McAllen reported in
Thursday’s editions that while the McAllen area is the third-
fastest growing in the United States, Reynosa is the fastest
growing metropolitan area in the Mexican border state of
Tamaulipas.

 Councilman revises disclosure °

HOUSTON (AP) — A city councilman has again revised his
annual disclosure to reduce the amount an anonymous donor
gave to pay for his daughter’s private school tuition, adding
that he still doesn’t know who gave it.

Councilman Orlando Sanchez Tuesday said the unknown
donor paid $2,000 toward his daughter’s $8,165 tuition, the
Houston Chronicle reported Thursday. The remainder of his
daughter’s tuition is being paid by him and his wife, Sanchez
said.

Last week, Sanchez reduced the donation to between $1,000
to $10,000 from between $10,000 to $50,000.

Included with his latest revision was a letter to the city’s
Ethics Commission, which is probing the gift, in which he
called the gift a scholarship.

“I have been made aware that my daughter is the recipient
of a scholarship at her school. Although I have inquired
through the school regarding the identity of the donor, I was
told that the donor’s name is anonymous; the donation was
intended for the sole benefit of my daughter, not me or her
mother,” Sanchez wrote.

DNA leads Bush to pardon parolee

HOUSTON (AP) It’s been
three years since Anthony
Robinson was paroled after
serving 10 years of a 27-year
sentence for an alleged rape.
And he never even committed
the crime. .

It wasn't until earlier this
week that Robinson's name

was officially cleared, when
Governor George W. Bush par-
doned him after a DNA test.

Robinson scraped up the
$1,800 for the test after his
parole by working a variety of
odd and temporary jobs. After
that test, the state quickly
scheduled its own test to con-
firm the results. '

“l did just about anything
that could give me enough
money so I could feed myself
and save for the DNA test-
ing,” Robinson, 39, told the
Houston Chronicle.

Now, the college graduate
and former Army officer is
free to pursue a career that
his background qualifies him
for. He’s now working as a

clerk for a local oil field sup-
ply company.

Robinson said he avoided
seeking higher-paying posi-
tions after parole because of
the potential extensive back-
ground checks that would iden-
tify him as a convicted sex
offender.

“I spared myself the embar-
rassment and the exposure of
trying to go for a big job,” he
said. “I just wanted something
that would let me save the
money.”

Randy Schaffer, Robinson’s
attorney, said others in his
situation have it even worse.

“You have to give a guy
like that a lot of credit,”
Schaffer said. “For 13 years,
he fought the case and finally
was exonerated.”

Robinson was convicted of
the 1986 sexual assault of a
University of Houston student.
That was two years before
DNA testing was admitted as
evidence in Harris County
courts.

I am sad to report that I
identified with the drastic ac-
tions of the daughter-in-law.

Instead, I have endured unbe-
lievable verbal and emotional
abuse and have been treated
like a second-class citizen, even
in my own home. My in-laws
took over our wedding, tried
to choose the names for our
children, and insisted on tell-
ing us where to spend holi-
days and vacations. They did
not like my parents and made
no secret of it.

My husband and I moved
away because they were dam-
aging our marriage. We still
visit, but not often. Their be-
havior put a strain on our
marriage, and it simply was

Any argument
where someone winds up not
speaking for two years indi-
cates serious, long-term
trouble. In-laws should remem-
ber that it is in their own best
interest to develop a good re-
lationship with their son’s wife,
especially when grandchildren
are involved.

I love
Mom dearly, but she can be
very manipulative. She comes
across as sympathetic and in-
nocent, but she is a chronic
liar and a gossip. The woman
has had problems with every-
one in the family. After 15
years of marriage, my sister-
in-law “divorced” my mother,
and I don’t blame her. There
are two sides to every story,
Ann.

Lafayette, La.: That
daughter-in-law is behaving
childishly. My mother went
through a similar situation,
and it was devastating. Not
only is this daughter-in-law

hurting her husband’s mother,
she is also hurting her chil-
dren. How terrible to use the
children to get revenge on the
grandparents. Even if she
doesn’'t want to see her in-
laws, she should make sure

the kids visit. What is this
daughter-in-law teaching her
own children about forgive-
ness? How sad.

Andover, Mass.: A parent’s
responsibility is to expose their
children to healthy relation-
ships, not toxic ones just he-
cause they happen to be re-
lated. My mother and sisters
are like an aggressive
wolfpack. They need to control
everything and are critical and
mean to my wife. I have got-
ten counseling and rcad doz-
ens of books. ] even offered to
pay for joint counseling, but
my mother refuses. She sees
nothing wrong with her be-
havior. I used your test, “Are
you better off with them or
without them?” and decided I
am a lot happier without them,
and believe me, Ann, that de-
cision was good for my health.

Republic of Croatia: Hu-
mans make mistakes. That
mother admitted she was
wrong and has tried to apolo-
gize. I am shocked by her
daughter-in-law’s attitude. She
is teaching her children it's
OK to hate people. Someone
should remind her what gnes
around, comes around, because
before long, it will be her
turn.

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Steelers sick of apologies

B NFL officials
apologize for the third
time this season to
Pittsburgh

PITTSBURGH (AP)
There’s no apologizing for the
Pittsburgh Steelers’ inability
to win close games — except
by the NFL, that is.

For the third time this sea-
son, the NFL has told coach
Bill Cowher that an officiat-
ing crew made an incorrect
call in a game the Steelers
ultimately lost.

Of the Steelers’ five losses,
four were by three points or
less, and all but one involved
a key officiating call that er-
roneously went against them.
Two of the plays involved
receiver Hines Ward.

“I'm not allowed to talk
about the refs, but at the
same time, when you get
three apologies, you kind of
get fed up with it,” Ward said
Wednesday.

The Steelers (5-5) were told
by an unidentified league of-
ficial that referee Dick
Hantak's crew should have
penalized Philadelphia for im-
properly blocking Ward on an
onside kick attempt that

B Hull saves Dallas
with game tying goal
with 4:58 remaining to
crush Sabres

BUFFALO, N.Y. (AP)
Brett Hull frustrated the Buf-
falo Sabres once again.

Hull’'s goal with 4:58 re-
maining pulled Dallas to a 2-
2 tie with Buffalo on Wednes-
day night, stirring memories
of the Sabres’ loss in the
Stanley Cup finals 17 months
ago.

It was the Stars’ first visit
to Buffalo since winning the
Cup in the early hours of
June 20, 1999.

Hull also played a role in
that finish. He scored the
decisive “No Goal” that still
has Buffalo fans crying foul.

_In Game 6 of the finals,
Hull scored a disputed goal
in the third overtime.While
replays showed Hull's left
skate in the crease — against
the rules at the time — NHL
officials allowed the goal, rul-
ing he never lost possession

Under
NFL rules, the receiving team
cannot be blocked inside that
zone and must be given a
clear shot at recovering the
ball. Outside the zone, the
kicking team may attempt to
recover it.

Fed won'’t hike
interest rates

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Federal Reserve has extended
a cease-fire, now lasting six
months, in its battle to tame
economic growth and thwart
inflation, deciding another rate
increase isn’t currently needed.
Most economists predict the

Fed won't resume an attack

anytime soon and some be-
lieve a rate cut could possibly
occur in the second half of
next year.

Fed Chairman  Alan
Greenspan and his colleagues
opted Wednesday to leave
short-term interest rate un-
changed at 6.5 percent, a nine
year high. Policy-makers noted
that economic growth was
slowing, something they have
been trying to engineer with
interest rate increases. This
slower growth, they added,
could last “for some time.”

The Fed’s six rate increases
since June 1999 are aimed at
guiding the high-flying
economy to a “soft landing” —
slowing growth enough to keep
inflation in check but not
enough to cause a recession.

“I think the Fed will have
to monitor the conditions to
the economy very closely to
ensure that it does not decel-
erate too rapidly,” said Lynn
Reaser, chief economist for
Banc of America Capital Man-
agement Inc.

“At this point, the Fed is
willing to watch the economy
grow at a somewhat more
subdued pace to make sure
inflationary pressures don’t
build,” she added.

Analysts doubted the Fed
would make any major policy
changes at Wednesday’s meet-
ing, given the political uncer-

tainties with the presidential -

race still undecided.

The Fed previously passed
up opportunities to boost in-
terest rates at its June, Au-
gust and October meetings.

Federal Reserve Chairman
Alan Greenspan and colleagues
left the short-term interést rate

unchanged at 6.5 percent.

The last rate movement, which
pushed interest rates up to 6.5
percent, occurred in May. That
boosted the prime rate, the
benchmark for millions of
loans, to 9.5 percent a mne-
year hlgh

Also at Wednesdays meet-
ing, Fed policy makers kept
their policy directive, intended
to signal the future direction
of rates, tilted toward further
rate increases because of infla-
tion risks.

But, analysts said, as long
as the economy slows and in-
flation remains well behaved,
they didn't expect any addi-
tional interest rate increases.
Some said the next rate move,
a cut, could come in the sec-
ond half of next year, provided
there isn’t an abrupt downturn
in the economy.

Ken Mayland, economist for
ClearView Economics, predicted
that by mid-November next
year, interest rates will be cut
from the current 6.5 percent
to 5.5 percent.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con-
sumer prices edged up 0.2
percent in October as falling
prices for gasoline and airline
fares helped blunt rising costs
of natural gas, medical care
and clothing.

The advance in th€ Con-
sumer Price Index reported
Thursday by the Labor De-
partment followed a 0.5 per-
cent jump in September that
reflected surging energy costs.

The CPI is the government’s
most closely watched inflation
gauge.

“core” rate of inflation also
was up 0.2 percent in October,
following a 0.3 percent rise in
September.

B Young, novice citizens get
first-time taste of the system

anielle Spawn, a
University of Ari-
zona freshman, used
to get mad at her
parents in Phoenix

for sitting out elections. So
she looked forward to her first
trip to a polling booth at a
church near the Tucson cam-
pus.

“'m 18 now and I have a
little bit to do with what goes
on in the country, and I like

to exercise that right,” Spawn -

said.

The deadlock between Texas
Gov. George W. Bush and Vice
President Al Gore leaves her
uneasy, however. Though she
voted for Gore, she says she’s
prepared to accept either man
as the winner. “We're going to
have to live with that ... so
we might as well not be mad
about it.”

The election of 2000 was a
first for some voters, many
the youngest voters of all. A
week after that rite of passage
and with the presidency still
undecided, some first-time vot-
ers still glowed from taking
part in the process. Others
were dismayed, or even suspi-
cious. Still others felt disillu-
sioned — but ready to vote
again.

“l really felt empowered,”
said 20-year-old Leeanna
Gonzalez, a Cleveland State
University student who went
to work Election Night wear-
ing a sticker that proved she
voted. “It's good to stand for
something.”

Another Cleveland State stu-
dent, 24-year-old James Tay-
lor, says he felt “a personal
sense of accomplishment.” (Un-
til now he was in college out
of his home state of Ohio and

Taylor thinks the Electoral
College should reflect split vot-
ing in the states, because oth-
erwise the popular vote hardly
seems to matter.

MANAMA, Bahrain (AP) —
Five weeks after terrorists at-
tacked the USS Cole in Yemen,
Defense Secretary William
Cohen is trying to shore up
military ties in the Persian
Gulf region and to send a mes-
sage that “we’re not leaving.”

En route to this home port
for the Navy’s 5th Fleet, Cohen
told reporters he has “taken
additional measures as far as
security is concerned” and or-
dered the service chiefs to re-
view “what other measures
should be taken” to protect
U.S. forces.

Against the backdrop of

sanctions against Iraq, Cohen
said he made his nin tri%to
the Middle East to thank U.S.

At a news conference Thurs-
day at the Manama airport,
Cohen urged Israelis and Pal-
estinians to “lower and elimi-
nate the violence.”

“There is no alternative to
peace; the only alternative ...

East peace process.”

The 100 residents behind
the walls of Thanh Xuan, a
“peace village” on the outskirts
of Hanoi, are children. They
are retarded, or with stunted
limbs or twisted spines. Most
arrive unable to walk, speak
or read.

Fingers point to one notori-
ous suspect: the chemical de-
foliant Agent Orange. Between
1962 and 1971, U.S. military
tanker planes and helicopters
sprayed 20 million gallons of
Agent Orange and other defoli-
ants over 14 percent of south-
ern Vietnam’s lush forests,
mangrove swamps and river
basins.

Vietnamese families seem
cursed with reproductive prob-
lems. A handful of studies sug-
gest the rates of birth defects,
miscarriages and other compli-
cations here are uncommonly
high. Again, the finger of sus-
picion points to Agent Orange.

During his visit to Vietnam
later this week, President
Clinton probably won't glimpse
these children, mostly inno-
cents born to veterans or vil-
lagers whose homes were
sprayed. But Agent Orange and
the children of the peace vil-
lages will be in the background
of his discussions.

“If I wasn’t here, I don't
know what I would do,” la-
ments Thoa, 15, sitting in her
bedroom beneath a Britney
Spears poster.

Thoa's delicate features are

wrapped in a shroud
of spongy skin tu-
mors and charcoal
splotches sprouting
bristles. When she
was born, her par-
ents said she looked
like a black cat. |
Her condition goes
unnamed and un-
treated.

“l wasn’t able to
go to school at
home,” Thoa said.
“The children always
made fun of me. In
their eyes, I was a
freak. Here I have
friends and ‘teachers
who love me.”

Thoa’s father was
too young to fight
the Americans, but
he served in the
Army in 1978-80
along the Cambo-
dian border.

The aquifer is an under-
ground sea that extends from
North Texas through the Okla-
homa Panhandle into Ne-
braska. It supplies water to
the Texas and Oklahoma pan-
handles and much of north-
west Oklahoma.

Pickens said he plans to
offer the water to South Texas
cities via an 84-inch wide pi
line. Such a pipeline to D:
would cost $1.2 billion, while
a pipeline to El Paso would
cost $2.1 billion. Any city that
buys the water would pay the
cost of the pipeline, he said.

He estimated that San An-
tonio, which presently pays
$800 to $900 per acre-foot of
water, would pay $1,090 per
acre-foot for Panhandle ground
water.

Jay Clapp, whose family
owns land in the Oklahoma
Panhandle, said Pickens’ plan
would “leave an uninhabitable
desert in the Texas and Okla-
homa Panhandle for future
generations.”

The plan “is purely a
money-making operation. It
takes advantage of farmers
and ranchers who are cur-
rently strapped as a result of
the low farm prices and the
drought,” Clapp said.
