Prospects to visit HRMC

Two prospective physicians will be 
visiting Hereford next month as part 
of the Hereford Regional Medical 
Center’s recruitment program.

HRMC administrator James Tay­
lor told members of the Deaf Smith 
County Hospital District board Tues­
day night that Dr. Joseph A. Spirito 
Jr. of Danbury, Conn., will visit Jan. 
4-6 to look at the hospital and the 
community. Spirito, who will be ac­
companied by his wife and two chil­
dren, is an internal medicine special­
ist.

Also, Dr. Bill Bone of Terre Haute, 
Ind., is expected about mid-January. 
Bone, who is a family practitioner 
with obstetrics expertise, will be mak­
ing his second visit to Hereford, 
Taylor said. He was here recently 
and the hospital administration has 
asked him to come for a second 
visit.

Taylor said the hospital is en­
gaged in a very active effort to 
recruit new physicians because he

said there is a direct relationship 
between the access to health care 
and the hospital’s revenues.

Speaking recently to the direc­
tors of the Hereford 
Economic Develop­
ment Corp., Taylor 
emphasized the need 
to bring more physi­
cians into the com­
munity.

“Access to care is 
a major issue to the 
community. Dr.
(Howard) Johnson is 
the only physician at 
(Hereford Health 
Clinic). There is a 
physician’s assistant,” 
but the patient load 
for Johnson is exces­
sive, he said.

“Coupled with the 
need of improving ac­
cess to health care 
here is the economic status. We’re 
taking steps to recruit new physi­
cians,” he said. Taylor said the pri-
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HRMC administrator
James Taylor reported on 
recruiting efforts by the 
hospital.

mary effort is directed at a family 
practitioner who is also trained in 
obstetrics-gynecological (OB-GYN) and 
an internal medicine specialist.

Almost 65 percent of 
the Deaf Smith County 
population is either seek­
ing or being referred for 
hospitalization outside the 
county, which results in 
a negative economic im­
pact on both the county 
and the city, Taylor said.

In 1995, Taylor noted, 
51.6 percent of all county 
patients who needed to 
be admitted to a hospital 
were admitted to HRMC. 
By 1999, that figure had 
fallen to 34.7 percent, a 
decline of almost one- 
third.

“Increasing the avail­
ability of physicians in 
the community will 

greatly improve access to health care 
services and bring health care dol­
lars back into the community,” Tay­

lor stated.
“When there is not access to health 

care services, people drive to Ama­
rillo, buy gas on the way, eat at a 
restaurant there, go to the mall. 
Their dollars are going elsewhere,” 
Taylor said.

In the presentation of the finan­
cial reports, the board learned the 
hospital finished in the red for the 
second straight month in Fiscal 2001. 
The hospital showed a net loss of 
$76,503 for November. Combined 
with the October loss, the hospital is 
showing a year-to-date loss of 
$141,739.

Total operating revenue for No­
vember was $826,892 and total oper­
ating expenses were $909,021, leav­
ing an operating loss of $82,130. The 
operating loss was partially offset by 
$5,826 in interest income.

Compared to budget, the Novem­
ber net loss was $71,790 more than 
had been projected. Although the 
operating revenue was slightly more

Smelling the evergreen, trimming 
and leveling the trunk before adding 
the decorations and keeping the yule- 
tide symbol watered is all part o f 
setting up a fresh-cut Christmas 
tree.

The Allsup’s stores, 
Alco and Homeland are completely 
sold out. McLain’s Lawn and Garden 
Center still has several left, but 
have already marked them at half 
price in order to move the stock.

Rhea Scott, owner of McLain’s, 
said her trees came from Wisconsin 
and there are more left than hoped 
when the trees were ordered.

Walking among the trees in the 
man-made forest, buyers can see 
the trees resting in large vats of 
water, helping to keep the cut trees 
green and fresh. The smell of the 
trees evokes days of old when fami­
lies cut their own and celebrated 
the holidays in only a few short 
days.

Most stores that stocked Christmas trees are sold out.
Homeland manager Richard 

Selmon said his store received about 
the same number and variety as in 
past years and that they moved at 
about the same rate.

Most cut trees sold in the area 
come from Colorado and New Mexico, 
but the Texas Agricultural 
Commissioner’s Office reported a 
growing number of Texas landown­
ers are turning to Christmas tree 
farming.

More than 100,000 Christmas trees 
were grown and sold in Texas last 
year and more than 120 growers 
across the state offered holiday deco­

rators the opportunity to choose and 
cut their own trees this year.

Typical varieties of Christmas 
trees grown in Texas include the 
Virginia pine, Afghan pine, Leyland 
cypress and the Eastern red cedar.

Late Christmas tree hunters may 
have to travel a ways to bring home 
that special tr because one of the 
closest growers is near Lubbock.

Relative newcomers to the tree­
farming business may have some 
smaller trees to offer, but to get 
some of the larger trees, consumers 
will have to go into Central and East 
Texas or to another state.

H o u s in g  
starts u p

WASHINGTON (AP) — Housing 
construction rose a solid 2.2 percent 
in November, the biggest jump in 
nine months, as builders broke 
ground on more new apartments 
and condos but fewer single-family 
homes.

The Commerce Department re­
ported Wednesday that builders be­
gan work on all new homes at a 
seasonally adjusted annual rate of 
1.56 million last month, a 2.2 per­
cent increase from October.

Starts of single-family homes 
slipped by 0.4 percent in November 
to a seasonally adjusted annual rate 
of 1.22 million, while starts of apart­
ments, condos and other multifamily 
housing projects increased by a 
strong 12.9 percent to a rate of 
342,000.

On Wall Street, fears about a 
harsh economic slowdown and con­
tinuing weakness in corporate earn­
ings sent stocks sliding. The Dow 
Jones was down 172 points in morn­
ing trading.

Many economists were expecting 
only a small rise in all housing 
starts in November.

The 2.2 percent increase in hous­
ing starts, fueled entirely by the 
West, marked the biggest increase 
since a 4.5 percent rise in February. 
The 1.56 million level was the high­
est since 1.57 million in June.

In October, housing construction 
fell by 0.6 percent, according to 
revised Figures, weaker than the

• Education overtakes crime •

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — Education has overtaken crime 
as the most pressing concern facing Texans, an annual crime 
survey taken by Sam Houston State University has found.

This year’s survey, the 23rd annual conducted by the 
Huntsville school’s Criminal Justice Center, also shows a 
continued strong but somewhat softened support for the death 
penalty in Texas, where the 40 executions this year set a 
record and where high-profile capital punishment cases focused 
national and international attention on the state as the 
nation’s busiest for executions.

The survey results focused on comparisons and shifts in 
attitudes since a similar survey six years ago when Republican 
George W. Bush ousted Democratic incumbent Ann Richards 
as governor.

Overall, only 8 percent of the respondents in the 2000 Texas 
Crime Poll cited crime as the most important problem facing 
the state. Education, one of the chief topics cited by Bush in 
his successful White House campaign, was the single most 
prevalent issue mentioned by 23 percent of those questioned 
in the most recent survey.

In 1994, 35 percent mentioned crime as Texas’ issue No. 1. 
The problem of drugs ranked second in the survey, cited by 17 
percent as the top problem.

Only 5 percent of the people surveyed six years ago listed 
education as the single most important problem in the state.

• Mother wants body returned *
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The body of Tillie Blount’s son is 

just across the Texas-Mexico border, buried in an unmarked 
grave, but it might as well be on the other side of the world.

To return James Abell’s body from Nuevo Laredo, Mexico 
for a Texas burial will cost Blount about $2,000 in what has 
become her holiday quest. She wants an autopsy for her eldest 
son, who was beaten to death in a Mexican jail.

“I’m not satisfied with the information I’ve been given,” she 
told the San Antonio Express-News in Wednesday’s editions. “I 
want him here complete. I don’t want to do away with any 
evidence of any kind."

Blount is spending the holiday season trying to scrape 
together the rest of the money needed to return her son’s 
body across the border at Laredo. The retired sales clerk has 
received donations from car dealer Red McCombs and some 
neighborhood churches, but she’s still $1,400 short.

According to Mexican reports, Abell was arrested in Nuevo 
Laredo in September for possession of 600 tranquilizer pills.

Mexican authorities said he was behaving erratically and 
was beaten by five prisoners and a guard. He died five days 
later from internal injuries while being transported to a 
Nuevo Laredo hospital. Mexican prosecutors have charged six 
men in connection with Abell’s death.

Blount says a month passed before U.S. consular officials in 
Nuevo Laredo informed them that Abell, 43, had been ar­
rested. lie was dead and buried by then in Nuevo Laredo’s 
municipal cemetery.

ACLU challenges filtering rules
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Schools and libraries must be­
gin using Internet filtering 
software next year to protect 
children from pornography or 
risk losing federal money — 
thanks to a mandate approved 
by lawmakers before they left 
town.

The requirement is raising 
concents among free speech 
advocates who say it violates 
the Constitution and, perhaps 
ironically, from software mak­
ers worried that filtering tech­
nology is not a cure-all for 
protecting kids.

“This is a mandated cen­
sorship system by the federal 
governm ent,” said Chris 
Hansen, a lawyer for the 
Am erican Civil Liberties 
Union, which plans to sue in 
an effort to block the law.

After the law takes hold, 
“no adult anymore can read 
what they want at the li­
brary,” Hansen said Tuesday.

Supporters believe the law 
will withstand a court chal­
lenge and provide a reason­
able way to protect children 
from Internet smut.

“We drafted it to make sure 
it was constitutional,” said 
John Albaugh, chief of staff

for Rep. Ernest Istook, R- 
Okla. who helped push the 
measure.

At issue is the Children’s 
Internet Protection Act, which 
was unexpectedly attached to 
a $450 billion federal spending 
bill Congress passed last Fri­
day before recessing for the 
year. President Clinton is ex­
pected to sign the bill into 
law.

Any school or library that 
refused to install filtering soft­
ware on its computers would 
lose vital federal funds for 
technology upgrades.

The measure’s appearance 
in the larger spending bill 
surprised those who had been 
following the issue — some of 
whom didn’t discover it until 
Monday. Several versions of 
the mandatory-filtering plan 
had floated through Congress 
in recent months.

The ACLU has made suc­
cessful challenges to similar 
laws passed to keep kids from 
seeing objectionable material 
online, including the Commu­
nications Decency Act, 
Children’s Online Protection 
Act and several state mea­
sures.

The censorship argument is 
only part of opponent’s at­
tack.

Opponents also say the fil­
tering programs don’t work, 
blocking more Web sites than 
they should while letting some 
pornography sites through.

Recently, anti-filtering

groups have shown top filter­
ing programs to block out sites 
belonging to human rights 
group Amnesty International, 
House Majority Leader Dick 
Armey, R-Texas, and a digi­
tized copy of the novel “Jane 
Eyre.”

Supporters of the bill, in­
cluding the office of Sen. Rick 
Santorum, R-Pa., acknowledge 
the programs aren’t perfect 
but say that any protection is 
better than nothing at all.

The ACLU’s Hansen dis­
agreed.

“The First Am endm ent 
doesn’t have a ‘good enough’ 
requirement as part of it," 
Hansen said. “Suppose we said 
it would be better than noth­
ing for someone to go into 
Barnes and Noble and burn 
every tenth book. That sort of 
casual insensitivity to censor­
ship is disturbing."

The legislation states that 
the filtering software can be 
disabled by a library adminis­
trator for adult use only for 
“bona fide research or other 
lawful purpose."

A representative from the 
filtering industry leader also 
disagreed with the bill.

“Things that mandate spe­
cific technologies probably 
aren’t the best solution here. 
Let the free market decide, 
and let us improve these prod­
ucts all the time," said Susan 
Getgood, a SurfCONTROL vice 
president, in an interview. 

SurfCONTROL owns the

two most-used filtering tools, 
CyberPatrol and SurfWatch. Its 
technology also powers 
America Online’s Web filter.

“My chief criticism is that 
I don’t think it’s necessary 
because schools are already 
doing what they need to do 
to protect their students,” 
Getgood said.

Some conservative groups 
also object to the bill because 
it takes local control away 
from communities who run 
schools and libraries and 
doesn’t provide new money 
to buy or maintain the soft­
ware.

Last year, the town of Hol­
land, Mich., decided in a lo­
cal referendum not to use 
filters in their library. The 
federal legislation would over­
ride that vote.

The Clinton administration 
tried to soften the measure, 
offering more choice to com­
munities, but faced stiff re­
sistance in Congress. Presi­
dential aides decided the con­
cerns weren't worth jeopar­
dizing the entire spending bill.

The ACLU plans to file its 
suit next year after Presi­
dent-elect Bush is in office. 
Another filtering opponent, 
Peacefire, is offering a differ­
ent solution.

Hypotherm ia can kill Texans 
even in years of record heat

AUSTIN -  Heat waves, a 
prolonged drought, occasional 
flooding and tornadoes have 
dominated the weather news in 
Texas in recent years. Winters 
have been mild. However, health 
officials warn that even in 
statistically warm years, vulner­
able Texans can die from cold 
temperatures.

Just last winter, at least 21 
people died in Texas from 
hypothermia, or severe or pro­
longed loss of body heat, because 
of the cold. Of those 21, at least 17 
(81 percent) were age 60 or older, 
and many of them died unexpect­
edly in their own homes.

“While extreme or extended 
cold is dangerous to anyone, some 
people are more likely to suffer 
hypothermia in temperatures 
that may not seem dangerous to 
most healthy adults,” Sam Wil­
son, director of the Emergency 
Preparedness Division at Texas 
Department of Health (TDH), 
said.

Wilson, who also is a para­
medic, said that infants and small 
children are at risk in cold 
temperatures because their bod­
ies radiate heat faster than bodies 
of adults  ̂People who are sick and 
those taking certain prescription 
drugs or alcohol may lack 
resistance to low temperatures. 
Homeless people, auto or boating 
accident victims and others 
unable to find temporary shelter 
also are endangered during 
extremes of cold.

“But those people most suscep­
tible to hypothermia,” Wilson 
said, “are usually age 60 and 
older.” Several factors combine to 
make cold weather more hazard­
ous for people as they age. Often, 
an older person’s metabolism is 
slower than that of a young 
person, or the older person may 
already be in poor health and

taking medications that can alter 
awareness of dangerously low 
temperature.

People 60 and older may not 
perceive or respond to cold as 
readily as younger people, since 
the human body’s natural alarm ’ 
signal -  the reflex of shivering 
that increases blood flow -  lessens 
with age, Wilson said. Some 
hypothermia victims die because 
they are simply unaware of 
gradual temperature changes.

In addition, many people, 
especially the elderly on fixed 
incomes, may set their thermo­
stats dangerously low for fear of 
high heating bills. Add to that the 
fact that elderly people may live 
alone and unsupervised, and the 
stage is set for tragedy, Wilson 
said.

Hypothermia begins when a 
person’s deep body temperature 
falls below 95 degrees Fahren­
heit, less than four degrees below 
normal. Because the tempera­
ture drop may be gradual, and 
since an early sign of hypother­
mia is mental confusion, the 
victim may not know there is an 
emergency. Drowsiness and coma 
leading to death can occur while 
the victim remains unaware of 
any problem.

Besides confusion and drowsi­
ness, symptoms of hypothermia 
may include:

• Slurred speech,
• Falling blood pressure,
• Shallow breathing,
• A pinkish tint to the skin.

Anyone with these symptoms 
related to cold temperatures is in 
immediate danger.

Wilson urged people to check 
on elderly friends and relatives, 
especially during cold weather. 
Any symptoms of hypothermia 
should be taken seriously.

In addition to taking precau­
tions for the elderly, no one at any 
age should underestimate weather 
changes, Wilson said. People who 
have to be outside in cold weather 
should war loose-fitting, layered 
clothing; gloves; and a face 
covering to block wind chill.

The term wind chill refers to 
the cooling effect wind has on the 
skin. Not only can wind chill 
cause rapid heat loss from the 
body, but also it can cause 
frostbite -  actual freezing of 
tissues. A strong wind, even in 
moderately cool weather, can 
cause a wind chill far below' 
freezing.

Meteorologists use a table 
designed by the U.S. National 
Weather Service to calculate 
wind chill, using thermometer 
readings and wind speed. Anyone 
planning outdoor activities in cold 
weather for themselves or others 
should refer to local weather 
media for current forecasts.

The AEIS reports percentages remain very close, if not 
exceeding the state and region for all grades tested.

One of the low points of the AEIS report focused on the 
dropout rate in the district. Fbr the 1998-99 school year, HISD 
had a 1.5 percent dropout rate and 1.2 for the previous year. 
Over a four-year period, the district lost about 13.1 percent of its 
students as dropouts.

Deputy Superintendent Nena Mankin said the district is 
continuing to work on means of retaining the students and 
catching them before they get to the point of dropping out. She 
also said the district has implemented numerous programs to 
reclaim some students who have dropped out.

The AEIS report delivered good news as far as staffing is 
considered. More than 85 percent of HISD teachers have a 
bachelor’s degree and 12.7 percent hold master’s degrees. Only 
6.2 percent of teachers are beginning teachers; 28 percent have 
1-5 years of experience; 25.1 percent have 6-10 years of experi­
ence and nearly 20 percent of the district’s teachers have more 
than 20 years of experience.

In other business, the board accepted a $31,574 bid from Safe 
Play International Co. of Rockwall to install new flooring for the 
all-weather athletic facility.

The material for the flooring will be very similar to what is 
used in the Dick Bivins Stadium, except die base material is 
made completely of ground rubber rather than a combination of 
rubber and sand.

By the end of the school year, HISD will sport two new 16 
passenger buses, much like the Walcott School District buses. 
The buses will replace the district’s vans.

The board accepted a bid of $85,520 from Blue Star. Each bus 
will have a Ford chassis and engine mounted on a Bluebird 
frame and will have seats similar to those in the activity buses.

The trustees also accepted the resignations of Sherri Martin, 
Lachella Coley, and Lisa McGaw. Replacing them will be Carol 
Gage, who has come out of retirement; Kendra Cornett and Ryan 
Capps. Ortencia Mendez will take the position of assistant 
principal at Northwest.

The Hereford Health Clinic, however, showed improvement, 
although it finished the month with a net loss of $4,059 — a 90.1 
percent improvement when compared to November 1999, which 
reported a loss of $41,075.

Fbr the year, the health clinic is showing a net loss of $5,534, 
a significant improvement over last year.

In other business, Taylor said state Sen. Teel Bivins of 
Amarillo is working with the board attorney on language for 
legislation to amend the hospital district’s enabling act.

At the November meeting, the board approved a request that 
the Texas Legislature amend the enabling legislation to change 
directors’ terms of office to three-year staggered terms, add 
methods to be used by the district in recruiting medical 
professionals and allow the creation of a 501(a) corporation.

The board also approved hospital privileges for Drs. Neelan 
Verma and Hend Azhary, both family practitioners who will be 
affiliated with South Plains Health Providers Inc. The two 
physicians will join the clinic during the first quarter of 2001.

Two Palestinians killed, seven hurt in Gaza

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip — Israeli troops in the Gaza Strip 
opened fire on a Palestinian fire truck Wednesday, killing one 
Palestinian civil defense officer and critically injuring a 
second, hospital officials said. Elsewhere in Gaza, a young 
Palestinian boy was killed and six others hurt, they said. The 
Israeli army confirmed a heavy exchange of fire at Rafah in 
southern Gaza, where the child was killed, but said it knew of 
no shooting at Netzarim crossing, where the fire truck was 
hit. The violence brought the death toll over the past 12 
weeks to 334, nearly all of them Palestinians. It came as U.S. 
and Israeli mediators were holding preliminary consultations 
in Washington aimed at restarting stalled peace talks.
India extends Kashmir cease-fire by month

NEW DELHI, India — India on Wednesday extended a 
Ramadan cease-fire in Kashmir and urged Islamic guerillas to 
begin negotiations to end the 11-year insurgency in the 
Himalayan province. India had promised not to initiate 
combat during the Islamic holy month of fasting as a peace 
gesture toward the Pakistan-based rebels. That cease-fire was 
scheduled to end Dec. 28. Prime Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee 
told parliament it would be extended to Jan. 26, the day India 
adopted its constitution in 1950. The truce has been relatively 
successful, and army officials said violence in the Kashmir 
Valley had been reduced significantly.
Study: Most prefer malls over online shopping

NORTH ATTLEBORO, Mass. — Researchers from the 
nonprofit Pew Internet and American Life Project found that 
fewer than 20 percent of Internet users have bought gifts 
online this year. Among Internet users rejecting online gift 
shopping, 85 percent say they like seeing their purchases and 
80 percent fear sending credit-card numbers through cyberspace. 
Nearly half worry about getting items on time, and 41 
percent complain that Web sites are too confusing. Many 
Americans have used the Internet to look for gifts or to 
compare prices before buying the items at retail stores. 
Though there are indications that online shopping is on the 
rise this year, e-commerce is still expected to represent no 
more than 3 percent of all holiday sales. .....  .

His transition truncated by 
the 36-day election standoff, 
Bush also planned to nomi­
nate longtime friend Don 
Evans as commerce secretary, 
former Cuban refugee Mel 
Martinez as housing secretary 
and Californian Ann Veneman 
as agriculture secretary.

Two GOP sources, speak­
ing on condition of anonymity, 
said Bush decided to name 
O’Neill during a two-day visit 
to Washington that ended 
Tuesday night.

He was making the an­
nouncements in two separate 
news conferences at the Uni­
versity of Texas. The events

O’Neill, 65, has been chair­
man of Alcoa Inc. since 1987. 
He was deputy budget direc­
tor under President Ford when 
Vice President-elect Dick 
Cheney was President Ford’s 
chief of staff. O’Neill and 
Cheney now serve as direc­
tors of American Enterprise 
Institute, a conservative think 
tank in Washington.

Cheney is head of Bush’s 
transition team, and has left 
his fingerprints on several 
Cabinet selections, including 
the yet-to-be-determined de­
fense secretary.

The Senate, divided 50-50 
between Republicans and 
Democrats, must confirm 
Bush’s nominees.

Evans, 54, is chief execu­
tive of Tom Brown Inc., a 
Denver-based oil and gas com­
pany with an office in Mid­

land. He was instrumental in 
helping Bush raise a record 
$100 million for his presiden­
tial race, then helped guide 
the campaign to a narrow vic­
tory over Vice President A1 
Gore.

Martinez, chairman of Or­
ange County, Fla. — which 
encompasses Orlando — co­
chaired Bush’s campaign in 
Florida and is a close ally of 
his brother Jeb, the state’s 
Republican governor. Martinez, 
54, fled Cuba to the United 
States in 1962 when he was 
15 years old and played a 
starring role in the Elian 
Gonzalez saga earlier this year.

Veneman, 51, served as di­
rector of the California Food 
and Agriculture Department 
from 1996 to 1998. Appointed 
by former Republican Gov. 
Pete Wilson, she was the first 
woman to head the agency. 
She was also the highest-rank­
ing woman in the U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture from 
1989 to 1991, when she served

as deputy secretary for inter­
national affairs and commodi­
ties programs when Bush’s fa­
ther was president.

M artinez and Veneman 
made the three-hour flight 
from Washington to Austin on 
Bush’s plane Tuesday. Also 
aboard was Stephen Goldsmith, 
former Indianapolis mayor, 
who has been considered a 
potential housing secretary. 
Goldsmith worked with Bush 
during his campaign on the 
faith-based initiative and was 
traveling to Texas to partici­
pate in Wednesday’s forum.

Montana Gov. Marc Racicot, 
a longtime Bush ally, was fly­
ing to Texas Tuesday night 
for a meeting with Bush. He 
is the top candidate for attor­
ney general, as well as a 
prospect for interior secretary. 
Oklahoma Gov. Frank Keating, 
a favorite o f conservatives, 
some of whom oppose Racicot 
for attorney general, left Tues­
day for a four-day trip to 
Bosnia.
