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‘Winter’ Front Puts Shiver on Pan

Freezing rain, sleet and drizzle still
falling across widespread regions of the
Texas Panhandle this morning were
causing cringes among local farmers with
crops still awaiting harvest in the fields.
Although only about 10 percent of the
local grain sorghum crop still awaits
harvesting, it's a mighty big 10 percent to
those farmers worried about their crop
falling and wondering just how soon
they'll be able to get back in the field and

complete the harvest.

A prolonged ice storm or heavy
snowfall, such as that predicted for parts
of the Panhandle today, could send much
of the remaining sorghum crop toppling
and put a serious damper on the
conclusion of the local grain harvest.

Sugar beet harvesting in the Hereford
area stalled out at the 47 percent
complete mark last week after heavy
rains brought beet rigs to a halt, and only
a few tentative attempts at harvesting
were being made early this week,

according to Calvin Jones, agricultural
manager for the Holly Sugar Corpora-
tion's Hereford plant.

The accelerated sugar beet harvest was
opened Nov. 1, and growers and
processors had been shooting for a Nov.
30 completion date for the harvest.

Without open weather, however, the
beet harvest may well run past that
tentative conclusion date.

Prolonged wet weather could also
damage the grade of the limited acreage
of cotton here. Much of the crop was in

need of a killing frost to gefoliate it and
prepare it for harvest, and harvesters will
probably move into area fields as soon as
weather conditions allow it.

“The wet weather has favored the area
wheat crop, both on irrigated and dryland

' acreages. .

Grazing has become an important
bonus associated with the wheat acreage,
and should continue good if winter kill
problems do not arise.

The National Weather Service issued a
number of watches and warnings as a

strong winter storm swept through the
Panhandle and moved south today.

Forecasters were calling for accumula-
tions of three to five inches of snow
through tonight in the Panhandle.

Icy roads resulting from freezing
drizzle during the night made travel
hazardous in portions of the Panhandle,
and a number of minor traffic accidents
were reported in the pre-dawn hours.

A heavy snow warning was issued
today for the Texas Panhandle, and
traveler's advisories warning of slick

andle

roads and streets were issued for the
South Plains.

According to the Associated Press, the

storm system brought on sharply
contrasting temperatures before dawn.
Temperatures ranged from the 20's in the

Panhandle to near 80 in the lower Rio
Grande Valley.

Mostly cloudy conditions are expected
to prevail on Thursday, although
temperatures are not forecast to be as
cold and precipitation is expected to end.

The alleged hit list included Davis’
estranged wife, Priscilla, his younger
brother, two judges, and several accusing
witnesses who testified at the Amarillo
murder trial last year when Davis was
acquitted in the shooting death of his
12-year-old stepdaughter.

He is charged specifically in this case
with soliciting the murder of his Fort
Worth divorce judge, Joe Eidson.

No one was killed and Davis, 45, a Fort
Worth industrialist, was arrested minutes
after a meeting with McCrory last August
that was monitored by the FBI and
others. :

Courtroom officials installed television
scréeens and hooked up earphones to
permit jurors to see and hear audio and
video tapes of that pivotal summertime

encounter.

McCrory earlier outlined his meetings
with Davis and how he had been hired as
an investigator for Davis' divorce case.
After telling the industrialist what he had
learned, he said Davis brought up the
planned killings, starting with Beverly
Bass. She was a witness to the August
1976 shootings at the Davis mansion
during which two persons were killed.

School Board
Nixes Runoffs

Hereford Independent School District
board members Tuesday voted to
resubmit the place system of electing
trustees to the U.S. Justice Department
for consideration, this time without the
majority runoff requirement.

The Justice Department had won a
court victory last year after it stated that
HISD's place system with majority runoff
requirement might be discriminatory to
minority voters and candidates.

The federal government stated that the
Hereford system, as it is now, dilutes the
voting power of minorities.

Trustees, in executive session Tuesday
night, decided to resubmit the place
system as required under the federal
Voting Rights Act.

““The main objection we feel like the
Justice Department had to the current
method of glecting trustees was the
majority requirement. We feel that by

removing the requirement, we have a
good chance of acceptance by the
Justice Department,’’ Superintendent
Dr. Harrell Holder said after the board
took action in open session on the
resolution which would remove the runoff
requirement. ;

If approved by the Justice Department,
a candidate receiving the most votes in
any of the seven places would be elected
to the board even if he did not receive a
51 percent majority.

In business during open session
Tuesday, the board accepted the annual
outside audit of the school district,
purchased a 1979 LTD from Orval Watson
Ford Co. for $3,866 includipg trade,
appointed a committee to study proposed
textbooks for adoption and passed several
state school board and local policies.

The audit was conducted by an
Amarillo firm since the Texas Education
Agency requires outside audits in school
districts each year. Assistant superinten-
dent Bill Phillips reported that the
auditors found ‘‘nothing major'' in
examining school finance records and the
tax office.

Orval Watson submitted the lowest of
five bids on a car to be used in the school
district. The board discussed the
possibility of purchasing a station wagon
or van but took no other action.

Holder will head the 15-member
committee which will examine textbooks
beginning in December. An advisory
committee to assist the textbook
committee also was appointed.

Holder read the Texas Association of
School board and local policies to board
members, who voted to add them to the
HISD policy manual.

The superintendent repurted that
enrollment in the dlstrict was up over last
year, but average daily attendance was
slightly down.

“In the second six weeks, we should
recover what we lost in the first six
weeks,”' Holder said in presenting the
enrollment report.

The report showed 5,514 students as of
Tuesday, compared to 5,449 on the same
day a year ago. There were 5,597
students in the school district on Oct. 10
of this year.

High school enroliment is 1,115. There
are 1,378 students in the two junior highs
and 2,508 in the six elementary schools.

Hired by the school board Tuesday
were Maria Lair at Shirley Elementary
and Susan Robbins as a special education
teacher. The board accepted resignations
from Patricia Madrid at West Central

“*We want to do it and go ahead and
establish the Palestinian administration
to replace the Israeli military
government,”” he said.

But Dayan said once the peace treaty is
signed, its provisions could not be
abrogated no matter what happened on
the Palestinian issue because ‘‘the two
issues aren’t connected legally.” v

He said the main text of the peace
treaty has been agreed on in the five
weeks of negotiations in Washington. But

*‘two terms are not accepted by us, and |
think about two are not accepted by the
Egyptians.”" he said.

He did not elaborate.

Israeli reporters in Washington said
parallel negotiations on the Sinai oilfields
which Israel occupied in 1973 were also
stalemated, and Energy Minister Yitzhak
Modai broke off the discussions to return
to Israel.

The Israelis want a guarantee that they
can buy oil from the fields they developed
during their 11-year occupation, and the
Egyptians are demanding compensation
from the oil the Israelis extracted during
the occupation. The wells are to revert
to Egyptian control after Israel's
withdrawal.
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Waco Voting System
Upheld By Court

NEW ORLEANS (AP) - The 5th U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals has said it finds
nothing unconstitutional about the way
seven trustees are elected to direct the
Waco Texas Independent School District.

The system . was upheld by a
three-judge panel Tuesday after Ernest
Calderon and other Mexican-American or
black plaintiffs challenged it as being one
which dilutes the voting power of

Under the plan, approved in 1976 by
U.S. District Judge Jack Roberts, five
trustees are elected from single-member
districts, with two elected at-large.

This appeal was filed by Calderon and
the other plaintiffs contending it was
illegal to have two trustees elected
at-large, rather than requiring that all be
from single-member districts.
of the hybrid election plan...constituted a
valid exercise of legislative authority by
the appropriate governing body, well
within the purview of legal precedent,”
the 5th circuit said.

**A review of the adopted plan reveals
no constitutional infirmity.

““This plan assures that at least two of
the trustees will be elected from districts
in which the majority of the voters are
blacks and Mexican-Americans."’

Margaret Mead
Dies of Cancer

NEW YORK (AP) - .Dr. Margaret
Mead, famed American Anthropologist
died today at New York Hospital. a
hospital spokesman said. She was 77.

She had entered New York Hospital
Oct. 2 for treatment of cancer.

In her books and lectures, Miss Mead
spoke to a public much wider than the
scientific community. She moved to the
forefront of her profession by publishing
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in 1928, at age 26, what has become one
of the most widely read pieces of
scholarship ever penned, ‘‘Coming of
Age in Samoa."’ The study of adolescence
and passage to sexual maturity was
based on a field trip to the island she
undertook three years earlier.

It remained a steady seller, some years
topping 100,000 in paperback reprints.

In the half century that followed, she
continued studying far-away cultures
older than time and used the knowledge
to anticipate and shed light on the social
and cultural eruptions of modern
Western society.

As scientist, author, teacher and
lecturer she was one of the few
establishment figures of recent decades
to hold the ear of the young on matters

like sex and marriage, generation gap, |

drugs and feminism. .
Defense Bill Includes

Ballistic Missile

WASHINGTON (AP) - The 52.2 billion
supplemental defense bill the Carter
Administration is sending to Congress
proposes full-scale development of a
twice-delayed mobile intercontinental
ballistic missile that would be safe from
Soviet surprise attack.

It also includes funding for an
additional nuclear-powered attack sub-
marine and at least one more destroyer,
according to administration sources who
asked to remain anonymous. :

In addition to $190 million to begin
full-scale development of the mobile
missile system, the bill 1s expected to
include about $500 million for strategic
nuclear weapons, including the air-lau-
nched cruise missile that has become a
major factor in Carter administration
defense planning.

The sources said Tuesday night the
additional nuclear-powered attack sub-
marine and at least one more
Spruance-class -destroyer also are in the
bill. :

Spruance-class destroyers are built at a
shipyard in Pascagoula, Miss.. home
state of Sen.

Trash Bins Called

Unsafe by

WASHINGTON (AP) - Nearly
half the nation's bulk trash bins
are unstable traps that have
crushed three children to death
since they were declared illegal
last summer, a federal agency
says.

The death toll over the past
seven years: at least 21
children.

Cost to make them safe: about
$25 to $75 each.

Armed with those facts from a
report by the Consumer Product
Safety Commission, govern-
ment investors said Tuesday
they will be tramping through
alleys and parking lots looking
for illegal trash bins in a
crackdown on collection firms
still using them.

A nationwide survey by the
commission found that about 40
percent of the country's
half-million refuse bins *‘appear
to be dangerously unstable and
illegally in use.”

The problem is especially
acute in innercity neighbor-
hoods, where many children
swing from the handles of trash
bins while playing.

The June 13 ban covers
certain types of bins with
slanted sides that can allow the
center of gravity to shift under
the weight of a child and
possibly pin him or her
underneath.

As opposed to the truck-sized
bins ~ often used around
demolition or construction sites,
the questionable containers are
smaller types often found
around apartment parking lots
or small businesses.

Sometimes mounted on roll-
ers, they normally range from
waist-high to chest-high to an
adult and frequently are no

more than four feet to eight feet
long and about half the deep.
long and about half that deep.

The federal ban prohibits
manufacture, sale, rental or
other distribution in commerce
of unstable bins having a
volume of at least one cubic
yard.

The commission said its
investigators so far have found
2,700 unstable bins in the San
Francisco area, 1,250 in
Minneapolis and 1,000 in
Miami. Inspections in the
Seattle, Chicago, New York,
Cleveland, Philadelphia, Dallas
and Denver areas also have
found violations and additional
inspections are planned in other
areas, officials said.

**Legal action is planned.” a
commission source said. Viola-
tors could be fined up to $2,000
per unsafe bin and further
violation could lead to criminal
penalties up to $50,000 and one
year in jail, the commission
said.

The commission says it knows
of 21 deaths since 1971 from
broken necks,. crushed skulls
and crushed chests as a result of
tipsy trash bins.

The three children the
commission says were killed in
trash bin accidents during the
five months since the ban went
into effect ranged in age from §
to 8 and lived in Georgia, New
Jersey and Ohio.

Trash collection firms and
manufacturers had a one-year
warning before the ban went
into effect.

Most manufacturers now are
making refuse bins that will not
tip over, but many collection
firms continue to use old bins
that are unstable, the commis-
sion said.

Civil Defense To Be Upgraded

WASHINGTON (AP) - Presi-
dent Carter, worried about the
Soviet Union's growing civil
defense capability, has approv-
ed plans to vastly upgrade
U.S. efforts. aiming to save as
many as- 140 million Amesicans
in the event of nuclear war.

American civil defense offi-
cials estimate that only 90
million of the country's 220
million citizens would now
survive a nuclear attack.

The new plan would hope to

save between one-half and
two-thirds of all Americans
through massive evacuation of
metropolitan areas if nuclear
war was threatened.

*The Soviet Union has had
this capability for some time.
We ‘are without plans and
therefore could suffer catastro-
phic damage,'’ said Bardyl
Tirana, U.S. Civil Defense
director and' one of the major
proponents of the new program.

In the 1950s San Francisco columnist Arthur Caylor
devoted a couple of columns a year to advocating free
mass transit. .

Now the idea is beginning to reach reality, with help
from Uncle Sam. £

In Denver, folks are riding the bus downtown free,
thanks to $3.4 million from the U.S. Urban Mass
Transportation Administration. Starting in January, the
same will be true in Trenton, N.J., which has $625,000 from
UMTA. A smaller city, Amherst, Mass., started it a couple
of years ago with UMTA money.

Many r transit systems offer some fare-free service,
and usually UMTA E:f; up part of the cost. Example: bus
travel is free in the business districts of Birmingham, Ala.,
Dayton, Ohio, Fort Worth, Texas, Norfolk, Va., Manches-
ter, N.H. and Rochester, N.Y.

Portland, Ore., Commerce, Calif., East Chicago, Ind,
and Independence, Mo., run entirely free bus systems.

Art Caylor, dead nearly 15 years, would be gratified.

Transit systems in the post-World War II United States
were supposed to pay their own way. With the exception of
a few large cities they were privately operated. They had
to make a profit.

Caylor didn't see it that way. He thought mass transit —
subway, bus or streetcar — was a public service like police
or fire derurtmenta; He thought it was the job of local,
state and federal governments to support that service with

ers’ money.

Paul A. Dierks, a University of Texas professor, outlines
some of the facts in the current ‘‘Transit Journal,”" a
quarterly published by the American Public Transit
Association.

“Up to the past decade,” he says, ‘‘the urban mass
transit industry had been a profitable, rrlvate enterprise
operation. Fare-box revenues were sufficient to cover not
only the cost of operations but also capital lmProvement
funds and a return on the owners’ investment.’

All that has changed bécause of wage increases and
inflation, rapidly rising operating costs, decreased rider-
ship and revenues, cuts in service.

esult: many — indeed, most — transit systems have
been bought by local or regional governments. New transit

agencies consolidated existing systems of metropolitan
areas into single, coordinated regional systems that
usually were given taxing power to supplement fare
revenues. ‘

Deficits continue to increase. APTA says the combined
loss of the nation’s transit systems was $411 million in 1971;
by 1975 it was $1.7 billion and rising. X

The free-fare experiments are the tip of the iceberg.
UMTA has nearly $3.2 billion a year to subsidize bus
systems and the big capital needed for rail transit. It
already has committed sgoo million for Atlanta's subway,
$600 million for Detroit's subway, $500 million for
Baltimore's subway, $575 million for Miami's elevated
rapid transit. Smaller amounts are spread among hun-
dreds of bus systems for capital investment, operating
subsidies or both.

The Urban Institute last year surveyed 43 public bus
systems that are fare-free or run with cut-rate fares. All
are using the low or no-fare device to increase mobility of
area residents, cut air pollution, reduce business district
crowding, stimulate retail trade and increase ridership by
reducing auto use. All are running bigger and bigger
deficits.

COLLEGE STATION -- Par-
ents and teachers, know each
‘other--for children's sakes,
Patricia Lamson advises.

Work together as a team and
share ideas about the child's
needs and interests--to make
learning more meaningful, she
says.

Ms. Lamson is a family life
education specialist with the
‘Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
‘University System.

A child's interests in specific
areas can make learning more
meaningful--both at school and
at home, the specialist adds.

When parents and teachers
inform each other of these
interests, then both can make
those interests work for the
child's benefit, she says.

Also, knowing what the child
encounters in each place and

how he reacts can help both
parents and teachers better
understand and help the child,
Ms. Lamson says.

For example, when parents
learn of a school incident or
activity that especially interest-
ed their child, they can plan
other activities, suéh as trips or
talks, to extend the interest.

That, in turn, will extend
learning into the child’s home
life, she adds.

Work is dominated by the
search for happiness, reports a
family life education specialist.

Happiness. in turn. is
self-fulfillment that comes from
mental and intellectual satisfac-
tions. says Dorthy Taylor with
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas A&M
University System.

Sage Cornbread

Pumpkin Custard

Roast turkey is always a
favorite and relatively low in
calories--one slice of white meat
(four inches long and two inches
wide) has 162 calories.

Bread dressing is not
necessary, but if it's the choice,
use less fat than most recipes
call for.

Instead of stuffing, a more
slimming choice could be
cornbread spiced with poultry
seasoning or sage.

Or serve -rolls without
butter. For added flavor, choose
an herb-seasoned bread.

Season vegetables with herbs
and spices or cheese and
little--or no--butter.

Stuff celery with low-calorie
cheese, such as seasoned
cottage cheese or Neufchatel
cheese.

If cranberry sauce is a must,
use less sugar, or use artificial
sweetener.

For dessert, select a low-
calorie glamour item. such as
fruit compote prepared with
little or no sugar, with artificial
sweetener or lemon-lime soft
drink.

“A player with very little
will become a
reasonably good player after 10
years of bridge as a serious
hobby. Someone who begins
with great potential will in the
same period of time, become a
top expert.”’

Bridge players who sit down
opposite Jacoby and his partnef
find it hard to get into the
bidding. Jacoby believes in
getting to the right contract
when the hand ‘‘belongs’ to
him and his partner.

He also believes in ‘‘steal-
ing"” the contract when the
opponents hold the majority of
the high cards.

“You'd like to bid to a final
contract on every hand,” he
said.

““When the hand does belong
to you and you reach a final
contract, you are fighting the
battle with a two-edged sword.
First in the bidding, where you
bid to the right contract, and
next in the play, where your
superiority as a declarer may
net you a good result,” he said.

If the opponents Bid to the
final contract, Jacoby feels he
has only one sharp edge to fight
with - his ability to take as many
tricks as possible on defense.

In the battle to score as high
as possible during a bridge
session, which generally lasts
about three hours, Jacoby takes
risks against some players he
wouldn't take against others.

“‘Expert players have a feel
for what kind of opponents can
be run over and what kind of
opponents you have to tread
warily against,”’ he said.

“In fact, I've felt for many
years that I could play against a
complete stranger and have a
fair idea of what kind of player
he would be just by the way he
sorted his hand. People who
pick up their cards with an air of
assurance and confidence and
have a thoughtful, careful look
about them usually tend to be
dangerous opponents.”’

1974, he had a reputation that
was unparalleled.
He was .a player of skill,
intelligence, courage and old-
fashioned guts, the ultimate
team player who measured
success in terms of victories, not
points scored.
Now that reputation is
tarnished by an unsuccessful
stint as coach of the team for
which he. played for 10 years,
leading it to its only two
National Basketball Association
championships. The players’
player never quite became the
players’ coach, and the man
who never made excuses as a
player had a steady stream of
them as a coach.
Reed's dismissal was no
surprise. He had bitten off more
than he could chew when he
became coach of the Knicks with
out any prior coaching experien-
ce. and it was only a matter of
time until he self-destructed.

His record was decent. But
Reed was not fired because of
his record. He was fired because
his statements over the past 18
months had created a schism
between himself and manage-
ment which Madison Square
Garden President Sonny Werb-
lin would not tolerate.
