Anonymous Gift

A Hereford couple has
made a contribution of
almost $79.000 toward the
building fund of the Hereford
YMCA, it was announced
Thursay by "Y' President
Dickie Geries.

‘The couple made the
donation in hopes it would en-
courage the building of a YM-
CA facility in Hereford," said
Geries. The donors asked that
their names not be released
to the news media.

Geries said the contribution
was made with the stipulation
that construction is started,
or $500,000 is raised in the
fund, by Jan. 1, 1984.

The money has been placed
in a trust fund under the
name of Hereford & Vicinity
YMCA Foundation. The ex-
ecutive officers of the YMCA
board will serve as trustees.of
the foundation, said Geries.

With these funds and
money already available
from the Kelton estate, the
“Y' will currently have a
total®of about $136,000 in its
capital improvements fund.

Geries said the "Y' 1s cur-
rently debt-free as far as the
operating budget is concern-
ed. and no money has been
used from the interest earned
on building fund money. The
YMCA is a member of the
United Way of Deaf Smith
County and receives a portion
of its operating funds from
the community organization.

The gift from the Kelton
estate was made to the "Y"
in December, 1980, and came
in the form of $32,889 cash
and $22,064 in note
receivables. The estate also
made gifts to Big Brothers-
Big Sisters, First Christian
Church and Hereford Garden
Club. All the donations totall-
ed some $158,587.

The YMCA has not formal-
ly launched a fund-raising
drive for a new building,
Geries noted. ‘‘Naturally, the
board is very excited about
the new contribution, and we
are hopeful that others will
consider a donation to this
worthy project.”

Reagan ‘Summit’ Fine

GRAND RAPIDS, Mich.
(AP) — President Reagan,
calling his informal summit
“just fine,” is narrowing dif-
ferences with Mexico over
strife in El Salvador but fac-
ing slow progress on easing
tensions with Canada over
energy and pollution, aides
say.

Reagan, in this Michigan
city for the dedication of
onetime rival Gerald R.
Ford's presidential museum,
met separately with Mexican
President Jose Lopez Portillo
and Canadian Prime Minister
Pierre Elliott Trudeau on
Thursday and invited them to
breakfast this morning.

“We haven't changed the

course of the world,”” Reagan
said between meetings
Thursday. ‘‘But we’ve had a
good time."’

Officials took pains to play
down the summitry — focus-
ing on today's museum
ceremony instead — but
Grand Rapids temporarily
became host to two sitting
presidents, a prime minister
and a vice president, as well
as former President Valery
Giscard d'Estaing of France
and former President Ford, a
native son.

U.S. officials emphasized
the progress made during
Reagan's approximately
45-minute meeting with
Lopez Portillo. It was the first
top-level contact between the
two nations since Mexico and

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock’s office has issued a
sales tax rebate check in the
amount of $27,316.09 to the ci-

Fla. He lacks about 20 hours
in completing his master’s
degree in theology.

Moving to Hereford only 10
months ago, the pastor has
sparked a building program
which the congregation has
been dreaming about for
nearly 20 years.

Grigg said when he first
came here some members
showed him extravagant
building plans which were
estimated at up to $300,000.
Grigg simply felt the cost was
prohibitive.

SAN LUIS OBISPO, Calif. (AP) —
by more than 900 arrests, anti-nuclear protesters said
they had only 300 people left to throw into an attempted
blockade of the Diablo Canyon power plant today.

Police stepped up their resistance to the protesters on
Thursday, the third day of demonstration, with helmeted
officers twisting arms and using nightsticks to clear the
non-violent demonstrators from the plant's driveway and
main gate. Busloads of construction workers then entered

The demonstration at the main gate of the still-
unlicensed and idle twin reactor complex consisted of a
thin line of blockaders — bolstered by well over a hundred.
non-blockading demonstrators — who tried to prevent the
workers from entering and leaving. On Tuesday, the first
day of the protest, hundreds gathered in front of the gate
and 700 construction workers had to be evacuated by

On the sea side of the plant Thursday, protesters landed
swimmers on a beach for the third day in a row, despite
Coast Guard warnings to stay away. All 15 were promptly
arrested, according to the California Highway Patrol.

Despite the reduced numbers of protesters Lt. Jerry
Dooley of the San Luis Obispo County sheriff's depart-
ment, said early today that police are not scaling down

“We don't see that we can deplete our ranks. They can
still muster quite a crowd,” he said. ‘*We don’t know what
kind of support they can pick up from the oustide or how
many people can make it for the weekend.”

WARSAW, Poland (AP) —
The Soviet Union called on
Poland’s Communist leaders
to take ‘‘determined and
radical” action immediately
against the Solidarity labor
federation.

The Polish government
responded with a warning to
the labor union that it was
jeopardizing Poland’s in-
dependence. In effect it was
saying that Soviet troops
might occupy the country if
Solidarity’s agitation for
democratic political reforms
continued.

The Soviet Communist Par-
ty and government, in a state-
ment made public by t he of-
ficial Polish news. agency
PAP, accused the indepen-
dent labor union of a cam-
paign of anti-Sovietism aim-
ed at liquidating communism
in Poland and taking it out of
the Soviet Bloc. ;

“We expect the (Polish
Communist) leadership and
the Polish government to im-
mediately take determined
and radical steps to cut short
the malicious anti-Soviet pro-
paganda and actions hostile
towards the Soviet Union,"
said the statement, which
PAP said Soviet Ambassador
Boris Aristov delivered to
Polish Communist Party
chief Stanislaw Kania and
Premier Wojciech
Jaruzelski.

It was the toughest warning
from Moscow since the
Soviets in June criticized

news agency PAP said the hi-
jackers had taken a
stewardess hostage and
threatened to kill her if the
plane was not diverted to the
West.

FORT WORTH, Texas

The Texas 2nd Court of Ap-
peals dissolved a temporary
restraining order Thursday
that blocked the opening of
the grave and ruled Marina
Oswald Porter has the right
to exhume the body.

Mrs. Porter's attorney,
Jerry Pittman, said his client
may seek the necessary addi-
tional lower-court approval
for an exhumation today.

**A shovel would solve my
whole problem,” she said
Thursday. I don’t want all
this fancy footwork and these
legal procedures. I don't have
all my life to fool with this.

“What if 1 were simple
Mrs. Smith?

I want the
truth to be dug out once and
for all.

Soviets Warn Poland To Control Solidarity

Solidarity's first national con-
gress, which last week called
for free elec-
‘tions, worker participation in
the management of state-
owned industries and
businesses and free labor
movements in other com-
munist countries, ‘‘became in
effect a permanent tribune
from which slanders and in-
sults sounded” against the
Soviet Union.

The Soviets called the
federation’s support of in-
dependent labor movements
elsewhere in the Soviet Bloc a

““revolting provocation.”

The statement said the
Polish leaders had been told
repeatedly during the past six
months to crack down, but
the Soviets did not ‘‘know of a

The appeals court decision
came in an appeal filed by
British author Michael Ed-
dowes, whose attempts to
open the grave have been
thwarted by Oswald’s
brother, Robert.

The justices said Thursday
that Robert Oswald had ‘‘no
justifiable interest and no
authority to institute suit in
the trial court.”

**A surviving brother of the
deceased does not have the
right to control the remains of
his deceased brother's body
so long as there is a surviving
wife, children or parents of
the deceased,’ the court said
in its opinion.

Robert Oswald declined to
comment Thursday, but his
attorney, Craig Fowler, said
his client probably would ap-
peal.

“‘He (Oswald) is willing to
take whatever legal
measures he has to prevent
the exhumation,” Fowler
said.

The appeals court said
Oswald's widow, who earlier
withdrew from Eddowes’ suit
and filed a separate action to
fight her brother-in-law's ob-

Boring In On Bores

BOSTON (AP) The
seasonal menace of holiday
cocktail parties, office bashes
and charity wine and cheese
get-togethers will soon be
upon us, so the time already
is overripe to master the self-
defense art of warding off
bores

As in any competitive effort
requiring a civilizing veneer
of sportsmanship, the best
defense is a good offense. One
need not be rude, if one can
out-bore them at the start of a
conversation, sneak In a
sucker punch of ennui that
will catch them off guard.

The trick is to open up with
some stultifyingly stuffy
sentence, some ponderous
belaboring of the obvious that
will make a bore back off and

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Surgery Not Always Best For
Snake Bite, Reports Doctor

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
Snakebite — though few die of
it — can cripple and
disfigure, and now a Texas
Tech physician says hospital
treatment might be worse
than the bite if it includes
surgery.

But doctors at the Universi-
ty of Texas Medical Branch
in Galveston say surgery has
caused the.number of am-
putations resulting from
snakebite to drop to almost
zero.

The conflicting views ap-
peared in the September
issue of Texas Medicine, the
journal of the Texas Medical
Association,

The articles said about
7,000 persons are bitten by

poisonous snakes in the
United States every year but
less than 1 percent die.

“Surgery as the primary
mode of management for the
treatment of snakebite may
be more harmful than helpful
and may indeed be worse
than the bite,”” says Dr.
Edgar O. Ledbetter, chair-
man of the Department of
Pediatrics at the Texas Tech
Health Sciences Center in
Lubbock.

Ledbetter urged aggressive

Surgery, said records of 269
snakebite cases treated in the
school’s hospitals between
1952 and 1979 prove the value
of surgical treatment.

They said 63 patients were
treated between 1952 and
1970, when surgery became
the primary method of treat-
ment. The other 206 patients
were treated after 1970.

“None of the ... patients
who received primary care at
our hospitals (after 1970) re-
quired antivenin,'' the
Galveston doctors said.

Between 1952 and 1970, am-
putation of fingers was re-
quired in 31.9 percent of the
cases involving the hand, and
10 percent of the cases involv-
ing bites to the foot resulted
in amputations, they said.

“With a more agressive at-
titude in removing tissues
contaminated with venom, as
we have adopted since 1970,

. the incidence of infection
around the site of envenoma-
tion has been nil. , The in-
cidence of deformity has
decreased to 0.49 percent,”
the UT Medical Branch
surgeons said.

Ledbetter urged “medical ,

management’’ rather than
surgery, saying that in other
states with large numbers of
snakebites, physicians are
getting ‘‘outstanding results”
with intravenous injection of
antivenin.

““The effectiveness of
various snakebite antivenins

has been well proven
throughout the world where
envenomations of a much
more serious nature than
commonly seen in the United
States occur regularly. It is
therefore surprising that a
reluctance to rely on an-
tivenin persists among many
U.S. physicians,” he said.

Risks of the surgical ap-
proach include infection,
blood loss, accidents involv-
ing anesthetics, disfigure-
ment and the subsequent
need for reconstructive
surgery later, Ledbetter
asserted.

“Despite the proven effec-
tiveness of medical manage-
ment for most cases, surgical
procedures will likely remain
popular as long as emergency
rooms are supervised by
surgically oriented personnel
and as long as other physi-
cians remain reluctant to
manage these victims
medically,” he said.
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Huang, Blackwell and
Lewis said in their article
that they moved away from
the use of antivenin and other
“medical” therapies because
of “‘our increasing concern
over the morbidities (such as
tissue death) encountered in
patients who had received on-
ly medical treatment.”’

First aid for snakebite also
has been a subject of con-
siderable debate over the
years, with various ap-
proaches — such as the use of
ice — passing into and out of
vogue.

Ledbetter said that since
most snakebite victims reach
a hospital within 30 minutes,
