Phipps. Now a well-known Here-

ford electrician, he knows well

the story of the prisoner-of-war
camp, a narrative whose devel-
opments, as he believes, gate
the town a cosmopolitan flavor
and an insight into the poignan-
cy of war that, otherwise, it
would never have experienced.
L  The first captives arrived in
early 1943, most of them taken
during the invasion of North

Africa, ““They arrived in April,”

Phipps recalls. ““They were ship-

ped in by train and we marghed

them down the road from ‘the

a Yankee -

railroad tracks."

“I think everybody on the base
wag used to process that first
group to issue them clothing
und get them properly placed
in the four guarded compounds
of the camp, It was quite an
experience. Most of the men as-
signed 1o the eamp were limit-
ed service personnel and were
unfit for regular service for

WOame minor \Jreason.

“I've. often' wondered what
those guys were thinking as they

walched these veteran enemy

prisoners, who had been in bat-
tle, come walking up the road.”

Relations Strained

At the very first, relations bet-
ween the camp personnel and
the town were sirained. The two
groups nearly got off on the

wrong foot, A front page edi-
torial in the Feb, 18, 1943 edi-
tion of the Hereford Brand bore
this headline: *“‘Gosslp Results
in Near-Tragedy."

It went on to explain

“Through some unidentified
channel, &« rumor was started
that the people of this commun-
iy were getting up a petition
to forbid the presence of soldiers
m the sireets of Hereford after
9 o'clock at night.”" It was also
rumored that “"Hereford had
been placed on the ‘forbidden
list® to men stationed at the
camp,

“A mere lelephone conversa-
tion between officials of the city
of Hereford and the officers at
the camp claared up 1‘\0 entire
matter in a~few seconda™ the
editor assured. Thus feelings
were soothed somewhat

At the camp, however, another
story unfolded as the unversed
personnel went about the haird
wny learning the rigors and
rudiments of operating a *'POW
camp

Italians ‘Bested’

Phipps remembers well the
first riot, a -“lulu” for a bunch
of tyrox . who had not s0 much
is a cartridge in their rifles
(Officers  hadn’t  thought rifle
ammunition necessary.) The
pandemonium commenced while
Phipps was playing baseball in
an intra-<camp contest. His head-
quarters company, pressed Into
service, armed with anything
handy (Phipps gripped his hase-
hall bat) and waded In

Over 200 Italians went o the
camp hospital, RS with skull frac.
lures. “The next riot, we chang-
ed procedures and the guards
broke it up by surrounding the
dissidents with rifles’ Phijmps

w prisoners were placed in
four compounds, each surround
od by two heavy, barbed-wire
fences. Average occupancy rates
were about 600 men to a com-
pound, Machine gun towers
stood at each corner and the
[éhees were closed guarded by
foot patrols. Prisoners knew o
nvoid the ‘‘no-man’s-land’’ be
tween the two fences.

But they weren’t heyond dig-
ging a tunnel under them.

Into Corn Field

The “granddaddy’’ of the earth-
moving escapades was uncover-
ed by a soccer game which
unceremoniously ended when
the ball wag kicked under a
barracks, ‘“The men scattered,"”
Phipps saild, “and nobody want-
ed to go after the ball.” Further
investigation of the area re-
vinled a mound of earth.

The Castor Oil

The setting fire to the mess
hall in Compound 2. “We didn't
send in our fire department.
They were civillans. We told
those Italians they could put out
their own fire or they wouldn't
have any place to eat.”

The solution to a bulging
sick call list, Told that he would
have a heavy patient load at
his first sick call (a favorite tac-
tic of the prisoners), a new
doctor had the solution, He or-
dered a gallon of castor ofl,
bolted the exit to the infirmary
and prescribed a spoonful for
each ailing prisoner, “We didn't
have a man on sick call for a

A breech in protocol, One
Italian general wag held in the
camp and was normally accord-
ed privileged treatment.

Praises Citizens

“The thipg that fascinates me
was that the citizens of Here-
ford, the people of the South-
west being what they are, took
an inferest in these boys and
what they had to do. There was
n’t a weekend that there weren't
hundreds of homes entertaining
men from the base. You could
n't ‘begin to name the people
here who helped us.’

The prisoners were at times
