During the past two months there
have occurred at least six disastrous
fires in the vicwnity of the Pecos
Valley Lines, which
started at points from five to twenty
miles distant from the railway ; all
of them burning over wide territory
and causing great loss. These fires
burned out on reaching the railway
company’s fire guards. In very few
cases has there been any interior
protection in ths way of plowing or

. burning fire guards.

The Pecos Valley Lines and the
Denver Road spand more money,
appareatly, in_ providing fire guard
protection for th:.country than the
entire country \tributary to their
lines. In nearly \every case these
fires are sct - out by irresponsible
parties, and n> redrkss is possible,
and there have baen number of
cases where ligh'ning hys set fire to
the range. o
