AUSTIN--Food poisoning and
the spread of food-borne diseas-
es can be “things of the past”
State Health Officer Geo. W.
Cox asserted here today.

“people need only remember
three things to bring about the
end of the food poisoning di-
sease classification,” Dr. Cox de-
clared. “Buy food from safe
sources, prepare it In a sanitary
fashion, and serve and store it
correctly.” *

He said state laws covered the
sale of contaminated food 10 the
housewlfe, but “only the homie-
maker can see that food is prop-
erly stored and cleanly prepared
or serving to the family."
THE 2% ditderence between
food Infeetfon and food Matoxi-
cation, he pointed out.

Food Iinfection comes (rom
eating or drinking a product
contaminated by a germ. Dysen-
tery, typhoid fever, para~-typhoid
fever and tuberculosis are exam-
ples.

That, the doclor sald, 1s
how people get trichinosis and
tapeworm. :
The growth and multiplica-
tion of cemain toxin forming
bacteria in unrefrigerated foods
bring on food intoxication, ac-
cording to the explanation.
