A county-wide effort to collect
much-needed scrap metal was
launched at the meeting of the
USDA's county mobilization
committee on Monday.

All farmers in the county are
urged to search their farms
thoroughly for any scrap mietal
that may be used in the: defense
effort, according to Faust Collier.
secretary for the committee.

“There is no quota for the
county, but we ask everyone to
bring in as much scrap as possi-
ble. The need is great. Scrap is
really on the move in this part of
the state,” he commented.

The county mebilization com-
mittee issued a statement to each
farmer in the county, reminding
them of the urgency and what
each of them could do towards
alleviating the need.

In part, the letter says:

The higher grade,- heavier types
of scrap found on farms are in
special demand.

S(.rnp prices are coInparallvely
good right now. Generally farm-
ers can count on getting higher
prices than they received for
scrap in World War II. Scrap
prices are controlled by the Of-
fice of Price Stabilization.

In the long run, tarmers stand
to gain when scrap moves to
mills in sufficient quantities.
Scrap helps guarantee continued
production of new farm machin-
ery and equipment,

Iron and steel scrap is wanted
especially. There hasn’t been any
call for the lighter metals, such
as aluminum, or for such other
materials as scrap rubber or
paper. A partial list of items to
look for: plow points and shares,
cultivator’ shovels and sweeps,
other broken machine parts.

Renewing Furniture
If there are scratches or small
stains on highly-polished furni-
ture try rubbing with (finely-
powdered pumice stone mixed to
a paste with olive oil. This also
aids in giving a gloss to the
furniture.

Take the leather-bound books
out of the bookcase occasionally
and wipe them with an oiled
cloth. This will restore some of
the oil that has dried out of the
leather.
Relief from Burn
Baking soda affords instant re-
lief from a burn or a scald. A
plied either wet or dry to the
burned part, it gwos immeédiate
relief.
Yellowed lvory
To whiten yellowed ivory ar-
ticles wash with white soap and
water and place in the sunshine
while wet.

GI Insurance

- . ¥
Regulations
Are Explained

Some of the newer regulations
covering G. 1. insurance were ex-
plained this week by Ralph
Smith, veterans' service .officer
for Deal Smith county.

From now on, any veteran who
has never carried any govern-
ment insurance — will never be
able to buy any. Those who took
out insurance and dropped it af-
ter getting out of service can still
reinstate it — provided it was a
permanent plan.

Term insurance is different.
Under the new law a veteran will
not be able to reinstate lapsed
term insuranice — unless he does
so- within the specified period
life of the policy. For example —
“A” purchased term Insurance
in 1948 (5-year) it will end in
1953 — he lets it. lapse in lll-'& if
he doesn't reinstate it before. its
expiration date in 1953, hl will
never be able to reinstate it, and
“B"” purchased term insurance in
1942 (B-year) it ended in 1950 and
it has lapsed — he is out, unless,
of course, if he is"called back into
service = then it musi be . the
new type.

A veteran who nas term insur-
ance can still convert it to a per-
manent plan just as long as his

term policy is in force. Smith
said.
