In a recent school board
meeting members of the
Muleshoe 1SD Board con-
sidered and passed upon a
number of policy changes
involving school facilities.

The use of the school
plant and equipment by
non-school agencies shall
be determined by a policy
fixed by the Board. The
school plant and equipment
may be used for all school-
sponsored activities without
cost: for other activities the
necessary costs of operation
shall be paid in accordance
with a schedule fixed by
the Board. School facilities
are not to be rented to any
political  group, church
group, or commercial en-
sertainment group without
special Board approval, ac-
cording to the new policy.

Smoking in the Audito-
rium is strictly prohibited.
No beverages or food shall
be distributed or consumed
in the Auditorium. The use
of alcoholic beverages upon
school-owned premises is
stricthe.  prohibited. The
group(s) or organization(s)
renting.  school facilities
shall be liable for any
damages to” school build-
ings, grounds, . or equip-
ment sustained during their
use of said facilities.

Scores Below Goals

Evaluation, Changes
Planned For 83-84

In a June 13 regular
school board meeting of the
trustees of the Muleshoe

Independent School Dis-
trict, several informational
reports were presented.

Among these reports was
the release by Mrs. Eliza-
beth Watson of the results
from the Texas Assessment
of Basic Skills (TABS) test
which was administered
this past spring. The report
pointed out the fact that
scores for the Muleshoe
Schools were not at levels
that were satisfactory with
goals set by the school
administration and faculty.
The scores are, however,
pretty close to the state
wide average, according to
John Fuller, Superintendent
of Schodls.

The following is a state-
ment from H. John Fuller,
Superintendent of Mule-
shoe Schools regarding the
TABS results for Muleshoe
ISD and what they mean.

The Texas Assessment of
Basic Skills [TABS] test re-
sults this year did not meet

all of the goals set by the
administration and faculty

at Muleshoe ISD. However,
the results of the tests
should not be interpreted
to mean that Muleshoe's
students have fallen behind
in their academic studies or
that the faculty has failed
to provide adequate instru-
ction. Muleshoe ISD has
scored near the state aver-
age over the past two years
[see attached results]) and
Superintendent John Fuller
believes that this years
scores will also be near the
regional and state average.
Fuller stated that ‘it is ex-

tremely important  that
when one interprets the
TABS results that they

understand that TABS is a
criterion referenced test
rather than a norm refer-
enced test.'' For example,
on a norm referenced test,
a score of 60% means that
59% of the students taking
the test performed at a
lower level and 39% per-
formed better. However, on
a criterion referenced test,
a score of 60% means that
60% of objectives being
measured on the test were
mastered. There is . no
comparison with other stu-
dents in the measure. If
the majority of the students
taking the test mastered
52% of the objectives, then
58% would be the - better
score. Hence, the real val-
ue in criterion referenced

_testing is in measuring how

well objectives are being
mastered. In 1979,  the
State Board of Education
Jor Texas set as a target
Jor increasing student
achievement that by 1983,
85% of students completing
high school will demon-
strate mastery of essential
mathematics and reading
objectives as measured by
TABS. 90% of Muleshoe'’s
1983 graduating class mas-
tered the TABS objectives
in Mathematics and Read-
ing. However, the results
at the third, fifth, and
ninth grade levels indicate
that Muleshoe, as well as
other school districts in the
state, needs to close the
gap between performance
and targeted goals. By law,
each school district should
utilize the student perfor-
mance data to design and
implement appropriate
compensatory institutional
services for their students
[Texas Education Code,
Section 106.176).

According to  Fuller,
Muleshoe ISD will contin-
ually evaluate all of the
academic programs in both
a formative and summative
manner. In particular, the
mathematics program will
be evaluated and monitored
during the coming year.

evaluation reports pertain-

ing to the mathematics
program have been given
to Mr. Fuller. Fuller be-

lieves that the leveling ap-
proach to mathematics in-
struction currently  being
used in Muleshoe is a
great educational endeavor.
However, he feels that the
program does need refining
and revision. Suggestions
for improvement will be
presented to the school
board prior to the beginn-
ing of the 1983-84 school
year. Fuller stated that '‘as
we look to the future,
Muleshoe ISD will strive to
be an educational leader
among school districts of-
fering to its citizenry the
best opportunities that we
can afford to offer.””

In an effort to pin down
the weaknesses in our
school programs,  Fuller
said, special planning ses-
sions are underway to tot-
ally evaluate the programs
- especially the mathmatics.
The TABS results show a
greater weakness in math-
matics for Muleshoe ISD
than in the reading and
writing. The new Superin-
tendent stated that al-
though the math was not at
the proper level, nothing
major was wrong. ‘‘Our
math program needs some
refining and improvement,
but it is basically sound in
the leveling concept,” Ful-
ler said. ‘‘I have been ex-
cited to see the new inn-
ovative math program im-
plemented here in Mule-
shoe and we hope that be-
fore long we can be at at
least an 80 percent mastery
level,”” he commented.

In other informational
reports, Jim Ayles from the
Texas Association of School
Boards presented a propo-
sal regarding a self insur-
ing program which covered
property damage for both
buildings and vehicles, as
well as liability coverage.

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1984 Summit

Insiders in the Reagan Administration are hinting
there will be a summit meeting between President
Ronald Reagan and Russian leader Yuri Andropov in
1984. That would be the climax of Reagan foreign policy
in an election year.

The meeting would take place only if Mr. Reagan
knows there will be a substantial result. It need not be
in the area of arms control. In fact, the main item of
discussion on the agenda might be trade.

Arms control and reduction would, of course, be
discussed, and if something were accomplished in this
area, that would be additional icing on the cake. But
neither Mr. Reagan nor Andropov would be likely to
meet with arms reduction the main topic and no
agreement assured.

Since Mr. Reagan will be campaigning in the later
months of the year, the 1984 summit is likely to be held
in the first half. Expressions from Democrats and
Republicans on the Hill have been positive.

Members of committees handling foreign relations
believe it would be a good idea for the two leaders to
meet, if only to break the ice and establish a personal
contact, and perhaps, a rapport of some sort.

Though they differed widely, President Nixon and
Leonid Brezhnev, and also President Ford and Brezh-
nev, found a certain mutual respect and even friendli-
ness in their face-to-face meetings.

If this is all that comes of a 1984 summit, plus trade
agreements, the meeting would be worthwhile, as a
first step in the effort to get the world’s two super
powers committed firmly to peaceful competition.

Western Arms-
Alrcraft Gap-
High Cost Problem-

WASHINGTON, D.C, -
The sale of 72 U.S.-built F-18
fighter aircraft to Spain, a
$2.6 billion transaction, was
of immense importance to
the U.S.

It will help hold down the
unit cost of this expensive
Navy-backed aircraft, which
has been the center of much
controversy, and at times in
danger of being cancelled.

The F-18 is big, expen-
sive and highly complex, and
very sophisticated.
McDonald-Douglas had
hoped to sell 84 of them to
Spain, for $3 billion. Both
German and French com-
panies with competing air-
craft had hoped to land the
contract,

Thus U.S. companies are
to be building F-15's, F-16's,
F-18's and others for some
years to come. All, however,
are several years old. (the
new F-20 is unsold as this is
written.)

Meanwhile, it's reported
the Russians have half a
dozen new fighters on the
drawing boards or in prelim-
inary stages of construction.

One aircraft industry
spokesman recently admitted
a gap might be developing in
performance and numbers
between Russian and U.S.
fighters.

The western nations re-
tain a superiority in the field
of electronics. But Russian
pilots are thought to be very
good today; and Russian
factories are turning out
more new fighters than the
West.

That’s because the Rus-
sian economy is strictly con-
trolled, and costs held down.
Inflation has pushed the cost
of fighters such as the F-18
almost beyond reach.

The high cost prevents
even the richest countries
from acquiring enough
modern fighters.

A British-German con-
sortium is now hard at work
on tomorrow's fighter for the
Luftwaffe and R.A.F.

But it will not be ready
until the 1990’s. Some
sources think it will then be
the world’s best fighter. But
costs are so high the British
have ordered only 388.

The West Germans could
order only 340. Thus, looking
ahead to the 1990’s, this
country’s two major NATO

in Europe will have
some 700 plus modern
fighters.

The Russians will almost
surely have thousands of
their best fighters.

The F-18 is now esti-
mated to cost far more than
the $35 million per copy
being talked a year ago.

Even the U.S. can’t buy
many aircraft with such a
price tag. The F-15 is also
quite expensive. Thus west-
ern emphasis may be forced
to shift to less expensive
fighters, such as the F-16,
perhaps the F-20, “and
others.

There are no lifetime
guarantees applicable to
parts of the human body, but
for most people the kidneys
perform their functions
well.

Aside from waking you at
night or causing discomfort
during long trips eor
meetings, you may go
through life with little con-
cern about your kidneys,
which provide many vital
functions.

Unfortunately, the
kidneys are susceptible to
various diseases and infec-
tions which may impair or
cause a complete break-
down in their life-supporting
activities. A complete
failure of the kidneys can
cause death in a matter of
days — unless there is
medical intervention.

Through the Texas
Department of Health, the
Kidney Health Care Pro-
gram provides this life-
sustaining help for Texans
with complete kidney
failure.

This year some 1,600 Tex-
ans will receive financial
help through the Depari-
ment’s kidney program until
they are qualified for
federal assistance. During
the 9% years of the pro-
gram’s existence, approx-
imately 10,300 persons have
received support, and the
program currently has
6,500 active patients

All approved recipients,
regardless of treatment
status, who do not qualify
for Medicare coverage are
eligible for long term Kidney
Health Care benefits for
medical care. Funds for
drugs and trensportation
are available for &ll
patients. Annusl payments
may go as high as $30,000,
says Manuel Zapata, Ad-
ministrator of the Kidney
Health Care Program.
Average cost, he says, is
$2,500 per patient.

Five types of treatment
are aveilable to persons who
have lost kidney functions
an artificial kidney machine
(hemodialysis) at one of 85
dialysis centers or at home;
intermittent peritonesal
dialysis, in which a fluid is
infused into the peritoneal
cavity and lster removed;

continuous ambulatory
peritonesl dialysis (CAPD),
which allows e patient 1o re-
main mobile while receiving
peritoneal dialysis; con-
tinuous cycling peritonesl
dialysis (CCPD), & new form
in which dialysis is per-
formed primarily at night
while the patient sleeps; and
kidney transplant. Only the
shortage of donor kidneys is
holding back the number of
transplants

Persons desiring to
donate kidneys upon death
mey do so by filling out &
form on the back of their
driver’s license, or by filling
out a donor card from the
Nationel Kidney Foundation
of Texas, 13500 Midwey
Road, Suite 115, Dallas, Tx.
