Drouth Given
Credit For

Fishing Hole .

EBINBURG — (B — The drought
gets a lot of credit for a new fish-
ihg hole near Edinburg in the Rio
Grande Valley.

It's Lake Edinburg, the largest
controlled lake in Texas. It covers
about 700 acres about six miles
north of here.

Bermuda grass covered the
marshy lands and bamboo thickets
marked the banks.

Don Bentsen, brother of U. S.
Rep. Llayd M. Bentsen Jr., watch-
ed as farmers pumped the low
spot completely dry in an eflort
to save wilting citrus groves. He
saw the state game and fish com-
mission men sein the few remain-
ing fish from the stagnant puddles.

How mice it would be, Bentsen
thought, if the low spot could be
made into a fishing lake, protect-
ed against invasions of rough fish
from the Rio Grande.

Bentsen came up with the idea
of putting a screemn of quarter-inch
iron_bars, spaced about an inch
apart, across the canal. that feeds
the lake. Behind that, to catch ev-
en smaller rough fish, Bentsen
proposed a quarter<-inch mesh
screen.

The Edlnburg chamber of com-
merce became interested and soon
had 30 men, each willing to chip
in $100 each, to help with the pro-
ject. e
The screens were instalied bare-
ly before the Rio Grande went on
a rise and flowed into the low-
lands lake once more. They work-
ed. The screens kept all gar and
other rough fish out of the lake.
The game and fish commissin
stocked the lake with 10,000 chan-
nel cat. Later 7,500 bass were add-
ed. Next spring the agency will
put in more fish.
And before long, Edinburg resi-
dents say, the lake will be one
of the ¢hoicest fishing spots in the
state. They're counting on the ber-
muda grass and bamboo sprouts
to do something special to the size
of the fish.
The 100 men who put up $100
each will have a right to fish and
hunt on the lake without charge all
their lives. But the rest of  the
town will ‘enjoy the lake also
When it is ready for [lishing a
daily fishing fee will be charged
or a $25 annual fee can be paid.

~—Douglas Chandor, famed portrait

artist who died last January 13,
left a living memorial — luxuriant
English gardens — in the rocky
soil of West Texas.

Since the death of the artist who
came to.Texas from England, his
widow has spent most of her time
tending Chandor gardens.

Chandor, whose last commission
was a portrait of Britian's Queen
Elizabeth, had spent more than
15 years making the gardens a
showplage of the Southwest. They
surround the Chandors’ Wehther-
ford estaite,.'White Shadows."

Only a scrubby tree or two grew
on the rocky ground when Chan-
dor drew his first plans for the
gardens in 1936. Since then the
gardens have become a place of
such beauty, color and unusual de-
sign that 75 thousand people have
visited them in five years.

The approach i¢ through brick
columns enclosing an iron gate-
way. The 300-foot driveway is cov-
ered by a fragrant, enveloping tun-
nel of peach trees, trimmed to
form an arch. Red-bud, quince and
crab-apple trees also line the drive-
‘way,” and behind them are mag-
nolia trees, ¢

A cliff of sandstone rises at the
end of the driveway, and in front
is a cave and lagoon into which a
forty-foot waterfall tumbles. At
the top of the cliff is a *“volcano”
which belches flame and smoke
when a fire is lighted within a
special vontainer.

The driveway then circles a pool,
over which wisteria trained on
bamboo poles form a canopy. A
Chinese junk, made by the artist
out of moss-covered rock, seems
to float on the pool. Jasmine vines
trained up the mast form the sails.

Near the studio home in which
Chandor painted so many famous
people is an English bowling green
surrounded by a hedge of gardenia
bushes. Near the front of the gar-
den is a bamboo archway over a
wooden bridge of Oriental design.
Bronze pagodas, lanterns, rock is-
lands and flowering trees are in
the area.

Varied Items

Roy Haralson has supervised the
digging up of more miscellany
than many an -archeclogist.

Haralson, excavation superinten-
dent for a construction company,
has supervised the digging of
foundations for most of Dallas’
skyscrapérs built in recent years

Now he's busy on the new Statler
Hotel fite.

“I think we’'ve dug up more in-
teresting things on this job than
any olh(ir I can remember,” he
says.

"“So far we've found everything
from old baling wire to wallpaper

-and even some corn whiskey dat-
ing biack to the days of prohibi-
tion. The machinery broke most of
it, but there was enough left that
we’ could tell what it was.”

While digging the foundation of
the . new Republic Bank Building
Haralson unearthed fossils believ-
ed by geologists to be at least 50
million years old.

Other relies Haralson says he
has unearthed include three news-
papers dated 1883, a dinosaur
tooth, the petrified head of a pre-
historic ‘Tnmmoth. calcium-e n-
crusted fish and $30 in money.

Committee members are Martin
Harris, Austin attorney named by
Everett L. Looney, president of the
state bar; L. N. D. Wells Jr. of
Dallas, named by the Texas Fed-
eration of Labor; and Attorney
General John Ben Shepperd.

Following its hearing, the “com-
mission issued a statement that
the attempt of three uniens under
communist influence or domination
shows a “clear and present dan-
ger” to Texas.

Present laws of the state, the
commission found, are inadequate
to cope with the dndiltration of sub-
versive elements.

Specifically under study were
the Mine, Mill and Smelter Work-
ers, the International Fur and
Leather Workers, and the Distri-

butive, Processing, and Office

Workers of America.
