District Governor 
Visits Local Lions

W ednesday at noon, ffie 
Muleshoe Lions Club hosted 
several special guests, including 
Melvin Powers, 2-T-2 District 
Governor, from Wolfforth; J.T. 
Martin, Deputy District Gover­
nor from Lubbock; Joe Ran­
dolph, vice president of the 
Shallowater Lions Club; Sam 
Damron, Amarillo; Curtis Shel­
burne, M uleshoe and Cleta 
Williams.

District Governor Powers was 
introduced as guest speaker by 
M uleshoe Lion Roland M c­
Cormick, who said they were 
lifetime friends, starting school 
together at Slaton.

According to Powers, the 
Lions Club International is the 
largest service club in the 
world, being larger than all 
other service clubs put together. 
“ But, we need to grow,”  he 
said. “ We need new members. 
Last year, we lost 116-117 
members in the district, and 
1700 in the state.”

The District Governor said 
that at the same time, Japanese 
Lions Clubs are growing by 
leaps and bounds.’ This year for 
the first time, The Lions Club 
Eyebanks are in Japan, and the 
clubs just keep growing as they 
add other projects.

“ If we are to survive, we 
must work harder and harder,”  
said Powers, “ We need not only 
the input of the members, but 
we need input from leaders of 
the community. We all need to 
remember the International 
Motto, “ JVe Serve Better To­
gether.”

A 5600 square 
foot building is planned, and 
with the assistance of Lubbock 
builders, will cost approximately 
one-half normal building cost at 
$25 per square foot.

Rain has virtually wiped the 

smiles from farmers’ faces wj 
heavy rains continuing ii 
O ctober. This week, nearly 
three inches of rain has been 
general throughout the area, 
creating problems for farmers 
attempting to harvest fall crops.

The rain this week has 
brought the October total to 
2.84 inches in Muleshoe, and 
above 22 inches for the year.

Some corn is beginning to fall 
down, cotton is unable to 
mature and grain sorghum is 
beginning to show the stress of 
continued wet, cool weather.

Although clear skies and 
bright sunshine appeared Satur­
day morning, and the National 
Weather Service virtually ruled 
out any moisture for the next 
several days, crops have already 
suffered damage.

Near the New Mexico line, 
Floyd Davis said he had 
received two and one-fourth 
inches during the week, with 
one inch falling in just a short 
time on Friday morning.

Also, from Lazbuddie, Foster 
Fertilizer reported one inch on 
Friday morning, and a total of 
two and a half inches for the 
week.

Ron Linebarjer, pastor of the 
Circle Back Baptist Church, said 
he had recorded two inches of 
rain before the Friday rain.

In the West Camp area, 
Lewis Scoggin said he had 
received three inches during the 
week. Scoggin said he has 
peanuts turned up in the field, 
and will just have to wait and 
see what happens, if the wea­
ther does not clear up.

Area rain was increased by 
inches for mid-week on as daily 
rains added to the yearly totals.

Following 1.01 on Tuesday 
night and Wednesday morning, 
the rain continued on both 
Thursday and Friday, with an 
additional two inches, plus 
adding to the total.

National Weather Service said 
the chances o f rain were 
lessening late in the week, 
dropping from a 100 percent 
prediction on Thursday, to 60
Cercent on Friday, to 20 percent 

y Friday night.
After the mid-week onslaught 

of heavy rain, another deluge 
was triggered by a slow moving 
cold front from the north that 
combined with the remnants of 
Hurricane Waldo to bring the 
heavy rains to the area.

Fog and drizzle followed

clearing skies on Thursday 
afternoon, with a heavy thun­
derstorm moving through the 
area shortly before 7 a.m. on 
Friday. Up to three-quarters of 
an inch of rain fell in the Friday 
morning rain, adding to the 
more than two inches that had 
already been measured earlier 
in the week.

Many areas reported flooding 
as more than six inches fell in 
some com m unities, such 4as 
Lamesa and Hobbs, N.M. and 
measurements of 3-5 inches 
common in many locations.

The usual rash o f  truck 
accidents were checked east of 
Muleshoe on Highway 84, on a 
five mile stretch of highway, 
becoming well-known to be very 
treacherous when wet or icy.

One accident occurred 
Wednesday morning when a 
truck jacknifed about four and a 
half miles east of Muleshoe. At 
1 p.m., about 50 feet from the 
morning accident, the second 
truck jackknifed.

This was followed Wednesday 
ht by a third truck skidding 
and jackknifing in approx­

imately the same location.
Only very minor cuts and 

abrasions were received in any 
of the truck accidents.

ALUMINUM AND PLASTIC
-M ost outdoor furniture is 
constructed of tubular aluminum 
which tends to gray with age 
and accumulate dirt and grime. 
Wash with detergent and warm 
water to remove most of the 
soil, and rub with fine 4 /0  
steel wool to remove d is­
coloration. Aluminum jelly can 
also be used, but not on new or 
anodized aluminum. Wash the 
plastic seat webbing and straps 
on tubular furniture with a long 
bristled brush and then wax 
with auto paste wax. Hose down 
or wash plastic furniture with 
water and a mild detergent. 
Don’t use abrasive cleaners. 
Protect the surface with an 
application of auto paste wax. If 
the plastic is chipped or broken, 
it often can be fixed with 
expoxey glue.

WOOD - Wipe down hard­
wood furniture with warm water 
and detergent, then protect it 
with auto paste wax. If the 
finish is cracked or flaked, 
remove it with paint or varnish 
remover, sand and apply a new

ials containing atrazine should 
not be used around trees and 
shrubs.

Another fall task for home- 
owners is to remove excess 
accumlations of grass clippings 
or tree leaves from the lawn, 
says Tanksley. The excess 
debris from these sources in­
creases thatch accumulation and 
creates a favorable habitat for 
insects and disease organisms.

Homeowners can take steps 
to get their lawns in shape for 
next spring.

Weed, disease and insect 
control along with fall fertiliza­
tion can help get lawns off to a 
fast start next year, says 
Spencer Tanksley, county agent 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, The Texas 
A&M University System.

Chinch bugs, white grubs and 
armyworms must be controlled 
during late summer and fall. 
Insect damage weakens turf and 
allows weeds to invade the 
lawn. Timely applications of 
insecticides such as diazinon or 
chlorpyrifos (Dursban) will con­
trol most lawn insect problems.

Fall fertilization maintains the 
lawn’s green color and promotes 
early spring green-up, says 
Tanksley. A dense, vigorous 
turf produced by proper fertili­
zation also keeps winter weeds 
from invading lawns.

Tanksley recommends apply­
ing a complete fertilizer with a 
3-1-2, 4-1-2 or similar ratio of 
nitrogen, phosphorus and po­
tash at a rate of 1 to 2 pounds 
of nitrogen per 1,000 square 
feet.

If winter weeds have been a 
problem in past years, apply a 
preemergence herbicide (chemi­
cal weed killer) for additional 
protection against weeds, ad­
vises Tanksley. Materials con­
taining atrazine, benefin, ben- 
sulide and dacthal provide 
preem erge control o f many 
winter annual weeds. Some 
preem ergence herbicides are 
available in formulations with 
fertilizers, which simplifies ap­
plication.

The Extension Agent cautions 
hom eowners to follow label 
instructions in regard to grass 
species and rates of application 
when using herbicides, mater-

Bird Hunting
Seasons Given

Dove hunting is currently underway in Bailey County and this 
area, but several other bird hunt seasons will be open in the 
near future. Below' is a guideline for  all bird hunters:

DOVE
Dove hunting season opened September 1 and will continue 

through November 9, with two white-wings and two white-tipped 
doves per day as part o f  the 12-dove bag limit.

A reminder/ A $6 white-winged dove stamp is required to tale  
white-wings in any zone.

QUAIL
For this area, as well as the State o f  Texas, the quail season 

will be November 2-February 23.
Quail counts are said to be very low. and it will be difficult to 

achieve the daily bag limit.
The Texas Parks and Wildlife Commission set the bag limit at 

12-birds-per day, and a possession limit o f  36.
PHEASANT

Pheasant populations are expected to be fair fo r  the annual 
pheasant season which will run for  two weeks only, December 
14-December 29.

Daily bag limit is two cocks per day, and four in possession.
DUCKS

The annual duck season for the High Plains Mallard Manage­
ment Unit will be November 9-January. —  ------------,  12. That includes this
immediate area.

Bag limits are based on the 100-point system which has been 
altered this year to reduce the harvest o f  ducks, especially 
pintails and mallards. The point values are: 100-point 
ducks-canvasbacks. mallard hens, mottled ducks, black ducks; 
70-point ducks—redheads, wood ducks, hooded mergansers, and 

fulvous and black-bellied whistling ducks; 20-point ducks--blue- 
winged teal, green-winged teal, cinnamon teal, gadwall,. scaup, 
wigeon, shoveler and mergansers, excluding hooded mergan­
sers; 35-point ducks-all other ducks not listed except that the 
season is closed on masked ducks.

GOOSE
West o f  Highway 81, the season, for  all goose species is 

October 29-January 19.
The bag limit is five geese, not to include more than two dark 

geese, and the possession limit is twice the daily bag limit.
SANDHILL CRANES

Sandhill crane season will be November 9-February 9. The 
daily bag limit is three, posession limit is six.

A special permit, issued free  o f  charge by the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department, is required o f  sandhill crane hunters. 
These permits will be issued upon written request to the TPWD, 
4200 Smith School Road, Austin, TX 78744.

OTHERS
Other season set include woodcock. November 23-January 26, 

bag limit five, possession limit 10; common snipe [jacksnipe], 
November 1-February 12, bag limit eight, posession limit 16.

T here ’ s no need to put 
expensive winter feed into cows 
that are unproductive and in­
efficient, points out Spencer 
Tanksley, county agent with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M Uni­
versity System. Culling the cow 
herd now will also help you 
more effectively plan on feed 
supplies for the winter months.

Tne culling process should 
also “ weed out’ ’ cows with bad 
eyes, udders or feet and legs, 
says Tanksley.

Also, pregnancy testing cows 
this fall may be a more 
profitable management tool than 
ever before.
■ Since it’ s difficult for a cow to 
produce a calf large enough to 
pay her annual maintenance bill 
and leave some profit for the

summer months wean calves 30 
to 90 pounds lighter than their 
herd mates which calve at 
earlier times. For this reason 
it’s advisable to cull cows which 
will calve late next year and buy 
a replacement which will calve 
early.

Whoever does the pregnancy 
diagnosis (usually your veteri­
narian) will be able to estimate 
the calving date on each animal 
and make it easy to identify 
next year’ s late-calving cows. 
Work toward a 60-day calving 
season or one that’ s certainly no 
longer than 90 days.

Removing barren and late- 
calving cows from the herd will 
increase both the herd’ s re­
productive potential and pounds 
o f calf weaned, contends 
Tanksley.

Sorghum Group 
Hosting Chinese 
Grain Buyers

A People’ s Republic of China 
grain buying study team got a 
quick overview of the mechanics 
of purchasing, transporting and 
feeding U.S. grain sorghum 
during a three-day stay in the 
Corpus Christi area September 
19-21. The team was hosted in 
the sorghum area by the 
Sorghum Promotion Committee 
of National Grain Sorghum Pro­
ducers Association. The Sor-

ams of Texas, Kansas and 
ebraska.
In the last two years, China 

has experienced a rising tide of 
consumerism. Although just be­
ginning, this development has 
affected the demand for more 
and better foodstuffs. The 
Chinese government has made 
a strong commitment to fulfull 
the rising food expectations of 
the people by targeting the 
animal feed industry for rapid 
growth in the next five years. 
Although China is now ex­
porting corn, their feed millers 
expect to be importing feed 
grains by 1987.

The PRC team was sponsored 
in its U.S. grain study mission 
by U.S. Feed Grains Council. 
Mr. Roland Hsu, Director of the 
Council’ s office in Beijing, ac­
companied the team as escort 
and translator. The team was 
headed by Mr. Kang Wenhai, 
Deputy Manager of China Na­
tional Cereals, Oils and Food­
stuffs Import and Export Cor­
poration. Other members of the 
team were: Mr. Zhu Jian, of the 
same com pany; Mr. Huang 
Shen, of China Ocean Shipping 
Co. and Mr. Zhao Dian Jin, of 
Qingdao Ocean Shipping Co.

The team toured the Corpus 
Christi Public Elevator where 
Manager Bill Jackson eimlained 
grain handling and Grading 
procedures and quality control 
measures. Most of the elevator 
is new (built since a 1981 
explosion) automated and mon­
itored by remote control cam­
eras. Roland Hsu, speaking for 
the Chinese teams, said “ The 
first interest of this team is 
loading and ocean transportation 
of grain. Here in Corpus Christi, 
we have seen the most modern 
elevator of our tour.”  Corpus 
Christi is a principle port for

shipping U.S. grain sorghum.
Tours of two area feedlots 

gave the Chinese an opportunity 
to observe grain sorghum being 
fed to beef cattle. The Perry 
Foundation Feedlot at Robstown 
has its own mill to process and 
mix feed for up to 5,000 
animals. The mill also custom 
mixes and sacks feed for area 
farmers. R.H. Perry told the 
team that he prefers Ranch 
Feedlot, micronized grain sorg­
hum is used as the only grain in 
finishing rations for a 15,000 
head feedlot.

China has no beef cattle at 
this time. Hsu explained that 
the small amount o f  b ee f 
produced in China comes from 
water buffalo and draft cattle. 
Hsu discussed a proposed Coun­
cil project to demonstrate the 
feeding of male dairy calves. He 
said importation of breeding 
stock will be necessary before 
b ee f cattle herds can be 
developed but he expects that to 
happen soon. Gram sorghum 
Producers Association views 
such a developm ent as a
f otential market for U.S. sorg- 

um.
