Water Depletioh

_____A_londmark decision in the courts was

announced recently when the US:
Circuit Court of Appeals wnanimously up-
held a lower court judgment allowing o
tax deduction for the depletion of ground
water on a South Plains irrigated farm.

The case was United States vs. Marvin
Shurbet, et ux, and concerned o deduction
from the federal income tax return for the
value of water used on the Shurbet farm,
‘as o depletion allowance.

Shurbet claimed that water from under-
neath his farm was being ‘mined’’ in the
sense that petroleum .and other minerals
are mined, because the water pumped out
was not replaced by rainfall or other
sources.

And, he reasoned, without underground
water on his farm, the valve of it would
be diminished, just as surely as the value
of an oil well is diminished when the oil
ceases to flow from it.

But the Internal Revenue people disa-
greed. The case went to court. The district
court upheld the farmer, and now the ap-
peals court sustained that decision. The case
now goes to the U.S. Supreme Court for the
final decision.

The Shurbet case points out that ground
water is the irrigated land owner's most
precious asset and should be carefully con.
served. ;

The Shurbet case indicates that an irri
gation farmer may claim o deduction of $6
to $8 an ocre as o depletion allowance,
with the actual deduction being computed
on a variety of factors

This is @ historic case. It will go a long
way toward easing some tax problems for
farmers. It paves the way for future savings
It is o case that ought to be studied by all
who use irrigation water to make a living
