County Approves
Tentative Budget

Deaf Smith County Commissioners

gave tentative approval to & $1,162437

budget for 1973-74 at their regular session
Monday, with final approval anticipated
after a public budget hearing on Aug. 27.

In other business Monday, the court
passed an emergency order declaring the
county's intention to use the last federal
revenue sharing check for county road
maintenance and purchase of a main-
tainer. The court also discussed deputies’
salaries with Sheriff Travis McPherson,
but took no action; held up action on a
propasal to install underground cables to
the new library; and approved monthly
bills and reports.

ALL FOUR commissioners were
present for the regular first meeting of
the month, but County Judge H.C.
Williams was ill and unable to attend.

The new budget calls for no increase
in the total tax bill, but an anticipated 5-
cent reduction in the rate was not
possible, either, according to the budget
study. The h:d:etuimullly proposes a
hike in the county tax rate, from $1.15 to
$1.20 per $100 valuation. The staté ad
valorem tax is reduced from 27 to 2
cents, leaving the combined county-state
and hospital-water district tax bill at
$1.72 per $100 valuation—the same as the

past year

IN A meeting last month, com-
missioners had set the assessment rate
at the same 22 per cent of valuation and
proposed 1o hold the county tax rate st
$1.15. With the change, the county tax is
§1.20; the water district rate is 5 cents;
the hospital district rate remains at 25
cents, and the state tax will be 22.The
new budget is still “only"’ up $73,931 from
the past year and is actually $105,693 less
than the final budget total for 1972. The
1973-74_ budget proposes a 5 per cent
salary increase for all county em-
ployees —representing an overall salary
hike of some $30,000. The tax roll
valuation is estimated at $59 million, an

His body
was thrown about 30 feet from the cab of
the truck. He was pronounced dead at the
scene by Deaf Smith County Justice of
the Peace Glen Nelson

THE TRAIN collided with the truck
just behind the cab and between the
tractor and the trailer at an unpaved
marked crossing about two miles east of
Dawn. As a result, the vehicle was split
with the tractor landing south of the
tracks and the trailer and most of the
asphalt on the north side of the tracks.

Engineer of the train, W E. Westcoat,
was not injured in the collision.

Authorities said Farmer apparently
did not see the train as he turned off U.S.
8 and started across the tracks heading
south. The accident occurred about 6:50
am

THE TRAIN was traveling about 60
miles per hour and the force of the
collision knocked parts of the truck more
than 100 yards down the tracks. One set
of dual wheels apparently were knocked
of f with such force tnat they veered to the
south and clipped off a telephone pole
just above the ground

Asphalt from the tanker was spilled in
a huge area immediately west of the site
of the collision and covered the engine
and first two cars of the train. Although
the front of the engine was damaged, the
train was able to pull away from the site
under its own power.

A FIRE broke out immediately after
the collision as diesel from the truck
ignited. Small fires broke out along the
tracks as the train spread some of the
fuel and asphalt. However , train workers
extinguished the burning asphalt on the
train's outer surface and along the tracks
with extinguishers before four umits of
the Hereford Volunteer Fire Department
arriyed. Firemen did quickly put out two
of the truck tires which had ignited along
with small areas of grass surrounding
the wheels.

“The major portion of the asphalt
never caught fire,"” said Fire Marshal
Jay Spain. ‘‘The tractor was what caught
fire and it was on the other side of the
tracks from most of the asphalt.”

Funeral services for Farmer were
still pending Wednesday at Gililland-
Watson Funeral Home.

The bank accounts of Deaf
Smith County families who have
sons or daughters bound for
college will be taking a severe
jolt this year.

Tuition costs have advanced
sharply since last year. In
addition, there have been
proportionate increases in the
cost of room and board.

On the basis of a federally-
conducted study of more than
2,000 colleges, it is found that
the biggest jump will be at
private institutions, where the
average cost will be $3,281, or

— $206 more than i was in 1972.

Among publically-supported
colleges the increase will be
more modest — from $1,414 last
year to $1,492 this year.

For the umber of Deaf Smith
County residents expected to
attend college, it adds up to a
total cost of $1,479,000.

The figure covers tuition,
room and board but does not
imtlude books, transportation,
clothing, laundry and pocket
money, They could come to an
additional $500 or more per
student

The data on costs and -

enrollments are based upon
surveys made by the U.S. Office
of Education, the Department
of Commerce and others

The cplleges, loo, find
themselves in a financial
squeeze. Their costs, for faculty
salaries, supplies, maintenance
and the like, have been
mounting steadily

At many colleges,
enrollments have been
declining. And, at' the same
time, because of economic

conditions, their new en-
dowments have been falling
behind. As a result, several
colleges have had to close their
doors.

Among the reasons given for
the drop in the enrollment rate
are the ending of the Vietnam
war, which has reduced the
proportion of young men en-
tering college, the lag in
Federal aid for students and the
inability of mere and more
families to meet the rising cost
of higher education.

Costs Up For Local Students

However, there still will be
about 8.3 million in college this
fall, according to the latest
figures.

The number of young men
and women in Deaf Smith
County who will be ecollege-
bound is estimated at 620,

The $1,479,000 cost that local

parents will have to meet,-

exclusive of extras, is based
upon the expectation that half
the students will be going to
public colleges and the other
half to private ones.

New Drip Irrigation System
Studied By Researchers

In an effort to conserve
irrigation water on the South
Plains researchers are looking
to a relatively new method
called drip irrigation.

The system, used mostly in
greenhouses, gardens and
orchards, is being viewed for
use on major crops as well, but
with modification.

Dr. Otto Wilke, agricultural
engineer with the Texas
Agricultural Experiment
Station, is heading the study.

TWO TECHNIQUES may
make drip irrigation practical
for some field crops, says
Wilke.

One idea is the use of plastic
drip irrigation trail lines, in-
stead of sprinklers, attached to
a pivot sprinkler system.

In studies being conducted at
Lubbock, three such plastic
lines were attached to a pivot
system made available through
the cooperation of Gifford-Hill &
Western and Lubbock Christian
College, explains Wilke,

“Early results with these 100-
foot long lines are promising,”
he adds. “Advantages of using
drip trail lines instead of
sprinklers are that the water is
applied only behind the drive
wheels, lower operating
pressures are needed, less
water is lost to evaporation, and
salty water does not contact
plant leaves.”

HOWEVER, the plastic pipe
can be damaged by grazing
cattle, the researcher points
out. And in sandy soils it may be
difficult to germinate seeds
because the drip systemm may

not wet the surface soil
uniformly. .

The second technique in-
volves the development of a
tractor-mounted rig to move
drip irrigation pipes in cotton

Explains Wilke, one drip line
can be used to apply a single
irrigation to 40 rows of cotton
during the fruiting period. Two
funnels with belled entraces are
attached to the tractor and are
used to pick up the pipe and
move it laterally two rows to
water alternate furrows. Pipes
are moved once or twice daily
and can be moved without
stopping the well pump

RESEARCH for the study is
being conducted at the Texas
A&M University Agricultural
Research and Extension Center
at Lubbock, and is supported in
part with funds from the TAES,
Texas Water resources In-
stitute, the Office of Water
Resources Research and the
Plains Cotton Growers

farm measures 60 )
feet and has a volume of 1,507
cubic yards of water. The pond
is six feet deep, which helps

be able to handle severa
hundred fish, with sup
plemental feeding. Cowan plans
to stock it with channel catfish
and bass.

The pond will be filled with
water from his wells and not
from runoff water. The
irrigation wells will keep the
pond at a constant level
probably by the use of a float
valve, according to Brown. The
pond will also be fenced in
cluding the area surrounding il
so that he can start a wildlife
planting project, and to keep his
cattle out of the pond.

THE WILDLIFE planting
project involves planting trees
and shrubs, some of which may
include Green Ash, Prinbepia
Cherry, Mongolian Cherry,
Nanking Cherry, Silver Buf-
faloberry and others.

The tree and shrub planting is
in the experimental stage to see
if the plants will adjust to the
Hereford climate and soil.

The game he hopes to attract
will include pheasant, quail,
song birds and rabbits.

Cowan also plans to make a
seven-row wind break on the
east side of the pond for soil
conservation purposes.

Charges Baking Spokesmen

With Making Statements

Leo Witkowski of Hereford,
president of the Texas Wheat
Producers Association, along
with the president of the
National Association of Wheat
Growers has charged baking
industry spokesmen with
making incorrect statements on
the current supply situation
which are calculated to spark
public alarm and force export
controls.

Grower's president, Ray
Davis, Potter, Neb., explained
in his response that the country
is presently harvesting record
wheat crops and more than two
billion bushels are available for
export, domestic use, and
carryover this marketing year.

Also, he said concern ex-
pected over the level of next
year's carryover fails to take
into_account the fact that an

even greater harvest will be
under way at that time which
can easily exceed this years by
10 per cent. He cited strong
market prices and the absence
of controls on products and
exports, as primary factors
accounting for another bumper

crop.

Davis said that the American
Bakers Association had royally
juggled statistical data to give
the impression that bread would
disappear from supermarket
shelves because of the current
supply situation. He said the
Nation's annual use of wheat for
domestic food consumption was
less than % of this year's supply
and he advised that bakers
should arrange for their needs
now and not depend on a
government bail out.

The biggest oil and gas lease
sale on Texas public lands in a
quarter century is scheduled

October 2.

Land Commissioner Robert
L. Afmstrong said 1,348,610
acres in 1,712 tracts will be
offered for lease consideration.

Most of the state tracts are
submerged acreage in the Gulf
of Mexico. Nine hundred and 40
Gulf tracts totalling 998,610
acres have been nominated,
plus 563 tracts in Texas bays
and inlets including 267,678
acres.

0il and gas firms and in-
dividual bidders offer bonus
payments via sealed bids on
leasing of the state-owned
tracts for a period of five years
to explore and develop
minerals. Armstrong said a

“* record high interest is indicated
in potential oil and gas
production on state lands.

“This will be the largest sale
in more than 25 years,” said
Armstrong.

A sale involving nearly one
million acres of land in 1965
brought more than §39 million in
bonus payments to the per-
manent school fund.

Armstrong said the current
sale is doubly significant
because leases will enable the
state to take its one-sixth
royalty payment in gas or oil
instead of cash.

A court case is now pending to
determine if this can be done on
existing leases; The “in kind"
provision, specifically allowing
the state to take oil and gas as
well as cash, will be written into
the - October bid propositions.

Armstrong said this will
permit the state to offer cities
the option of buying some of
their natural gas directly from

the state at fair market value.
