Board Raises School Lunch Price |

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Hereford School lunchroom prices
were raised 10 cents per student and
Supt. Roy Hartman got a year's ex-
tension an his five-year contract in major
action at the Board of Trustees Tuesday
night.

Trustees also set April 6 as date for
the school trustee dection for the two
places presently occupied by members
Hilrey Aven and Dr. AT. Mims. Last
date for filing for the offices was set at
March 7. %

The hike in lunch prices was made
after school officials reported the
cafeterias were $11,000 “in the red.” A
total of $25,000 was reported lost in school
cafeterias over the past four months.

Trustees had been contemplating the
raise since before school began last
August, but had delayed the action to
study the effect of food price rises on the
cafeteria system.

Hartman reported that almost all
lunch programs in school in the ared
were losing “tremendous” amounts of
money this year because of rising food
costs to the school. He said many school

" boards are being forced into raising

prices per student.

The price hike will become effective
Feb. 1 and will raise lunch phices at the
elementary level from 40 cents per
student to 50 cents per student. Prices in
the two junior highs and high school were
raised from 50 cents per plate to 60 cents.

Trustees decided to allow teachers to
continue to eat at the same price that is
charged for students in the school
builging in which they teach. However,
the board raised the price to $1 per plate
for any non-school personnel who eat in
school cafeterias.

Hartman said the school is due to
receive $18,000 in refunds from the
federal government to go toward the
cafeteria deficit. He said this refund and
the rise in prices would put the cafeteria
account “back in the black’’ by the end of
the school year in May.

THE BOARD took up Hartman's
contract as the last item on the agenda
and went into executive session for the

Hartman previously had a five-year
contract and the board added another
year's extension to again make it five
years. It is presently due to expire in
1979.

He is an associate professor
in agricultural chemical -technology at
Wharton Junior College.

Born in Rush Springs, Okla. in 1934 and
reared in Duval County, Texas since the
age of two, Dr, Blakely is a graduate of
Sam Houston State University. He
eamed his master's and Ph.D. degrees in
agriculture at the University of Missouri.
His military service was highlighted by a
tour as a helicopter crew chief in Salz-
burg, Austria.

His occupations also include
traveling, ranching and flying. Blakely
eamed his pilot's license in order to fly

himself to speaking dates. He is a
member of the official board of First
United Methadist Church of Wharton and
is a past president of the Rotary Club
in that city. He is also a member of
the Wharton Chamber of Commerce.

BLAKELY holds the distinction of
being the only professional humorist in
Texas with a Ph.D. His speaking career
began in 1965 after an impromptu per-
formance, and his talents became so
much -in demand that he turned
professional in 1967.
