- Electronic Banking To Be Considered by Voters

(Editor’s note - This is the second of two stories
analyzing the seven proposed constitutional

amendments that will be on the Nov. 8 ballot in
Texas.)

AUSTIN, Texas (Ap) - Texans get a chance Nov. 8
to say if they want to do their banking at the
neighborhood grocery store by pushing a button
instead of writing a check.

Indirectly, they will be deciding if they like to
write a check on Friday and have it “‘float’" until the
bank starts work on Monday.

Proposition No. 6 to authorize off premise
electronic banking is one of seven proposed
constitutional amendments placed on the ballot by
the 1977 Legislature

Other proposals would expand the Court of
Criminal Appeals from five to nine judges. extend
the authority to deny bail to persons  already
convicted of felonies, provide an additional $200
million for the Veterans Land Fund, provide tax
relief for cultural, historical and natural history
resources, allow assessment of fees by agricultural
or marine commodity groups and change the name

and powers of the State Judicial Qualifications
Commussion

Eight other amendments proposed by the 1977
Legislature will be on the 1978 general election
ballot

The clectronic banking amendment would not put
anything into effect if it passes. It would, however,
authorize the 1979 Legislature, if it wishes. to allow
state and national banks to use electronic devices off
their physical premises. 1t also would provide for the
sharing of such devices among banks

The current constitutional provision prohibits
branch banking and says each bank must conduct
business at only one place

If the amendment is adopted, banks could be
authorized to set up electronic fund transfer EFT
terminals at remote locations. AN EFT terminal at a
retail store would allow a customer to pay for
merchandise by instantly transferring money from a
bank account to the store's account

It also would allow bank customers to make
withdrawals or deposits at any time of day or night
by inserting a plastic card in an unattended
machine

I'here are forecasts that the system might be

cxtended to nationwide use in the future

The Texas Bankers Association, prime movers for
the amendment, say 1t will not bring about an abrupt
change in present banking procedures - just make
them simpler and quicker. Those who prefer cash or
check can continue to use them, or in combination
with the electronic transfers

Opponents say the amendment is the first step in
ehmination of the checking system. It also will, they
say. ehminate the “‘float”’ - the time between
writing checks and the bank deducting it from the
account. Some statistics show that about seven
percent of the checks presented to banks do not have
funds available to pay them. A much larger
percentage of checks are written without funds
immediately available but with the knowledge and
hope the funds will be there when the check is
presented.

Proposition NO. 2 on the ballot would make an
additional $200 million available for the 30-year-old
program to allew military veterans to buy farm and
ranch land with small down payments, low interest
and long repavment terms

The first issue of $25 million in Veterans Land

v

Fund bonds in 1946 provided about 5,000 tracts for
veterans’ purchasers. About 17,000 veterans
purchased land from a $100 million authorization in
1956. About 20,000 veterans bought land from the
3200 million authorization in 1967. Another $100
million authorized in 1973 is nearly exhausted.

In addition to making another $200 million
available the proposed amendment would make the
unmarried widow or widower of any veteran who
dies in the line of duty eligible for a land purchase.

Proponents say the state has seen fit to make the
land purchase benefits available to veterans of
World War Il and the Korean conflict and now is the
time to be sure all Vietnam veterans have their
chance. They argue the program is self-sustaining
with any defaulted land being quickly resold to other
veterans.

Opponents claim the program has outlived its
original purpose and overlaps and conflicts with
federal veterans programs. Continuing the program
now just makes it more difficult to end in the future,
they said.

Proposition No. 4 would allow future legislatures
to provide tax relief to preserve cultural, historical
and natural history resources. Under current

practice, some historical sites owned by nomprofit
organizations receive tax exemptions from

taxes. The amendment would authorize tax relief for
all such sites, regardless of ownership.

Opponents say it would be just another chip at the
tax rolls of school districts and local governments,
particularly for some of the state's oldest central
cities where many historical sites are located. They
also claim it violates the basic of Texas law
that property taxes must be equal and uniform.

Proposition No. 5 would allow the legislature to
authorize formation of associations for agricultural
and marine commodities and the collection of
assessments on their product sales voted by the
producers themselves.

Proponents say the commodity boards would be
worthwhile ventures and the money collected would
be used to increase sales.

Upponents claim that mandatory assessments
actually are a tax on agriculture which is prohibited
by the consitution. They say the costs eventually will
be borne by the consumer in higher prices for food.

Inflation Rate Grows
Slowly for 2nd

WASHINGTON (AP) - Inflation held to
a moderate rate last month as consumer
prices rose by only three tenths of |
percent, the same as in August, the
federal government reported today.

If averaged over the entire year, the
September increase would mean a 3.6
percent annual rate of inflation, a sharp
improvement over the 10 percent annual
rate recorded at the .beginning. of the
e

The increases im August and
September were the smallest monthly
hikes since last November.

Some government economists predic-
ted that the slowing of inflation during
the summer will persist through the
autumn as declining farm prices continue
to exert a moderating effect on retajl food
prices.

Wholesale farm prices have been
falling since April. The decline first
began showing up at the retail level in

July when consumer prices rose” four
tenths of 1 percent, following monthly
gains averaging seven-tenths of 1
percent.

Prices have increased at an annual rate
of 4.2 percent over the last three months,
compared with an 8.1 percent rate in the
second quarter of the year and a 10
percent pace during the first three
months.

The improved inflation picture has
been satisfying to"the Carter administra-
tion which has been criticized for its
economic policies because high umem.
ployment persists and the rate of
economic growth slowed over the
summer.

Food prices rose only one-tenth of |
percent last month, following an inerease
of three-tenths of 1 percent increase in
August. Prices actually declined for pork,
poultry, fresh fruits, eggs, coffee and
dairy products, helping to offset

""They were all in front of the plane and
they were all shouting, 'Get me out, get
me. get me.'”" said Constable Gerald
Wall. **We were actually standing on top
of some people to get the others out.''

The plane had passed McComb when it
reported that it was having fuel trouble
and was told by the Houston, Tex., flight
center to turn around and land at
McComb, said Everett Fairly, an air
traffic controller at McComb.

Department To Conduct
Influenza Surveillance

The Texas Department of
Health will conduct and
coordinate a program of
influenza surveillance during
the ypcoming respiratory di-
sease season in an effort to
wdentify and halt potential local
outbreaks of influenza.

Unlike last year. no influenza
vaccine will be provided by
federal and state governments
and no influenza immunizations
will be offered in state-operated
public health climcs.

"“This policy. however, should
not detract from the importance
of an effective influenza
surveillance program. said Dr.
Charles Webb, Jr.. chief of the
Bureau of Communicable Di-
sease Services of the Texas
Department of Health. “*Only
through such a program can
influenza viruses be isolated,
characterized and a determina-
tion be made of emerging
strains.

Dr. Webb said that in order to
have enough lead time to
produce the right vaccines for
the mext year, vaccines are
produced from strains of the
current year

The three tvpes of influenza
virus that have been identified
are called types A. B, and C. It
has been shown that influenza A
and B wviruses change their
genetic make-up shghtly each
year. These annual changes are
known as “‘drifts " A major
shift which occurs at approxi-
mately 10-vear intervals has
been observed only for influenza
A

These genetic changes have
posed a special problem for
developers of vaccines. As the
virus changes or ‘‘drifts. ™
immunity created by previous
infection or vaccines becomes
less effective. When a2 com-
pletely new virus strain
appears. there has not been
sufficent time to produce the
quantities of vaccine needed.

New strains of influenza A
vifes -may cause 2 major
outbreak about every 10 years.
For example. in 1957, it was the
Asian flu and in 1968, the Hong
Kong. Influenza caused by type
B virus may have wi
occurrence. but the discase is
generally milder. Type C

. howeéver,

selected metropolitan areas,”
Dr. Webb said. Last vear's
surveillance program was ex-
tremely successful. Through a
physician in San Antonio, a new
strain of influenza was isolated
and designated as A/Texas/
%."

Even though free influenza
shots will not be given this vear,
the Department does recom-
mend that certain groups be
immumzed.

“Each vear in Texas we have
had an excess illness and death
from influenza among older
persons.”’ said Linda L.
Chandler:- R.N.. director of
Surveillance.Control and Infor-
mation Activities. *'We support
the Center for Disease Control
recommendation that those over
65 years of age receive influenza
immunization. We also recom-
mend flu immunizations for
adults and children with chronic
conditions such as heart
disease. bronchitis or dia-
betes.”

Influenza, or flue, is an acute
respiratory illness whose symp-
toms include fever, cough, sore
throat. a runny nose and body
aches. Most patients recover
completely within a week,
although many continue to feel
unusually tired for some time.

During the last centuty alone.,
there have been seven instances
of global spréad. kmown as
pandemics., and numerous
epidemics. when the occurrance
of influenza is more or less
restricted to one region.

Outbreaks of flu usually occur
abruptly.

Twenty to 50
percent of susceptible members
of the population may be
affected. with the highest
