Friemel Speaks At Committee Hearings

Hereford Farmer Attacks Ag

WASHINGTON (AP) - Texas farmers
plowed into the government's " Prophets
of Doom™ during the concluding session
of hearings this week before the House
Agrniculture Committee

Jerome Friemel of Hereford said
Ihursday that Congress spent 'much
energy and research in the creation of the
1977 Farm Bill."" but the legislation has
been rejected by America's farmers

It could be time to question the
sources of information on the farm
problem and its possible solutions,'" the
West Texas grain farmer added “"Many
of your high ranking advisers and
economists seem to offer no solutions
they are only Prophets of Gloom - who
believe that there is absolutely no

solution to the problems of the family
farmer

"It may well be time to seek solutions
from other sources, new minds that have
& posttive attitude toward the problem
and really believe that there is a
solution. "'

The cure-all, according to farmers,
bankers, implement dealers and other
agribusinessmen, is 100 percent parity,
the prime demand of the American
Agriculture Movement which sparked the
committee hearings following more than
a month of rallies and lobbying on Capitol
Hill

The hearings will resume Tuesday

“Many in the administration presently
in power in Washington seem to have

difficulty with the term parity,”" said
Friemel. "'They treat it as though 1t 1s a
dirty word. parity is the quality or
condition of being equal or equivalent
0 we are, in reality, speaking of equality;
equality for the producers of food and
fiber in the United States."

The Agriculture Deartment estimates
farmers are receiving an average of 65
percent panty tor their crops,

Like most of their counterparts from
other states, Texans came to the
committee hearings armed with statistics
showing the built-in loss to farmers udner
the current price structure

Lazbuddie tarmer JerryDon Glover
testified that his costs per acre in 1977
totaled $126.28 compared to a maximum

income per acre of $112.50

"1 will lose less money by destroying
the wheat than [ will by producing it,”" he
said. "'l believe this will be the rule rather
than the exception in my area. When |
consider my loss in 1977 and my locked -in
loss of 1978, under our tax structure,
there 1s no way to legally repay such a
deficit. ™’

more than 100 farmers, Hart grain
dealer-farmer DeWayne Brown noted, ']

Jamieson said four of the 13 Soviet
officials were ordered 1o leave the country
by next Monday. seven were given until

The Russians. who were accused of
trving to get information on the security
service of the Mounted Police from a
high-ranking Mountie official. included
the first secretary of the Soviet Fmbassy
in Ottawa, Igor Vartaman, and two
second secretaries

Canada’s embassy in Moscow has
more than 40 staff members. while the
Soviet Embassy in Ottawa has had 64

Jamieson said the affair was a serious
setback to Canadian-Soviet relations. He
told the House he refused an invitation to
visit the Soviet Union because of it

A Soviet Embassy press officer refused
to say what action his government might
take.

“Call us back next week,”" he said,
“We will make up our minds with the
help of Moscow.”

Jamieson told Parliament two Soviet
officials approached the officer of the
Royal Canadian Mounted Police,
Canada’s equivalent of the FBI, early last
year and offered '‘an unlimited sum of

money to spy for them."’

He said the Canadian whom he did not
identifs . knew one of the agents from a
previous assignment  and  immediately
reported the overture to his superiors

The RCMP authorized him to try to
trick the Russians, Jamieson continued
and the officer met with Vartanian seven
times to hand over doctored information
Inreturn, he was paid $30.500 in several

"This case proved to be a classic
example of an intelligence operation,”” he
continued. “involving complex signaling
systems, coded passwords, secret
concealment devices, all for the purpose
of arranging clandestine meetings
between the RCMP member and the
Soviet agent

Derek Burney, chief press aide at the
Department of External Affairs, indicated
one of the reasons the government blew
the whistle on the Russians was that they
were about to find out the Mountie - as
tricking them and his life was in danger.

WASHINGTON (AP) - New warnings
of worsening inflation  were  signaled
today by a government index that
measures prices received by wholesalers.

I'he Labor Department's index of
finished goods prices, the last stage
before consumers buy products, rose 0.6
percent in January,

The increase was about the same as
monthly increases last fall, as food prices
contnibuted a steady ¢limb

However, prices rose more sharply in
carhier stages of production, indicating
further price increases may be on the
Wiy

A more rapid pacc of nflation was
particularly pronounced at the intermed-
late stage of production, partly because
the unusually high level of residential
construction activity resulted in higher
prices for most construction-related
products.”” the depariment said.

The price index for crude goods, such
as mining and farm products, rose 2
percent in January, the fourth straight
monthly increase. Prices at the
intermediate stage. where commodities,
require further processing, rose 0.9
percent, the largest increase since last
April

Grocers paid 1.1 percent more in
January for consumer foods, one of the
largest increases in eight months. It was
surpassed by a 1.2 percent increase in
November and a 1.4 percent rise last
May

Prices for all wholesale commodities
rose 0.9 percent, the biggest
since a | percent rise last April.

The department had depended on the
all-commodities  wholesale price index
until December but is phasing it out on
grounds it cxaggerates the impact of
inflation by counting many price
Increases more than once.

Instcad. the department is emphasiz-
ing the finished goods index, which
measures prices of such goods as
automobiles and food just before they are
sold to the consumer

The price index for consumer finished
goods rose 0.7 percent in January,
somewhat faster than the 0.4 percent rise
in December

Prices for fresh fruits and vegetables
turned up after declining in December.
Prices rose faster in January for beef,
veal and processed poultry, but turned
down for cggs. fish, pork and bakery
products

Prices for such goods as cars, jewglry,
household applicances and furniture rose
a total of 0.7 percent, more than the 0.4
percent rise in December.

Gasoline prices rose slightly less than
in December, but tobacco products were
up from the previous month,

Collie Gives Life to Save
Family From Blazing Home

FLORENCE (AP) - A gallant pet collie
gave its life in searing flames and
smothering smoke to save a sleeping
Central Texas family from the blaze
gutting their home, officials say.

Mary Fenoglio told fire officials that
she and her two teenage children were
asleep about 12:30 a.m. Thursday when
the dog began barking to warn her of the
fire on the stars of the two-story home.

"“The dog was penned up in a
washroom behind a small wooden gate, "’
said Florence Volunteer Fire Chief Jerry
Smith. “'It jumped the gate and ran into
the deén where Mrs. Fenoglio was
sleeping and started barking."’

Mrs. Fenoglio told officials the flames
were too intense on the stars and blocked
her from going upstairs where Beth, 16,
and John, 13, were sleeping.

But she said the dog leaped up the |

stairs through the flames and smoke to
alert the youths, who leaped to safety
from the windows of their bedrooms.
The collie, however, was trapped and
died in the blaze, said officials. The name
of the dog was not immediately available.

Mrs. Fenoglio, whose husband, John,
was in Houston on & business trip,
suffered minor burns and her children
were treated and released for minor
smoke inhalation.

MILK GROUP
The milk group includes
milk and dairy products.

This group is especially rich
in calclum, the specialist sajs.

The National Research Coun-
cll Recommended Dietary Al-
lowances for calclum are set at

1801 88 o woskly (horged te bomi. wash by

lactation. infants need from )60
to 540 milligrams daily.

Children under nine yoars of
age and adults need two cups of
milk daily to meet these

Children nine to 12 and
pregnant women can fulfill their
increased calclum need during
rapid growth by drinking three
or more cups of milk daily, Miss
Reasonover adds.

MEAT GROUP
The meat group mainly
furnishes protein necessary for
growth and repair of body tissue

The specialist suggests sev-
eral energy saving techniques.

When roasting large items,
avoid preheating the oven - it is
unnecessary and wastes several
minutes of heat. _

When baking cakes, pies, or
cookies, preheat the oven - but
have pans ready to go in as soon
as the preheat temperature is
reached.

Then, resist the temptation to
“peek.’" A 20 percent heat loss
occurs each time the oven door

CONTINUOUS SELF-IM-
PROVEMENT is the strategy
that brings victory.

WE HAVE WONDERFUL
possibilities and capacities for
good, but we also have
capacities for evil. We must
choose which shall dominate us,
of course, there will probably be
a mixture of good and evil in our
life pattern.

This will be a very
significant part of the victory
over self.

Feds Probing
Prisoner Death ~

DALLAS (AP)-The U.S.
Justice Department has launch-
ed an investigation into the
death of an Ector County jail
prisoner who died in custody,
The Dallas Times Herald
reported Thursday.

Dan Rinzel, deputy chief of
criminal investigations in the
Civil Rights Department said
the investigation will be an
attempt to determine if Larry
Ortega Lozano, 27, died as the
result of actions by Ector County
officers and it will be an attempt
to determine if Lozano's civil
rights were violated.

The announcement by Rinzel
came about 24 hours after it was
revealed that an El Paso County
medical examiner's report said
that the bruises and other
markings on Lozano's body
indicate the death was a
homicide,

Ector County Sheriff Elton
Faught has said that Lozano's
death was a suicide, that Lozano
beat his head against a
plexiglass panel in his padded
cell. He died Jan. 22 following
his Jan. 12 arrest.

At the request of Lozano's
family, Dr. Frederick Bornstein,
the El Paso county medical
examiner in El Paso, performed
an autopsy on Lozano.

The autopsy report said *‘It is
my opinion that the man died
from exténsive blunt trauma,
such as beating, hitting,
kicking, as well as possible
small wounds with sharp
instruments."’

Dr. Bornstein's report con-
cludes ‘‘Therefore, |  qonsider
the “mode ‘of death® homicide.
The pattern is incompatible with
suicide.”’

Ector County Medical Exami-
ner Dr. Krishnakumari Challap-
alli also performed an autopsy
but has not released hey
findings.

She ‘told the Dallas Times
Herald that she ‘“‘didn’t want to
be pushed or led by others'* and
declined to support or disclaim
Bornstein's findings.

AKRON, Ohio (AP)-A woman
shall be shown that the fetus
growing inside her can squint,
frown, swallow and make a fist.
She shall be told that aborting
that fetus may make her feel
depressed and suicidal.

These are among detailed
provisions of a proposed
abortion ordinance now upder
consideration by a committge of
the Akron City Council. “The
ordinance would regulate three
abortion clinics and a fourth
family clinic that sometimes
performs abortions. There were
5,574 abortions performed at
those facilities last year.

The proposed ordinance, writ-
ten by an anti-abortion coalition
called Citizens for Informed
Consent, also dictates how the
remains of an aborted fetus
would be disposed of, requiring
they be taken to a licensed
funeral director.

county tax assessor-collec-
tors.
" When an application is
processed, a mew yellow reg-
istration certificate will be
mailed to the voter. Current
bluc cards expire March 1.

Voters now reglslered au-
tomaucally receive 1978-79
certificates, but many are
being returned due to
changes of address and a
“cleanup”™ of voter rolls. In
Dallas, 28 per cent of the
600,000 certificates have
been returned to local elec-
tion officials, Oaks said.

Voters who haven't re-
ceived their yellow centifi-
cates already, should make
applications now, QOaks ad-
vised. Registration is possible
up to 30 days-before an elec-
tion.

More than 2,000 grocery
and convenience stores and
about 500 high schools, col-
leges and universities will re-
ceive application forms dis-
tributed by Oaks’ office.

Eleven thousand letters
will be sent to citizens or-
ganizations requesting their
help.

Benefits Cut

The joint federal-state ex-
tended unemployment bene-
fits program in Texas has
ended due to a drop in the
national insured unemploy-
ment rate.

Texas Employment Com-
mission was notified of the
discontinuance in line with
automatic “triggering” for-
mulas.

E\lcndcd benefits  were

paid to claimants who ex-
hausted regular state bene-
fits and were still unable to
find work. They are financed
50-50 from state and federal
money.

Regular benefits will con-
tinue as usual,

Extended henefits for De-
cember totalled about $2.3
million statewide.

A national “trigger” of 4.5
per cent insured unemploy-
ment will activate or discon-
linue automatically the pay-
ment: of extended benefits.
The insured unemployment
rate in Texas never ap-
proached that figure. It was
1.4 per cent at the time of
the extended benefit cut, 4.7
per cent overall. All states
must begin or end the pay-
ment when the national rate
reaches 4.5 per cent, . rising
or falling.

Half-Crop Asked
Farmers in South Texas
this week are being ap-

proached in a big organiza-
tional drive to sign agree-
ments o slash their planted
acreage in half.

American Agriculture
(farm  strike) leaders said
farmers from 40 other states
will be working in 40 coun-
ties of South Texas in an
effort to get the commit-
ments.

NEW YORK (AP) - Now in
the dark of winter there comes a
pause in the critic's occupation,
which until recently has been to
carp about Carter and bemoan
the nation’s alleged economic
mismanagment.

Time to reflect, the doctors
thought. Maybe Jimmy Carter
didn’t understand business or
economics or management or
the presidency itself. Somehow,
though, things weren't as bad
as they should be.

Not that they could be wrong.
