Board Appoints Rameri

Policeman Paul Rameriz Tuesday night
became the first Mexican-American ever
to join the Hereford Independent School
District board of trustees.

The board met for eight hours until 1
&.m. today to discuss an assortment of
crucial topics, including the appointment
of Rameriz and the adoption of textbooks
to be used in the 1978-79 school year.

The lengthy agenda included the
re-election of teachers for 1978-79 school
year, approval of the school calendar for
1978-79, amending of the 1977-78
calendar, a personnel report, requests
from local residents concerning the
school band and taxes, and
department reports

Rameriz was appointed Tuesday night
in open session after the board met for
approximately 50 minutes behind closed
doors to decide whether the action would
be in the school district’s best interest in
lieu of an injunction which may postpone
the scheduled April 1 board election.

The U.S. Department of Justice is
expected to file the injunction at 2 p.m
today in a three-judge court at Dallas
Board president James Gentry and HISD
attorney Richard Green flew to Dallas to
meet with the judges’ panel and Justice
Department concerning the injunction

“They (Civil Rights attorneys for the
Justice Department) requested we go
down there,"’ Gentry said early today

"'The Justice Department told Richard
they'll file suit on us today in Dallas
before the three judge panel.”

The panel is the same which had
agreed to hear the case of the Hereford
Independent School District vs. Griffin
Bell (U.S. attorney general) last year in
Dallas. The panel never heard the
case,deciding instead to wait for a
Supreme Court ruling in the case of
Griffin Bell vs. the City of Sheffield, Ala

The Supreme Court ruled last week
that Sheffield and all other political
subdivisions in Alabama and Texas are
subject to the Voting Rights Act of 1965,
amended in 1975 to include Texas
entities

The Justice Department was sued by
the HISD after refusing to approve a 1974
change from an at-large to place system
of voting, stating that the change might
be discriminatory against minority
groups protected under the Voting Rights
Act of 1965

The Justice Department last week
promised to file an injunction to have the
April | place-system election stopped
The HISD probably will have to change
back to an at-large system of voting.
Green told the board in a meeting last
Thursday

WASHINGTON (AP) With a Senate
ratification vote on the first of two
Panama Canal treaties only a day off,
President Carter is continuing the search
for an elusive handful of votes needed to
ensure the pact's approval,

Both treaty supporters, led by Carter,
and opponents kept at their frantic
maneuvering for votes

With Thursday's outcome on the pact
to guarantee the waterway's neutrality
likely to be decided by one or two
senators, four uncommitted lawmakers
were tentatively scheduled to announce
their intentions today.

They are Democrats Wendell Ford of
Kentucky, Russell Long of Louisiana and
Edward Zorinsky of Nebraska, along with
Republican Charles McC. Mathias of
Maryland.

Ford is seen as a probable ‘‘no'' vote
while Mathias and Long are expected to
support the agreement. Zorinsky,
according to both sides, was "'up in the
air.

Although an informal poll Tuesday
gave treaty foes the 34 votes needed to
ensure defeat and supporters 64 votes,
three short of the necessary two-thirds
majority for ratification, senators
continued to shift positions.

Zorinsky and Sen. Dennis De-Concini,
D-Ariz., were no longer considered
certain Tuesday to vote against the two
agreements.

Carter planned to meet today with
DeConcini, now seen as undecided.
DeConcini wants to include a provision in
the treaty permitting the United States to
take any step, military or otherwise, to

"keep the canal open. "

And Republican Bob Packwood of
Oregon, who had been counted a firm
treaty supporter, complained bitterly
Tuesday of what he said was an apparent
willingness by Carter to make political
deals in exchange for votes.

Specifically, Packwood referred to
published reports that the administration
had ended its opposition on a pending
farm bill in exchange for the vote of Sen.
Herman Talmadge, D-Ga.

Both Talmadge and the White House
denied a deal had been struck.

Packwood, who said he had also heard
reports that the administration was
offering federal judgeships in exchange
for votes, said he was now ''wavering'' in
his support of the treaties.

""The president shouldn’t be the host of
‘Let’s Make a Deal,'"’' he said, referring
to a television show.

The Senate, meanwhile, neared a vote
on a "‘reservation’’ allowing the United
States and Panama to negotiate whether
U.S. troops could stay in the Canal Zone
after a transfer of the waterway to
Panama in the year 2000.

Carter agreed to the ''reservation,"
urged by Talmadge and Sam Nunn,
D-Ga., who until Tuesday were
uncommitted. Both are now considered
probable “‘yes'' votes, as is Sen. John
Heinz, R-Pa.

WASHINGTON (AP)-Now th-
ey've thrown the wolves to the
bureaucrats.

And after 34 years of
deliberation, the bureaucrats

have figured out what to do |

about it.

Compromise.

It seems that the gray wolves
of Minnesota, enjoying the
protection of the
Species Act and not
when they were well off, began
to prosper, and thergfore to
multiply.

That is no way to keep the
government from the door.

According to the most recent
census, there were an estimated
1,200 gray wolves in Minnesota.
Not onmly that, they were
hungrey and had taken to
munching on livestock.

So on Oct. 4, 1974, the state
pvmmeatollﬁuemubd

mmnwunus Fish
and Wildlife Service to take

The state complained that the
wolf was ranging into populated
areas and said that government
protection should be dropped

*“In response, the service
initisted a review on Nov. 21,
1974, the Interior Department
reported on March 9, 1978.

A team of wolf specialists
spent two years the
matter. Finally, the experts
were ready. They decided that
gray wolves residing in
Minnesota should henceforth be
considered a threatened species
instead of an endangered
species.

An endangered species is one
threatened by extinction in at
least a significant portion of its
range. A threatened species is
one likely to become endanger-
ed in the foreseeable future.

With the recommendation of
its wolf experts in hand, the
Fish and Wildlife Service asked
for publié comment. The cards,
letters and petitions flowed, and
they showed:

WASHINGTON (AP) - A
prolonged coal strike could have
a severe impact on farm
production and the food
processing industry, mostly
because of its effect on the
generation of electrical power,
according to an Agriculture
Department paper.

As a fuel, however, coal plays
a slight role in farm production
and it would be relatively easy
to replace it temporarily with
other types of fuel, the
department said.

Director Dick Davis has
resigned effective June 1, the
Dallas Times-Herald reported
today.

The resignation came after a
two and a half hour meeting
Monday with SMU President
Dr. James Zumberge.

Davis denied he was under
any pressure to quit but
confirmed his decision was not
one-sided.

Davis, who played football for
the Mustangs in the late 1940s,
said he first discussed the
possibility of resigning three
months ago with Bobby Stewart,
the school's board chairman,

Davis had said at his hiring
four years ago that the SMU
athletic program ‘‘could be
turned arownd and straightened
out'' in four years, In that time,

WASHINGTON (AP) - A tale of mice and men.

And frustration in the most powerful land in the whole history
of the entire universe.

In the 202nd year of the Republic, in which there had arisen,
@ by miracle, a new leader who would at long last smite down
the enemies of efficiency, the devils of delay .....

All Jimmy Cart~r wanted to do was get the mice the hell out of
the White House....

We begin.

Though later events are documented with the stirring details
of a military campaign, with body counts and intelligence reports
of sightings and suspicious movements, the early phases of the
matter of mice vs. the Carter administration remain unclear.

Thus, in the op<ning chapters, we cannot yet answer with
precision the question of what did the president know and when
did he know it.

But we do know that later he became personally and viscerally
involved and finally, his back to the wall, had to invoke all the
authority he could command.

His personal secretary, Susan Clough, who works in a room
directly between the ceremonial Oval Office and the president’s
small study, recalls positively that only two weeks after his

. inaugural, she became aware of an uncongenial odor.

Maintenance men were summoned and circumstantial
evidence strongly suggested a dead mouse somewhere in the
historic walls. Bits of potato chips were discovered behind a
cabinet, holdovers from the Ford administration in an otherwise
immaculate transition. Ms. Clough's office was sprayed.

The president’s secretary was told that mice had been a White
House problem at least as far back a the Elsenhower
administration. Eyewitnesses had testified - they actually saw
mice climbing the drapes of the Oval Office.

Mice, Ms. Clough was told by experts, apparently were able to
build up a generational immunity to White House pesticides and
thus could cling to the building from one administration to the
next, like non-presidential appointees protected by Civil Service.

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Mice Bugging White House

Maintenance men were called in repeatedly and while the
president’s secretary is satisfied they were doing their best, their
best was nowhere near . Increasingly, the seat of
American power was being humiliated by mice in much the same
unsettling manner those little men from North Vietnam kept
reappearing in the south despite heavy casualties.

Ms. Clough was told that the probable cause was the
construction work for the capital's new subway system, which
was disrupting the lifestyles of the city's rodents.

Then, on a date uncertain, at a time when he wasn't there, Ms.
Clough saw a mouse in the president’s own small office, where it
is his habit to repair for undisturbed study of the nation's
manifest problems.

Now, she thought, the moment had come to divert his
attention from the larger predators of his time to the fact that he
might at any moment expect to see a mouse.

The commander in chief took the news calmly. He suggested
mouse traps and went about his business.

« Officials of the General Services Administration, which is -

charged with the maintenance of government buildings, told Ms.
Clough that traps had been tried before but when the word got
out, humane societies complained the method was too cruel, Ms.
Clough quietly suggested this time they don't let the word out.

Traps appeared in the White House with dramatic
demographic effect on the illegal tenants.

The Italo-American summit meeting
passed without malodorous distraction.

A few weeks later - as best as can be determined it was end of
summer - the president buzzed for his secretary. She found him
awesomely stern, eyes now shooting lasar beams. He had just
seen another mouse in his study.

He ordered an immediate meeting in his office of all concerned
officials of the GSA, Department of Interior, White . House
administration, others.

In terms clear and crisp, he announced his patience was st an
end. He told them if he, as a private citizen, could lick the rat
problem in his peanut warechouse in Plains, Ga., surely the
government of the United States could mobilize the resources
and ingenuity and dedication to get mice out of the White House.

He said he didn't care whose jurisdiction was involved; he, the
president, wanted the problem solved. NOW!

Coffee Prices Continue Decline
Though Other Foods Climb

Maost supermarket food prices
keep climbing, but coffee is
dropping and apparently will go
even lower, ;

The idea of cheaper coffee
may be hard to believe for
shoppers who watched prices
rise over two years from $1.27 to
nearly $4 for a pound of
America’s most popular bever-
age.

But the latest federal figures
show the average retail price
down 12 percent, from a record
$1.93% a pound last June to
$3.47 in January.

The price now is down to
about $3.40, and last week
Folger's Coffee Co., the
second-largest U.S. processor,
cut wholesale prices by 15 cents,
to. $3.03 a pound. This
foreshadows a further retail
drop since store prices usually
follow wholesale prices by three
or four weeks.

Most coffee analysts think the
price will continye to fall. Fred
Gray, a U.S. Agricultural
Department economist, says the
retail price might be $2.25 a
pound next winter

“It's essentially a question of
supply and demand,'’ Gray
said. “'Americans are drinking
less coffee, mainly because of
the high prices. As a result,
domestic roasters aren't import-
ing as much.”’

As analysts explain .it, the
price increases for coffee
resulted from fears of a world
shortage after a severe frost in
Brazil in July 1975, when
Americans were paying an

average $1.27 a pound. Prices
shot up, and then two factors set
in to bring them down.

The first was consumer
reaction. Last year, U.S. per
capita coffee consumption
dropped 27 percent - from 12.8
pounds to 9.4 pounds of beans -
as many people switched to tea
or soft drinks,

The second was that the
predicted coffee shortage never
occurred, and analysts now see
prospects for a substantial
recovery in world production;
already up 11 percent from last
year.

At first, Brazil and Colombia,
the largest coffee-growing
nations, tried to hold the price of
green beans above $3 a pound.
But then they saw the trend and -
let go. Beans now sell for under
$2 a pound.

Last week, Central American
coffee-producing nations tried
to again boost prices for beans
by withholding them- from
market. But importers said
these nations do not have the
storage facilities to continue this
and will back down as they see

- only fears of shortage..

Rep. Fred Richmond, chair-
man of a subcommittee that has
investigated coffee prices,
believes lower consumption will
force lower prices.

““There’s a national trend
away from coffee consump-

tion,"’ the New York Democrat
said. '‘The roasters are
painfully aware of that trend,
And it should be obvious to
coffee-producing nations that
they have a stake in reducing
prices. Because onge people get
out of the habit, it's not so easy
to attract that business back."
