Levee breach floods 2 California towns

By MARTIN STEINBERG
Associated Press Writer .

Rescuers in helicopters worked
feverishly today to lift to safety the
remaining residents of two northern
California towns flooded by a wall of
water released when a levee unex-
pectedly crumbled, forcing 21,000
people to flee, many in panic.

Crews dumped truckloads of huge
rocks today into the levee near the
confluence of the Yuba and Feather
rivers, which already had receded
several feet since the breach occur-
red about 6 p.m. PST Thursday. It
was the second levee to give way
Thursday under the weight of nine
days of rain.

Elsewhere in the West, cleanups
were under way in the wake of waves

of Pacific storms that killed at least
17 people, flooded thousands of acres
and homes and set off hundreds of
avalanches and mudslides.
Preliminary estimates put the
damage in California, Nevada and
Utah near $100 million, and officials
estimated that 20 percent of Napa
County’s vineyards were damaged.

About 33,000 people have had to
flee their homes, including the 12,000
in Linda, Calif., and 9,000 in nearby
Olivehurst evacuated Thursday.

A half-dozen police and National
Guard helicopters plucked people
from rooftops in Linda, whose
residents were taken to five shelters
within two hours of the breach, said
Bill Helms of the state Flood Control
Center in Sacramento.

Reagan has no
plans for force
in Nicaragua

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Reagan, warmly received in his first
visit to Grenada since sending in-
vading troops there to block a com-
munist takeover, says he has no
thought of similar action in
Nicaragua

“] think it's an entirely different
situation,” Reagan told reporters
Thursday as he posed for
photographs with Sir Paul Scoon,
governor general of Grenada, during
a four-hour visit to the island nation.

““So you're ruling out use of US.
force in Nicaragua®' Reagan was
asked

“We never had any plans for such
a thing," he answered.

Addressing an estimated crowd of
20,000 or more Grenadians at a play-
ing field that was a command post
during the 1983 invasion, Reagan in-
dicated, however, that he plans to
keep up the pressure on Nicaragua's
leftist government.

“Today, in Nicaragua, we see a
chain of events similar to what hap-
pened here,” he told the Grenadians,
who chose a democratic government
after Marxist Prime Minister
Maurice Bishop was murdered by
fellow leftists, paving the way for the
U.S. invasion.

*“I will never be sorry that I made
the decision to help you,” said
Reagan.

The president laid a green wreath,
wrapped in lavender ribbon, at an
oblong-shaped granite memorial to
the 19 US. servicemen killed in the

invasion.
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The audience that jammed
Queen’s Park in St. George's, the
Grenadian capital, interrupted
Reagan's speech with applause more
than two dozen times.

At the airport, at St. George's
Medical School, at the park and
along his motorcade route, Reagan
was greeted with signs of thanks for
the U.S. action and other assistance.

One sign said, "'99 per cent of
Grenadians think you saved their
lives."

Another, held up by a child from an
international school, said, ‘*‘Room 82
thanks you."

People jammed bleacher seats at
the park and stood in an adjacent
field and on the brow of a nearby hill.
Prime Minister Herbert Blaize said
it was the biggest crowd in the
history of the island, which has a
population of about 90,000

“I can't tell you how moved | have
been,” said Reagan, speaking as
evening shadows lengthened and a
freshening breeze off the ocean whip-
ped US. and Grenadian flags scat-
tered throughout the crowd.

The president planned a meeting
with House Republicans on Capitol
Hill today, but aides said it would
deal with domestic issues, not with
his bid for $100 million in assistance
to rebels fighting Nicaragua's leftist
regime.

He is expected to return to that
subject, and touch on his Grenada
visit, in a televised speech on defense
issues next Wednesday. ‘¢
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Residents screamed, tapped pans
and waved flashlights to attract the
airborne rescuers ‘‘to come and get
them from their rooftops,” said
David Gordon Hall of Sacramento
radio station KFBK, who was in Lin-
da.

A 40-foot breach grew to about 100
feet by this morning, said Naser
Bateni, supervisor of flood control at

the state Department of Water
Resources. The breach was a sur-
prise because the Yuba River was
5% feet below flood stage and
receding when the levee crumbled,
said Bateni.

“The police could not set up
guidelines quick enough at the dif-
ferent corners on which way to go to
get away from there, so people were

just going in circles, turning around
going in other directions, trying to
get out of there,” said Marysville
resident Jim Leary, who was in the
Peach Tree Mall in Linda when the
levee crumbled, releasing a 3- to
4-foot-high wall of water that covered
cars in a low-lying parking lot.

Crews and volunteers also struggl-
ed today to reinforce other

Sacramento-San Joaquin river delta
levees like the one along the
Mokelumne River that collapsed
Thursday morning, flooding Thorn-
ton. More than 1,300 residents were
evacuated Tuesday by officials an-
ticipating the danger.

Headed by Sen. Robert Stafford, R-Vt., and Rep. James Florio,
D-N.J., the bipartisan group on Thursday introduced legislation that
would require the Environmental Protection Agency to set stan-
dards for the safe removal of the cancer-causing substance.

The first target is some 31,000 public schools, where the EPA says
asbestos could be threatening as many as 15 million children and 1.5
million school employees.

Identical bills introduced in the House and Senate would require
EPA to prescribe methods for identifying, removing and disposing
of asbestos that is crumbling and releasing life-threatening fibers in-
to the air.

NEW YORK (AP) — Unless the government says otherwise, Coca-
Cola Co. and Pepsico Inc. alone will control more than 80 percent of
the U.S. soft-drink market, which totals $30 billion a year.

The two companies, already the industry’s dominant players, are
poised to reach that level via proposed acquisitions of their closest
rivals.

Coke announced Thursday it had agreed to buy fourth-ranked Dr
Pepper Co. for $470 million, and Pepsico agreed last month to buy
No. 3 Seven-1Tp Co. for $380 million.

The Reagan administration has been relatively lenient in allowing
much larger mergers to go through. But because the proposed Coca-

Cola and Pepsico acquisitions would give them overwhelming joint

IAAF vote may
lead to Nehemiah,

MADRID, Spain (AP) — The Inter-
national Amateur Athletics Federa-
tion made a decisive move today
toward the reinstatement in track
and field competition, including the
Olympic games, of banned American
hurdlers Renaldo Nehemiah and
Willie Gault.

The 22-member Executive Council
voted unanimously to change the
IAAF rules in order to allow the
reinstatement of Nehemiah and
Gault, who were hanned after sign-
ing pro football contracts.

Nehemiah plays for the San Fran-
cisco 49ers, and Gault for the
Chicago Bears.

The decision of the council virtual-
ly opened the way for the return of
Nehemiah and Gault to track and
field, a highly placed IAAF source
comfirmed.

The change of rule recommended
by the council will have to be approv-
ed at the IAAF congress in Stuttgart,
West Germany in August, but this is
considered only a formality.

After the congress, the council was
expected to formally vote for the
reinstatement of the two Americans.

Fitness programs
get people huffing

CHICAGO (AP) — On-the-
job fitness programs that
reward participants would
get more Americans into
shape and feeling better, with
a lower risk of heart attack,
researchers said in a new
study published today.

Such a program was of-
fered to 2,600 employees at
four companies, and almost
one-third of the men and one-
fifth of the women who didn't
ordinarily exercise began
working out within two years,
the study found.

“The changes we observed
in exercise and fitness were
not limited to any particular
group. ... This was not a
bunch of whitecollar ex-
ecutives taking up marathon
running,” said researcher
Steven N. Blair of the In-
stitute of Aerobics Research
in Dallas.

“The work site may be a
very effective place to en-
courage widespread exercise
since most adults are
employed outside the home,”
the researchers said in
today's Journal of the
American Medical Associa-
tion.

The four Johnson &
Johnson companies offering
the program began with an
annual health screening. It
included questions about
health habits and measured
blood pressure, blood-fat
levels, body fat, height,
weight, and capacity for
physical work or aerobic
power, the researchers said.
