WASHINGTON (AP) The
Agriculture Department is briefly
delaying next week’s start of the 1986
crop programs sign-up and will tem-
porarily suspend purchases of
surplus dairy products due to uncer-
tainty over fapm legislation.

Under Seéfmtary Daniel G.
Amstutz said late Friday that the
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sign-up period for wheat, feed
grains, cotton and rice programs will
begin not Monday as scheduled, but
Thursday.

And Amstutz said the government
will suspend acceptance of offers for
purchase of surplus dairy products
on Monday and Tuesday while Con-

‘‘We feel this action is in the best
interest of farmers who want to par-
ticipate in the programs, but need to
know the details of them,” Amstutz
said. ‘‘We expect these matters to be
resolved by the middle of next
week.””

With the expansion of First Na-
tional Bank in 1965 McDowell's
Drugstore had to relocate.

‘“At this time, the Nortons had this
two story building where the Candy

Kitchen was. I moved the pharmacy 4

into the building at 310 N. Main. We
didn’t serve anything at the fountain
until we moved to the last location.
We were there a year before the bank
got their building built,”" said
McDowell.

“Each time I moved I was getting
more and more space and this store
made it a complete drugstore,” said
McDowell.

At that location, McDowell pur-
chased all new fixtures throughout
the store because the old fixtures
were obsolete and he also completely
remodeled. “I even added a new
soda fountain,” smiled McDowell.

McDowell grinned when he recall-
ed what good the move did for his

business. ‘‘There was a 38 percent in-
crease in business due to the new
location. It had more room, more up-
to-date fixtures,” McDowell explain-
ed.

In 1968 a change was made at the
Star Theater. ‘I moved the phar-
macy into the old Hereford Brand
building owned by Jimmy
Gillentine,”” said McDowell. It was
the pharmacy's final location.

McDowell said he had seen a com-
plete change in the drug business
over the past few years.

“Everything has changed from the
early days,” said McDowell, “‘from
compounding your own drug to
dispensing ready-made drugs.”

“ ‘I'll meet you at the drugstore,’
use to be the famous words and the
drugstore use to be The Meeting
Place for the whole town,” he said.

make payments under the new con-
servation reserve subject to the con-
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gressional appropriations process
Conservationists immediately ob-
jected, saying the language would
kill the reserve, which has been hail-
ed as the biggest step forward for soil
conservation in 50 years. Senate Ma-
jority Leader Bob Dole, R-Kan,, vow-
ed to strip the language out of the bill
but was unable to finish the job
before Congress left for the weekend
The farm programs package in-
cludes changes designed to minimize
cuts in income subsidies to wheat.
corn, cotton and rice farmers under
the new farm law; to protect farmers
of non-subsidized crops like dry
beans from competition from sub-
sidized producers; and a revision of
the way cuts are made in the cost of
the dairy program to meet new
deficit-reduction guidelines.

That passage was inspired by a
memory Mrs. Blanche Baldwin has
of witnessing the comet 76 years ago.

Mrs. Baldwin says that naturally
she would like to sée the comet
again, but really does not think she
will have a chance like she did in
1910.

“We tried to find it around
Christmas, but it was just not bright
enough to spot,” Mrs. Baldwin said.
“And I think that it will not be as
bright as it was last time I saw it."

The last time Mrs. Baldwin saw
the splendor of Halley, she was
S-years-old living in Haskell County,
Texas. Mrs. Baldwin said that it was
on a Saturday night while she and
her sister Myrna were reading the
story of ‘‘Little Red Riding Hood."

Gramm-Rudman cuts triggered

WASHINGTON (AP) — The first
automatic cuts under the Gramm-
Rudman deficit reduction law were
triggered Saturday, pinching $11.7
billion out of the federal budget in
ways that only hint at the massive
reductions that loom ahead.

Many Americans will start notic-
ing the impact of the 4.3 percent cuts
in most domestic and military pro-
grams in the coming weeks and mon-
ths.

Medicare patients, doctors and

rendered on or after Saturday. The
health insurance plan for the elderly
was only partially shielded from
Gramm-Rudman.

Farm-state lawmakers scrambled
Friday to find alternative ways to
make up the shortfall in the
Agriculture budget, but Congress
recessed for the weekend without ac-
ting. Agriculture Department of-
ficials said Friday they are suspen-
ding all purchases of dairy products
through Tuesday to give the
lawmakers more time to seek a com-
promise.

A federal appeals court on Feb. 7
ruled the law’'s automatic trigger
was unconstitutional, but it stayed
the effect of its ruling pending an ap-
peal to the Supreme Court, which
will rule this summer on the law re-
quiring a balanced budget by 1991.

If the law'is thrown out, the agen-
cies could get back all the funds they
are now being forced to save.

Social Security, Medicaid, food
stamps and some other social: pro-
grams are exempt from the cuts.

President Reagan also decided to
buffer military pay and the Strategic
Defense Initiative against any cuts.

"It was sure bright enough to know
that it was something extra,”” Mrs
Baldwin added.

At the end of March, Halley’s Com-
et will be making its 17th appearance
since it was first discovered in 240
B.C.

It was named after Edmond
Halley, the 17th century astronomer
who first observed that some comets
return to the inner solar system
periodically. Halley used the newl
developed gravitational theory of his
colleague Isaac Newton in studying
the orbitional paths of hundreds of
comets.

He found that several comet paths
were similar, leading him to predict
the return of one comet in 1758
Halley died before the comet fulfilled
his prediction

The comet last displayed itseit in
1910, and was in the northern
hemisphere late in 1985
Astronomers say that it will be seen
more clearly in late March and in
early April.

According to astronomers at Texas
Tech, the best time of day to see the
comet will be just before dawn when
it will be barely over the horizion in
the south.

Hereford's Ira Ott saw the comet
in 1910 when he was 14-years-old.

“We had just moved to Texas and
we were in the process of building
our house,” Ott said. ““We had finish-
ed the barn, and we were sleeping in

This is the heart of the ‘‘Sierra
Tarahumara,” named for the 55,000
reclusive Indians, most who live a
poverty-line existence off the land.

For many Mexicans and
Tarahumaras who live in the isolated
mountain villages, the railroad's
completion in 1961 — after 112 years
of often-interrupted construction —
brought a convenient mode of
transportation and their only
overland route through the Sierra.

The faces in the comfortable
coaches change constantly.
Passengers come and go. Vendors of-
fering hot chocolate, cinnamon-and
sugar-sweetened coffee called “‘cafe
de olla’', meat and cheese-filled tur-
novers or ‘‘empanadas’’ and
American-made Milky Way and
Snickers candy bars invade the
coaches during the five-minute
layovers at a few of the 53 stations
along the line.

But for the Americans and Mex-
icans who come from all over the
country to enjoy Mexico’'s most
famous train ride, the Chihuahua
Pacific offers do-it-yourself adven-
tures for the stout hearted.

Some stay overnight at the rustic
Cabanas Divisadero-Barrancas
Hotel that sits at the rim of the ca-
nyon or at other hotels nearby. At
Creel, the best known town in the
region, guides offer tours by mule to
the canyon floor where many
Tarahumaras live.

For the price of a ticket, about $9,
passengers can make as many
stopovers as they wish.

The trek for most of the 40 or so
tourists on board the six-car train
began this day at 5:45 a.m. at the Los
Mochis station. The railway also of-

fers service from Chihuahua to Los
Mochis.

The black sky and nondescript
flatlands of the coastal plains seem
to invite silence.

The announcement at 7 a.m. that
the dining car has opened sends the
groggy passengers forward in search
of coffee and a breakfast of eggs, hot
sauce and refried beans.

Ten stations and 107 miles later,
the train begins its laborious zigzag
through the steep mountain passes
that peak at 8,071 feet above sea
level. From the Jesus Cruz station to
Divisadero, a distance of 77 miles,
the train climbs 6,765 feet.

As the train heaves and sways up
the steep grade, passing over the 39
bridges and through the 86 tunnels
that mark the line, tourists gather at
the open windows dividing the cars.

Leaning out into the crisp moun-
tain air, they view rivers valleys,
lush pine forests and the important
logging camps that bring in an im-
portant source of revenue.

Those passengers who choose to
stay overnight at Divisadero board
the train the following day.

Apparently because fewer tourists
are on board, however, the service
has declined. The comfortable,
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reclining seat in the coaches are the
same, but the heating system is not
working. The friendly hostesses that
pointed out interesting sights for
tourists the previous day are miss-

The odors of warm tortillas,
cigarette smoke and human sweat
mingle inside the coach with the
cacophony of four portable stereos
blaring four different tunes.

Couples with babies huddle under
blankets as the cold mountain air
seeps through the windows of the
walkways dividing the train. The
dozens of teenagers on board fend off
the chill with chatter and clumsy at-
tempts to maneuver through the
swaying isles. :

The soup in the dining car is tepid
The waiters are almost as warm.

At 10:30 p.m. the train deposits its
chilly and weary passengers in
Chihuahua.

Despite the discomforts of the se-
cond leg, the tourists on board are
wondering out loud when they could
make the trip again.

Of the 400 people who are citizens of
Vatican City, the world's smallest
country, two-thirds are either Swiss
Guards or are members of the Holy
See’s diplomatic corps serving abroad

Good/bad news

One of the problems with getting fair legislation out
of Washingten is that not all Americans view things the
same way. Thus Congressmen find themselves at odds
with one another as they try to represent the district
that elected them.

This week the Associated Press had a story out of
“The U.S. economy,
bolstered by falling oil prices, should en joy significant-
ly better growth this year than in 1985, many
economists believe.”

The story went on to point out that the beneficial im-
pact of falling oil prices will be felt in two ways. U.S.
cause consumers and businesses
will have more to spend on other items, since their oil
bills will be less and inflation in this country will be
lower.

This is no doubt quite true. But the drop in oil prices
is'not hailed with delight in Texas and certainly not in
Ochiltree County where the price of oil determines to a
great extent how we are going to fare economically in
the near future,

Dropping oil prices in Texas has sent shock waves
through the state officials who are being told that state
tax revenue will drop to a crisis situation. Every drop
of §1 a barrel for oil translates to $100.million less state
revenue, according to State Comptroller Bob Bullock.

A few weeks ago national economists also hailed the
news that the consumier price index had nearly

+ stabilized, and the chief reason for this was the drop in

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ABILENE, Texas (AP) — Most
students are prepared the first da y of
class to stand up and tell their
names,

But Diane Fisher’s students must
stand up and spell their names their
first day of class without opening
their mouths.

That’s not so tough if yoii're Ann or
Dan. But Juanice and Esperanza
have a tough task on their hands,
literally,

Mrs. Fisher, director of deaf
education for Abilene schools,
teaches sign language to a packed
house every Monday night at
Madison Middle School,

““The classroom response has been
phenomenal,”” Mrs. Fisher said. *‘We
usually have 30 to 50 students in a
class. This time we have 145."

So many students signed up for the
eight-week course that five classes
have been filled, three beginning
classes and two intermediate.

The students have one thing in
common: they want to be able to
communicate with the deaf.

““Some of the students have family
members who are deaf,” she said.

Some older students who are losing
their hearing have signed up, so
they’ll be able to communicate as
their hearing deteriorates.

One such student is Beatrice Vick.

“I'm losing my hearing,” she said.
“I have to be prepared to know how
to communicate if I lose it all. The
doctor who fitted me for my hearing
aid suggested I take the course.”

Several of Mrs. Fisher's students
are people who work with the hear-
ing impaired, such as occupational
or speech therapists.

One such'student is Phelps Mor-
rison, a psychologist at Abilene State
School.

“I took the class because we have
some clients who are deaf,”” Mor-
rison said. “They don't teach you
sign language as part of a degree in
psychology. I had to learn to com-
municate with those clients who
can't speak."

The youngest student in class is
6-year-pld Rebekah Crumbliss.

“I have a friend who can't talk,”
the girl said. ‘I wanted to be able to
talk with her.”

Rebekah's mother, Mary
Crumbliss, sits beside her daughter
in class, learning sign language too,

Mrs, Fisher has taught sign
language to people in their 70s, but
she also works with infants.

‘““We work with babies and their
families in their homes," she said.
““We start as soon as the parent
learns the baby is deaf, teaching first
the parents, who in turn teach their

. children.”

She is working with three families
in Snyder and one in Colorado City.
“The parents talk in sign to their

Texans crowd class to
learn ‘talk’ with deaf

babies, and the baby gradually picks
it up, as any baby learns words. By
the time the child is 12 to 18 months
old he, we hope, has a 100-word
vocabulary,” the teacher said.

Children learn sign language much
easier'than adults, Mrs. Fisher said.

“Children aren’t afraid to tackle
anything, but adults are inhibited,”
she said. ‘‘Adults get embarrassed.
They think, ‘T can’t do that,’ or they
think they're too old. They're never
too old. We just have to go slower
with older people.”

Mrs. Fisher said. she first became
intrigued with deaf children when
she was in college.

‘“‘Deaf children are neat,"” she said.
“It's such a challenge to work with
them.”

Most deaf children are of normal
intelligence, Mrs. Fisher said.

“There is unlimited potential in
deaf children, but it's hard to get to
that potential because of the
language deficit.

“The language deficit is the
greatest deficit there is, because
there are so many words we can't ex-
plain,” she added. ‘‘One time, a deaf
girl asked me what ‘as a matter of
fact’ meant. It took me forever to ex-
plain that,

“It's so rewarding to work with the
deaf, and to see the light on their
faces when we finally break through
the barrier, and they really unders-
tand.”

Christie wanted for rape, assault -

SULPHUR SPRINGS, Texas -
This is the same tune, second verse,
for John DeWayne Christie.

Christie was selected for the Texas
Most Wanted list back in November,
1985, but was captured shortly before
his story could be featured by media
throughout the state.

Now he has been placed back on
the fugitive list. 77

Christie and two other inmates at
the Hopkins County Jail escaped
from custody on January 30. One of
the inmates was quickly captured.

However, Christie - who is wanted
for the rape of a 14-year-old girl and
the assault of the girl’s mother - re-
mains at large.

Hopkins County law enforcement
officials say Christie, Milton
Wilemon, and James Corley escaped
sometime around 10:00 p.m. and
11:00 p.m. on January 30. They
theorize that Wilemon, who was a
jail trustee obtained a key and then
unlocked an outside door to allow the
inmates to escape.

Corley, 27 who was being held on
charges of possession of a prohibited
weapon, possession of a controller
substance and felony theft of proper-
ty, was arrested a short time later.

Wilemon, 21, who had been jailed
on burglary charges and violation of
parole, has eluded capture along
with Christie.

Officials do not believe that
Christie and Wilemon are still
together.

Christie, 33, was arrested at a
Rockwall, Texas, truck stop on
November 21, 1985, on. warrants
stemming from the sexual assault of
a l4-year-old Sulphur Springs girl on
September 1, 1985.

He had’ been scheduled to stand
trial early this month.

Police reports indicate the 14-year-
old victim of the sexual assault was
attacked by an intruder armed with
a butcher knife.

However, the intruder ran into
more than he bargained when he

tried to attack the gifl’s mother. She
bit the intruder on the neck and forc-
ed him to flee the house.

The September incident was not
the first time that Christie had run
afoul of the law. He had two prior
convictions for sexually-related of-
fenses and had served time in the
Texas Department of Correctons for
indecency with a child.

Christie is a white' male, 6-0, 170
pounds, with a light complexion,
brown hair and brown eyes. He has a
number of tattoos over his body, in-
eluding a three-leaf clover on his left
arm and a butterfly on his chest.

In addition to the aggravated sex-
ual assault, assault and burglary
charges he faced from the
September incident, Christie now
also faces escape charges.

A reward of up to $1,000 is being of-
fered by the Governor's Office for in-
formation leading to Christie’s re-
capture.

After he graduated from Houston
in 1947, ewis and hs wife Den were
anxous to setle down ner Arp, a dot
along State Road 135 south of Tyler.

Lewis turned down an offer to
become an assistant coach for the
Cougars. ““I just wanted to settle
down,"” Lewis said. “I planned to just
farm and raisé some cattle.”

But three years later, when the
Cougars again offered him a job,
Lewis was ready to leave the country
life to produce hoops instead of hols-
teins.

He served a three-year appren-

“ticeship as an assistant to Alden

Pasche before starting a 30-year suc-
cess story as the Cougar coach that
produced a record of 591-278 going in-
to the final game of regular season
play.

After posting losing seasons in
Lewis’ first three years, the Cougars
ran off a string of 26 consecutive non-
losing seasons, going into the current
campaign. They enjoyed 20-victory
seasons 14 times.

Lewis’ teams advanced to the
NCAA playoffs 14 times, including
five trips to the Final Four tourna-
ment.

He was named Associated Press
Coach of the year in 1968 during the
Elvin Hayes era and again in 1983,
when Akeem Olajuwon was leader of
the Cougar’s Phi Slama Jama dunk-
ing fraternity.

Lewis will close out his coaching
career as the 11th winningest coach
of all time.

Led by Hayes and Olajuwon, Lewis
has tutored 29 players into the pros

and 26 have been 1,000-point career
college scorers.

He never has regretted turning in
his overalls for pin stripes.

He's staunchly defended by many
of his former players, such as Hayes
and Olajuwon. But he also had critics
who said he couldn’t win the big
games.

“They would have been saying the
same thing about Dean Smith (North
Carolina Coach) if he’d never won a
national title,” said Hayes, now an
administrative assistant at Houston
and a candidate to replace Lewis.

“I remember they said Wilt
(Chamberlain) was a loser until he
led two teams to the championship.”

Lewis treats praise and criticism
with the same shrug.

““Nobody gets into coaching expec-
ting to win a popularity contest,”
Lewis said. “‘[ don’t like the criticism
but it doesn’t bother me.

“There were a lot of pressure

games and a lot of big games we had -

to win to get to the Final Four. I sup-
pose somebody must have been do-
ing something right.”

Lewis was unprepared in a recent
interview to recount his favorite
memories.

‘““Memories?’’ he repeated almost
incredulously. ““I'm not going around
thinking about the highlights of my
career. When I get out, I'll have
memories. Right now, I'm still try-
ing to win some ball games."

When Lewis gets around to sorting
out 30-plus years on the hardwoods,
he’ll likely remember:

— Coaching the Cougars to a 71-69
victory over Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
and the UCLA Bruins on Jan. 20,
1968, in what became known as ‘‘The
game of the century.”

— Houston’s 1968 Final Four ap-
pearance when the Cougars took a
31-0 record into the tournament and
lost both games.

— The 1983 Final Four when the
Cougars were heavy favorites in the
title game against North Carolina
State, but lost 54-52 on a last second
shot by Lorenzo Charles.

said.

Although he remains in good
health, Lewis admitted the tension
had started to take its toll.

‘‘Game after game, I can’t take it
like used to,” Lewis said. ‘‘One-point
ball games are for young coaches. I
like to win them by 20 or 30 points.”

Lewis, 63, admits he'd started
thinking about retirement before the
season started.

Houston had lost Tito Horford,
declared ineligible by the NCAA
because of a recruiting violation.
Horford was the sixth player since
the end of last season Lewis lost to
defection or grades.

Lewis has not decided what he’ll do
in retirement. He likes to travel and
would consider an opportunity to
coach in Europe for one year.

“I haven't ruled that out,” Lewis
said. ‘I might do that for a year if the
right place opened up. I haven’t had
any offers, just a few feelers.”

TCU's ‘Killer' is circus-in-a-suit

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) - Jim
Killingsworth, besides being one of
the best bench coaches in collegiate
basketball, is a circus-in-a-suit.

Give yourself a treat just once. Go
to a game and watch the man they
call “Killer” at Texas Christian
University in his two-act drama:
first half and second half.

He's bluff and bombast, gruff and
growl, tenacious and tough.

He coos and cajoles, patronizes
and pardons, instructs and in-
timidates,

Officials and players catch all of
the above and then some.

The stocky 62-year-old Kill-
ingsworth, who has been coaching
the game 36 years, is built along the
lines of a fox terrier crossed with a
pit bulldog.

He waits, hands on hips, for an of-
ficlal to come running by then
delivers his sermon like it came right
out of a Sten gun.

‘‘Are you betting on the game?" is
one of Killingsworth's favorite shots.

Amazingly, Killingsworth has
drawn only one technical foul during
TCU's dramatic climb to the top of
the SWC basketball heap as of last
week.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Agriculture Department has
allocated five million acres of highly
erodible land to the states under a
new, long-range program that will be
opened for signup by farmers next
week.

Under the voluntary Conservation
Reserve Program, authorized by
Congress in last year's farm bill, up
to 45 million acres of deteriorated
land could be on the way to recovery
by 1990,

Farmers can participate by sign-
ing 10-year contracts pledging to
keep land from crop production and
to plant grass and trees on it.

In exchange, farmers will get an-
nual rental payments from the
government, along with one-time
sharing of costs to plant the prowc-
tive cover.

The program is scheduled to cover
five million acres this year, 10
million acres or more each year in
1987 through 1989, and five million
acres or more in 1990,

Signup in the program for 1986 will
be March 3-14 at local offices of the
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Service. A second signup
for 1987 will be held during the sum-
mer.

According to USDA budget of-
ficials, the program will cost about
$190 million for the remainder of this
fiscal year, which ends Sept. 30; $550

million in 1988-87; and $950 million in
1987-88.

The rent farmers will be paid by
the government will depend on the
size of bids submitted and which ones
are accepted. The annual payments
will not be affected by the nm-

Soil temperature plays key
role in good stand of cotton

COLLEGE STATIOn Soil
temperature plays a key role in get-
ting an early, uniform stand of cot-
ton, so farmers need to keep a close
check on this situation.

On the High Plains, early research
has shown that a 10-day average
minimum soil temperature of 60
degrees F. at the 8-inch depth is a
recommended time to start planting
cotton. Although jthis may appear
conservative, using soil temperature
as a guide has resulted in earlier
plantings and established stands
more often than when optimum dates
are used, points out Dr. Bob Metzer,
cotton specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service, The
Texas A&M University System.

In other production areas, farmers
have used an average soil
temperature of 60-65 degrees F. at
the 4-inch depth, Metzer points out.

To avoid wide daily fluctuations,
take daily readings at 7 to 8 a.m. for
period of one week to 10 days, sug-
pests the specialist. Use this soil
temperatures planting guide only to
establish the earliest possible plan-
ting date. Soil temperature becomes
less of a determining factor for late-
season planting when soil becomes
warmer.

Unless highly vigorous seed are us-
ed, poor seedling survival can be ex-
pected if seed remain in soil with an
average temperature below 60
degrees F. over a prolonged period,
notes Metzer. Only high quality,
vigorous seed have the ability to re-
main in cold soilover a prolonged
period and germinate once a
favorable soil temperature is reach-
ed.

Unfavorable soil conditions plus
weak, low quality seed can result in
decayed seed, slow emergence and
poor, erratic stands. Matters become
even worse if weak seed have broken
seed coats or gin cuts that allow soil
borne organisms to enter.

The lower the soil temperature, the
greater the number of days
necessary for seedlings to emerge,
says Metzer. If soil temperature
averages 55 degrees F. during the
planting period, 15 to 20 days may be
needed for seedling emergence.
However, with soil temperature at 70
degrees F. seedlings will likely
emerge in only six days.

Planting early in cold soil at
temperatures below 60 degrees F.
does not necessarily insure earlier
fruiting, adds the specialist. First
bloom may be delayed as long as 65

That
represents about one-sixth of the 421
million acres of cropland in the
United States as of 1982,

According to the law, no more than
25 percent of the cropland in a county
can be idled under the program
unless the secretary of agriculture
decides - the- impact would be
midimal.

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Better use of water

LUBBOCK -~ Sometimes things
just aren’t as easy as they would
seem.

That's the conclusion Lloyd V. Ur-
ban of the Texas Tech University
Water Resources Center reached
after 18 months of study at a special-
ly designed drainage field installed
beneath an area playa lake.

The drainage system was con-
structed to filter out certain clays so
that the filtered water could be in-
jected into the aquifer without clogg-
ing up the recharge well. And, it
worked. °

““The concept is viable,” Dr. Urban
said, ‘‘but we encountered more
operational problems than we had in-
itially anticipated.”

Roots, rodents and salamanders
were among the unanticipated pro-
blems which complicated an already
complex problem of how to make
better use of the water collecting in
the South Plains’ 19,000 playa lakes
after wet spells.

The soil of most playa lakes is Ran-
dall Clay which effectively cements
the bottoms of playa lakes. Conse-
quently, most of the rainfall which
gathers there does not seep
underground toward the aquifer, but
is trapped until it evaporates. Fur-
ther, water in the lake is so laden
with clay particles that it cannot be
pumped unfiltered into the aquifer
without clogging the well,

““There’s no simple solution to us-
ing playa water or somebody
would’ve thought of it and succeeded
befoe now,” Urban said.

proached the problem by burying 16
different configurations of filter
material in a wagonwheel pattern
beneath a dry playa lake. The filters,
originally manufactured for use in
drainage and foundation work
around buildings, were laid on a base
of sand, then covered with more sand
and topsoil. Rainwater seeps down to
the filters and then is carried to a
recharge well, Urban said.

“The research conducted to date
demonstrates that aquifer recharge
using playa lake water can be dvne
on a wider basis and more
economically than had previously
been thought,”” Urban said. ‘‘But we
have more work to do in order to
achieve our objective of making the
concept better technically and
economically on the scale we would
like to see.”

The initial stage of the research
suggests several possible im-
provements First, more
maintenance--such as shallow
plowing-is necessary than originally
anticipated to keep the water flow-
ing. Second, the vertical trenches the
drainage lines were buried in should
be replaced by “vee" shaped tren-
ches to increase the seepage: Third,
a precise installation of the filters is
necessary to maximize the water
flow. And fourth, damage by roots
and animals such as rodents and
salamanders must be taken into ac-
count to determine a system'’s
longevity. Its longevity may
ultimately decide the extent of its
economic feasibility

Hlstory

Incorporated in 1951 for the sole
purpose of providing phone service
to the rural areas of Deaf Smith,
Castro, Bailey and Parmer counties,
West Texas Rural Telephone Co-op
now has approximately 1800
subscribers. W.T.R.T. was formed
through a government entity, the
Rural Electricification Administra-
tion, which made low-interest loans
available for the Cooperative to
begin installing phone lines and
equipment to the rural areas outside
of Hereford

‘“At the time, there was no phone

DR. GOTT

Although all of us who grow old will
experience predictable alterations in
the ways our bodies work, medical sci-
ence has been strangely reticent in an-
alyzing the specific biochemical
changes that come with age.

Particularly with respect to nutri-
tion, investigators have historically
failed to determine the ways in which
nutritional support may improve the
quality of life for an aging population
Early studies seemed to indicate that
the nutritional needs of a 20-year-old
were pretty much the same as those of
a 70-year-old. We now know this isn't
true. Studies are underway to decipher
the ways in which the young and the
old differ in their nutritional require-
ments. As a start, researchers are be-
ginning to learn what actually hap-
pens to our bodies as we age

For example, aging causes a modi-
fication of the body's composition
Lean body mass declines, while body
fat increases. By age 70, most people
have lost 40 percent of their muscle
mass. The aged are far less able to
metabolize sugar; they are deficient in
the ability to synthesize, degrade and
excrete fats. Therefore, blood sugar
and body fat increase with age. Losses
in bone density also occur; by age 80,
women have lost 25 percent (and men
12 percent) of their bone densities

As we age, more of our cells die. Of
potentially greater importance, the
surviving cells show impaired perfor-
mance. By age 70, the kidneys and
lungs lose about 10 percent of their
weight and efficiency, while the liver
loses 19 percent. There are progres-
sive decrements in cellular enzymes,
nerve-conduction velocity, resting
cardiac output, renal bloodflow and
respiratory efficiency. Hormone re-
ceptors become less functional and
cells become less able to take up nutri-
ents. Older pedple eat less, so they
take ip fewer calories, vitamins and
minerals. These dificiencies are ac-
centuated by stress, disease, poor ab-
sorption, alcohol, smoking and many
types of medicine

At present, there is no conclusive
evidence that science can prolong life,
across the board, by altering nutrition-
al support in the elderly. Neverthe-
less, experts are becoming increasing-
ly concerned that many aging people
are not receiving adequate nutrition
An English study concluded that be-
tween 6 and 12 percent of Britons over
age 70 may suffer from malnutrition

Until specific guidelines are devel-
oped, nutritionists urge that the medi-
cal community appreciate more fully
the special needs of the elderly. De-
spite an admittedly inadequate fund of
information, specialists recommend
certain basic strategies for the aged

The average 20-to-34-year-old re-
quires about 2,700 calories a day. a

person in the 75-to-90-year-old range

needs only 2,100 calories. These calo-

ries are best supplied by a broad range
of foodstuffs, including dairy prod-

ucts, meat, vegetables, bread and ce-
reals. Vitamin, mineral and trace-

metal supplements are probably
useful, providing they are not adminis-
tered in doses exceeding twice the
Recommended Daily Allowances
Foods that may provoke allergic reac-
tions are to be avoided such as
wheat, for gluten-sensitive individ-
vals. Saturated fat, like cholesterol,
should be reduced. Sugar may have to
be limited. Calcium (1,200 mgs.) and
vitamin D supplements (250 1.U s) can
reduce bone loss. Increased dietary fi-
ber and fruits may help alleviate the
tendency to sluggish bowel action that
comes with age. Liquid protein, strict-
ly in the form of a supplement to a
regular diet, may provide both calo-
ries and added nutritional value for el-
derly people who are unable (or un-
willing) to maintain consistently
adequate nutritional levels using ordi-
nary food

The most important consideration
appears to be the obvious: Those indi-
viduals who become inactive or handi
capped because of disease or infirmity
continue to have nutritional require-
ments that may have to be supplied by
intervention on the part of other
adults

As we age, we may not be able to eat
our way to better health. However,
some studies have shown that a falloff
in nutritional levels can substantially
add to problems related to aging
Therefore, the elderly neéd individual-
ized attention to ensure that their ba-
sic, but changing, nutritional needs
are being met ‘

POLLY’S Bread dough

POINTERS ijams machine

By Polly Fisher

DEAR POLLY — When I mix bread
dough in my food processor, the ma-
chine seems to become clogged and
the motor stops. Why does this happen
and how can I remedy the situation?
- MRS. VCH.

DEAR MRS. V.CH. — Particularly
soft or sticky doughs can be trouble-

some in a food processor. The dough
works its way under the blade and up
the column of the shaft. The motor la-
bors and eventually overheats, then
shuts off.

Too much dough will also overload
the machine, causing it to shut off.
Generally, if the motor starts to labor,
it is helpful to add a little additional
flour — a tablespoon or two. Some-
times this is enough to allow the ma-
chine to finish kneading the dough.
Hewever, with some very ltkgv
doughs to which you don’t want to add
more flour, it's best to simply scrape
the dough out of the work bowl and fin-
ish it off by hand.

If the machine does stop and you
want to continue it, y wait
a few minutes lm mmto cool
off. It will reset and you’ll be able to
turn it on again. Add a little extra
flour before turning it on, as described
above, — POLLY

DEAR POLLY — Here's a Pointer
my son discovered: Never put pow-
dered sugar on top of a birthday cake
that is going to have candles on to be
blown out.

‘TEXAS VOICES’ series which is a
project funded by the National En-

dowment for the H ties. There
will be five book: pro-
grams featyring five Texas books.

« "“LOVE IS A WILD ASSAULT" by
Elithe Hamilton Kirkland will be
featured Monday night. Patricia
‘Dean, assistant professor of English,
South Plains College, Levelland, will
be presenting the Kirkland book.

Without serious rival, the most

popular romantic historical novel
about Texas is “LOVE IS A WILD
ASSAULT.” An intriguing dimension
of the novel is taht it is based on the
memoirs of Harriet Potter Ames
written when she was eighty-three
and living with her children in Loui-
siana,

Elithe Hamilton Kirkland took the

35 pages of typescript passed on by
Potter to the Texas historical
association, and fashioned a 500 page
romance true to the spirit of the
memoirs but extending the spare
narrative and creating full-
dimension characters. The book tells
in epic strokes the plight of the
beautiful and brave Harriet, who liv-
ed with Robert Potter, first
secretary of the Navy, at Potter’s
Point on Caddo Lake during the days
of the Republic of Texas. Their lives
are interwoven with the lure of Texas
for adventurous spirits, the
Runaway Scrape as Santa Anna ad-
vanced toward San Jacinto, and the
personal drama set against the birth
of a Republic.

Both Harriet and Potter remain
egnimas in the novel as they were in
history. After Potter's- death in a
Texas political feud, Harriet learned
that he had willed almost everything
he owned to a certain lady in Austin
whose conversation he enjoyed while
he was a state senator. For the next
thirty years, Harriet tried to break
the will, but in the end the judge rul-
ed against her, concluding that Pot-
ter did not recognize her as his legal
wife.

the Year. And now I'm not a good
coach because I'm white.”

Blacks met with Beaumont school
board President Marilyn Busceme
Friday to pressure school ad-
ministrators to assign a black head
football coach*at one of the district’s
newly-merged high schools.

School trustee Zenobia Bush, a
member of the National Association
for the Advancement of Colored Peo-
ple, said the association might ask
all black student athletes in the
Beaumont school district to boycott
sports next year,

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Texas celebrates
150th anniversary

WABHINGTON-ON-THE- -
BRAZOS, Texas (AP) — The collec-
tion of a dozen ramshackle cabins
and shanties was an unlikely site for
a national political convention.

The convention hall itself — owned
by a gunsmith who was promised
$170 rent but never was pald — was
not even finished when the delegates
assembled.

One eyewitness wrote that the
town had ‘‘not one decent house in it
and only one well-defined street,
which consists of an opening cut out
of the woods.”

“The stumps are still standing,”
complained William Fairfax Gray, a
Virginia attorney who 150 years ago
Sunday was keeping a diary that
preserves the account of the meeting
that resulted in the Texas Declara-
tion of Independence.

Actually, everyone was ready to
make the break from Mexico on
March 1, but the 59 delegates decided
to wait until the following day
because March 2 alsg happened to be
Sam Houston's birthday.

On Sunday, Gov. Mark White is
keynoting the Independence Day
festivities at Washington-on-the-
Brazos, now a state historical park.
The park, about 85 miles northwest
of Houston, includes a replica of the
wooden building where the conven-
tion was held.

The celebration is among dozens
around the state marking the 150th
anniversary of the declaration.

In addition, the U.S. Postal Service
on Sunday is issuing a 22-cent
Republic of Texas stamp, com-
memorating the birth of the republic.

The eight-page Texas Declaration
of Independence — handwritten with
a quill by George Childress — was

“But in terms of forming a Texas
character, a Texas ethos, a Texan-
ness, the Republic Period was
crucial.”

Robert Calvert, an associate pro-
fessor of history at Texas A&M
University, says the significance of
the document is its formality.

“For Texans, it is the formal break
with Mexico,” he says. ‘““There had
been some previous meetings, con-
sultations, where they dealt with the
idea. But it's there, in effect, that
they make the decision to secede."”

Historians believe five copies of
the declaration were made and sign-
ed that cold day in.Washington-on-
the-Brazos.

One copy remains. It now is
undergoing restoration treatment at
the University of Texas Humanities
Research Center. A facsimile is on
display at the state library in Austin.

“It probably was on off-white
paper,” says Chris LaPlante, the
state archivist. ‘‘Over the years, bet-
ween fading from exposure to the
light and staining because of the
acidity in the papér and ink, it is now
more of a very light brown."

The paper, however, is brittle. The
edges have broken off in places. The
paper was written on both sides and
ink is bleeding through from the
backside to the front.

But all in all, it's in pretty good
shape, LaPlante says.

“It's amazing it has survived, con-
sidering its storage environment,”
he says. “It's extremely neat. It is
still very legible considering the
fading.”

The lone copy was discovered
years later ‘n Washington, D.C. by a
researcher going through a State
Department file. The declaration
