DALLAS (AP) - At least five ma-
jor airlines have scrambled to match
' dramatic fare
Street fears of a
renewed fare war fueled selling on
the stock market.

American announced Thursday its
new “Ultimate Super Saver'’ plan, a
J.I.mihdnmnberofmtsatupto'm
percent below full coach fare, that
undorcmsevenmdhcount airline
fares.

The fares, ranging from $39 for
short trips to $129 for one-way cross-
country travel, will be available in

cities lh‘urrhr . Five

seats at the fares will

be available in the first five months
of the program.

The new fares may soon
“stimulate traffic’’ as one American
official predicted, but they have
already sparked matching com-
mitments from several other
airlines.

Trans World Airlines, Pan Am,
Delta Airlines and Northwest have
announced they will match the fares,
and spokesman Joe Hopkins said
United Airlines Inc. would do so
“reluctantly.”

Hopkins called the reductions “‘a
tremendous offer”” that will “‘bring
affordable travel within the United
States within the reach of most’
Americans.

“But it's an open question as to
how much new business will be
stimulated. In 1982, when there was
the $99 fare, carriers lost their
shirts,” he said.

Some investors are worried the
same thing could happen again
because any talk of fare-cutting “is

red flag,” "said Charles
Hanneman, an airline industry
analyst at Thomson McKlnnon
Securities in New York.

“People start running for the
doors’’ because of the prospect that
reduced fares would reduce earnings
at a time when airlines are still at-
tempting to recover from a severe
slump, he said. '

But American is betting that the
restrictions it has imposed on its
‘“Ultimate Super Saver” will ward
off a repeat of 1982, spokesman
Lowell Duncan said.

American’s new fares apply to
travel beginning Feb. 18 and within
the 48 continental states, and require
a Saturday night overnight stay. The
number of seats available at the
lowest price will be limited, and cer-
tain peak days such as holidays will
be blacked out.

“Duncan said the lowest fare would

not be available on every flight, and
he estimated that system-wide,
about 30 to 35 percent of American's
seats would be available at the low
fare.

The restrictions also include 30
days advance purchase and a provi-
ston that 25 percent of the ticket price
is ‘non-refunddble once tickets are
purchased.

Hanneman said those restrictions
‘‘are if anything tighter than
anything now in effect” and that the
‘penalty provision is new for the in-
dustry and appears to answer a long-
standing problem of “no shows,”
when people with reservations fail to
show up and flights depart with emp-
ty seats.

American, which posted record
earnings for 1984 despite a fourth-
quarter slump and which reportedly

“has $1 billion in cash and short-term
investments available, said it didn't
believe it was touching off a fare
war., 7

“These are fares that in most in-
stances exist in marketplace today,”
Duncan said. ‘‘What we are doing is
making our fare structure much
more competitive ' in the
marketplace.”

But United's Hopkins countered
that the move did place airlines in a
fare war.’

“Certainly,” ¥e said. “This under-
cuts prices that are in the market
place right now."’

Troubled spots seen as topics for talks

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Reagan administration, seeking a
broader dialogue with the Soviet
Union, intends to propose talks on
Central America and other unstable
areas of the world now that it has a
new agreement to excliange views on
the Middle East, according to U.S.
officials.

“To the extent that we can clanfy
positions, it makes the world a little
less dangerous place,” an official
who spoke on condition of anonymity
said Thursday.

In the Nixon and Ford administra-
tions, the United States tried to reach
an accommodation with the Soviet
Union to lessen tensions around the
world. Ronald Reagan, campaigning
for the presidency, led a charge by
conservatives against detente. And
in his first three years in the White

U.S.-Soviet meeting intentions formed

House, he followed the same hard
line, denouncing the Soviet Union as
an “‘evil empire.”

But Reagan signaled a shift in -a
speech last Jan. 16. “We must and
will engage the Soviet Union in a
dialogue that will serve to promote
peace in the troubled regions of the
world,”” he said. Then, in a U.N.
speech Sept. 24, he called for a “‘bet-
ter working relationship” that in-
cluded talks at the expert level.

The agreement reached Jan. 8 in
Geneva to resume talks on reducing
nuclear weapons reopened the
dialogue on an issue that is central to
U.S.-Soviet relations. It also cleared
the way for talks on other topics,
although the agreement on the Mid-

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Cotton growers listen to report

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — Texas cofton growers must vault their
operations into the computer age to keep up with a U.S. public that is
buying more cotton products now than at any time in the last decade,
a study says. }

Texas already produces about half the annual U.S. cotton crop,
and despite intensive advertising about competitive synthetic fibers,
cotton use will continue its upward trend, according to a report given
to 800 Southwestern cotton growers Wednesday.

Robert Boslet, chief executive officer of the marketing and
research firm of Cotton Inc., said in presenting the report that
Texas’ high volume means Cotton Inc. must intensify its efforts in
High Volume Instrumentation development — a computer-assisted
sales technique.

HVI classing of cotton is a method where cotton growers sell their
product to mills based on detailed computerized information about
the quality of a particular bale by its fibers.

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Warranty rule may be dropped

WASHINGTON (AP) — Shoppers who want to read the warranty
before buying a product might have to send away for the information
under rules being considered by the Federal Trade Commission.

Under the proposed rule changes taken up Thursday by the FTC,
merchants would still have to provide warranties to consumers who
want to read them before making a purchase. But retailers could
give customers an address where the warranty could be obtained
rather than keeping copies in their stores.

Considerable discussion and revision are likely before any final
action is taken before the FTC . :

Commissioner Patricia P. Bailey, who proposed the reconsidera-
tion of the eurrent rules, asked that the commission staff look into
various ways of providing warranty material to people, including an
assessment of ways to reduce the burden on merchants.

The commission voted 5-0 to issue what it terms an advance notice
of proposed rulemaking, tochange the warranty rule which has been
in effeet since 1976. Such a notice merely means that changes are be-
ing considered, but the final form they take won’t be known until
after comments are received and a formal rule proposed.

No date was set for that action.

The A300 Eastern jet made an emergency landing here at 1:14
a.m. today, and “'by 1:50, it was all over,” said Roger Myers,
spokesman for the Federal Aviation Administration in Atlanta. “The
passengers were taken off the aircraft and the hijacker was taken in-
to custody."” ¥

Maharishi has plan for
making world safe _

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sitting
quietly, just five blocks from the
White House, one of the world’s most
famous wise men proclaims a simple
solution for any military, economic
or other troubles the nation might
face in President Reagan's setond
term. Vo'l ”

In fact, Maharishi Mahesh Yogi
says his plan could turn world chaos
into pure coherence, creating a
literal ‘‘heaven on earth.”

All he needs, he says, is 7,000 good
men and women, trained in the ad-
vanced principles of his already
widely practised Transcendental
Meditation, blending their mental ef-
forts a few minutes every day — all
together in one place, Washington,
D.C.

The diminutive, gray-bearded
mabharishi, going strong nearly two
decades after his meetings with pop
music’'s Beatles multiplied his cult
fame, was in Washington the past
week to officially open a new univer-
sity in the nation’s capital.

Maharishi Vedic University will
join Maharishi International Univer-
sity College of Natural Law, which
already has several hundred
students in Washington.

In a news release from his Con-
tinental Capital of the Age of
Enlightenment, a converted hotel in
dowhtown Washington, the mission
of the new university was described
as providing a center for studying
the ancient knowledge of India,
“which maharishi said makes the
mind familiar with the most basic
laws of nature, the unified field of
natural law, and trains it to function
from this level.”

One basic law the maharishi says
he’s discovered is that 7,000 minds
meditating together on such a level
— the number represents the square
root of 1 percent of the world's

with Moscow appeared to unsettle
Israel since the Soviets usually sup-
port the Arabs and are the main
arms supplier for Syria.

His followers include men and
women with scientific degrees from
widely recognized universities. And
they — and he — say experiments the
past several years have proven the
effectiveness of his ‘‘technology of
the unified field,” the idea that mass
meditation can fix world problems.

Simply the presence of hundreds of
practitioners  in Washington has
helped the economic revival in the
United States the past two years, the
maharishi said.

The new university in Washington,
besides its function as a research
center, is intended as a magnet to
help draw members for the capital-
based group of 7,000.

Protesters fail to
stop farm auction |

SIGOURNEY, lowa (AP) — Angry
protesters jeered an auctioneer as he
sold off a farmer’s machinery after it
was seized by a bank, while
thousands of farmers from three
states rallied in Sioux City to demand
a boost in commodity prices.

Roger Escher’s two tractors were

~ the last to go Thursday, while more

than 200 people crowded at the auc-
tioneer’s lot. :

“I have nothing left. No sir, they
left nothing,” said Escher, 38. “‘I
started with nothing 16 years ago and
I've got nothing today."

The tractors and 14 other items
went in less than two hours, despite
protests by dozens of farmers wear-
ing adhesive tape crosses on the
backs of their coveralls and shouting
‘“‘No sale! No sale!"

‘““Anbody that’s here today who'll
tell you they don't have a problem
isn’t farming,” said Joanne Neuzil,
who with husband, Paul, runs a farm
southwest of Iowa City. “We've got
farmers here who were millionaires
a couple of years ago."”

In Sioux City, 4,000 farmers from
Iowa, Nebraska and South Dakota
jammed an auditorium to demand a
1985 Farm Bill that would shore up
commodity prices and rescue
farmers in financial distress.

“Let's send a message very loud
and clear — there’s one thing we
need in agriculture today, and that’s
a decent price for our product. That
will cure everything,” Sen. James
Exon, D-Neb., told the crowd.

The rally was organized by the
Emerson, Neb.-based Farm Crisis
Committee, whose leaders said the
Rev. Billy Graham has promised to
deliver a petition against the propos-
ed 1985 farm bill to President Reagan
during his inauguration.

For Escher, the auction was the
end of years of work raising
livestock, corn and soybeans on a

300-acre farm in Kalona that he said
once was valued at $850,000.

‘“His equipment was taken up for
non-payment of loan, in this case
more than $300,000 he owed the
bank,” said President Allen Kloess
from the United Central Bank &
Trust Co. in Kalona.

““This is my machinery. It belongs
to me. It's still in the courts. It has
not been decided whose it is. I ask
you to refrain from bidding,"" Escher
shouted.

Frank Cordaro, a deacon intern at
St. Patrick’s Roman Catholic Church
in Corning, shouted to auctioneer
Robert Mallinger: “You don't need
to sell the equipment. You don’t need
to sell it. Give the farmer a break.
You don’t need this blood money,
sir!"

“It's not blood money. I'll tell you
what, fellows: You've had your say.
It's been consigned here ... and I'm
going to sell it now,” Mallinger
replied. ;

“I feel sorry for everybody that
loses stuff,”” he said before the sale.
“It's an unfortunate circumstance,
but he’s not the only one."

Forced farm sales have prompted
many farming coalitions to urge
Gov. Terry Branstad to declare a
state of emergency, which would in-
voke a Depression-era law tem-
porarily banning foreclosures.

In Des Moines on Thursday, the
state Senate passed a resolution,
46-3, calling for immediate federal
aid to farmers. But the legislators
stopped short of urging Branstad to
invoke a state of emergency, which
Iowa bankers oppose.

Since 1981, Iowa farmers have lost
millions of dollars in assets as land
values have declined by as much as
40 percent, according to Branstad.

Devalued assets also mean that
many existing loans no longer have
full collateral behind them. It is
estimated that up to 30 percent of
lowa’'s farmers will soon face signifi-
cant financial difficulties.

IRVING, Texas (AP) — The scare
that began after Army officials
disclosed that Boy Scouts from
around the world camped in Virginia
near dioxin-contaminated soil in 1981
was all for nothing, officials say.

Dr. Walter Menninger, who headed
the private team that evaluated test
results from soil at Virginia’s Fort
A.P. Hill, said at a news conference
here Thursday that extensive testing
has shown that dioxin levels were
minimal and could cause no harm.

None of the 30,000 Scouts ‘and
leaders who attended the 10-day 1981
Boy Scout Jamboree needs to be
tested for exposure, he said. Scout of-
ficials said they plan to return to the
site in July for the 1985 Jamboree.

“The officials who first set loose
the dioxin scare were irresponsible
in playing on people’s emotions
rather than medical evidence,” Men-
ninger said.

Eating it, inhaling it or absorbing
it through the skin are the only ways
to be poisoned by dioxin, he said, ad-
ding that *‘unless one were bathing in
the dirt or eating in the dirt, one
should not be concerned.”

The discovery of the pesticide
byproduct, which has caused cancer
in laboratory animals, in soil at Fort
A.P. Hill last November alarmed
parents of Scouts who camped at the
base for 10 days.

Army tests released Nov. 9 showed
contamination of up to 228 parts per
billion under a storage shed where
herbicides had leaked. The Centers
for Disease Control in Atlanta says
the safe level of dioxin is 1 ppb,

Scouts from Texas and other
Southwest troops had camped within
150 feet of the shed,

““As you can see by our actions
over the last two months, we are
committed to the health and welfare
of every Scout,” head Scout Ben H.

Love said less than 1 percent of the
Scouts had canceled their 1985 jam-
boree registration after the dioxin
reports were publicized.

Meanwhile, in Washington, Army

goal has been to support the Boy
Scouts of America and to provide
them a location for their Jamboree.”

Marsh said the 1985 Jamboree will
be held away from the contamination
site, but ‘‘clean-up of the con-
taminated material will begin next
week and will be completed well
before the Jamboree.”

Waco," a new play making its
New York debut Jan. 30.

For its creator, Patricia
Griffith, “‘Outside Waco’' was
not only a pleasant return to
the Texas of her childhood,
but an invigorating change of
pace from her novels and
short stories, two of which
are included in the O.Henry
Prize Stories of 1970 and 1976.

““Outside Waco'' takes
place in Bright Light, Texas,
a small Central Texas town
whose loss of a bank is a sym-
bol of its decline. It's a small-
town, middle-class Texas
composed of butane tank
drivers, Dr Pepper, knotty
pine kitchens, the Senior Sun-
shine Social Club and prayer
chains at the Piggly Wiggly.

Although the daughters of
Bright Light resident George
Matthews hail from Dallas,
Nashville and Washington,
D.C., Waco is still the big city
for Bright Light residents.

For Matthews, who floats
in and out of rationality much
to his daughters’ displeasure,
Waco and a past troth pledg-
ed on its outskirts represents
a security to which he longs to
return.

For the playwright, a 1958
Baylor University graduate,
Waco represents the Texas
she knows best.

‘I grew up in East Texas,"
Ms. Griffith said in a recent
phone interview. “Waco is
kind of the center of Téxéas, in
my mind."

Add to that some
peculiarities of Waco's
history, its “typically Texas"
landscape and its unusual
sounding name, and one sees
why Griffith chose to set her
first play outside Waco.

Her play premiered in
Dallas in a Theatre Three
production, running for four
weeks before enthusiastic
Dallas audiences who found
the play an appealing slice of
Texas life, one dead perfect
in detail.

Matthews' daughters
Sarah, Georgia aned Juanita
return to Bright Light when
their mother suffers a stroke
and dies. But before they can
return to their individual pur-
suits, a tenacious Sarah
demands they Tresolve the
question of who will take care
of Daddy.

Turning loose of individual
careers and lifestyles proves
easier said than done,
however. Georgia, nicknam-
ed Georgiaberry, is on the
verge of making the big time
in country music. Juanita, a
Washington travel agent, has
been left by her husband, and
she is living with a woman

lover. And Sarah, a teacher
with teen-age daughter
Lashondra — whose name is
a vestige of past civil rights
activism — is in the midst of
her doctoral studies of Edna
St. Vincent Millay.

Matthews, for his part,
shuffles from memories out-
sidle Waco, his days as a
butane gas sales agent, the
activities of the Senior Sun-
shine Social Club at the First
Baptist Church and ‘“‘stom-
pin’," his favorite excerise.

While he floats from fog to
fog his daughters bicker over
Georgiaberry’s career
(which she defends, saying,
““It's not trashy music, honey.
It's just livin' here on
earth.”), Juanita’s girlfriend
and Sarah's insistence of
making her other sisters care
for Daddy.

In the course of their con-
tention, however, each
daughter confronts personal
disappointment and tragedy
and finds that despite the
fighting they still love each
other.

Unlike the women that
George Matthews grew up
with, who were content to
stay at hpme and raise a
family while their husbands
brought in the paycheck,
Matthews' daughters are all
involved in careers that in
many ways determine their
characters.

Sarah wants the profes-
sional security of tenure.
Georgiaberry is infected with
potential stardom. And
Juanita finds her in-
dependence from the home is
a t of their professional life,”
Ms. Griffith said. “What a
person does really colors
their personal life, even if it's
only pumping gas."”

Ms. Griffith is optimistic
her play, with its strong
regional flavor, will do well
among New York audiences
at the Hudson Guild Theatre,
an off-Broadwasy playhouse
that has seen premieres of
such successes as ‘“‘On
Golden Pond.”

"It seems to have gone over
well with the producers of the
play in New York. They're
entusiastic about it and the
readings have been well
received.”

Appearing in the role of
Georgiaberry will be Carlin
Glenn, who won acclaim for
her performance as Miss
Mona in the Broadway run of
“Best Little Whorehouse In
Texas.”

Encouraged by the ex-
perience of writing a play and
seeing it transformed
through actors’ interpreta-
tions, Ms. Griffith is sand-

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Texas had more prison in-
mates than either California
or New York but far fewer
residents in mental institu-
tions, according to 1980 data
recently released by the U.S.
Census Bureau.

Government statisticians
have been putting the infor-
mation into various com-
parative packages and
releasing them to the public
as they are finished. This
latest report is called ‘‘Per-
sons in Institutions and Other
Group Quarters.”

Among other statistical
gems, the report reveals that
Texas had more people living

* on ships in 1980 than any

other state — 1,336, Texas
had 1,085 people living in
communes. (Living up to a
stereotype, California took
top honors in that category,
but had only 1,493 commune
dwellers.)

The majority of people liv-
ing in “group quarters” in
Texas were college students.
According to the report,
96,484 were living in dorms
Next were military person-
nel, 62,941 living in barracks.
There were 335 Texans in
tuberculosis hospitals.

AT&T also
wants to charge for director
assistance calls and operator
help.

AT&T has claimed finan-
cial woes in Texas since the
Jan. 1, 1984, court-ordered
break-up of the nationwide
Bell System. The divestiture
left AT&T with most of the
long-distance business in
Texas.

But Tom Jones, an AT&T
Texas vice president, said
Thursday the company is los-
ing $300,000 a day, most of it
as a result of payments it
makes to Southwestern Bell
and other local phone com-
panies.

Without the rate hikes,
Jones said AT&T would con-
tinue to lose money in Texas.

“For us to have earned a
zero percent return in 1984 we
would have needed another
$60-plus million in revenue or
reduced costs,” he said.

In a separate request filed
Thursday, AT&T asked the
PUC to approve a §1 monthly
charge for single-line
business and residential
customers. Other business
customers would pay $6 a
month. That money would go
to local telephone companies
to help offset AT&T's
payments,

It's that request that has
Boyle concerned about the
bottom line to residential
customers. Overall, Boyle is
not impressed with AT&T's
claims of money problems.
He recalled previous AT&T
rate cases, a $301 million hike
that was withdrawn and a
$101 million cut that was
denied. :

“It's the numbers-of-the-
month club. This is another
chapter in the saga,” said
Boyle.

The AT&T plan would cut
$24.7 million from annual
tolls for intrastate long
distance calls.
